SAFETY FROM FIRE.
A Simple glance at the position ot the boiler 

and fire in Gold’s Heater will convince 
any one of its perfect safety.

Quebec, L. O., Aug. 20, 1858.
Dear Garrison :

Thank God I I am on a soil which cannot 
be polluted by the kidnapper, and where the 
footsteps of a slave cannot be heard. The 
crack of Republican and Christian [?J whips, 
lashing up men, women and children to un­
paid toil, and to subjection to the lusts ot brutal 
masters, the clanking of Democratic and Pres­
byterian fetters and chains, the weeping of 
mothers torn from their children, the agony of 
husbands and fathers, as they witness their 
wives and daughters sold to prostitution, the 
sale sanctioned and protected by the American 
church and clergy, are not heard nor seen 
where I now am. There are colossal crimes 
perpetrated on the soil over which Victoria 
holds dominion, in all parts of the world ; but 
thank God ! it is no crime punishable with death 
any where on her broad domain, for a man to 
assume that he is a man and not Ocas/ ; whereas, 
on every foot of land over which tüe Demo­
cratic, universal-sufi'rage government of the 
United States holds jurisdiction, a man is out­
lawed, hunted, and shot down like a wild beast, 
merely because he claims that he is a man, aud 
not a chattel. This is simpiy true ; a fact 
known and read of all men ; so put down on the 
national statute-book ; so decreed by the supre­
me national Judiciary, and so decided by the 
evented by the national Executive ; that aman 
who shall assert, theoretically and practically, 
that he is a man and not a beast, may be out­
lawed, hunted and shot. Christ, as is he re­
ceived by the American church and clergy,— 
God, as he is worshipped by the American peo­
ple, as a nation,—are the slave-hunters, the 
kidnappers, who thus outlaw, hunt and shoot 
men, women and children for claiming that 
they are human beings, and not beasts. For 
do uot the churcfi and clergy, the politicians 
and people, in their ecclesiastical and political 
councils and gatherings, and in social and do­
mestic relations, quote the authority ot what 
they call Christ aud God to justify their breed­
ing, buying, ^selling, holding and huntiug 
slaves? They do, in New York, Vermont, 
Massachusetts, and all over ‘Uo ,T ’ -V^ut they 
cease to plead the aut' ^ ^’..ble, of
Christ, and of God—even 01,.1 , • .(such
—to justify themselves iu these atrofe,, ^ ' en 
they cross that intangible, imaginary 'lit,. *0^ 
separates the rule of James Buchanan aud his 
kidnapping Democracy from the dominion of 
Victoria.

By the way, these international boundaries 
are queer things. They are morulas well as 
national boundaries. What is a truth on one 
side ot the line is a lie on the other ; justice on 
one spot is injustice a few inches further north. 
What is adultery, incest, theft, robbery and 
murder on the north side of the Ohio river, on 
the soil of Ohio, in Kentucky, the opposite side 
of the river, is all pure, just, right and honest ; 
and what would consign a man to a dungeon 
or a gallows in Pennsylvania, twelve inches 
off, over the line, in Virginia, would elevate a 
man to the honors of a priest or a president, a 
doctor of divinity or a doctor of laws. Such is 
the morality of all governments. Three days 
ago, I crossed the line which separates Vermont 
from Canada. To hunt a man with blood­
hounds, to kidnap him, or shoot him for claim­
ing to be a man and not a beast, a freeman and 
not a slave, is counted right, and a sacred 
duty, in Vermont, by the power that wields 
jurisdiction over that State ; but iu Canada, not 
two inches distant from Vermont, kidnap­
pers and slave-hunters are regarded and 
treated as the meanest, the vilest, most degrad­
ed and guilty of God’s creation. Piety in 
Carolina is piracy in Canada. God, as under­
stood and worshipped in Boston and New York, 
is the devil in Montreal and Quebec. The God 
of American kidnappers is tire devil of Canadian 
freemen.

Kidnapping or no kidnapping on the soil of 
Massachusetts,’—this is the question you and 
your fellow-laborers are about to settle. God 
speed the right ! Shall the kidnapper, though 
armed with the authority of Congress, and 
backed by an army of Southern slave-breeders 
and slave hunters, be allowed to prowl, unmo­
lested, over the land of Hancock and Warren, 
the soil of Lexington and Bunker Hill ? You 
aud your compeers say - No.’ May that stern, 
revolutionary 1 No’ be speedily written on the 
heart of the people, and placed on the statute- 
book, as the unchangeable decree of of the Old 
Bay State. ‘ Are you for kidnapping or against 
it ?’ Bring every man, woman and child, every 
priest and politician, every saint and every sin­
ner, every Christian, every Spiritualist and 
every sensualist in Massachusetts to this test. 
Mark the man or the woman who will not help 
array,the State against Federal Kidnapping. 
Their religion is ‘ sounding brass,’ their Christ 
is a monster, and 1 hath a devil,’ and their God 
is a fiend.j As I view tlje slave-breeding, slave- 
trading and slave-hunting religion. Christ 
and -God of the ‘ Model Republic.’ (?) from 
Cape Diamond, the Heights of Abraham, and the 
Falls of Montmorency, how inhuman aud loath­
some they:seem 1 God bless thee, Canada 1 land 
of liberty, of hope, of manhood and womanhood 
to the American, slave ! May the footprints of 
the kidnapper never desecrate thy free soil 1 

