When s man realizes a new freedom, Lis

first impulse is to do something foolish, in order
to prove to himself, it to no one else, that he
possesses the novel liberty. We are just

awakening to the consciousness that the
People’s English belongs to the peuple, that we

have a right to do as we like with our own, and
would like to do something foolish, just to
satisfy ourselves that our title is clear, our

freedom beyond question. Jt would be well to
remember, however, that there is a difference

between liberty and license; and while we

* accord to every man the right to make a fool
ofhimself if he chooses, we do not grant him
à licenseto make havoc of that which is not

“his, but the. peoples.
A new school has arisen, whose mission it is

to teach us that “c” ““a’' *“t” is not the best
way to spell “cat,” and with that cherished
tradition, to sweep away a host of others. The

sdvocates of phonetic spelling have, however,
we think, ruined their cause by too much can-
dor.

When the Reformers undertake to simplify

matters by giving us a system of spelling the

English language according to pronan-
ciation, they must first define their standard

of pronunciation. If they can persuade the

Anglo-Saxon race that phonetic spelling is de-
sirable ; which of the many pronunciations of
English do they propose toserve up. No Eng-

lishman will ever consent to write English by

the American rules of pronunciation, it would

necessitate his going to school again. Nor can

the Englishmen [offer the American a good

model. The reformers are trying to represent

by definite symbols something whichis essen-

tially indefinite. Admitting that the language

ofthe educated classes, which profess English,

is sometlung alike all the world over

;

yet there

are sufficient diversities in their pronunciation

to render any absolute rule of phonetic spelling

inapplicable. The apostles of culture in Oxtord,

Cambridge, London or Boston, might wrangle

until domesday about the phonetic spelling of

the word culture, and then arrive at nothing

better than ¢ ckqultchau.” It is generally

admitted that the best English is hot to be

found in any particular place, but among travel-

lers, who by the fnction of constant travel have

rubbed off many of the traces of provincialisms ;

and if two of these can be found to agree upon
the pronunciation of nine-tenths of the English

language, the reformers had better adopt that
pronunciation for their standard, and the basis

of the orthography of the future. Supposing
that difficulty to be disposed of, we are not

quite out of the wood; the English

Lave an awkward habit of =pronoun-

cing half a dozen words alike, and

many more nearly alike ; or as a

reformer would preter to say, cailing aix things

by onc name. For instance, we have ‘“ were,”

“wear,” and ‘“‘ware.”” We have * right,”
“rite,” * wright” and * write,” It is bad

enough to prouounce words of such different
meaning alike, without having to write them

alike. There are many common words in the

English language pronounced exactly alike,

and thercfore many phonetic combinations of

symbols would each express two or more ideas.

It is only natural that as knowledge in-
creases, the incongruities of our orthography

should obtrude themselves upon our notice,

just as the poverty of our language does. As

the two great classes, the lettered and the un-

lettered, merge into one, the dual character of

our language becomes more apparent, and it

becomes evident that either by mutual con-

cession or by the one outgrowing the other,

something approaching to nnification must
occur. The subject is of universal importance,

because if the world ever attains a universal

langudye, English, being the language par
excellenes of commerce, and owing to the wan-

dering propensities as woll as the marvellous
fecundity of the English-speaking peoples,

seeins destined to be the language of the
world. Dut what is to be the English of the

future! And how is it to be preserved from
degenerating into a * go-as.you-please™ pa-

tois, while at the same . time de

veloping with the necsssities of the age?

The language of a hundred years ago will not
mect the requirements of to-day, New discov-

eries, new inventions and new conditionsof life
involve new expressions, and new words are

constantly being coined. These new words go

through the traditional stages of ridicule, per-

secution and general adoption. The slang of
to-dsy may be good English to-morrow. The

etymology of some of our modern English,

especially American English, may prove a puzzle

to generations yet unborn, and a source of
anguish to the lovers of Chaucer's * pure well

of English undefiled,” but it is the outcome of

necessity, and so will endure until *cable.

With an
olaborate code of rules for pronunciation, more
numerous than we now possesa, but all ubso-

lute, à child might soon learn to read every-

thing ; but without understanding anything
The facility for acquiring the semi-mechanical
ability to recognize a connection between nota-

tion and sound would be gained at the sacrifice
of all the vast aid which etymology gives im
learning the language. And if this be true of

a child learning its own tongue, itis even

more npplicable in the case of a foreigner learme
ing English.

