J et hUciion will take place for yonr 
Division soounf-er the Meeting of the Legisla­

ture, and not knowing whether tbeGen>li man 
who obtained a large majority of your votes 
at the late Election, although legally disc iali- 
6ed to represent yon, will again present him­
self, I beg respectful'y to solicit yonr sui port 
lor the honor of representing STADACONA 
DIVISION in the Legislative Council ot Ca­
nada.

I am no stranger to yon ; having resided 
within ihe limits of the Division from my in­
fancy, having hceti educated, and imbibed mj 
earliest inspirations of patriotism, and acquir­
ed nil I possess among you.—may I not fairly 
be classed as one of you,— as one of the per­
manent inhabitan's of the country. These 
circumstances have enabled me to understand 
and appreciate the genius of our Institutions, 
our common language nod our laws; without 
the prejudices ti nt the combined influences of 
race and tradition are apt to beget. In the 
most important public events of the past quar­
ter of a century, I have felt a deep interest 
and taken an active part, following such an 
independent course as to merit your confidence.

In polities, 1 am constitotionally progress­
ive, libenl, and inderendent ; not a party 
man, but the steady advocate of measures and 
not men ; and, if l hare the good fortune to 
securo your suffrages, and become the repre­
sentative of your choice, it will lie on perfect­
ly independent ground.

If elected by the Division. I should not. 
however, consider myself elected for tbe Divi­
sion alone, or for any particular class; bat, 
would act and vote on general and liheral 
principles. Among important measures of a 
spect ’l character I would support Seperate 
Schools so long as religious teaching forms a 
portion of E!emt ntary Education.

Amoug subjects of paramount importance 
of a loi al nature, to which 1 pledge myself to 
give my unceasing .-itientino, are ; to make this 
city what nature designed it to be, viz : tbe 
terminus ol Transatlantic Steam Navigation ; 
and, by increasicg the size and speed of our 
Steamers to that of the b at class of Ocean 
Su-nmehipfl, to make the passage iu two days 
less than at present, and thus secure the whole 
passenger and carrying trade of the west in­
stead of only a portion,—to obtain a wivtbr 
ocean terminus on the lower St Lawrence, 
and a railroad terminus in tuib city, by a 
bridge at Gap-Rouge or otherwise; making 
jut-bee tbe real Sea-port instead of a mere 
outport to Point Levi

ihe last but most important subject, to 
which I will allude, that will claim my atten­
tion and support, is one that 1 have long ad­
vocated :—the grand and mighty scheme of 
Federation of the British North American 
Provinces. This measure is calculated to 
develops the trade and boundless resources of 
this country more than any other, and form a 
set ot disjoinitd, weak, and unconnected Pro­
vinces intd a powerful and united country,—
A British American Conlederation,—a Cana­
dian Nation. Besides the commercial and 
political advantage* of this scheme, Quebec 
preseals the two local advantages of centrality 
and iteenprtit. which eminently fit it for the 
capital city of a Federation ; and that, without 
breaking faith or disturbing previous urrange- 
meuts, or compromising our beloved Sovereign 
riy repnditting her gracions decision in favor 
of Otia.wa as the Capital of United Ctiwda

THK FREE PORT AT GASPE.
No measure i>f any kind can be carried 

into effect without meeting with some o j 
jectors. and especially is this the case with 
what w essentially an experiment, Lite the 
Act which establishes Gaspé as a I ree Port 
We have before us several complaints on 
this aobjecr, som»* from residents o: the 
locality, some from people of Quebec 5 but 
they may all be arranged under two head.-
_firat, ihe complaints that a.l the litile
fishing villages in the free district were noi 
made ports of free entry for toietgo vessels ; 
and second, that there ate not more ports 
established whero a clearance could be 
effected on goods sent by schooners from 
Quebec. To these we may add a third ob­
jection, made by the New Brunswick 
Colonial Empire, that we have acted in 
this mailer without consulting the New 
Brnnswick authorities, and have imposed 
upon them the necessity of multiplying their 
officers for the protection of their revenue. 
We will examine these points one by 
one.

There are evident and weighty reasons why 
Gaspé should be the sole port of tree entry. 
Tbe establishment of Free Ports was not 
meant to produce local benefits only. U 
there are surb, they ar« only incidental. 
The great object was to create a city where 
now there is almost a wi.dernes, to centre 
upon Canadian soil that trade which is now 
scattered among the ha nlets of several Col­
onies, and the towns of a t'oreigt. State. It 
there h»d been other available spots tor this 
purpose, suspicions of oanalilv might have 
been entertained, but Gas: é really possesses 
tbe only harbour accessioie to and safe lor 
ships of all sizes ; other places have more 
roadsteads. It is said to have one disadvan­
tage—it is blocked up by ce tor three weeks 
in the Spiing and the same period in the 
Fall. This is as yet hardly established, but 
it will be very easily remedied bv allowing 
goods to be entered at Pen é, just outside 
GsspA narbour, dur.ng the continuance oi 
such blockade, and this, we understand, is to 
be done.

There is more weight in the second objec- 
tioo. A large trade in fish, fish oils, furs, 
Ac., is done on the North Nhore of tbe Quit. 
Moet of it has been carried on by American 
vessels, yet Quebec has not been without its 
share, schooners going down with supplies 
and bringing back tbe articles mentioned.

honeymoon.

Stunned bv these terrible and unexpected 
accusations ’ Lady Clara swooned; and her 
husband, completely carried away by pa-moo, 
and convinced that the story told him by hie 
•inters wan tra*f ordered her and the hoy to be 
expelled from ihe Hall, and immediately hur­
ried to the sea-board and embvked lor ths 
continent.
