TTe publish to-day a summary of the pro­
ceedings of tho Synod of tbs Anglecan Church 
in ths diocese of Montreal. It would be in 
convenient, at this season of the year, to at­
tempt to publish au abstract of Bishop Ful 
ford's opening address, or of the several 
speeches delivered by the Clerical and Lay 
members in the course of the proceedings, 
full report of the whole may be found, by easy 
reference, in the Montreal Herald of Thursday 
and another is promised in theMontreal Gazette 
His Lordship’s address will be found well 
worthy of perusal ; some of our friends will 
of course, think it a one-sided view of the 
question, and all In favor of episcopal author­
ity. It is very natural that it should be so 
aud it will be readily acknowledged that the 
sentiments and arguments are expressed in 
calm, dispassionate and persuasive language 
It would appear from the small number of 
votes given on the resolutions and amend­
ments, which followed, that the Bishops me­
thod of treating the subject produced a strong 
impression ; for it would be difficult otherwise 
to account for the circumstance that, in a 
meeting cooeisting of 140 members, not more 
than half the number at anyone time thought 
it necessary to give their suffrages on ques 
tions that were considered of great import­
ance. It will be observed that the first reso­
lution, which was presented for the acceptance 
of the Synod, involved three distinct funda 
mental principles : the acceptance of the Acts 
constituting the Synod, the necessity of the 
concurrence of the Bishop, the Clergy and 
Laity to give force to any canon law or regu­
lation ; and, thirdly, the power of votiog by 
separate orders. Several attempts were made 
in snccessive amendments to have these ooints 
taken into consideration per tt, and to divide 
the resolution at least into two paru. These 
attempts appear to have been resisted with firm­
ness but in a temperate manner. Although 
his Lordship expressed no objection to a sepa­
ration of the clauses it was, however, plainly 
intimated that n majority of the clergy and 
many of the Laity would not consent to ac 
cept the Acte for coustituting a synod without 
a simultaneous affirmation of the principles en 
undated in the latter part of the resolution. If 
(said the Dean) the motion were divided, a 
synod might be constitnted, which would 
proceed immediately to deprive the Bishop of 
his rights. He could only agree, therefore, to 
constituting the Synod, on condition that 
these rights were preserved. Those persons 
professing opposite opinions appear to have 
brought forward their objectious in a spirit of 
moderation, and not from factious motives. 
The Rev. Cannon Mancroft, who might be re 
garded as the leader of the opposition, said 
that he considered it as bis consistent duty to 
endeavor to get those sentimenU, which he 
had openly professed, established ; but should 
he not succeed he would submit, and would 
cordially aid iu carrying out the determination 
of the Synod whatever it might be. We 
cannot help regarding it as rortonate that the 
Members of the Synod of this Diocese will have 
the proceedings and conduct of their brethren 
of Montreal before their eyes, as an example of 
the temperate spirit and the rational manner, 
in •vbich so grave a duty should be 

. undertaken and carried out. There 
jirp several other remarks, which we 
should have liked to make on tt.is occasion, 
hot the feelings excited by prejudice and mis 
apprehension polemical on all questions, are so 
bitter and so uncompromising that we forbear.

At Montreal, on Tuesday, the Anglican Sy­
nod met at 8t. John's Ocurcb, in that ci y :
43 clergymen aud 91 lay delegates were pre­
sent.

The Morning Service was read by the Vene­
rable Archdeacon Gilson ; the Very Rev. Dean 
Betbune read (he lemons, and the Rev. Mr. 
Bond preached (be sermon from 1 Corinthians, 
3rd chap., 10 v., “ For other foundation can 
no man lay than that is laid, which is Jesus 
Christ."

The Holy Communion was then administer­
ed to those present, after which the Synod as­
sembled for business in the basement of the 
Church. The morning session was occupied 
iu making up the roll of those present.

At 2 P. M. the Synod re-assembled when 
the Bishop introduced the proceedings wiih a 
long and eloqnent address.

Moved by Lieut-Col. 8. Baker, and second­

ed by the Hon. Geo. Moffett :
‘ That an Act having been passed by the 

Provincial Legislature, and sanctioned by Her 
Majesty the Queen entitled “ An Act to enable 
the Members of the United Church of England 
and Ireland in Canada to meet inJSynod,” the 
said Act being the 19th and 20th Victoria, ch. 
121; and also another Act to explain and 
amend the tame, beiug the 22nd \ ict., ch. 139 ; 
by which Acts the Bishoi* of the several Dio- 
cêses in Canada have authority to call the 
tiret meetings of such Synods ; and, when so 
called, such Synods have authority to trame 
Constitutions, and make Regulations for their 
own order aud government,—the Lord Bishop of 
this Diocesejhaviug now summoned the Clergy

REVIEW OF THB MONTREAL PRODUCE AND 
BTOCK MARKET.

Sir,—Your editorial in this day's issue of the 
•• Chronicle” though timely, was not written 
one day too soon, and though to tbe point will 
hardly succeed in inducing bakers to reduce 
the price of bread, for I fear that they and the 
flour dealers of this city are not to be acted 
upon by moral snasion ; indeed, unless some­
thing can be held up to their sight, likely to 
touch their pockets, the chances in favour of 
an alteration in their present course of extor­
tion are very slender. An association, such as 
was organized here a few years ago, for the 
purpose of famishing bread at a fair price, 
would have a greater influence upon th# flour 
speculators and bakers, than all the appeals 
that yon could make to their hearts in a twelve 
month. Therefore let some roan of influence 
take the initiative in the matter, call a meet­
ing, and organize a company or society, that 
the poor man may ext his bread, in the sweat of 
bis brow merely, and not in the blood of his 
vitals. While writing on tbe subject of bread, 
and incidentally of flour, I might say that 
some of our Banks could employ their capital 
in a manner more beneficial to the public, 
than by allowing a few large operators to ab­
sorb so much of it, as to allow one single house 
to buy up flour in Montreal, Kingston, and To­
ronto, to the amount of twslve hundred thou­
sand dollars, as is currently reported. I would 
hiat to those banks, that they might, to the 
evening after the shatters are up, look over 
their books for 1847 and '48, end profit by it.
