The infantry went forward after
the Canadian artillery had silenced the

about thirty miles eastward from a
flank attack. The Bolshevik are
shelling the American positions in the |
Viaga sector continuously.

All'ed forces advanced five miles |
down the Petrograd road from Ka-

Heavy reinforcements arrived and
strengthened the Bolshevik front and
the Allies retired to new positions
three miles south of Kadish.

New heavy guns  which were
brought into position on the railroad
iront  shelled the Bolshevist forces |
heavily yesterday aiternoon. Allied
airpianes bombed enemy positions gzt
eltzoe, on the Dvina, and Shegovria,
on the Vaga, yesterday.

You
may inform the British authorities
that, in this guestion of exchange,
the most interested party declares
himself satisfied, that I consider my-
self sufficiently ‘exchanged’ to allow,
if they think proper, the German
prisoner to leave England.

Under the agreement Den-
mark the Board expresses its wlling-
ness to forego itsoption to take under
charter Danish vessels covered by
the agreement, but not yet chartered,
as well as its option for renewal of
charters already executed.
