in N.D.G. knows me,” an-

swered Mr. Snyder during
the only interview in his

entire newspapering career in

which he was the “victim,”

Mr. Snyder is a youthful 357,

has compact features and ex-

pressive, kindly blue eyes. His
manner is gentle; his interests

varied.

It is only within the past

year that Mr. Snyder ceased
being extremely active on

this newspaper t~ which he

devoted most of his leisure
time, working at night and on
many occasions during the

wee small hours on a sticky

story or editorial. His
job at the Sun Life Assur-

ance Company with which he
has been associated since

1927, became much too de-

manding as a result of Mr.

Snyder’s promotion last year
to the position of supervisor
of the printing and supplies

department, to allow him

to continue with his hobby.

Returning officer
 

When he was 38 in 1939
Mr. Snyder succeeded W. M.
Couper, QC., returning offi-

cer for N.D.G. He served for
10 years, then relinquished

his post. On the death of Mrs.
Gertrude Rainville, Mr. Sny-
der took up this duty again

in 1957. He returned at a

busy time; there was a gen-

eral election on May 27 of
that year, and less than a

year later on March 31, 1958.

Mr. Snyder is enamored
of N.D.G. as an electoral

district. “N.D.G. operates

as a democracy should
operate, with the minimum

trouble for the returning

officer,” he said emphatic
ally. “There are no fights,

stolen ballot boxes as in

some other unnamed dis-
tricts and the candidates of

the three parties in all elec-

tions under my jurisdiction

have all been gentlemen.”

An enormous job under-

taken by Mr. Snyder in 1941
was national registration in
N.D.G., Hampstead, Montreal

West, and Lachine. “We had

to register everyone in the

district and list the essential

facts about them within three

days’ time,” said Mr. Snyder.

“Another tough assignment

was the national plebiscite in

1942.

For the know-all book, one can also be certain that
the network of superhighways and over and under passes,
encompassing and dividing the metropolitan area, are
beyond any Russian claims.

  

Jo These and other wonders of engineering, activity,
progress and overall urban well-being are obvious to
even the sorriest die-hards from Toronto, Toledo, Detroit
and St. Louis. (Picking on these unfortunate four is
indicative of our mean, but honest, nature.)

This department’s milieu of restaurants and supper
clubs renders observation and inspection of their New
York counterparts a normal one, but if we generalize
somewhat making comparisons with Montreal, it is done
with consummate pride. In our measured opinion then,
with the exception of slightly smoother flowing traffic
(what an exception! Ed. note.) and, of course, a larger
choice of theatre fare, the similarity between the two
cities and their respective citizens is remarkable,

As for restaurants, there isn’t one here that cannot
be duplicated favorably somewhere in Montreal in culi-
nary skills or atmosphere.

Walk through Greenwich Village and a like stroll
between Stanley and Sherbrooke streets produces an
identical impression — complete with characters — and
we mean characters.

Proof is that visiting Montrealers — to their ever-
lasting credit — meld into the New York scene by habit
and without open- mouthed amazement.

Further corroboration of this may be adduced from
a recent experience here. Caught in a crosstown traffic
jam, our taxi driver after a frustrating wait remarked
benignly. “You gotta either be a New Yorker or from
Montreal to stand this — anyone else would be holler-
ing blue murder by now.”
