Your tree will absorb
water much more easily
when you trim off two
inches of the trunk and
expose the fresh wood.
Branches can be trimmed
away as necessary to set
the tree trunk in the base
of a sturdy, water-holding
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stand with wide spead
feet. The stand should be
filled with water while the
tree is indoors.

Use lights that have
been safety-tested. These
can be identified by the
label from an independent
testing laboratory.

Check each set of lights
for broken or cracked
sockets. Frayed or bare
wires and loose connec-

tions are also potential fire
hazards. These damaged
sets should be discarded or
repaired.

Outdoor lights should be
fastened securely to trees,
house walls or other firm
support to protect the
lights from wind damage.

No more than three stan-
dard-size sets of lights
should be used per single
