The Prizce at Niagara Falls.

N1aeara FariLs, Sept. 17, 1860,

The most intensely exciting part of Blondin’s
performsnce on Saturday was when he was
going across the rope on stilts. He tripped
and fell, catching the rope by his thigh. Some
said this was done for effect, but, it so, the
manceuvre was admirably executed.

After epjoying tbis sight much, and staying
to see the whole ot the rope-walker’s perform-
ance, for which the Prince gave him a cheque
for £100, and the suite something more, the
Prince went on board the ¢ Maid of the Mis\”
and ran up to the spray of the Falls. After
dinner he went to the Bowling Alley, his side
beating the Duke’s completely.

On Sunday, the Prince drove to the Ohip-
pawa Church.

To-day, the firsi appearance of the Prince
was on his way to the ferry. It was not ex-
pected that he would cross, so few were assem-
bled. They were drawn up on the inclined
railway on the opposite side. Cheering faint.
No enthusiasm, Secarcely a cordial greeting.
A photographer took a view of them. They
went rapidly towards Goat Island,
the Prince walked leisurely round it. He went
across the bridge to Terrapin Tower and as-
cended it. He did not go into the cave of the
winds. He returned by the same means of con-
veyance. He mnext drove to the Suspension
Bridge, where the Great Western State Car was
in waiting.

Before entering the Hon. W. H. Merritt read
an address of the Bridge Directors, setting forth
the length, height, cost, and other particulars
connected with the structure. On the centre of
the Bridge the train paused, to give the Prince
an opportunity of looking at the Falls and
Rapids. Leaving the Bridge, which the Duke
pronounced unique, the party drove to the
whirlpool, crossed the lower platform of the
Bridge and returned to their quarters.

The Prince rode on horseback into Thorold
Township, towards the Welland Canal, exam-
Ining the country, which is well settled, fertile,
and very picluresque.

To-morrow, the Prince will leave for Queen-
ston. On the Heights will receive an address
from the survivors of 1812.

At 11:30, he will lay the foundation stone of
an obelisk, to be erected near the greatmonu-
ment, at the precise spot where Brock fell,

Leaving by the steamer Zimmerman, he will
receive addresses at Niagara, and lunch on
board at Port Dalhousie.

He will take the Welland Railway for
St. Catharine’s, and, after ceremonials therz,
proceed to Hamilton.

He will stay at Gormsby for a few minutes
and receive an address from the loyal Canadian
Society.

He will probably reach Hamilton at 4 p.m.

Calabrese side of the Straits is now in Gari-
baldi’s hands. He therefore commands each side
of the Straits, and has an unassailable commu-
nication with Sicily as a basis of his Neapoli-
tan invasion. The capture of General Bri-
ganti’s Division, from the skill with which it
was achieved, and the use to which it wag im-
mediately turned, will, besides adding im-
mensely to his military veputation, attach ex-
traordinary popularity to the name of Gari-
baldi wherever the members of the captured and
dispersed corps may be scattered. Surrounded
before he perceived it, General Briganti
‘“opened out with his four guns, as well as
with musketry. No answer from our side;
Garibaldi had expressly forbidden it. Defeat
was not enongh; the object was surrender.—
The Neapolitans could indulge in no illusions;

Probably as good a test as any of the con-
dition of Damascus, and of the success which
has attended the efforts of Fuad Pasha for the
vindication of the Sultan’s authority and the
re establishment of order, will be found in the
fact that within the last few days commercial
remittances have been made from there to mer-
chants in Beyrout, and Moslem debtors have
began to satisfy the claims of their Frank cre-
ditors. Abmed Pasha, the late Governor of
Damascus, who was publicly degraded at Con-
stantinople, was sent off to the scene of his
misdeeds last Sunday under armed escort. He
was expected to arrive on Tuesdsy, when he
was to be immediately tried—a mere form, for
the proofs of his guilt are innumerable and in-
excusable—and executed, for which he is stated
to be quite prepared. His companion in crime
and fellow-conspirator against the Christians,
Kurschid Pasha, the late Governor of Beyrout,
has written to one of his friends here stating
that he has not been runished, but simply or-
dered to retire to his country-house, which he
has done. The letter has Dbeen placed in the
hands of our present civil Governor Mustapha
Pasha, who is said to possess proofs of Kurs-
chid’s guilt. Uatil Kurschid Pasha shares the
fate of Ahmed Pasha, the European and Chris-
ftiia; inhabitants of this town will not be satis-

ed.

