[CONTINUED.]

Friday Mourning June 25.
COMMITTEE OF SUPPLY.

Air. MACKENZIE spoke against the main 
motion for about an hour, when

I he motion that the Speaker leave the Chair 
was put and carried, and the House went into 
Committee of Supply, Mr. BENJAMIN in the 
Chair.

The first item, the sum of $6950 for six clerks 
or tlie mama department being put,

Mi. DORION said that this amount was equal 
to the cost of the whole militia department in 
I8o4. Now the expenses amounted $100,000 
lor playing soldiers.

Attbrney-Geferal MACDONALD defended 
the militia system. An immensely valuable 
property in land and barracks had been given 
the department, and a most efficient force, 
particularly ip the arm of artillery, was 
created.

Mr. MALCOLM CAMERON spoke against 
the system as being needless. In his neighbor­
hood at least, the creation of a militia force had 
had a most demoralizing effect.

Air. DORION contended that the present 
milkia was entirely useless. He did not wish 
to disparage the efficiency of the corps, but it 
was too expensive and not needed.

Air. POWELL thought the militia body most 
serviceable and efficient. They ought always 
to be prepared for an outbreak, and when they 
saw the organ of a prominent member of that 
House threatening war, surely that was no time 
to talk of abolishing the system. [Laugh­
ter.]

Col. PLAYFAIR advocated the system.
The item was carried.
Mr. BROWN quite agreed with the hou. mem­

ber for Lambton that the system had a most de­
moralizing effect. It was, in fact, looked upon 
as a perfect humbug, and a burden to the coun­
try. As for the ordnance lands, their value 
was not, he believed, so great as had been 
spoken of,

Mr. SHORT would move in amendment 
that the salaries be retrenched $1150.—Lost.

The next item, of $3200, for two Inspecting 
Field Officers of Militia, for Upper and Lower 
Canada, was carried.

The following Rems were also carried :— 
Salary of the Provincial Aid-de-Camp, 

$1600.
Eight storekeepers of armories, at $300 each, 

$2400.
On the item $2280 for 19 Assistant Adjutants 

General at $120 each.
Air. AIcGEE stated that though he fully ap­

proved of the expediency of maintaining a mil­
itia in time of peace, the 19 officers, were, he 
had been informed, only in one another’s way. 
He was inclined to moved that the number be 
reduced to two.

The item was carried.
At five minutes to 3, Air. BROWN called for 

an adjournment.

Air. FOLEY rose at half-past eleven, and 
spoke until twelve.

Air. ROSE then rose to inform the House that 
an election committee had to sit that morning, 
and said the Speaker had to be called in, so 
that the election committee, which could not 
sit during the sitting of the House, might have 
the leave of the House to adjourn.

After some discussion, the Speaker, was cal­
led in, and resumed the chair.

The question was then debated whether 
what was Thursday for the House was Friday 
for the Committee. After a quarter of an hour 
in which no conclusion seemed to have been 
come to leave was given to the Election Com­
mittee to adjourn, and Air. Speaker then left the 
chair.

Air. DUNKIN then took the chair of the Com­
mittee ofSupply, and

Air. FOLEY, at a quarter past twelve, con­
tinued his oration. He said he thought the 
Government never ought to become brokers, 
and it was scandalous, if it were true, that 
they had drawn £12,500 out of the grammar 
school fund for the purpose of buying Hamilton 
debentures from one of their supporters. He 
indulged in further charges of corruption, and 
said riotings in the country were possible—he 
spoke in all earnestness—as a conquenceof these 
things. Especially would this be the case if 
the Government called on the poor settlers to 
pay up instantly, at this time of depression, all 
the arrears of their payments to the Crown Land 
Department.

Air. J. CAA1ERON was astonished to find that 
there were so many of the Opposition ready to 
talk away the people’s time and the people’s 
money. (Hear.) He proceeded to refer to the 
statements of the Opposition concerning vari­
ous members. A charge had been made even 
against him, that he had sold himself to the 
Government in recompense for their promise to 
buy his property for a lunatic asylum. Now 
the facts were that he had not made any direct 
application to the Government at all, and that 
the property in question was held by a company, 
in which he held stock to the amount of £50. 
(Laughter and cheers from the Ministerial 
benches.) He then berated gentlemen opposite 
for their factious conduct. He wondered that 
such a hobby-horse should be made of the sale 
Hamilton debentures, before the accused par­
ties had been heard in their defence. It was 
unfair. (Hear, hear.)

Mr. DORION said the discussion was unseem­
ly, and of no use. He would engage that it 
would be stopped if the evidence Jaken before 
the Committee of Public Accounts were allow­
ed to be brought down.

Air. CAYLEY remarked that he had not an 
opportunity to call a single witness since the 
committee had began to sit. He had had Air. 
Reynolds and Air. Morrisson before the com­
mittee for weeks ; but could not ask one word. 
In only one instance had there been any fair­
ness shewn by a member of the Opposition, and 
that was by Air. White, who said he thought the 
facts would not bear out the conclusions of the 
committee.

Air. WHITE said the Inspector General had 
never been prevented from asking questions and 
producing witness.

Mr. HOGAN began to speak about the corrup­
tion which had been proved in the committee 
against the Government.

Air. BUCHANAN—You have proved nothing, 
unless, perhaps, against a subordinate.

Air. FOLEY quite agreed that Air. CAYLEY 
ought to have an opportunity of refuting the 
charges made against him, but he had not avail­
ed himself of the privileges already conceded to 
him in this respect.

Attorney General MACDONALD pointed 
out that only one sided evidence had been tjken 
before the Comittee, for Air. Brown had avoid­
ed exhausting any one subject before proceeds 
ing to another. He remarked that the supplie- 
could not be stopped—half the money voted 
would be wanted onthelstofJuly.And thepresent 
was not the time to do anything more than ob­
struct business, for every item in the estimates 
would be discussed after the committee of the 
whole had reported. The evidence and report 
of the Public Accounts Committee could be 
brought down any day during the session, and, 
if they justified it, a vote of censure could be 
passed on the Government. If it were carried, 
then the Government would go out, before 
having had the spending of any of it. The 
monies, however, must be raised, to enable Her 
Alajesty’s Government to be carried on. [Hear, 
hear.]

