8 drivers 
hit with 

DUIs over 
weekend

It was a busy last few days for the Mem- 
phrémagog police as this weekend saw 
eight drivers stopped and charged 
with drunk driving.
Early Saturday morning, between one 

and four a.m., the region’s officers filed 
four separate drunk driving reports. Of 
the men who were charged, one was from 
Montreal, three were from the area, and 
all failed the breathalyzer test. Additional 
charges for possession of marijuana were 
laid in two of the cases.

Around 7 p.m. on that same day, a 
young driver who had alcohol in his sys­
tem was given a fine and saw his license 
suspended for 90 days under the 
province’s zero tolerance policy. “The fine 
is $300 for an adult and $100 for a minor, 
plus 4 demerit points,” explained Paul 
Tear of the Memphrémagog police.

The rest of the weekend saw three 
more drivers arrested for alcohol related 
infractions, including a 22-year-old 
Granby man who failed a breathalyzer 
test just before midnight on Saturday. 
Sunday night saw two 18-year-old drivers 
show alcohol in their system when they 
only possessed a learner’s license; a viola­
tion of the province’s drunk driving laws.

On top of the driving incidents, Tear 
was happy to report the arrest of a 32-year- 
old man in connection to a series of 
shoplifting episodes. The man, who was 
out on probation, faces charges of stealing 
hundreds of dollars in at least two stores 
and violating the terms of his probation. 
“He will remain detained until his court 
appearance," assured officer Tear.

Diocese teetering on brink: Bishop
Parishioners not suprised by bankruptcy fears
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Bishop Dennis Drainville fears that he may be the last Anglican Bishop of Quebec if finances do not improve

Anglican Bishop Dennis Drainville 
said he was not being alarmist 
when he told a recent meeting of 
bishops that the diocese of Quebec is 

“teetering on the brink”, and that he 
may well be “the last bishop of Que­
bec.”

The statements were made at a meet­

ing of Bishops in Niagara Falls in De­
cember and published in the Anglican 
Journal where they were picked up by 
local parishioners.

“I’m not surprised they are near 
bankruptcy,” commented Charles 
Catchpaugh, who along with some 25 
other disaffected parishioners of St. 
Luke’s Anglican Church in Magog left 
the parish following a dispute over fi­
nances with the former Bishop of Que­

bec. “It’s exactly what we predicted 
when they wanted to take money from 
our parishes.”

“We did not ‘take’ money,” insists 
Bishop Drainville. “The situation we are 
in today is the result of rural depopu­
lation. We simply don’t have the criti­
cal mass we once had to support our 
parishes.”

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Townshippers hearing Haiti’s call

It’s been one week since the devastating 
7.0 earthquake hit Haiti and the situa­
tion is still dire despite the generous 
outpouring of support from the interna­

tional community.
Described as the worst humanitarian 

crisis to face the world body in decades by 
UN Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon, esti­
mates of the dead range from 50,000 to 
200,000, including confirmation of 11 
Canadians.

Reports are emerging of the increasing 
presence of gangs, looting and retaliating 
lynch mobs amid the disaster zone. Brush 
fires have added to the hazards in Cité 
Soleil and over 4,500 inmates have es­
caped following the collapse of the main 
prison in Port-au-Prince.

Bishop’s University graduate Olivier Vi- 
laire was in Haiti’s capital of Port-au- 
Prince, 15 kilometres southwest of the 
epicentre, when the quake hit. He emailed 
an account of the immediate situation to 
the National Post begging for help.

Following the quake Vilaire first started 
looking for his parents. Once he located 
them and established they were fine, he 
and a friend then headed to the streets to 
locate other relatives, friends and help 
whoever needed it.

Amid the aftershocks, debris and dazed 
survivors, Vilaire witnessed bodies laying 
on the street and was overwhelmed by the 
crying and yelling of those who were in­

jured or homeless.
“Everyone looks broken,” he wrote. 

“Please let everyone know that we need 
help, we are broken and on our knees. 
Canada, please give us your hand.”

By Saturday, Vilaire told The Record he 
was still “overwhelmed” and was trying to 
help local hospitals that are short re­
sources and staff to treat the countless in­
jured.

“It’s very hectic because we are short of 
doctors,” Vilaire said. “We found five doc­
tors from the UN for one (hospital) and 
some supplies, but it’s very difficult to get 
our hands on instruments for them oper­
ate.”