Dear Friend : I parted from you at the moun­
tain Housejom the Catskill Mountains. You 
went on your way to New York, Boston and 
Vermont to plead the cause of the slave; I came 
on my way, with my English friend, to Albany, 
Troy, Saratoga, Glen’s Fall, Lake George, (or 
Horcon, the Indian name of the Lake, meaning 
Clear Water—which 1 like much better,) Ti- 
conderoga, Lake Champlain, Montreal, down 
the St. Lawrence, 190 miles, to this place.

We spent anight at the Fort William Henry 
Hotel,—built on the spot where stood Fort 
William Henry,—at the head ot Horicon. Every 
foot of land around and in that fort was stained 
with human blood, shed in the war between 
the French and Indians on one side, and the 
English on the other, between 1755 and 1759, 
when Montcalm and Wolfe met and murdered 
each other on the Heights of Abraham, near 
Quebec, and also iu the war of the Rovolution. 
Horicon is thirty-six miles long, aud averaging 
about three in breadth—running north, as does 
like Champlain. Horicon lies parallel with 
Champlain, some three miles from it, and is 
over two hundred feet deep in some places. 
We crossed the Lake from south to north, thir­
ty-six miles, in the steamer Minnehaha—‘Laugh­
ing Water,’ indeed 1 I am familiar with the 
Highlands of Scotland, with the mountains and 
valleys of the Tyrol, and with the mountains 
and lakes of Switzerland, but I never saw a 
more beautiful lake than Horicon. Encircled 
by bold, stern mountains, some of which are 
more than two thousand feet high, dotted with 
numberless wooded islands entirely surrounded 
by beautiful bays and promontories run­
ning out into the lake, its waters transparent 
as air to the depth of thirty or forty feet, noth­
ing can surpass this lake in ’the beauty 
and grandeur of its surroundings, and in the 
purity and clearness of its waters, aud the 
variety and beauty of its bays. I have long 
been familiar with Horican and its surround­
ings, and with its historic and classic associa­
tions. It is the lake and land ot enchantment. 
I never see it or think of it but I marvel that 
the citizens of Boston, New York and Fkiladel- 
phia do not leave the heat, the dust and noise 
of those cities, and come here in the summer, 
with their families, to bathe in these pure and 
healing waters, to float on their smooth surface, 
and commune with their own souls amid this 
unrivalled combination of the beautiful and 
sublime. I will revisit this place when my soul 
shall have left the body, and rejoice in its 
beauty aud majesty.

We visited the melancholy ruins of Ticonder- 
oga Fort, which remain as they were left by 
Burgoyne, in 1777, but a few weeks before he 
yielded himself up to the Green Mountain Boys 
and their compeers. As we viewed those ruins, 
and looked up at Mt. Defiance, whence Bur- 
goeyne assailed the fort and dispossessed it of 
the rebellious colonists, my prayer was, that 
every fort might speedily be a ruin like this 
over whose desolation s

The execrations of humanity and the curse of 
God are upon war, and all the preparations for 
war.

The city of Montreal is life-like and proud in 
its bauty and strength, resting gracefully on the 
left bank of the St. Lawrence, one of the deepest, 
broadest and most majestic rivers on earth. I 
wonder not that English, French and Canadians 
are proud of their queenly city, and the noble 
river on whose banks she so gracefully reclines. 
No traveller who visits aud sees Montreal can 
fail to admire it. We came down Lake Champ­
lain to its outlet, and at Rouse’s Point took the 
rail, some forty miles, to the beautiful city. 
Having seen all we wished of Montreal and its 
environs, we came down the St. Lawrence in a 
steamer to Quebec.

As we approached that city, and saw it as it 
rested on the bold, high bluff'of Cape Diamond, 
and saw it beneath the light of a cloudless sun 
I thought it the most beautifully located city I 
ever saw. Our first visit was the,citadel on Cape 
Diamond. We spent some time in viewing that 
fortress, the strongest in the world, and the best 
arranged except Gibraltar. It is on the very brow 
of the Cape, and looks sheer down nearly a per­
pendicular descent of three hundred feet. Some 
twelve hundred soldiers, with their wives and 
children, are heie todieep it—th# women and 
children, burrowed, like rabbits, under 
ground. Quebec is divided into upper and lower 
towns ; the upper is a walled town, the walls 
being all perfect. It is inconceivaele the 
money and industry expended yearly to keep 
and man this citadel. What use? It is fast 
being superseded by the Grand Trunk Railway 
from Portland to Montreal, aud by a railway 
connecting this city with the northern parts of 
Vermont and New Hampshire. It is a singular 
fact, that Montreal, without a soldier or a gun 
to defend it, has never been attacked and made 
a scene of blood, while Quebec, the second mi­
litary stronghold ot the world, has been repeat­
edly attacked, and every square foot of earth in 
and around it has been drenched with blood ; 
thus demonstrating that life, liberty and proper­
ty are safe in proportion to the absence of mili­
tary defence. War does not pay ; hanging 
does not pay. War and hanging, guns, swords 
aud gibbets, can never inspire men with respect 
for human life. We can never inspire men with 
respect for truth by telling lies, with respect for 
temperance by getting drunk, with respect for
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liberty by holding slaves, nor -with respect for 
life by killing men.