Any abrupt change in thedirection of phone-

tic spelling would have the effect of developing
a new tongue. Literature cannot be
dragged hither and thither at the dictation of

commerce, and although liticrateurs, at least on
this continent, may be willing todo away with

many of the most conspicuous incongruities of
our spelling, they donot want a sudden and com-

plete reyolutinn, and would not de likely to ne

cept one, If there is to be à reform, and we
think reform isneedod, let it be a gradual one. -

Mr. Chapleaun’s visit to France was to
eome to 8 modus msendi with the Government of
the Bepublie, by which in exchange for a direet
commercial treaty betwesn the Dominion and
France, the latter country would relinguish all
the privileges it retained under the Treaty of
Utrecht, regarding the rights of French
fishermen on the cost of the . Is-
land. The honerable gentleman's mission,
which, of course, is merely officieuse so far, is said
to have been confined to pour parler with the
French Government, through Lord Lyons, the
British Minister ; but at the same time, to have
been se satisfactory as to hold out strong hopes
that both the commercial treaty and
the relinquiahment of rights in New-
foundland will form "the subject of official
communications at an early date.

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CHEAP LIGHT.
Demand for Cheaper Gas—What the

* President aud Seerciary o! the Gas
Company Have to Say About it. |

There is a growing demsud by our citisens for
eheaper light, and a belief that we'are paying far
too much for our gas into the pockets of the
Montreal Gas Company. In response to this de-
mand it is fitting to give a statement of faots
bearing on the subject. Tho question of substi-

pany is $3,000,000, the paid up capital is

or over 13 per cent. on their paid up stock. On
the 31st inst. the Directors of the Company de-
ciared 3 balf-yearly dividend ot 6 per cent. or an
advance of one por cent. over last year's dividends
indicating as large if not larger caruings The
question is, therefore, shouid the citizons of Mont-
real pay a prico for gas that puts such enormous
premiushs into the coffers of the Gas Company
monopoly? There is but one answer. The ques-
tion’of how they are going to holp themselves is
more difficult to dacide. To the public mind
there appears two ways leading to relief, either
the monopoly must be done away with and com-
petition in gas allowed, or the Company must be
induoed by competition of electricity or other in-
flucnces to lower its prices. The former way is
impracticable at present for the simplo reason
that the ton years’ eontrast between the City and
the Gas Company, giving the latter a monopoly
in gas lighting witbin the city limits, does not
expire until May 1st, 1885. The latter way
must be looked to if reliot is to be had. The fact
that the expiration of the contract occars within
three ycars will in itself tend to make
the Company reduce their tariff by de
grees 10 a reasonable price before the
Spring of 18856. This they will do as
an argument in favor of getting a new lease of
monopoly, or should that {ail as a force to prevent
competition from other gas companies. The other
great influences will probably be the development
of the electric light and the improvements which
may be made towards cheapenin: the production
of gas. That the former is ultimately bound to
be a heavy, if not an overwhelming influence in
future lighting, is the expressed opinion of every
intelligent man outside of ** bulls ” in gas stock,
but how xoon its influence will be powerfully felt
remains for future development to say. Cuncern-
ing the lattor it would not be poliey for so publie
a corporation to make too large profits, and should
eheapening improvements be made in gas pro-
duction the Company would doubtiess see fit to
lower its rates, unless it watered its stock up
heavily.

‘stanced alike. The wages paid, price of coal,
number of consumers, sto., differ greatly in dif-
ferent pisces.

“‘ Here are some res anyway. Boston, $3:
Newark, $2.40; Portland, $2.60; Indianapolis,
$2; Brooklyn, $2; New York, $2,26 ; Phila-
delphia, $1.90; Rochester, $2; Hartford, $3;
Louisville, $2; Halifax, $2.50; Ottawa, $3.”