Mr. Oyril Graham went on 2 mission of in-
quiry into the districts around Hagbeya and
Rasheya.. He started with an escort from
among Abdel-Raders faithful Algerians, and
20,000 piastres given to him by Fuad Pasha to
relieve the more immediate necessities of the
Christians, of whom it was represented 2,500,
mostly widows and children, were living on
the ; charity ‘of the Druses in a very precari-
ous condition. On the 9th he arrived at
Rasheya, where, out of a population of upwards
of 3,000 inhabitants, he found alive no more
than 1,100 souls, and of these only 76 were
mep, the rest having been slain or compelled
to fly for their lives. Mr. Graham had an in-
terview with the Druse ehief, and subsequently
with Mohammed-en-&4r, who was the chief in-
stigator of the massacre of the 14th of June.
The assembling of the Christians and distribu-
tion of money among them excited the Jjealousy
of the Druses, who threateningly asked what
right Mr. Graham had to interfere in their dis-
tric’, and gave him a very intelligible hint that
his life might pay the penalty of his interfer—
ence. This menace, especially when directed
against an Englishman, and one so well known
a8 Mr. Graham, is one of the worst features of
the case, as showing the degree of desperation
to which the Druses are excited. Indeed, they
repeatedly boasted that it the French landed
they would slaughter all the Christians and
retire into the natural fastness of the interior,
From a similar campaign Ibrahim Pasha re-
turned with only 9,000 men out of an army of
40,000 men, and in 1852 a Turkigh army was
there most ignominiously defeated. Mohammed
openly stated that he and his people despised
the Sultan, and that they we:e convinced the
slaughter of the Christians would be acceptable
to England as tending to 1educe French in-
fluence. The savage sppeared to believe that
come ‘wkat might Engiand would protect him.,
It is to be boped the first duty of the represen=
tative of the English Government here will be
to ascertain how far men without the shadow
of official authority have daredto calamniate our
national character,and ifit be foundthat any one
calling himself an Englishman has taught the
Druses to beileve that England, out of a mean
jsalousy of France, would approve their
slaughter of the Cbristians, let the man who
bas done this, be rigorously punished. It is
due to our honour to ascertain who hag inspired
the Druses with the belief, that England would
uphold them in their blood-guiltiness.

From Rasheya Mr. Grabam proceeded to Hag-
beya, where out of a population of 3,200 Chris-
tiang 1,430 were found remaining, and these
nearly all women and children, The number
slain in the massacre is estimated at 1,300, and
the village presented the most horrible sight
perhaps ever witnessed. The corpses had been
left unburied and had been dessiceated by the
Syrian sun. The Serai was full of them, and
in the upper rooms they were heaped in piles
of from five to six feet in height. The Emir
S'aad-ed-Din had been beheaded with the most
revolting cruelty. When the magsacre com-
menced a Druse remarked that if they hacked
the Christians to death ag they were then doing
their clothes would be spoiied. He therefore
suggested that the Christians should be strip-
ped before being murdered, which was done
accordingly. As Mr. Graham and his com-
panions passed through the rooms they were
followed by the widows of the dead praying for
yengeance, and by Druses who mocked at their
grief. One traculent savage was loud in his
complaints of the thickness of Christian skulls,
on which he had broken a silver-mounted
pistol. It came out that Osman Bey, who
commanded the Turkish garrison at Hasbeya,
fired 27 rounds from a gun which he had, but
from want of elevation the shots which were
intended for the Druses hit the Christians, who
were thus placed between two fires. Whether
the depression of the gun was intentional or
not it is difficult to say. Osman Bey is kept a
close prisoner, and isin expectation of being
shot,

Sir,—Having sent, a few days ago, a bill for
two hundred and fifty dollars, claimed, by the
Caledonjan Society, under an agreement with
the Citizens’ Reception Committee, a brief
statement of the case is mecessary, in order
that the Committee may be enabled to con-
sider the claim, with a full knowledge of all
the facts connected therewith.

First, then, I may inform you that, nearly a
year ago, the Caledonian Society decided to
hold their annual Gathering for 1860 during
the visit of H.R.E. the Prince of Wales.