Air. A1ACKENZIE said that was nothing. 
The House had granted, in 1856, the supplies 
for 1854 1855, and yet the Government had not 
been stopped in the meanwhile.

MACDONAD said it was only rea­
sonable for the Inspector General, when asking 
supplies, to tell the Rouse how he proposed to 

But as t0 stopping the supplies, it 
could not be done. There were many charges 
which the country had to pay, and for which 
tne Government were not responsible. He 
would vote to grant the supplies demanded, as 
ne saw nothing unreasonable asked.

Mr. MACKENZIE replied.
Ho^sèk S‘ MAC.P0NALD agaiQ urged upon the 

m\the uecessity ot voting the supplies. There 
could be a general field day afterwards. There 
was, however, such a coherence among the sun- 
porters of the Administration that drfeat was 
certain. He would even like to see gentlemen 
opposite remain on the Treasury benches to ex-

Mated, no malfeasance in office brought home to 
the heads ot departments. He could not take 
for granted all the “astounding developments” 
and “ woeful corruptions” of the Globe. We 
had had “ the Oobourg job,” but nothing had re­
sulted from it worse than the saving of the Co- 
bourg road from being closed. The money ad­
vanced for that purpose had been repaid. Then 
we had had the “ special investment fund,” and 
a great cry was made because the Inspector Gene­
ral had bought debentures at par, as it it were 
not his duty to maintain the Provincial credit. 
He had heard, too, that before the Government 
bought the Hamilton debentures, they had a cer­
tificate from the then Mayor of Hamilton, to the 
effect that the value of the debentures ranged 
from 95 (the minimum) to 100. And so it was 
with the debentures which were said to have been 
counted over twice, and with the charge about the 
malfeasance in the money order office.

Mr. ROBLIN—Oh, that’s only a “ melancholy 
tact.” (Laughter.)

Air. MoMKJKEN continued to say that no post­
master had unlimited ciedit at the banks. The 
present Postmaster General had transacted the 
duty ot bis office with as much assiduity as any 
of his predecessors. The next charge—for they 
ail dwindled down to two or three—was the 
sale of debentures in England at 3 per cent pre­
mium when the market value was 6 or 7. That 
might be true, but had they any reason to believe 
that the Government was implicated in the sale 
of them. No, the transaction was carried on by 
the financial agents in London, and they would, 
no doubt, be able to give a good reason for the 
course which they took.

Mr, BROWN said the hon. gentleman had cor­
roborated the entire cases which he desired to 
disprove. He was proceeding to make charges 
of mismanagement in the money order branch of 
the Post Office department, when he was met by 
the Postmaster General, who referred him to a 
gentleman on his own side of the House (Mr. 
Walker Powell), who was forced to say that Mr. 
Brown was incorrect.

The POSTMASTER GENERAL proceeded to 
point out the manner in which he had been 
brought before the committee on publie accounts 
without a days notice. He desired it to be per­
fectly understood that he could not carry the en­
tire transactions of the department in his head. 
(Hear, hear.)

Mr. BROWN said the hon. gentleman was not 
able to answer some questions put to him by the 
committee, though he had been five months in 
the department.

The POSTMASTER GENERAL—That’s not 
so. The hon. geutleman proceeded to show that 
from the time occupied with his election, the 
debate on the address, and subsequent sickness, 
he had not had more than three weeks to super­
intend the business of that department, and 
during that time he had done an amount of work 
truly wonderful.

Mr. BROWN—I admit there must bean allow­
ance made for that. He continued to attack the 
Postmaster General and Inspector General, but 
every charge was met by a fiat contradiction.

This 
practice was disgraceful, and beneath the digni­
ty of the House. It was a false pretence to say 
that it was in order to wait for the report of the 
committee of public accounts, for that commit­
tee could not sit while the House did.

He again chal­
lenged Mr. Brown to move a vote of want of con­
fidence, The estimates themselves, he said, were 
the most unobjectionable ever brought down. 
They were a decrease on those of previous years, 
in almost every particular. As to the evidence 
taken before the committee had not finished the 
investigation on any one subject. They wander­
ed from one to another. They made their “ plant” 
insidiously, drew out some points, which were 
exaggerated in their newspapers the day after. 
As for bringing down the evidence on Thursday, 
it could not be done, unless the accusatory evi­
dence were alone taken. (Hear, hear.) He pas­
sed on to criticise the partiality of the Globe’s 
report, and asked why, on the separate school 
question, Mr. B'own’s and his own speech had 
not been printed there. He then asked what Mr. 
Brown's ideas of parliamentry conduct must be' 
when he asked the Inspector General the other 
day “who told the lie.” He characterized this 
as brutal,and said many men would have crushed 
him to -the ground at once. He felt sure the 
House would not approve of this course.

Mr. BROWN spoke of the vile abuse, the vile 
personalities, which the Attorney General had 
ndulged in towards him. He said there never 

had been a viler mouth than that gentleman’s. 
The tactics he [Mr. Brown] had recently pursued, 
were the result of a caucus of his party. (Hear, 
hear, from the Ministerial benches.) Mr. Brown

Toronto, June 28.
Numerous petitions were presented in favor 

of the bill for granting assistance to the Nor­
thern Railway.

The bill from the Council to amend the usury 
laws was read a first time.

The bill from the Council to amend the char­
ter of the Colonial Bank of Canada was also 
read a first time.

Mr. Clark moved the third reading of the bill 
to incorporate the Presque Isle and Marmora 
Railway bill.

The Post Master General moved in amend­
ment the six months’ hoist, which was carried 
—yeas, 43 ; nays, 36.

The bill to confirm a resolution or bye-law of 
the Corporation of Montreal to empower the 
Harbour Commissioners of Montreal to erect a 
gallery across Capital street in Montreal was 
read a third time and passed.

tutional demand of the Opposition, that Mr. 
Cayley should not have his supplies, until the 
Committee on Public accounts have given in 
their Report, and the House is informed what 
is the real state of the finances of the country.