Vilaire said they had been waiting for 
two days to collect supplies for the hospi­
tals, especially water, but items were diffi­
cult to come by due to “insane” air traffic.

“One (hospital) in particular that’s 
being (run) by Marie Marcelle Deschamps 
who is one our most known doctors and 
who is overwhelmed by close to 1,000 pa­
tients,” said Vilaire who cut the conversa­
tion short so he could head to the airport 
and attempt to pick up supplies.

Locally, Townshippers are mobilizing 
with a variety of activities to contribute 
funds to the Canadian Red Cross Haiti 
Earthquake Fund, which is attempting to 
provide basic supplies such as clean water, 
shelter, medical supplies and medical sup­
port for survivors.

Last Saturday, the Red Cross expressed 
gratitude for more than $17 million by

Canadians and nearly $4 million from 
Canadian corporations and governments 
that, alongside global donations, have 
helped the international organization de­
ploy 11 Emergency Response Units, which 
are self-contained teams of specialists and 
pre-packed sets of standardized equip­
ment.

Despite the generous financial dona­
tions the Red Cross encouraged people to 
“maintain the flow” of cash to help the or­
ganization continue its support as well as 
begin addressing the long-term needs of 
survivors.

While the Red Cross was calling for con­
tinued efforts. Bishop’s University held 
one of the first fundraisers to help the or­
ganization raising approximately $500 
through a $1 cover charge donation at the 
campus pub.

“Once again the Bishop’s community 
has rallied to help those in need, they did 
it for Katrina and for the students who lost 
their apartments in a fire (last Septem­
ber),” said SRC (Students’ Representative 
Council) general manager Annis Karpenko.

“The Bishop’s community is compas­
sionate and quick to respond to the needs 
of others.” Karpenko added that president 
of the Students’ Representative Council 
Brad Leung generated $60 from the sale of 
hot dogs and an anonymous donor gave 
$100 all of which will be given to the Red 
Cross.

A number of major accidents have 
occurred throughout the East­
ern Townships over the last few

days.
The latest one, a head on collision 

involving two cars and resulting in 
one fatality, occurred Sunday after­
noon on Route 147 near Waterville.

At around 3:30 p.m., a 48-year-old 
Sherbrooke woman was driving just 
south of where the 147 intersects with 
route 108/143 when she left her lane 
and collided with a jeep that had four 
passengers.

According to reports, the impact 
was so great that both vehicles were 
facing in the opposite directions when 
they finally came to a stop.

The Sherbrooke woman died on im­
pact and the four in the jeep were in­
jured. While they were taken to a 
nearby hospital for treatment, they are 
not in critical condition.

Investigators suspect that the car­
cass of a small animal that was found 
near the site of the accident could 
have been the cause of the accident. 
Police shut down route 147 for the rest 
of the day, forcing many cars to detour 
through Johnville to reach their desti­
nation.

Lennoxville Bridge Accident
Early Sunday morning a 19-year-old 

driver struck one of the pillars of the 
College Street bridge near Bishop’s 
University, leaving his passenger in­
jured.

The Sherbrooke police who arrived 
on the scene sometime after 3 a.m. sus­
pect that the passenger, also a 19-year- 
old, may have been ejected from the 
vehicle due to the impact. He was 
taken to the nearby CHUS for observa­
tion, but his life is not in danger.

Sixty-five thousand colour
brochures, printed by the National 
School Board Association in 

Alexandria, Virginia (NSBA) are 
presently circulating throughout North 
America and in them a handful of 
school boards, including the ETSB, will 
be visited for their outstanding ad­
vancements in technology. Visitors 
from the US educational organization 
will be coming to ETSB schools March 
28.

“This is the first time in 17 years that 
the NSBA is actually signalling a board 
outside of the United States. This is the 
largest school board association in the 
world,” said outgoing director-general 
Ron Canuel. “These visits have to do 
with leading the way in technology and 
even in the other areas the Association 
is visiting, they are not to the extent of 
one-on-one like we are. The last time a 
Canadian school was recognized was in 
British Columbia. This is a huge feather 
in our caps.”

The visit, which comes at no expense 
to the local board, will take place over 
three days and Canuel hopes the event 
will command the recognition it de­
serves, locally and beyond, for the 
boards Enhanced Learning Strategy 
(ELS), and the staff that has worked so 
hard to see it to fruition.