Next we visited the Heights of Abraham, 
passed over the battle-ground of Wolfe and 
Montcalm, saw the monument to Wolfe erected 
where he fell, and one erected to Wolfe and 
Montcalm united,—French and English har­
monizing, and eulogizing each the hero of the 
other. We saw the place where Wolfe mounted 
the Heights with his men, and took Montcalm 
and Quebec by surprise. No great feat, after 
all. The Heights where he climbed are nothing 
to speak of, easy of ascent, and not very high— 
some two miles above the city. But the battle 
ended the dominion of France in North 
America.

Eight miles east of the city, down the St. 
Lawrence, the river Montmorency empties into 
the St Lawrence. Near where it empties, but a 
few rosds off, it glide down a nearly perpendi­
cular pricipice of over two hundred feet. It is 
a beautiful fall. We have just returned from 
visiting it. From Beauport, a village lying 
between the city and falls, is the most perfect 
a id striking view fof Quebec and its surround- 
ngs,Cape Diamond, the citadel, Cape Levy, (op­

posite Cape Diamond,) the river, broad, majestic, 
and winding around the high bluff gracefully 
and majestically, the upper and lower city, the 
Island of Orleans, ten miles below the city, an 
the wide-spread country around, make up 
picture of unrivalled beauty and .
wish you ana every American could see th

( * Yankees and Americans have foully slandered 
Canada, so far as its ^
its thrift a ad energy are , , .
French population are slow to adopt improve-
meuts in any department of life ; but the wojjd
moves here, steadily and surely, aud the growth 
is not fictitious, but real and substantial, ihe 
slave-hunters have tried long to break up this 
asylum of the American slave. Theycan never 
do' it. If Canada is ever free (and she will be) 
from British rule, it must be on the condition 
that she will never give up to Republican kid­
nappers the slaves that found their liberty and 
their manhood on her soil.

But I must pass on my way to the White 
Mountains. „

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THE LAST OF THE BROWN-DORION MIN­
ISTRY AGAIN IN PARLIAMENT.

Mr. Drummond has been elected for Lotbi- 
niere by a majority of more than five hundred 
votes, and he completes the circle of the late 
Brown-Dorion ministry, who, deprived of 
their seats by an infamous trick condemned by 
every right-minded man on both sides of the 
Atlantic, have been • reinstated by the.popular 
voice. Beginning with the success of Mr. 
Brown, all these electoral events must be look­
ed upon as triumphs, no doubt as galling as 
they were unexpected by the tricksters in high 
and low places, who believed themselves capa­
ble of outmanoouvring the just anger of an en­
tire population. The Premier of the late Ca­
binet succeeded in obtaining a fair, though not 
a very large, majority against odds, which his 
most sanguine friends could not but regard as 
highly unfavorable to him. While every well- 
informed man knew that to speak of Mr. Brown 
as certain of defeat was nothing better than a 
deliberate falsehood, or an example of the most 
stupid ignorance, no one could have been as­
tonished if a combinaticin of all the Govern­
ment House flunkies ; all the family compact 
cousins and brothers-in-law | all the railway 
speculators, who, want further assistance out of 
the treasury of the Ontario, Simoo and Huron 
or other roads ; and lastly, all the Government 
Clerks, Surveyors, Printers, Contractors and 
Artificers, had given a majority to the ministe­
rial candidate. If Mr. Brown had run as a 
Minister of the Crown at Toronto, he would 
have beaten his opponent by a thousand votes. 
As it was, with all the interests against him 
to have succeeded in that city could not but be 
regarded as a striking proof of bis popularity. 
If we pass thence to Montreal, we find Mr. 
Brown’s chief colleague elected by a majority so 
great as to leave his opponent under the neces­
sity of retiring after the first day’s polling. 
Then we have Dr. Connor succeeding in ob­
taining re-election, against one of the most re­
spectable and well known lawyers in Upper 
Canada, by a majority of nearly three hundred, 
where, as it was frequently thrown in his teeth, 
he had before but a majority of one. Mr. Mow- 
at obtained a triumphant majority of five hun­
dred ; Mr. J. S. Macdonald was returned by all 
but acclamation; so was Mr Thibaudeau; so also 
was Mr. Lemieux ; and if Mr. Drummond was 
beaten in his old constituency, it is universally 
acknowledged to have been upon grounds alto­
gether independent of, and existing previous to 
the political cause immediately in agitation. 
His large majority of over five hundred votes 
in Lotbiniere has amply done justice in the 
case between the parties before the people. 
Thus the Ministry and the Governor General 
have taken nothing by their shuffle but the dis­
grace attending it—à disgrace which is not 
confined to this side of the Atlantic but which 
must have been testified in rather a marked 
manner to Mr. Cartier and his colleagues, 
when, on stepping ashore at Liverpool, they 
lead the Times containing the article we re­
produced yesterday, and which, according to 
our calculation, must have appeared nearly si­
multaneously with the arrival of those gentle­
men in England. There was just one thing 
which would have served to justify the Gover­
nor General and his present ministers—that 
was success, which is held to varnish all po­
litical crimes; but which, in this instance, 
would have done more, as it would have shown 
that the Governor General was acting sub­
stantially in consonance with the views of the 
people, though not in that regular constitution­
al manner, which became the representative of 
Her Majesty, having her noble example for his 
guide. That success, however, has been alto­
gether wanting, and there remains the crimei 
exaggerated, accui^.—tg to the French States­
man’s saying, to the - larger dimensions of a 
blunder.