Io addition to the above cities it may be men-
tioned that Lowell pays over $1.60, Manchaster,
England, GO cents, Leeds, 44 cents, London
(several gas companies), an average of DO cents.
In Leeds and Manchester the corporations own
and run the gas works, and not only supply it at
the above cheap rates but make enormous profits.
In London no company is allowed to declare over
10 per cent. dividend, but some of them manage
to distribute more by bonuses, watering stock,
ete. In Boston, if wot in most other American
cities, the gas company Buds the meters instead
of, as is done here, charging the consumer a ocon-
siderable sum every quarter for their use whether
they are in use or not.

A SLANDER CASE.

OTTAWA, October 5.—The Court House was
crowded to-day when the case of Allan vs.
Sternes was called. Among the audience were
some eight or ten ministers of the Gospel, who
listened to the evidence with intonse interest.
‘This case is the first of a batch of slander
cases preferred by the Rev. Mr. Allan,
Methodist minister at Osgoode, against
members of his congregation. James Eastman
was the first witness called. He testified
that delendant had tald him he had heard that
Rev. Mr. Allan was caught in bed with a Miss
Hume, now Mrs. Earle, who had fled the coun-
try, but he asked him not to say any thing
about it, as Mr. Allan might make it hot for
him. James Beatty, the second witness, said
he was one of the stewards of the church, and
had, through Eastman and others, heard of the
rumors about the reverend gentleman. He wus
present when Eastman paid Rev, Mr. Allan
one hundred dollars as compensation for
having slaudered him. Witness explained that
the rumors had the effect of breaking up three
congregations in the county of Russell, which
were under the spiritual direction of the plain-
tiff. ‘The oue at Osgoode had at one time a
membership of nearly three huudred persons,
but it had dwindled down to about twenty.
When he last went out on a collection tour, he
succeeded only in getting one dollar and twenty-
five cents. The case is still in progress, and is
likely to consume much time, there being a
crowd of witnesses to examine.

THE “ RICHELIEU" DISASTER.
Continuation of the Inquest.

l&PECIAL DERFAICE TO TRE STAR.}
LacHINR, October 5.—The inquest on the bodies

of the persous killed by the ** Kicheliou ® explo-

sion was resumod this afternoon. Some delay

occurred in assembling the jury, but after they

bad all arrived, the first witness calied upon was
Jas Muir, farmer, of Chateauguay. He said he
was à passenger on the ‘“ Richelieu ” on the Alst;
his attention was utfraoted to the engine half an
hour before the explosion, as it was working very
slowly; there was pressure enough of steam to drive
it; the gauge margin was thirty pounds; noticed
the men were firiog heavily nnd heard them put-
ting in coal three times; did not ses the engineer
doing anything in particular ; noticed him test the
small water valve; water and steam was forcing
its way out by one of the seams of the waterjacket
on the starboard side about two feet from the
deck ; when tho engineer lifted the valve, simi-
lar to the one shown, the steam escaped and the
pressare then kept tho valve open until be shut
it down; the steam escaped with a pretty big
force ; the valve was opon for two or three se-
conds only; it was immediately before the ex-
plosion ; after the engineer closed the valve

os walked away to the bow of the
boat; did not hear the explosion; remembered
nothing more; was standing on the starboard
side near the shaft; when he recoveged oon-
scionsness was lying near the paddie box ; - the
bont bad not reached the wharf; noticed the
gauge just before the losion was 33 lbs;
thought that thers was net muéh water in the
jacket, and made s remark to that effect.

Mr. Irvine, cross-examined by a juryman—
Judged that the distance from Chateauguay te
the place where the explosion occurred
would be nearly four miles; notioed
no eztraordinary heat from the water
jackot ; had acted as foreman for one season; it
was after the attempt to fire up that ho saw
water and steam issuing from the water jacket;
despite all efforts, tho boat went no faster.
A certificate was read from Dr. Cormier, House

Burgeon of Notre Dame Hospital, stating that
Freohette, the engineer, was not sufficiently well
to attend the inquest. .

Mr. Edouard Champagne, City Boiler Inspector,
sworn, said he had made an examination of the
* Richelieu” machinery and the results are con-
tained in the report produded;: found
several parts of the machinery in
good order; the escape valve taken out,
the water jacket iotreduced and its working ex-
plained. The check valve was reperted in good
condition. .
A sketch of the ** Richelieu’s” machinery was

shown and the working of the various parts ex-
plained to the jury.