Messrs. Glyes and Barings.—We yesterday 
published an abstract of the late Deputy Re­
ceiver General Anderson’s evidence, before the 
Committee on Public Accounts, to one feature 
in which, we would now beg to invite the at­
tention of our readers. We need scarcely tell 
those who have read the evidence in question, 
that we allude to the very extraordinary, and, 
we have no hesitation in adding, unbusi­
ness-like, if not worse, conduct of our Provin­
cial bankers, Messrs. Glyns and Barings, in 
connection with their unauthorized sale of half- 
a-million of our Provincial debentures, in De­
cember last- It seems then—by Mr. Anderson's 
evidence, and Mr. Cayley’s silence—that these 
gentlemen, left without instructions to do as 
they pleased, found it very much for the inter­
est of the Province to sell £500,000 of 6 per 
cent debentures (to parties, whose names are 
not furnished) on a day which, by some fortu­
itous circumstance, happened to be that un­
lucky day when these securities were lower on 
the market than they had been for years before 
or have been since. From a statement of the 
quotations furnished from the letters of these 
gentlemen, it appears that, in every week from 
December 26, 1856, to November 27, 1857, their 
prices ranged from 15] down to 7] prem. ; but 
on the 4th of December they fell to 
10510)106, and that was precisely the day, when 
our amiable friefWs in Lombard Street found 
it most advantageous to dispose of half-a-mil- 
lion of pounds of them. Strangely, however, 
though their own quotation for cash was 105lS> 
106, the sale was effected at 103 ; but inasmuch 
as, by another no doubt fortuitous circumstance, 
one coupon, representing almost six months 
interest, was nearly due, the real price, 
instead of three premium, was only ] Per Cent, 
premium ; from which, again, the Province had 
to deduct 1 per cent, commission, and ] per 
cent, brokerage, before it touched its receipts, 
at J per cent, discount. This price, however, 
was only payable in instalments, extending 
over several months, though the sale was made, 
it is alleged, in consequence of our pressing 
need of money. It may be satisfactory to learn, 
as w!ll also be seen from Mr. A’s evidence, 
that the adventurous purchasers were rewarded 
for their boldness andjudgment by an immediate 
rise in price, which has been since maintained 
—that, in short, their profits upon this transac­
tion could not have fallen short of £50,000 
sterling ? No doubt, as Mr. Cayley says in the 
preamble to one of his questions to Mr. Ander­
son, the character and standing of Messrs. Bar­
ings and Glyns are second to that of no other 
banking firm in London ; while he insinuates the 
consequent improbability of their being guilty 
of ought that could affect their commercial 
honor. Facts, notwithstanding, are, proverb­
ially, “ cbiels that winna’ ding” j and if the 
facts are as described by Anderson, and «not 
disputed by Cayley, we have no hesitation in 
saying that we have known London bankers— 
quite equal in standing to either Messrs. Glyns 
or Barings—who would have scorned to enrich 
themselves by, in our opinion, so palpable a 
betrayal of the confidence reposed in their 
financial judgment by any of their cus­
tomers. A loss, by the Province, of £50,000 upon 
the sale of £500,000 of debentures, is a transac­
tion that should, at the very least, be sifted to 
the bottom ; and Messrs. Glyns and Barings 
should be compelled to produce the names of the 
brokers who sold—charging J Per Cent, there­
for_and of the principals who bought the de­
bentures in question.

New Stained Glass Window in the Parish 
(R. C.) Chdrch.—We have been particularly 
pleased with an examination of this very beau­
tiful production. It reflects the highest credit 
on the liberality and spirit of the Canadian 
clergy, and on the taste and manufacture of our 
townsman, Mr. J. C. Spence. Our contempo­
rary the Pilot makes a mistake in stating that 
this is a German work of art imported from 
Munich. We have had the pleasure of visiting 
Mr. Spence’s establishment several times dur" 
ing the progress of this window, and are, there­
fore, en'abled to assert positively that every por­
tion of it has been designed, painted and 
leaded in this city.

The artist, in designing this work, must have 
laboured under considerable difficulty. The 
frame-work of the window itself is decidedly 
unsymmetrical, both in force and proportions. 
To adapt a painting to such a window was no 
easy task, and we are bound to say that we 
think Mr. Spence has shewn great ingenuity in 
the way he has overcome this obstacle. The 
window is one of five lights, each one containing 
a colossal figure. In the centre, the Virgin and 
Child, with, on either side, St. Joseph, St. Peter, 
St. John the Evangelist, and St. Louis. These 
figures stand on Gothic pedestals, and are sur­
mounted by elaborate canopies, the tracery 
above being filled with elegant foliage, the bril­
liancy of which makes us forget the forms of 
the hideous frame-work which surrounds them. 
The figures are masterly productions. There Is 
no quaint, grotesque drawing, no ultra mediæ- 
valism, but real art. We are Ælso very glad to 
see that the true effect of stained glass has been 
studied in the omission of deep shadows and 
rtificial relief. The countenance of the Infant 

Jesus is especially lovely. It reminds us of 
some exquisite head of Fra. Angelico or Over- 
bock. We trust that the authorities of the 
French Church will soon lower the cano- 
ny behind the high altar, so as to give us a bet­
ter view of this beautiful figure.

If we might suggest two trifling faults in this 
' window, we would say that the blue color is 
rather too predominant, and that the tints of 
the lower portion are somewhat raw ; but, as a 
whole, we repeat, it is really a very fine speci­
men of “ high art,” and does great credit alike 
to Mr. Spence’s conceptive powers and artistic 

«kifl.

The R.M. (Canadian Line) steamship “Anglo 
Saxon,” from Liverpool on the 16th instant, 
arrived at Quebec at 8 o’clock, A.M., on Sun­
day—her mail reaching town on the night of 
the same day.

NEWS OF THE DAY.
[From the Northern Times, June 16.]

The Property Qualification Bill passed a third 
reading in the House of Lords last night, after 
a short discussion, in which Lords Ravensworth 
and Denman, and the Earls of Glencarty and 
Wicklow, opposed the principles of the Bill.—
The Crown will, on an early day, lay all the 
papers in connexion with the case of the Cag­
liari before Parliament.