“Other countries are contacting us 
and asking us for direction in this pro­
ject,” said Canuel, who was approached 
in 1999 to come to the ETSB. “It would 
be very nice to see people in our system 
recognized for their work.”

It seems only fitting that in his final 
stint as ETSB’s director-general, Canuel, 
who pioneered the ELS, the source of 
controversy over the years, will be pre­
sent for the March visit from the NSBA. 
In fact, he says that he was asked to ex­
tend his mandate until the visit.

While he says his April departure 
will bring mixed emotions, he will pack 
fond memories along with his more 
than a decade’s worth of office things.

“I was in British Columbia at a 
friend’s house when I saw the ad for the 
ETSB DG position. I thought it was in­
teresting but put it down and didn’t 
think any more of it,” said Canuel, a for­
mer classroom teacher and administra­
tor. “They called me and the rest is

history.”
He said his greatest source of pride 

stems back to his years spent in the 
classroom in front of his students.

“I’ve always been proud of being a 
teacher. It has always inspired me. Just 
knowing that I was making a difference 
in even one student’s life is what gave 
me the drive and passion to keep 
going,” he recounts. “I will never forget 
about four years ago, a student from 
Farnham Elementary School wrote to 
me thanking me for the laptop and for 
making life different for him. Knowing 
that a child has been given skills for his 
future, not mine, is huge for me.”

As he walks away from his Magog of­
fice April 1, he says profound memories, 
such as the death of Dennis McCul­
lough, for whom the ELS initiative was 
named in 2002, certain school plays and 
shows that have been conducted over 
the years as well as his bypass surgery 
in 2001 will most likely provoke strong 
emotions for him.

He says he will never forget the nu­
merous individuals dedicated to the ed­
ucation and well being of students that 
he has had the pleasure of working 
with.

“This job has been tough physically. 
Yeah it’s a tough job but I never actually 
called it a job. When you like what 
you’re doing, it’s not a job,” he said. “My 
bypass surgery was a memorable mo­
ment. You know, after I had that 
surgery I was flooded with letters and 
cards from students, teachers. I could­
n’t believe it. It was so comforting and I 
will never forget that.”

He considers his accomplishments to 
be the positive attention and comments 
the ETSB has received over the years, 
which he doesn’t believe he would have 
seen working at any other school board, 
as well as a significant decrease in the 
dropout rate.

“I take a lot of pride in knowing that 
our school board was rated 66th out of 
69 years ago and is now rated 23rd,” 
Canuel says. “I’ve seen increases in stu­
dent achievement and a dramatic drop 
in drop-out rates. The official results 
from the government, MELS (Ministère 
de L’Education, Loisir et Sport) five years 
ago showed a 40 per cent dropout rate. 
That’s down to 26 per cent. Our internal 
numbers indicate that for 2008-09 the 
rate was at 20 per cent.”

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Immigrants needed to rebuild rural pop. HAITI RELIEF

A shrinking, aging population is 
forcing more rural areas of Que­
bec to find new ways to intice im­
migrants to leave urban areas and settle 

in smaller towns, according to a local 
economic development manager who is 
himself an immigrant.

“If our towns are to survive, they 
need people who want to live and work 
here,” argues Rachid El Idrissi from the 
local development center in the Des 
Sources municipal regional council.

“We have to find ways to convince 
them that urban centers are not their 
only option. We believe the country life 
has its advantages as well.”

Idrissi, a native of Morocco, agrees it 
is an uphill battle given that immi­
grants stick to larger urban centers for 
better jobs and close contact with their 
ethnic community. But he argues some 
immigrants do not like city life and 
want to explore the rural alternative, if 
the door is opened by a rural commu­
nity.

“Many of them, like myself, like the 
challenge of finding opportunities out­
side of the city,” he says.

“But if they believe the residents of 
that rural area will not accept them, 
then they are discouraged and remain 
in their urban cocoon even if it is 
crowded and stressfull.”

A management graduate from the 
University of Quebec at Trois Rivieres, 
Idressi is presently managing a new 
program in the MRC that will train two 
center employees - Marc Cantin and 
Anni Plamondon - this winter on tech­
niques for finding immigrants who 
have the work skills and the desire to 
leave the cities.

But Idrissi admits it is a difficult sell 
given the lack of jobs in the MRC’s 
seven small towns and the minimal 
public and private services provided to 
residents.

“In many cases, the new citizens 
have to create their own jobs by start­
ing up or taking over a business here,” 
he said.