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL ELECTIONS.

We understand that Mr. Ramsay, one of the 
pretenders for the Richelieu District, has re­
tired, leaving the field to the other ministerial­
ist, Mr. Guevremont, and to Mr. Ouimet. The 
latter gentleman has the suffrages of the most 
influential people throughout the Division ; but 
the other may, perhaps, succeed with the lower 
class of voters. He very frankly makes his 
ignorance a quality to entitle him to support, 
having declared at one of the Church doors, 
last Sunday, that the educated people have 
governed the country long enough, and that it 
was now time that the uneducated should have 
their turn.

committed to jail to await their trial. The case 
came up for trial in the Criminal Court on 
Wednesday last. The followinp is our report 
of what occurred on the occasion, published in 
our issve of Friday morning :—

The Queen vs. Henry Mendle and Emily 
Phila.—An indictment for theft from the store 
of the Messrs. Benjamin, merchants.—The par­
ties were called, and having made default, their 
recognizances were forfeited. Thereupon Mr. 
Justice Aylwin enquired whether this was the 
same case in which he had peremptorily de­
clined to take bail, and remanded the prisoners
to gaol ? ,

Mr. Monk, Q.C., answered that it was, ana 
that he regretted extremely the existing anom- 
ablv in the law, which enabled parties accused, 
after being refused bail by the Judges of this 
Court, to apply to Judges of inferior jurisdic­
tion in the form of an appeal from the higher 
tribunal. In this case the evilsof this an­
omaly were singularly illustrated—the fact 
was that he, Mr. Justice Aylwin, upon the 
clearest principles of the law, refused to bail 
these parties ; thereupon application was made 
to Mr. Justice Mondelet, who at once refused 
admitting the parties to bail, for two reasons— 
1st. Because they had already been refused ad­
mission to bail by a superior Judge ; and 2nd. 
because the evidence was so conclusive and the 
law so plain. Immediately after such refusal 
application was made to another Judge of an 
inferior tribunal, who, notwithstanding the 
most strenuous opposition, on his, Mr. Monk’s, 
part, admitted the parties to bail in a very small 
amount, with rather questionable security. Mr. 
Monk added that it was discouraging to know 
that after so much expense and trouble had 
been employed to bring offenders to justice, 
they were allowed to escape with impunity and 
under sanction of judicial authority.

His Honor Mr. Justice Aylwin then remarked 
that the attention of the Legislature should be 
called to such mischievous anomaly. He con­
sidered it a course highly improper, under the 
circumstances that the parties in this instance 
should have been liberated upon bail, in the 
face of such clear and conclusive evidence 
against them.

We have considered it right to republish the 
above report, inasmuch as we find, upon em 
quiry, that the circumstances attending the 
admission to bail, and the consequent libera­
tion from the custody of the law, of the accused 
parties, were altogether different from those 
given in it.