The House of Commons had an early sitting 
yesterday, at which Mr. Townsend, M. P. for 
Greenwich, was declared incompetent and un­
qualified to sit and'vote in that House since he 
had been adjudged a Bankrupt. Should the 
Bankruptcy be annulled, then Mr. Townsend 
will be enabled to speak and vote as usual. The 
House went into Committee on the Bill for the 
Sale and Transfer of Land in Ireland, but before 
clause three had been disposed of the sitting 
terminated. At the evening sitting Mr. S. Fitz­
gerald said that the arrangements made by the 
Naples Government was without the concur­
rence of the Sardinian authorities—even the 
British Government were not aware of the in­
dention of Naples until the offer of the release of 
the Cagliari had been made. Sir J. Pakington 
did not object to the appointment of a Select 
Committee to enquire into the case of Mr. Bar­
ber,who had been wrongfully sentenced and con­
victed of malpractice as a solicitor. Mr. Bax­
ter moved that an Under Secretary of State 
should be appointed for Scotland, and he was 
supported by a number of the Scotch members, 
but several others opposed the motion, includ­
ing Mr. Sterling and the Lord Advocate, as did 
also the Chancellor of the Exchequer ; and on a 
mviBiuu mere was omy 4 i lor me motion, wmle 
there were 174 against it. Lord Naas obtained 
leave to bring in a Bill for the better regulation 
of the Constabulary Force in Ireland, and, 
after some other business, the House adjourned.

According to the London correspondent of a 
Dublin journal, the English Government has 
been informed of the whereabouts of Mr. Alsop, 
who is accused of having conspired, along with 
Orsini and others, to assassinate the present 
Emperor of the French. The manager of the 
peace organ in London, Mr. Baxter Langley,Jof 
the Morning Star, has, it is said, furnished the 
government with information respecting Mr. 
Alsop, and Mr. Baxter Langley has claimed the 
£200 reward offered for his apprehension. This 
£200 is to be applied to the defence of Mr. Al­
sop.

The lunacy case of Sir Henry Meux is not 
yet concluded. A number of witnesses have 
been examined during the past two days. All 
the witnesses gave evidence in favour of the 
opinion that Sir Henry’s mind was in a. state 
that enabled him to transact business of an or­
dinary nature. This was the case particularly 
with Mr. Hunter, who was solicitor to the firm 
of Meux and Co. for 50 years, and had been 
solicitor to Sir Henry himself for 25 years.

On Monday,a meeting was held in London in 
aid of the fund for the erection of a new and 
enlarged King’s College Hospital. More than 
£30,000 have already been subscribed for the 
object, but several thousands more are still 
wanted, and the committee act wisely in re­
fusing to lay even the first stone until they have 
obtained the whole of the money they require. 
The Duke of Cambridge presided, and Mr. Glad­
stone, Sir W. Page Wood, and other distinguish­
ed men, eloquently advocated the cause of the 
charity.

A youth, 17 years of age, named Frederick 
Nobles has been charged before the London 
magistrates with stabbing his father. The pri­
soner had gone to an engineering factory at 
Stepney, where his father was employed, and 
while talking to him about some family matters, 
stabbed him between the shoulders with a large 
carving knife, which it appears he must have 
carried with him for the purpose. The case is 
remanded for a week.

A London cotemporary calls attention to the 
great nuisance of street preaching, and alludes 
to a recent case brought before the Police Courts, 
in connection with this subject. One Philip' 
Pitcher, it seems,was brought before the magis­
trate at Lambeth Police Court, “ charged with 
stealing a silver watch during a religious, or 
rather irreligious discussion, at the Obelisk, 
after one o’clock in the morning.” The prisoner 
was a cabman, whose licence had already been 
taken from him. The first witness was a fellow 
called Aldridge, an Atheist shoemaker, “ who 
refused to be sworn on the Testament, and pro­
fessed himself an Atheist ; and other witnesses 
in abundance not Atheist, and willing to be 
sworn, “ represented to the magistrate that the 
nightly scenes at the Obelisk were of the most 
disgraceful kind, and the language of the 
preachers of the vilest character; scarcely a 
night passing without a robbery.” The public 
scandal and nuisance has, in fact, become so 
intolerable that the commissioners of police 
have been at last obliged to interfere, and the 
grievance is at an end.

We regret to announce the sudden death of 
Mr. Commissioner Stevenson, of the Liverpool 
Bankruptcy Court. Yesterday morning, as he 
was in the ferry-boat crossing the river from his 
private residence at New Brighton, he was ob­
served to real and fall, and on being raised up 
life was found to be extinct.

The Paris correspondent of the Globe says 
that the Hungarian General Kmetio, who 
shared in the glories of the siege of Kars, has 
been appointed Commander of the Turkish army 
acting against Montenegro.

The decree appointing M. Delangle minister, 
which- appears in the Moniteur, does not contain 
the words, “ and Minister of public safety.”

A despatch from Paris announces that Gene­
ral Espinasse has been relieved of his functions 
as Minister of the Interior, and that M. Delangle, 
hitherto President of the Imperial Court, has 
taken his place. The rumour some time since 
was that the Emperor had become aware of the 
injudiciousness of the compulsory conversion of 
French charity property, a project which or­
iginated with General Espinasse, and that the 
abandonment of the scheme was under consider­
ation. Of course that would involve General 
Espinasse’s dismissal. Whether the change 
now announced has that signification, remains 
to be seen.

The Oanadia insurgents have had their case 
placed before the foreign consuls in a very 
written and detailed memorial. It is pretty evi­
dent thal theyareacting under the advice ot their 
Greek compatriots in the larger commercial’ 
cities, and perhaps in the kingdom, but nobody 
can blame this co-operation of a suppressed 
race, divided against its will. As yet there is 
no visible desire to throw off the allegiance to 
the Sultan altogether, if he will only sincerely 
contribute, as an impartial sovereign, to remove, 
the oppression which his Mahomedan subjects, 
in possession of the administrative power, 
against the law, constantly exercise over his 
Christian ones.

The Rev. A. Poole, late curate at St. Barn­
abas’s Pimlico, whose license has been suspend­
ed by the Bishop of London, has published a 
direct denial of the charges preferred against 
him at the late meeting in St. James’s Hall, 
with respect to his conduct in the “ Confes­
sional.”