“We have two Chinese families that 
run a restaurant in Danville and a cor­
ner store in Asbestos. And we have 
learned that another store has been 
bought up by a couple from Spain.”

He also admits that present immi­
gration laws hinder the process because 
they restrict entry to those with higher 
educations and money to spend and in­
vest.

“The only other immigrants are 
refugees and those who are here on 
guest work permits. We have several 
people from Columbia who work at the 
Savoura tomato plant for about six 
months of the year, then go home for 
the winter.

“Even if they wanted to stay here, the 
laws presently do not allow them.”

Idrissi knows that without more im­
migration to the rural areas, towns in 
his MRC like Danville and Asbestos will 
continue to shrink.

Presently, the Des Sources MRC has 
some 14,500 residents in the towns of 
Danville, Asbestos, St. George de Wind­
sor, St. Adrien de Ham, Ham Sud, St. 
Camille and Wotton. In the last five 

years, the area has only seen a popu­
lation increase of about 200 residents.

In the MRC alone, keeping trained 
staff is also a challenge. The council 
just anounced the replacements for 
four employees who have gone to 
other jobs in larger urban centers.

But the four new employees - Do­
minic Poulin, Louise Beaudoin, Marie- 
Christine Foucault and Jean-Sebastien 
Labreque - are all Quebec natives.

One selling point for the Des 
Sources area is the over-3,000 square 
kilometers of land and cheap rents 
and housing prices.

Area inspector Helene Menard said 
a new study indicated people here in­
vested heavily in their homes and 
businesses in 2009, with 778 permits 
issued on construction and rennova- 
tion projects valued at over $23 mil­
lion.

“Those who live here want to stay 
and are willing to invest in their 
houses and businesses,” she said.

“We need more people with that 
type of mindset.”

The extremely popular Bishop’s Uni­
versity Charity Fashion Show scheduled 
to take place at 8 p.m. on January 29 at 
Centennial Theatre will also donate pro­
ceeds from the $15 tickets to a Haiti re­
lief program, but the chosen charity in 
this case is UNICEF.

“I’ve 
invited a whole bunch of musician 
friends of mine, I’d say close to 18 musi­
cians, and everybody I talked to said 
they would come and get up and do a lit­
tle something.”

Like many events, planning for the 
dance has been rushed due to the ur­
gency of the situation. Patton said he 
was “just watching the news in the 
morning and seeing the mayhem,” 
when asked what inspired him to hold 
the dance. “We saw an interview with 
Bill Clinton and he was saying that 
money was really needed to help and we 
just thought we should do something. 
It’s totally last minute but they need the 
help down there right now. I’d love to 
have a month or so to organizie and ad­
vertise but for the people who are 
thirsty, hungry and dying they don’t 
have a month to wait.”

The 4 Wheel Drive and ANAF benefit 
dance will take place this Saturday, Jan­
uary 23 from 8:30 p.m. until closing at 
300 St-Francis Street in Lennoxville. All 
proceeds from the evening and the $10 
ticket price will be given to the Red 
Cross.

Drainville said the Anglican primate asked him 
to make a presentation to the bishops on the state 
of churches within the diocese and he did.

“It was not all doom and gloom,” Drainville said. 
“What I tried to convey is that the institution as we 
know it is dying. Jesus Christ is not dying and our 
mission is not dying. The message I was delivering 
is that we can no longer afford to maintain the tra­
ditional church model.”

“In the diocese of Quebec, 50 out of 82 Quebec 
congregations have few or no children. In 35 con­
gregations, the average age is 78- years old with 
only eight to 10 people attending Sunday services. 
We have 95 buildings to maintain and we simply 
can’t continue doing things the way we have,” 
Drainville said in an interview before a Sunday ser­
vice at St. George’s Anglican Church in Lennoxville 
on Sunday.

“Each deanery is different,” Drainville contim 
ued. “There is no cookie cutter approach to how we 
will reorganize and set policies, and each deanery 
will have to be creative and find solutions that 
work for them.”

The St. Francis deanery, which encompasses 
churches in the Estrie region, is already taking 
<rPT>s to recreate the way services are delivered, he

fhe St. Francis Deanery has already come up

with a model for a mutual ministry which will 
combine the resources of lay readers, ordained 
ministers, and retired clergy,” Drainville said.