So far from Judge Aylwin having peremptor­
ily declined to take bail, and having remanded 
the prisoners to jail, we find, by the record, 
that, on the 1st July last, the male prisoner, 
Henry Mendle, was admitted to bail—in the 
sum of $600, his securities being Patrick Kelly 
and Peter Cooper—by Judge Aylwin himself. 
On the 15th of the same month the female 
prisoner was, we find in the same record, also 
admitted to bail—in the same sum and with the 
same securities—by Judge Badgley—who, be it 
remarked, as a Judge of the Superior Court, has 
concurrent jurisdiction in such cases as the one 
under consideration with the Judges of the 
Court of Queen’s Bench. It is, therefore, an 
error to represent Judge Badgley^in this matter, 
as a Judge of inferior jurisdiction reversing 
the decision of a higher tribunal on appeal. 
There was no appeal, and no conflicting rights 
of superior and inferior tribunals involved in 
the matter. The power of liberating parties 
accused of crime, upon finding security for their 
appearance to answer the charges against 
them at a certain time appointed—the power 
of accepting or refusing bail—is, necessarily, 
a discretionary power, granted by the legisla­
ture to certain parties—Judges of the Court 
and Justices of the Peace—having in so 
far as that, power is concerned, equal 
and concurrent jurisdiction, and whose 
decisions are not binding upon each- 
other and, consequently, cannot be appealed 
from one to another. The refusal of one, or of 
fifty of these parties, so empowered, to accept 
bail, throws no legal impediment in the way of 
its acceptance by another, similarily empower­
ed—who does not, however, revise the decisions 
on appeal of those who had previously refused, 
but simply exercises his own individual discre­
tion in the premises. The supposed mischievous 
anomaly of appeals, then, from higher to in­
ferior tribunals, in this matter of refusing or ac­
cepting bail, has no existence in law, and there, 
fore need not occupy the attention either of 
the Legislature or of the public. If, however, 
Judge Aylwin considers it a mischievous an­
omaly that the discretionary power 
of taking or refusing bail, is extended by the 
Legislature as at present, and desires fo see it 
restricted within the narrow limits of his own 
court, we must, with every respect for his 
Honor’s opinion, enter our protest against any 
such, in our view, entirely uncalled-for change 
in the law. What is the object and principle 
of the law of bail ? It is for the protection of 
all parties accused, but not convicted of crime, 
and we need not tell Judge Aylwin—although 
the information may be useful to some of our 
readers—that to refuse or delay to bail any 
person bailable, is an offence against the liberty 
of the subject, in any magistrate, by the com­
mon law as well as by statute ; the object of the 
imprisonment of parties, previous to their con­
viction, being simply to ensure their appearance 
to take their trials aud abide the verdict of their 
country. It is, therefore, only just and proper 
that every reasonable facility should be afford­
ed, and that the power of accepting or refusing 
bail—in a great measure a discretionary and ar­
bitrary power—should, on no account, be limit­
ed to the Judges of anyone Court—however 
high its jurisdiction. No doubt, wherever a dis­
cretionary power exists, the party holding u 
may legitimately be held responsible to public 
opinion for the manner in which he exercises it; 
and thus, in the present instance, judging,, we 
allow in a great measure from the result and 
in the absence of the reasons alleged in support ^ 

of the applications, we must confess our sur­
prize that, under the circumstances, Judge Ayl­
win should “haYe liberated the prisoner Mendle, 
on what appears to have been such very insuffi­
cient security for his appearance at the time of 
trial. The same remark must, of course, 
apply to the subsequent release of Phila, by 
Judge Badgley,—excepting so far as the 
amount of bail and the securities were 
concerned, for in these matters Judge Badg­
ley, doubtless, was guided by the previous 
decision of Judge Aylwin. In both cases, how­
ever, the result has proved that the bail taken 
was insufficient : the guilty have escaped; jus­
tice has been left unvindicated ; and the pub­
lic in general—and the merchants of this city 
in particular—have a right to complain, as loud­
ly as they may think the circumstances call for, 
not—as Judge Aylwin and Mr. Monk would 
have them do—of the existence of any mis­
chievous anomaly” in the law, but of its care­
less and inefficient administration by two of its 
highest officers. So far as the public is in­
formed in reference to this case of criminals 
—we repeat, taken “flagrante delicto,”—es­
caping the just retribution of their crime, 
Judge Mondelet alone appears to have exercised 
the discretionary power intrusted to him by hi 
country with a wise and salutary caution, for 
which he merits the confidence and respect of 
the public. That such crimes, as the Messrs. 
Benjamin have so severely suffered by, should 
go “ unwhipped of justice," is undoubtedly a 
“ mischievous anomaly” in “ this Canada,” but, 
as we have said, it arises from no defect in the 
law, but from insufficiency and carelessness in 
its administration.

An Alléqed Defect in the Law.—On 
readers may, probably, remember that, some 
months ago, an extensive robbery of valuable 
.goods was effected from the store of Messrs. 
Benjamin Brothers, in this city. A man and 
woman, Henry Mendle and Emily Phila— 
Germans, and strangers in Montreal,—had been 
n the store, were suspected, followed, arrested, 
and the stolen property found in their posses- 
Bion—a considerable portion of it, if we rightly 
remember, on the person of the female. These 
parties, thus, we may say, arrested flagrante 
delicto, with full evidence of their guilt, were

the Macdonald-Cartier Ministry, our St. James' 
Street contemporary, in commenting upon the 
article in question on Saturday morning, says 
its writer “takes substantially the same 
grounds as the Montreal Gazette has taken”!

The Late Homicide at Rcsselltown.—It is 
with sincere pleasure we correct an error in our 
last issue, in connection with this shocking 
affair. We find that we had been misin­
formed, in attributing the dreadful act, of 
which Mr. Walker of Russelltown was the 
victim, to Mr. Cantwell, Advocate, formerly of 
this city. That gentleman is, we learn, now 
resident at Malone, in the State of New York, 
where he practices his profession, having been 
admitted to the Bar of that State, and is uni­
versally esteemed and respected. The unhappy 
young man, William Cantwell, Junior, by 
whose act his brother-in-law lost his life, is, we 
learn, a cousin of Mr. Cantwell of Malone. 
Mr. Coroner Jones, we understand, left town 
on Friday for Russelltown, to hold an inquest 
on the body of the deceased.