Several cases of forgery and robbery on the 
Post-office, were before the Central Criminal 
Court yesterday. One prisoner named Rand­
all, a letter sorter, who pleaded guilty to a 
series of extensive robberies of money out of 
letters, was sentenced to six years’ penal servi­
tude. When taken into custody he had in his 
possession £207, the produce of his robberies.

ude. The French are at the present moment 
the subjects of a great experiment. A powerful 
ruler is attempting to discover whether the 
most excitable and quick-witted race in Europe 
can exist entirely without political information 
or the rightof expressing any political opinions. 
The French Press has long given up discussion; 
it has now almost given up the circulation of 
intelligence. The Brussels paper which sup­
plied the place of the decaying Parisian sheets 
has been lately forbidden entrance into France. 
People are asking on every side what it all 
means, whether it is to go on, whether it is not 
a prelude to something unexpected and start­
ling. If any one doubt this, let him go to Paris, 
or talk with any one who has come from that 
capital, or from Brussels, or Vienna, where 
the matter is debated with even greater anx­
iety than here. Every one is cohscious of a 
calm and silence which are totally unatural, 
and they think that this electrically charged 
cloud which seems to be slowly gathering must 
sooner or later discharge its contents. If a 
general expectation tends to generate the re­
sults that are looked for, then it is high time 
that this country took precautions against 
events whieh, rightly pr wrongly, are antici­
pated by a large section of Continental soci­
ety.

That the French Government has of late 
been arming in a manner inexplicable and 
alarming is a thing of sufficient notoriety.- 
France has not a single neighbour from whom 
she need fear insult, much less attack. Prus­
sia and Austria are purely defensive Powers ; 
Belgium and Sardinia are little nations, solici­
tous only for their own independence; of Spain 
we need hardly speak ; and as for England, 
whatever we may be reproached with, it Can­
not be saidthat our ambition points 'to the 
Contiueut of Europe or the neighbouring re­
gions of the globe. Why, then, should France, 
without any valuable colony, with her only im­
portant dependency at three days’ sail from 
Toulon, thus keep up and continually add to a 
navy which can only be used for offensive pur­
poses ? All the assurances in the world, whe­
ther the Imperial manifestoes on one side of the 
Channel or in Ministerial speeches on the other, 
cannot do away with the impression produced 
by this incessant activity of a Power which 
possesses only one or two sugar islands in the 
New World and some unimportant factories on 
the coast of India. Any one who is not blind­
ed by perversity and party spirit, like the lead­
ers or Uic Manchester School, will admit that if 
ever Europe is to be delivered from the incubus 
of standing armies and overgrown fleets, the 
peaceful example must be set by such countries 
as France and Russia, which, indeed, fear no 
enemy, and that the initiative cannot be taken 
by a State like England, which has w^tth un­
told to guard at home, and commimications 
to preserve with the most distant parts of the 
earth.

We are therefore happy to hear from Sir 
John Pakington that Sir C. Napier’s estimate of 
of the naval forces of this country was not suffi­
ciently favourable, and that “ we could at the 
“ shortest notice assemble in the Channel a 
“ fleet whieh would be able to cope with any 
“ which any other Power o Euiope could send 
out.’ When the present Government came into of 
fice a promise was made that the countryshould 
have a Channel Fleet before the end of the 
summer. The fulfilment of this promise will be 
one of the most important services which the 
First Lord of the Admiralty can render to the 
State. We, like the rest of our countrymen, are 
desirous to live in peace and harmony with the 
French people ; but, considering the tone in 
which hostilities with this country are discussed 
abroad, we think that even at the cost of some 
“ panic and alarm in the city,” and “ probably 
“irritation in the minds of out allies the 
“ French,” it is as well that independent mem­
bers should call on the government to complete 
those preparations the absence of which is 
causing notorious disquietude in Europe. We 
firmly believe in the strength and courage ot 
this country to meet and overthrow any foe who 
may attack us. History relates what we have 
done, and our own hearts tell us we can repeat 
the exploits. But we are, as a nation, incauti­
ous, unready, intent on our ovvu concerns, and 
destitute to a fault of the power of keeping mili­
tary armaments in efficiency. England .is just 
the country to suffer by a razzia, even though 
she should subsequently be triumphant a war- 
Let not the name of alarmists be applied to 
those who speak on this subject, or any man 
strive to show his superior wisdom by making 
light of the matter. There is an unbelief which 
is as foolish as the most eager credulity. Any 
one who had predicted the events of the Crimea 
and India would have been laughed to scorn— 
in the one case by Ministerial and military per­
sonages, in the other by advanced Liberals. 
The country should take care that a third 
tempest shall not find it unprepared.

THE CASE OF ALSOP.
EXTRAORDINARY STATEMENT.

‘FOREWARNED FOREARMED.” 
{From the “ Times’,' June 12.)

Agassiz ' not Going to Pams.— We [Wot 
York Times,] stated a few days since, on the 
strength of an announcement in the London 
Athenæum, that Professor Agassiz had been in­
duced by the liberal offers of the Emperor of 
the French, to consent to go to Paris ; but we 
are happy to learn from a more reliable source, 
that the great naturalist has determined not to 
leave his adopted country, even for the honor 
of becoming a French Senator and Director of 
the Jardin des Plantes. He prefers Boston to 
Paris, and Republicanism to Imperialism*.

The speeches of Mr. Disraeli and Sir J. Pak­
ington in answer to Sir C. Napier’s question on 
the National Defences will be read with consi­
derable satisfaction. It is well to know that 
the attention of Her Majesty’s Government is 
fixed on so important a subject, and that in their 
opinion the country will be sufficiently protect­
ed in case of any European complications. As 
was to be expected, Mr. Disraeli and his collea­
gue deprecated anything in speech or writing 
which might tend to create alarm or excitement 
on either side of the Channel. But of such 
sidelong remonstrances we take little heed. We 
know our duty, and how to distinguish between 
groundless and well-grounded alarm. The ora­
tor of Slough, who startled the world by the 
news that we had been within a few hours of 
war with France, is hardly the man to rebuke a 
newspaper or a member of Parliament for ut­
tering what is uppermost in everybody’s 
thoughts. There can be no doubt that for the 
last few months the feeling in Europe has been 
one of vague disquiet and apprehension. We 
are only saying what is too notorious any long­
er to be passed over in silence when we assert 
that the probability ot the peace of Europe 
being disturbed by the ambition of one great 
military Power has been the common subject of 
conversation from Lisbon to St. Peterburg ever 
since the attempt on the French Emperor’s life 
in January. It is not an English notion 
it is Continental, and, what is of still greater 
importance, it is French. The French people 
may, indeed, be liable to put faith in rumours, 
and they are perhaps strangely subject to 
the nervousness which silence and se­
crecy induce. But, whether justly 
or not, all classes have lately been influenced 
by the idea that war, somewhere and oq some 
pretext, is only a question of time, and a very 
short time. The bourgeoisie in their counting 
houses, the workmen in their wineshops, the 
army in their newly-established messes, are ac­
customed to discuss the question, some with 
apprehension, and some with joy, according 
to their several instincts, but all arriving at the 
same conclusion,—that the peace of Europe 
may possibly before long be sacrificed to the 
necessities of the Imperial sycteih and the de­
sire of France for glory. Now, we are perfect­
ly willing to believe that these notions may be 
merely the feverish dreams of politial disquiet-