“And yes, some churches will close because they 
don’t have the resources to continue,” Drainville 
said. “It’s sad, but when you reach a certain num­
ber of people in the pews, you just can’t afford to 
maintain the traditional model of church."

This in no way means the loss of the Christian 
ministry, the bishop was quick to add. “The church 
is being recreated so that the ministry can con­
tinue. Something new and positive is happening 
within the church.”

Drainville said Anglicans must also reevaluate 
the true meaning of their church.

“The mission has become very inward looking, 
with people asking how the teachings of the 
church can help them individually in their lives. 
The mission of Jesus Christ is outward looking - we 
live in a world where we, as Christians, are called to 
do our Father’s business, and there is much we 
should be doing to help others.”

Drainville said his message to the Canadian del­
egation of bishops was not designed to alarm, but 
it wasn’t hyperbole either.

“Hopeless is not a word in the Christian lexi­
con,” he said. “The situation is serious, yes, but I 
am very hopeful that we will be creative in finding 
solutions for the times.”

Canuel went on to explain that the board con­
tinues to change how the government classifies a 
dropout.

“Any student who has left the province is con­
sidered a drop-out. Unfortunately, in my time at 
the board we have had eight students who have lost 
their lives in accidents. They too are considered 
dropouts in the eyes of the government. We’ve 
been persistently making the request to change 
this.”

Canuel’s decision to retire does not stem from 
an unwillingness to continue, or disliking the chal­
lenge. He says after 34 years at the ETSB and other 
school systems, “it’s just time to move on.”

Through 
tragedy, 

hope 
and fear

“Hopeless is not a word in the Christian lexicon." - Dennis Drainville.

It should have been a splendid occasion. Gathered at Lennoxville's St. 
George’s Anglican Church on Sunday, parishioners from some 35 parishes 
throughout the region attended a service by Dennis Drainville, Bishop of Que­
bec. While the occasion was a celebratory one, the story between the lines was 
a little more worrisome.

There was a time when churches were among the defining characteristics of 
Quebec society. A little more than a generation ago, religion served as the point 
of delineation for Quebecers, who seemed to fall neatly into two categories - 
Catholic, composed of the vast majority of francophone citizens as well as some 
Irish, Scots, Poles and Italians; and Protestant, meaning, in practice, just about 
everyone else. Before the great debates over language, it was religion that 
served to divide Quebecers, a fact that underlies the importance that religion 
once played in our communal lives. The original British North America Act, 
which created this country, offered guarantees of religious freedom in areas 
like education and more or less ignored language, other than to make both 
English and French official languages of the new confederation and Quebec.

Today, of course, things are different. Language has become the source of 
much of our outrage and formal religious observance, once the mainstay of 
our social lives, has drifted into the background - a quaint and nostalgic 
holdover for the elderly.

As religious devotion no longer evokes the admiration it once did and has 
in some places evolved into a form of murderous political activism, it is im­
portant to remember the role that churches, particularly in rural areas, have 
played in the development and maintenance of a strong community spirit that 
still thrives and strives to ensure its future.

It might be the Townships’ celebrated church suppers, where generations of 
talent continuously produce unmatchable chicken pot pies, home-smoked 
hams, mouth-watering bread rolls and baked beans that would shame any can 
you tried to put them in.

It might be the seasonal church choir performances, where old and young 
combine in a love of music and a joy in performing, where young performers 
can first get a taste of the magic of performance.

It could be the services that have seen us through day of tragedy, hope and 
fear, and remind us that despite the vagaries and menace of a large, dangerous 
world, we are not alone and that community is the underlying strength of the 
human animal.

Bishop Drainville recently received some criticism for painting a less than 
rosy picture of the state of his church in this province, but his message has se­
rious import. Churches will be closing in the next few years and as they disap­
pear, more will go with them than an arbitrated relationship with God. Our 
communities could be on the verge of losing social and cultural focal points 
that no community centre can ever replace. Let’s hope the Bishop has a plan.

Saints stalling in second

f | |he battle for the top spot in the LNAH 
rages on. The Trois-Rivières Caron et 

.X. Guay have held firm in first-place 
over the course of the past couple weeks 
but the St-Georges CRS Express and the 
Sherbrooke Saint-François remain in hot 
pursuit.

The Saints picked up a point in a Friday 
night 3-2 shootout loss. Unfortunately the 
front running Caron et Guay were the 
winners in the shootout, meaning they 
put another point between themselves 
and Sherbrooke. The Saints would re­
bound on Sunday with a 5-3 win over the 
Saguenay Marquis.