Mrs. E. K. Blunt’s Readinqs.—We had, a 
few days ago, the pleasure of announcing the 
arrival in Montreal of this accomplished ladv— 
the widow of a gallant officer of the U. S. Navy, 
and daughter of the patriotic bard of Mary­
land, McKee, the author of the far-famed “ Star- 
spangled Banner.” We would now invite the 
attention of our readers to the announcement of 
her Reading, which in consequence of the pre­
occupation of the Mechanics’ Hall—she gives, 
this evening in the Odd Fellows’ Hall, Grea1 
St. James’Street.

THE HORTICULTURAL DEPARTMENT.

The lateness of the season induced fears that 
the show of fruits, flowers and vegetables, 
would not be successful, lu addition to this, 
several, who have been large contributors, were, 
unable, from various causes, to assist in the 
Exhibition. Notwithstanding, the number of 
entries was larger, and the display superior to 
any former Exhibition, and the impression was 
general, that jiad all come forward, the Exhibi­
tion would have challengd comparison with any 
in America. The immense tent afforded ample 
accommodation both for competitors and visi­
tors. The large platform in the center was 
occupied with the beautiful collections of Green­
house plants, from James Ferrier, Jr., Esq., the 
active and energetic President of the Horticul­
tural Society, and from Mrs. Holland. 
These alone were worth a visit, comprising as 
they did Exotics of rare beauty and variety. 
In one group we noticed the sugar cane, coffee, 
and tea plants in fine perfection. In another, the 
beautiful cissus, varieties of the graceful palm, 
acacias—the India Rubber tree-Australian plants 
—and new varieties of Feuschia. The transpor­
tation of these to the grounds must have involv­
ed some care and labour. Among the Greenhouse 
plants were several aquaria, which were a new 
and interesting feature in the Exhibition. An 
aquarium consists of a glass box filled with 
water, having on the bottom a stratum of 
sand with gravel rock work. The con­
ditions necessary for success is, that there 
should be aquatic plants growing under water, 
which furnish the fish and animals the neces­
sary supply of oxygen, while the excess of car­
bon from the: animals nourishes the plants, so 
that a balance is maintained, the water 
remains clear and requires no renewal. The 
aquaria were filled with different kinds of fish, 
animals, and insects. At one end ot the 
centre platform was a very pretty plan ot a 
Floral parterre, made with greate taste by Mr. 
Inglis. Leading from the centre of this by a 
pair of rock steps, was a moss house, designed 
by Mr. Middleton. Passing now to the fruit 
tables, was a fruit basket, worthy of an offering 
to Pomona himself, contributed by Mrs. Middle- 
ton. Next, a collection of 20 varieties of 
apples, from W. Lunn, Esq. Mr. J. Johnston 
exhibited a fine collection, as did also Mr. 
Nicholson, among which, the St. Lawrence aud 
Gloria Mundi were conspicuous. A fine col­
lection, irom trees of 4 years growth, were 
shown by T. Fallon, Esq., of Lachine, which 
would deservedly have received a prize had 
they been named. Rev. Mr. Trudelle exhibited 
a tine specimen of the Alexander apple. The 
apples were remarkably fine, and showed how 
well adapted the Island of Montreal is, for the 
successful cultivation of choice varieties of 
this fruit.

Few plums were presented. Those of 
Messrs. Thayer and Davidson, received prizes.

"We noticed fine Nectari nes from Mr. Nichol­
son, and two very large and fine peaches were 
shown by Hugh Allan, Esq. The show of 
grapes was excellent, numbering nearly fifty 
plates. The best varieties were the Black 
Hamburgh from Mr. Middleton, Gardener 
to William Lunn, Esq. The best col­
lection, as well as the heaviest bunch 
of white grapes, were presented by P. McCal- 
lum, gardener to J. U. Smith, Esq: Several 
specimens of open culture were shown by Mr. 
Stetham, McGill street ; Mr. Farris, Sorel ; and 
Mr. Middleton. The latter receiving the 1st 
prize.

Pears.—The severity of our climate renders 
the cultivation of this fruit very difficult, and 
it becomes of great importance to know what 
kinds are best suited to this latitude. The Bon 
Chretien seems the favorite, still several other 
sorts appeared of fine flavor.

In melons there did not appear to be great 
competition. D. Torrance, Esq., sent some fine 
water melons of large size which received the 
first prize ; and Major Campbell’s fine,Minorca 
melons were considered best.

The vegetable department was well worthy 
of inspection. There was not so large a num­
ber of contributions, but such as they were ap­
peared of better quality than usual. Mr. 
Cooper, the old and tried friend of the society 
who, from its first commencement, has proved 
himself to be the most successful cultivator of 
vegetables, exhibited onions, of large size. His 
cauliflowers were the largest and finest we have 
ever seen, several measured 18 inches in diame­
ter. We think he might challenge the world 
to produce finer.