The London correspondent of the Dublin 
Daily Express, writing on Saturday evening 
makes the following rather extraordinary state­
ment :—

I have rather startling intelligence to con­
vey to-day. Your readers will recollect that 
a reward of £200 was offered by the late Gov­
ernment to any person who would give infor- 
motion as to the hiding place of Mr. Alsop, the 
alleged conspirator against the life of the 
French Emperor. That information has been 
given. The intelligence has not yet got loose 
but when it does—of which, probably, your 
paper ot Monday will be the occasion—it will 
excite great agitation amongst English parties 
of all colours, but more especially among the 
members of that party with which Mr. ,Alsop 
ranked himself. The person by whom the in­
formation was conveyed to the Government is 
Baxter Langley, Esq., the manager and director 
Of the JRbrawig Star newspaper. The evening 
before last he waited on the Home Secretary, 
named the refuge of Mr- Alsop, and claimed the 
reward. Who is this Mr. Baxter Langley Î He 
is a very notable mao. By his talent and en­
ergy the Morning Star has been made a great 
paper. I do not know exactly what its circul­
ation is just now, but it has reached the enor­
mous issue of 60,000 a day. The political views 
of Mr. Langley find other media of expression 
than the Star, for which he seldom writes any­
thing. He is an able public speaker, a first- 
rate man of business, dexterous both in com­
mittee discussion and platform debate, and a 
very skilful chairman either in council or pub­
lic meeting. The political opinions of the Star | 
may not be much known in Ireland ; it is there­
fore as well to mention that they are advanced 
Liberal, universal suffrage, vote by ballot, an­
nual or, at least, triennial parliament, new el­
ectoral districts, and separation of Church 
aad State. The Star is the reputed organ of 
the Peace Society, and is, at all events, 
thej chief advocate of the principles which 
that association was founded to promote. Mr 
Langley sympathizes with Mr. Alsop, and is 
thorougly identified with the Radical party ; 
but of course a gentleman of his superior intel­
lect and kindly nature abhors the doctrine ot 
tyrannicide, or of the destruction of human 
life by the weapon of the assassin under any 
other designation. What, then, could be the 
motive of such a person as Mr. Langley iu act­
ing the part he has performed, and demanding 
the paltry reward, which could not possibly ex­
ercise an influence on him ? - I am able to solve 
this mystery. The object is a double one—to 
put the Government to a test, and to liberate 
Mr. Alsop from the necessity of retirement. 
The reward will be used to defend the accused 
if he be put upon his trial. The step Mr. Lang­
ley has taken places the Government in great 
difficulty. If they arrest him, the reward must, 
in honour and justice, be handed to the gentle­
man by whom the whereabouts of the imputed 
culprit was made known, and the government 
thus furnishes a large subscription to the fuud 
for his defence. If they do not arrest him, still 
that sum is available for the general purposes 
of Mr. Alsop’s expenses in connection with tins 
curious transaction. If Mr. Alsop be put upon 
his trial, it may peril the parliamentary support 
which the government has received from a 
large section of the advanced Liberals in and 
out of parliament and a public ferment will 
ensue, to which the affair of Dr. Bernard was 
nothing.

I have dwelt upon this matter at some length, 
and you wilt by this letter “open the ball,” 
which will be a merry one, for unless the Gov­
ernment leave this Alsop in his insignificance 
and obscurity, there is an agitation before them 
which will give the Radical Press plenty to fill 
its columns.

PARLIAMENTARY scenes.

Last night, we had some scenes such as I have 
not witnessed in Parliament since the Rebellion 
Losses Bill. A great deal of excitement and 
bad feeling has naturally arisen from the pro­
ceedings in the Committee of Public Accounts 
and in the House, and perhaps neither side has 
been free from fault. The impression, 
however, made on my mind has been that Mr, 
Cayley and his friends, finding themselves in 
the grasp of a much stronger intellect than their 
own, and feeling the badness of their cause, 
have not only given way to the irritation natu­
ral to a position, where they were check­
mated at each new attempt to move, hut have 
sought to create personal squabbles in order to 
throw public attention off the really important 
issues .constantly pressed upon them.— 
They had a valuable accession of strength in 
this line of business last night, and the exploit 
of their ally will form the principal subject of 
this letter. After the debate of Thursday had 
been carried on for about forty hours, of course 
prolonged with the avowed purpose, on the part 
of the Opposition, of declining to proceed with 
the estimates until they could discuss all the 
topics brought before the Committee of Public 
Accounts, Mr. John A. Macdonald made a 
speech, in which, without touching on the ques­
tions raised before the Committee, farther than 
to protest against saying anything about them 
until the Committee should have reported, and 
declaring that it was unconstitutional to stop 
the supplies and unnecessary for the purpose of 
securing discussion, he made several charges 
against Mr. Brown, some of them growing out 
of the Parliamentary proceedings, and others 
entirely personal, and in their nature such as 
he could have had no knowledge of. Among 
other things, he asserted as a fact, that Mr. 
Brown had got a draft report of the Committee 
of Accounts printed in slips, and communicated 
to the members of the Committee ; and, though 
this was immediately denied, he repeated it, 
of course without any proof, animadverted upon 
such conduct as if he was treating of a real fact, 
and spoke of Mr. Brown’s denial as a proof that 
he could feel the sting of conscience when, as 
the Attorney General said, he was caught. I 
mention this as a specimen of the matter. As 
to the manner, he repeated several times that 
Mr. Brown’s conduct was brutal, with effective 
emphasis, which all who heard him will 
remember. He also repeatedly charged the 
member for Toronto with falsehood, &c. ; re­
marking especially upon the latter’s unparlia­
mentary language in the Committee. Mr. Brown 
replied, and,except that he brought in no extra­
neous matter and did not talk of brutality, he 
gave the Attorney Gen. a return in kind. But 
there was this difference, that for every state­
ment he made, tending to convict his opponents 
of falsehood, he referred to documentary evi­
dence, and stuck consistently to the text, that 
Government had done certain things which they 
could not deny, and only sought to escape from. 
During this speech, Mr. Cartier showed his 
sense of the Parliamentary delicacy, which his 
colleague had just been so anxious about,by ex­
claiming, respecting the false entry of the re­
mittance for the Sinking Fund, “ It is a bug­
bear ; it is d——d nonsense !" Next, Mr. Pow­
ell, of Ottawa, came upon the scene. Mr. 
Brown having turned to his friends behind him, 
to appeal to them for the truth of some fact, Mr. 
Powell, who sits in the front rank of the Oppo­
sition Benches, three seats from Mr. Brown, 
made some interruption—I do not know what 
—but iu a very truculent tone. Mr. Brown 
immediately said that it was very indecorous 
for the member for Carleton thus to interfere 
when he was specially addressing his (Mr. B’s.) 
own friends, and added that they could never 
speak to each other without that gentleman 
hearing all they had to say. That he ought not 
to be there. Whether he added that Powell 
conveyed what he heard elsewhere, I do not 
know.