Goalies Louis Ménard and Mathieu 
Poitras turned away the first three shoot­
ers they faced in the Friday night shootout 
before Marc Beaucage solved Menard with 
the game winner.

Three periods earlier things had started 
off well for Sherbrooke. The Saints took 
very little time generating offence on Fri­
day. Thierry Douville took a penalty just 
12-seconds into the first and Pierre-Luc 
Courchesne’s fourth goal of the season 
gave the Saints the early 1-0 lead 45-sec- 
onds later.

The early lead did little to take any 
wind out of Trois-Rivière’s sails though. 
Simon Laliberté tied the game at the 4:07 
mark of the opening stanza for his 18th of 
the season. The two sides skated through 
the rest of the first and the entirety of the 
second with the score stuck at 1-1.

Michael Lambert provided the Caron et 
Guay’s second dose of offence on the day 
7:52 into the third. Mathieu Dumas (6) 
scored the equalizer, a powerplay-goal, 
with just under seven minutes remaining 
in the third. Had Sherbrooke been better 
with the man-advantage they probably 
could have avoided overtime all together 
and left Trois-Rivières with two-points. In­
stead a 2-for-9 performance with the extra 
attacker saw them miss several opportu­
nities in a crucial game. The same could 
be said of Trois-Rivières. The Caron et 
Guay were a paltry 0-for-7 on the power- 
play.

The weekend turned near disaster for 
the Saints in a return to Sherbrooke ice on 
Sunday afternoon. While Trois-Rivière’s 
powerplay was anemic, the Marquis were 
very effective with Sherbrooke a man 
short and they made the hosting Saints 
pay for putting a man in the penalty box 
early on.

Powerplay goals from Mathieu Benoit, 
Daniel Gauthier and Marc-André Huot 
gave the Marquis a 3-0 lead with just 
under three-minutes gone in the second. 
The Saints failed to answer until the final 
minute of the middle period. Michael 
Novosad’s fifth of the year finally saw 
Sherbrooke take advantage of the extra at­
tacker, but the Saints still trailed by a pair 
going into the final 20-minutes at 
Léopold-Drolet.

Novosad’s goal seemed to spark the 
Saints and their home crowd. Yannick 
Tremblay (11) wasted little time cutting 
the Saguenay lead in half in the third 
beating Marquis goalie David Guerrera 27- 
seconds into the period. David Chicoine

(5) tied the game at the 2:33 mark and mo­
mentum was undoubtedly shifting to­
wards the Saints before a Saguenay 
powerplay threatened to kill the power 
shift.

Instead the Saints used a shorthanded 
goal by Novosad, his second of the game 
and sixth of the season, to take their first 
lead of the game. Gregory Dupre (17) 
made the two-points official when he 
added an empty net goal in the final ten

The danger hand 
governs the play

English scholar and preacher Thomas 
Fuller, who died in 1661, said, “He that 
will not sail till all dangers are over, 
must never put to sea.’’
Yesterday, we started to look at the sub­
ject of the danger hand, the defender 
you do not want to gain the lead. 
Today’s North and South hands are the 
same as yesterday’s, but the East and 
West hands have changed. When West 
leads his fourth-highest spade against 
three no-trump, you put up dummy’s 
king, but East wins with his ace and re­
turns the spade 10. How would you sail 
your ferry out of the harbor of a distant 
island, across the ocean, and safely to 
your home port? Or would you refuse to 
put to sea because you know you will 
capsize?
Let's be optimistic. You have seven pas­
sengers who have already paid their fare 
(winners): one spade, three hearts, two 
diamonds and one club. And at least 
two more passengers are lining up at 
the ticket office in diamonds. The risk, 
like yesterday’s, is that if you lose a dia­
mond trick, the opponents will get that 
diamond and four spades to sink your 
ship. Who is the danger hand?

If the spades are 4-4, no one — all will be 
smooth sailing. But if they are 5-3, pre­
sumably West, since he led the suit. You 
must duck the second spade, take the 
third round, then tack to keep West off 
the lead so that he cannot cash his two 
remaining spades. How?
Cash your diamond ace, then run the di­
amond jack through West. Here, the fi­
nesse wins and you reach home port 
with an overtrick. But even if the finesse 
lost, you would still return safely with 
your contract intact.