Mr. Wilkinson, of St. Johns, presented a 
basket of sweet potatoes, which we regret weie 
not accompanied with a description of the 
mode of growth, as we should like to ascertain 
whether this fine esculent can be successfully 
cultivated here.

Major Campbell, of St. Hillaire, exhibited 
the Dioscorea Butata, or Chinese potato. We 
believe the cultivation of this plant, as a substi­
tute for the common potato,has proved a failure. 
The length of time requisite to perfect it, the 
small yield, and its inferior flavor are great ob­
jections to its general use.

Specimens of the Chinese Sugar Cane, with 
the syrup made from it, were offered by a 
French Canadian.

Flowers.—Mr. Farris, of Sorel, who gained 
the silver cup last year, was a large contributor 
of Dahlias, and received several prizes. The 
Dahlias were not equal to last year, yet both 
those of Mr. Spriggings, of the Cemetery, and 
Mr. Davidson, were fine. Verbenas, Salspi- 
glossis, Pansees, &c., were not largely exhibit­
ed. The only exhibitor of Red Roses was Mr. 
Middleton, gardener to Wm. Lunn, Esq., who 
would certainly confer a favor upon the com­
munity by giving the names and mode of culti­
vation of such roses as will furnish blooms 
through the season. Bouquets were good but 
there is room for great improvement, and we

hope another season to see a good show of 
bouquets and designs.

The tent was simply, yet beautifully, decora­
ted. The masts were ornamented with ever­
greens,and wreaths of flowers pendent from the 
top of the tent, with baskets of flowers suspen­
ded by invisible wire, gave a pretty effect.— 
The whole display was very satisfactory, and 
our horticultural friends deserve great credit 
for their efforts amid so many obstacles in con­
ducting the Exhibition, efforts which added 
much to the attractions of the grounds.

The Judges were the Rev. Mr. Villineuve, 
the Rev. Dr. Wheeler, President of the Cham­
plain Valley Horticultural Society, Craig 
Baynes, and James Thompson, Esquires, who 
very carefully discharged their duties to the 
satisfaction of all concerned.

COURT OF QUEEN’S BENCH
CRIMINAL TERM.

Presiding—Chief Justice LAFONTAINE and 
Justice AYLWIN.

{Reportedfor the Montreal Herald.)

rp, n Saturday, October 2.
e Oourt opened at ten o’clock this morn­

ing.
MANSLAUGHTER.

Jury was sworn ia the case of a man 
named Louis Cassavant, indicted for the man­
slaughter of Denis Sulliran.

Mr. Monk stated the case for the Crown.
Mr. Cassidy represented the defence.
The first witness exami-'»d was Richard San- 

dilland, GovernméÏÏt" ponce. Da the 26th of 
August last he was stanaing at the corner of 
King and Common Streets, and saw the prison­
er, who was a carman, drive his vehicle with 
such violence that it struck the deceased, Denis 
Sullivan, on the left side, and knocked him 
down. Witness then pursued the carter, and 
after some difficulty, brought him to the sta­
tion of the Government police. The deceased, 
at the instigation of the witness, was then lifted 
off the ground, and carried away in a state of 
insensibility. The carter was sitting on the left 
hand side of his truck ; he was driving in the 
direction of the canal, and must have seen the 
deceased.

By Air. Cassidy—I was about twenty paces 
from Sullivan when he was struck ; I saw the 
shaft as well as the wheel strike him. The 
deceased was standing in the middle of the 
street when he was knocked down. He was 
struck on the left shoulder by the shaft, and on 
the left breast by the wheel. His face was not 
in the direction the carter was coming. I do 
not know how long the deceased may have re­
mained in his standing position. The deceased 
was not standing on the foot-path. The pri­
soner was the only carter there. Had he been 
looking in the direction of his horse’s head, the 
prisoner must have seen the deceased.

John Kershaw examined by Air. Alonk___I
happened to be on Common Street on the even­
ing of the ,26th of August last ; it was between 
five and six o’clock at the time. I saw the prison­
er; he was driving very fast ; I saw tbe last 
witness run after a carter and arrest him ; I 
heard that a man was killed ; I saw the deceas­
ed lying on his back, and he seemed to be dead ; 
the deceased was not struck a minute until I 
saw him ; when I saw the deceased, his head 
was lying in the direction of the canal ; after 
the prisoner’s truck struck the deceased, he 
drove off as fast as he could.

By Air. Cassidy—I cannot tell how far it was 
from deceased that the prisoner was arrested.

John Blanchard, examined by Mr. Alonk__At
the time of the accident the deceased and 
another were in charge of some cattle ; it was a 
market day ; Sullivan, the deceased, wished to 
drive his cattle up King Street; the carter was 
sitting on the right hand side of the truck when 
the deceased was struck ; the back of the pri­
soner was turned to the deceased, and had the 
attention of the carter been turned to his horse, 
he must have observed the man before he was 
struck ; there being cattle in the street at the 
time, the attention of the prisoner might have 
been turned in that direction ; the deceased was 
about ten feet from the foot-path, but the cattle 
which he was driving being in the way of the 
carter, the latter would have to make a kind of 
turn to pass by him.