200 Persons Lost and Missing.—“Shove her 
up Boys, for we are scarcely stemming the Cur­
rent”—These were the words of command giv­
en by the engineer to the firemen of the Penn­
sylvania, about one minute before four of her 
boilers exploded, causing the death of at least 
160 persons. The steame; Pennsylvania left 
New Orleans on the 9th ins;., for St. Louis, and 
at 6 o’clock on the morning qf the 13th (Sun­
day) she was about 70 loiiea aolow Memphis, 
having then on board 450 souls. At that hour 
the engineer came round aad addressed'to the 
firemen the language quoteejabove, and just as 
they had begun to put on additional wood, the 
explosion occurred. Nearly all the cabin pass- 
engere were in their state rooms, and the cabin 
was torn to pieces forward of the wheel-house. 
Fire did not break out at first, but when it did, 
the flames, owing to some combustible fluid in 
the hold, almost instantly enveloped the whole 
boat. 182 escaped on the wood-boat, and 70 
escaped in various other ways, leaving 200 as 
the number lost or unaccounted for. There was 

French opera troupe on board, and most of 
the male members were killed. Nearly all the 
deck hands were killed or missing. The cap­
tain was the only officer that was neither kill­
ed nor wounded. Only one fireman was saved. 
The engineer! and pilot were all killed or miss­
ing. The Pennsylvania drifted down about two 
miles and a half, and speedily burnt to the 
water’s edge.—Boston Courier.

Rescue from Drowning.—On Saturday last 
the young gentlemen of the “Vesper” and 
“Young Canada” Cricket Clubs played a com­
petitive match at the University Ground. By 
way of refreshment afterwards, some 30 of the 
players proceeded to Brewster’s Basin at the 
Canal, and took a bath ; when a youth, named 
Kelly, was seen to get out of his depth, sink 
and rise several times, then rise no more. 
Intelligence of his probable death having 
reached Mr. Frederick Castle, one of the bath­
ers, then nearly re-dressed, he threw his clothes 
aside, dived at the spot where the drowning lad 
was last seen, and landed the seemingly in­
animate body. By proper means, actively 
used, the young man was able to regain hia 
dwelling the same evening. We trust that the 
praiseworthy conduct of Mr. Castle upon this 
occasion may be recognized by the Royal 
Humane Society.

Death of Mr. Smyth.—It is with feelings of 
regret we have to announce the demise of our 
young, talented and esteemed fellow-townsman, 
Mr. Smjth, Esq., advocate, who, on Sunday last, 
received a sun-stroke, which produced conges­
tion of the brain, from the effects of which he 
expired yesterday evening. The funeral notice 
will be found under our obituary heading.

He 
said the member for Toronto had accused him 
of listening to secrets and conveying them to 
others. He then put on a frightful Bobadil 
appearance, and, with stamp and roars, dared 
any body who had said this to tell him so—tor- 
getting that Mr. Brown,according to his own ac­
count, had just given him the information. This 
demonstration did not seem to occasion much 
alarm ; but Mr. Rymal, who sat behind the 

I member for Carleton; in a very cool voice, sug­
gested that if the gentleman went on in that 
way, it would be necessary for four or five of his 