By Air. Cassidy—I could not say that I saw 
the deceased struck by the shaft; but I 
saw him struck by the wheel. The deceased, 
when he met his death, was driving two cows 
and fifteen sheep. He was a strictly temperate 
man. The horse of the carter was going at a 
speed over an ordinary trot. The distance 
from the place where the man was knocked 
down to the place where the horse was stopped 
was about one hundred feet. The policeman 
had little difficulty in stopping the horse.

Duncan Macdonald, examined by Air. Alonk. 
On the 26th of August last i witnessed an acci­
dent in Common Street. I saw the carter com­
ing along at a quick trot. The carter was 
sitting on the left side of the truck ; the de­
ceased was also on the same side of the road. 
The deceased was first struck by the shaft of the 
truck, and knocked down by the wheel. The 
deceased, when struck, was moving along with 
his cattle. Had the attention of the prisoner 
been given to his horse he must have seen the 
deceased. I went to the deceased after he fell. 
He was insensible ; but I do not know if he 
were dead. I believe he died the next morn­
ing.

By Air Cassidy—I am certain that the carter 
was sitting on the left side of his truck.

Dr. Hingston examined by Air. Alonk—In 
August last I was called upon to visit the de­
ceased ; it was between five and six o’clock in 
the evening of the 26th. He was insensible. 
There was a small quantity of blood on the 
scalp, but no injury on the skull. I visited the 
deceased a second time between six and seven 
o’clock. I did not feel called upon to treat 
him medically ; he remained insensible till he 
died. I attended the post mortem.

Air. Alonk—What did you then see ?
Dr. Hingston—Alay it please the Court; I 

had a conversation with the Crown Officer yes­
terday, and I was informed that medical men 
were not to be remunerated for their loss of 
time in giving evidence; therefore, medical 
knowledge being private property, I would 
wish, under these circumstances, to withhold 
it.

Judge Aylwin—You will give your evidence, 
Dr., in this case, as you are only an ordinary 
witness.

Dr. Hingston—There was a small quantity 
of blood found in the right side of the skull ; 
the skull was not fractured. The kidneys were 
somewhat injured. The deceased met his 
death from compression of the brain. The ex­
ternal wounds on the scalp were, I think the 
cause of death ; they caused, no doubt, com­
pression of the brain. They deceased must 
have been a healthy man.

By Air. Cassidy—The woends on the body 
were over the right and left kidneys ; but death 
was caused by compression of the brain, which 
in turn, might have been caused by falling on 
the street. I cannot state whether or not the 
man was struck by the shaft of the cart ; the 
wounds were not exactly such as a shaft would 
make.

Dr. Jones examined by Air. Monk—You have 
heard the evidence, and what, in your opinion, 
was the cause of'death?

Dr. Jones—My medical knowledge is my 
source of livelihood, and without remuneration 
I beg leave to refuse my opinion.

Air. Monk—This question ought now to be 
settled, and I submit that Dr. Jones is bound, 
like any other witness, to give his opinion when 
called upon.

Dr. Jones—You would then punish a man for 
acquiring his profession.

Judge Aylwin—This matter is one of very 
great importance. It is a question whether the 
Act passed last session will bear the construc­
tion that other witnesses are to be remunerated, 
while medical witnesses receive nothing ; or it 
is a question, whether even in view of this act, 
the court has not power to order the Sheriff to 
give such compensation as the medical man 
may himself demand. It is a question whether 
the Court ought to order medical men to ap­
pear to give evidence unless there is a certifi­
cate from the crown officer as to the materiality 
of the testimony. Grand Jurors are paid, petty 
jurors are paid when brought from the country, 
and it would seem somewhat strange that medi­
cal men who, like lawyers, acquire their pro­
fession laboriously and expensively, should 
receive nothing for their opinion. The time of a 
medical man may he valuable ; his practice may 
be very extensive, and it must appear to be 
simply unjust that he should be compelled to 
place both at the service of a court, and all 
for nothing. However, there is this much in 
the matter that when a medical man is called 
upon by the coroner to open a body he cannot 
be compelled to comply with the command, 
unless he be promised a compensation.

Air. Monk,—That would be a question of con­
tract.

Judge Aylwin.—No ; it is a question whether 
doctors by the recent act are not entitled to 
compensation; this question,however, may soon 
be set at rest, for the court, though it may now 
withold its opinion will take a speedy opportu­
nity of inquiring what are the real merits of the 
act, and its real interpretation.

The examination of Dr. Jones, was then pro­
ceed with, and. he gave it as his opinion that 
the deceased came to his death by compression 
of the brain.

Mr. Cassidy, having addressed the Jury for 
the defence.

His Honour, Justice Aylwin, began to sum 
up, and recapitulate to the Jury the facts ad­
duced in the evidence.

The Jury, after an hours’ deliberation brought 
in a verdict of “ Not Guilty.”