I friends to come and bold him. Powell then 
dared Mr. Brown to resign, for five minutes, the 
privileges which that House gave him, upon his 
doing which, he did not tell what he (Powell] 
would do himself, but he looked unutterable 
calamities and catastrophes. He then turned to 
the much more serious demonstration of his 
electioneering squib ; and read from it that the 
family of the Browns were fugitives from jus­
tice ;_aud especially, that the father of the hon. 
member for Toronto—for a grey-haired man of 
near eighty years of age was not spared in this 
cruel insult—had been Treasurer of the City of 
Edinburgh, and had decamped with the funds 
of the Corporation. You will wonder what 
the gentlemen on the Treasury Benches, so 
anxious to guard the honor and the dignity of 
Parliament, were doing. They were snigger­
ing, rubbing their hands, and giving as much 
audible encouragement to their worthy friend 
as they could do, without interfering with his 
exhibition. Twice this person read the most 
cruel paragraph, with comments to render it if 
possible ssill more malignant ; and then, revert­
ing to his roaring and s tamping, bellowed out 
that the man who could take the hand 
of the writer of such a paragraph, was 
was a “murderer and a parricide—a murderer 
and . a parricide, Sir !” While this was going 
forward, the subject of the attack was sitting 
deadly pale, manifestly controlling himself with 
a great effort, his fingers every now and then 
playing over his forehead, which he held in 
both hands, and only rising once, when an at­
tempt was made to call him to order, to beg 
that his assailant might be allowed to go on. 
When the other had done, he rose and said, with 
very great emotion, that the chargss which had 
been just read had been hanging over him for 
fifteen years, and during all that time be had 
been compelled, by circumstances which he 
would shortly explain, and which were now at 
an end, to sit quietly under them. It was 
totally false that he or any of his family had 
been fugitives from justice. It was true, how­
ever, that, many years before, his father, by the 
misfortunes of 1826, haff found himself ruined ; 
that he had many debts and that, unfortunate­
ly, among those debts were some £2000 or 
£3000 of trust money. The owners of that 
money had securities from his (Mr. Brown’s) 
uncles,and these persons discharged the liability 
of their brother; so the creditors lost nothing. 
His father, however, had been induced by those 
circumstances to leave the country ; but, added 
he, “my father carried with him the determina­
tion never to rest till he had discharged every 
copper of his obligations to all his creditors. 
The greater part of that task is now accomplish­
ed, and the remainder of the money is ready 
for transmission.” Mr. Brown said that he had 
suffered and borne these cruel outrages, made 
in the newspapers and in public meetings, be­
cause he could not say that he was not a fugi­
tive from justice without an explanation, which 
would throw odium upon his father, and rather 
than justify himself at such a cost he would 
cut off his right arm. Now, however, it was 
no longer a promise to pay that his father 
could make. He could show that he was what 
ali who knew him—and there were many in 
Toronto—always knew him to be, an honest 
man. And now the time was corns when he 
felt he could without shame explain all these 
facts. For himself, he was a boy of seventeen 
years of age at the time of the occurrence in 
question, and he knew no more of it than any 
member in that House. Yet he had over and 
over again, for many years felt this reproach 
entering into his own soul, because he would 
not clear himself at his father’s cost. He then 
told what struggles he and his family had to go 
through in this country ; how his father had 
toiled ; how he had labored day and night, how 
his brother and his sisters worked hard, lived 
economically , and how everything that could 
be spared was sacredly applied to the discharge 
of the debts still left in Edinburgh, till he was 
now in a position to return to Scotland, and, 
out of his own means, to make up the balance 
of everything due to every creditor of his father. 
He said there was one man iri that House, who 
had long known him, and who knew what he 
said to be true—who knew what anxiety he had 
felt to discharge this sacred duty—with vhnt 
pride he had looked forward to the day when he 
should step into the residences of men who had 
long forgotten the debt, and remind them of it

MONETARY AND COMMERCIAL.

Liverpool, Tuesday Evening.
The market for the public Funds and Securi­

ties opened firmly this morning, but afterwards 
some weakness was perceptible, and consols 
closed at a slight reduction, viz., 95] to 96 : Ex­
chequer Bills were steady at 32 to 36, and Bank 
Stock was unchanged, being quoted at 219 to 
221. The New Three per Cents were dull at 
95] to 96. After official hours there was no 
change to notice in the general tone of the 
market. The Paris Bourse opened somewhat 
buoyantly to day.

There is no alteration to notice in the Money 
Market. The supply is still ot a most ample de­
scription, and the demand for accommodation 
continuing to be moderate, rates are low.

The Parliamentary Return of the Wine im­
ported, exported, retained for home consump­
tion, &c., in the year ending December 31st, 
1857, gives the following results :—The total 
quantities imported into the United Kingdom 
were—of white wine, 5,936,715 gallons, aud of 
red wine, 4,400,130 gallons. The quantities 
charged with duty for home consumption were 
—white wine, 3,863,174 gallons, and red wine, 
3,178,868 gallons, including 117,904 gallons of 
white wine, and 152,418 gallons of red wine, 
the produce of foreign countries mixed in bond 
with other wines of the same sort, but not in all 
cases imported directly from the same country, 
The quantities exported as merchandise (whe 
ther from the bonded warehouses or on draw­
back) were—of white wine of British posses­
sions, 43,566 gallons, and of red wine 8,523 
gallons ; and white wine, not of British posses­
sions, 1,112,138 gallons, and of red wine 823,830 
gallons. The white wine upon which drawback 
was paid for exportation amounted to 239,065 
gallons. The quantities retained for actual 
consumption in the United Kingdom, ascertain­
ed by deducting the quantities over entered, 
and those upon which drawback was allpwed 
from the gross amounts charged with duty were 

of white wine, 3,620,720, and of red wine 
2,980,970 gallons. The stock of wine remain­
ing under bond in the United Kingdom on the 
December last was—at London, 7,614,312 gal­
lons ; and at other placid, 5,960,098 gallons. 
The return of the number of proof gallons of 
rum, brandy, geneva, and other foreign, colo­
nial, or Jersey spirits imported, &c. presents the 
following totals, viz ;—Quantities imported, 
10,499,203 gallons ; retaintd for home consump­
tion, 4,731,976 galions ; exported as merchan­
dise, 5,511,940 gallons ; shipped as stores, 
300,082 gallons ; and delivered for the use of 
the navy, 21,944 gallons. There were at the 
same date remaining in warehouse under bond 
in the United Kingdom, 4,261,251 gallons at 
London, and 3,068,762 at other places.

GREAT BRITAIN.

trade. He contended that the present threaten­
ing state of affairs in the West was occasioned 
by having so long permitted Spain to break her 
treaty engagements.

Lord Brougham strongly opposed the policy 
of Spain.

Bari Malmesbury deeply regretted that the 
efforts of England to suppress the slave trade 
had not been seconded by other nations. He 
had admitted to the American Government that 
as a question of international law, England 
was not entitled to insist on the right of visit 
or search, but he should also put it strongly to 
the American Government whether they would 
continue to permit their flag to be prostituted to 
the worst of purposes, and had urged the ne­
cessity of an ocean police, and that some under­
standing should be come to between the differ­
ent marine nations which would enable the na­
tionality of vessels to be clearly verified without 
any danger of a breach of international law.
He had every reason to believe, from a conver­
sation with the American Minister, that some 
such arrangement would be come to. With 
regard to Spain, it was notorious that hitherto 
the moral support of England had materially 
aided her in resisting the wishes of the United 
States to annex Cuba, but if she still persisted 
in supporting the slave trade, it was highly 
probable that the present anxiety of Great Bri­
tain would be exchanged for indifference.

Earls Grey and Aberdeen assented to Malmes­
bury’s definition of international law.
