Alleoed Purchases of Laxd at the Scp- 
posed Fdtdre Skat of Government.—We find 
the following letter in the Toronto Globe o* 
Thursday :—

Toronto, Feb. 3, 1858.
Sir,—On arriving here last night I found in 

the columns of the Globe, of the 30th January, 
the following paragraph

“A statement is made in thé Montreal Herald, 
and strongly supported out of doors,, that cer­
tain gentlemen in high position have made use 
of their prior knowledge of the settlement of 
the question of the Seat of Government, and 
bought property in Ottawa. We trust these 
transactions will be probed to the bottom, and 
that, we shall be informed whether the Ord­
nance Lands formed part of these purchases.”

To leave this question unanswered would 
cast no remote reflection on the officer in 
charge of the Ordnance Lands, as well as the 
Government he serves. I deem it, therefore, 
my duty to state, to allay all public inquietude 
on tliL head, that not one inch of the Ordnance 
Lands at Ottawa has been disposed of since the 
property came into the bauds of the Provincial 
authorities, excepting a small portion of the 
Ordnance Lands sold publicly at Toronto in 
January, 1857, the sale of which could in no 
way interfere with any future improvements 
connected with the Seat of Government. No 
authority has been given to dispose of any of 
the Ordnance Lands. Up to the present 
moment the Ordnance Lands both at Kingston 
and Ottawa have been advisedly withheld from 
sale,

To the Editor of the Globe, Toronto.
In connection with this matter, it may be 

well to refresh our readers’ memories, by re­
publishing what our friend “ Chaudière” did 
say, in reference to the Ordnance Lands in 
Ottawa. In a letter, under date of the 19th, 
and published in our issue of thq 21st Novem­
ber last, he said :—

Last year the Board of School Trustees in 
this city petitioned the government for a site 
for a central or high school, on the Ordnance 
Lands. Last spring they got an answer to this 
communication, intimating that owing to the 
nature of the transfer of these lands, the Gov- 
ernor-in-Council could not recommend a free 
grant ; but on the production of plans the gov­
ernment would be prepared to give the requisite 
amount of land required, on favorable terms. 
The trustees got their plans prepared and for­
warded them to the government; and it is 
known the Chairman of the Board has had a 
letter from the Hon. Mr. Vankoughnet, acknow­
ledging the receipt of the plans, but stating that 
at the present time the government are not wil 
Itnm.tn.fg-w.y^î^AVfu-'Govifi-nnrent, it would" be 
impossible to decide what ground would be re­
quired for government purposes ! What mean­
ing hath this piece ot official information ? 
Last spring all that was requisite was a sight of 
the plans of the proposed buildings—now the 
ground cannot be granted, for it maybe requir­
ed for government buildings ! The inference is 
surely plain.

It will thus be seen that, while Chaudière ar. 
gued from the facts stated by him, a foreknow­
ledge on the part of the Provincial Government 
that Ottawa would be selected as the future 
capital, he makes no allusion to, any sales of 
of the Ordnance lands in that favored locality.

In the same letter Chaudière, thus, alludes to 
other circumstances, which, in his opinion, in­
dicated a foreknowledge, at the Provincial 
head-quarters, of “ coming events” :—

If nothing were known, he says, on this sub­
ject, [of the seat of government] in Canada, and 
a decision had not been arrived at, think you the 
government officials at head-quarters would be 

near this city ? Within 
• Esq., of the

seeking “ homesteads”
the last few weeks _] ; __
office here, has been employed to look out for 
building sites for sundry gentlemen, high in 
office, and who are in a position to know how 
the wind blows. Have not these facts a mean­
ing ? Besides, a friend of Van's, one of his most 
obsequious tools during his election canvass in 
Carleton, has speculated to the tune, 1 am told 
of 540,000 inland, in or about this city. Some 
say he is “ daft ;” but if he is, I fancy there will 
ere long be quite a number of u daft men” here­

in order to give you an idea of how much 
land is increasing in value here, Ï may mention 
that I know a farm of 200 acres, which was of­
fered at $4000 a short time since, but which is 
now held at $200 per acre or $40,000. The
Lord of the Manor here, Mr.-------- , has stopped
the sale of his town lots—he says he does not 
know their present value, and "does not know 
how much to ask for them !

Chaudière, as all the (Canadian) world 
knows, has proved a true prophet. True, he 
bad other, and some might think more conclu­
sive, grounds for his prediction than those 
above-stated. He saw clearlv through Mr. 
John A. Macdonald’s “ humbug” long before 
that honorable and dignified minister of the 
ciown excited the broad-grins of his constitu­
ents at Kingston with his Sam-SlA-like ac­
count of the political wooden nutmegs he had 
succeeded in palming off as genuine upon his 
colleagues in the Cabinet and the members of 
the late Parliament, as an inducement for them 
to refer the selection of a seat of Government 
to Downing street. These other grounds, al­
though they confirmed Chaudières opinion, be 
did not feel at liberty to publish. He communi­
cated them, however, to us confidentially ; but 
so preposterous did Mr. John A.’s selection of 
Ottawa appear to us, that, notwithstanding our 
well-merited reliance on our correspondent’s 
sources of information, we could not realize the 
fact, that any amount of “humbug” could have 
blinded his colleagues and their parliamentary 
majority of two!—to the absurdity of banish­
ing the seat of Government of some two, or 
two-and-a-half, millions of the people of Cana­
da to an out-of-the-way and but very partially 
settled corner of their country ; while it posses­
sed at least four cities, which, as centres of 
population, commerce, wealth and intelligence, 
offered advantages which Ottawa could not hé 
expected to possess, within the lifetime 
of any living inhabitant.

All we can say is, that the fulfilment of Chau- 
diere's prediction satisfies us that, in “ this Ca­
nada,” the influence of “humbug” may be 
carried to an extent that, most assuredly, was 
never “ dreamt of in our philosophy.” There is 
one feature in this disgraceful political » hum 
bng,” [“I thank thee,” John, “ for teaching me 
that word 1”] which appears to us peculiarly 
offensive, and upon which good taste, to say 
nothing of truth and morality, should dictate 
silence on the part of the ministerial press. It 
is the mixing up of the name of our gracious 
Sovereign with this acknowledged chisel of her 
loyal Canadian subjects. Of course all educa­
ted and intelligent people know that Her 
Majesty personally neither had, or could consti­
tutionally have any .opinion even as to where 
the seat of her Government in Canada should 
be placed—and that it is in Toronto 
and in Downing Street we must look 
for the projectors and executors of the chisel. 
It is not so, however, with the ignorant ; and

Critical Position of Affairs in the United 
States.—The President of the United States 
has just sent in to Congress a message enclosing 
what is called the Lecompton constitution for 
Kansas, and recommending that she shall be 
admitted as a State of the Union with that con­
stitution as her public law. To this recom­
mendation, however, there will be great oppo­
sition ; for the friends of the Free State party in 
Congress refuse to acknowledge the validity 
of the authority by which this constitution has 
been prepared, and, of coarse, object to 
accept its provisions, one of which gives the 
sanction of law to the institution of slavery. 
We need not go over the technical grounds 
upon which the Free State men contend for 
their side of the argument. It is sufficient that 
they profess to acknowledge only the right of 
a body called the Topeka Legislature, which 
they say originated in a more popular manner 
than the several legislative or quasi legislative 
bodies, through whose labours the Lecompton 
constitution has been elaborated. The Presi­
dent and those who agree with him, on the 
other hand, hold that the constitution is the 
legitimate product of authority duly constitu­
ted on the basis of the act of Congress, known 
as the Kansas aod Nebraska bill, and Mr. Bu­
chanan in liis message distinctly accuses the 
Free State party of rebellion, for their refusal ot 
disobedience. If, he contends, these persons 
had the majority, they could, on the occasions 
on which appeals have been made to the people 
in due course of law, have expressed their 
power. They might have voted for delegates 
to the convention which framed the constitu­
tion, and so have returned men of their own 
opinions, or they might again have voted upon 
that part of the constitution, which was sub­
mitted to the popular will—the establishment 
of slavery—and so have destroyed that portion 
of the law to which they object ; and as to other 
parts of it, he holds that it is so much like the 
constitutions of other States of the Union, that 
there can be no serious objection to it. Besides, 
he says, once admit the State of Kansas 
with the Lecompton constitution, and the 
Free State men, if in a majority, may 
easily and forthwith reject the pro­
slavery provisions. He is of opinion that 
the entire constitution ought to have been sub­
mitted to the people ; but he cites the precedent 
of the best times of the history of the republic, 
to show that this had never been esteemed a 
necessity'. The statements in the newspapers 
leads us to suppose that the whole power of 
the American executive and of the democratic 
party organizations will be brought to bear to 
achieve the object upon which the President 
has set his heart. But it appears that there are 
within that party’ men who are not disposed to 
go the length of the President, and who, upon 
the principle of the right of the people of each 
State to regulate their internal affairs, hold 
that those of Kansas have not had a sufficiently 
potential voice in the making of this Lecomp­
ton constitution. Douglas, one of the most de­
termined pro-slavery men of the northern demo­
crats, goes strongly against it. Governor Wise, 
an active southern politician of the democratic 
school, takes the same ground, believing that

will hereafter serve as a precedent for the free 
state majority in Congress to legislate adversely 
to slavery within the slave States.

Perhaps to persons outside of the limits of 
the tepublic, there are broader views of these 
events, which may be more interesting than 
those which grow out of considering the his­
toric and legal reasons for or against the sanc­
tioning by Congress of the disputed constitu­
tion. One of these is, that it appears to be ad­
mitted on all sides that substantially Kansas 
will be a free State, and some of the warmest 
advocates for the measure recommended by the 
President,base their arguments upon the ground 
that to reject the constitution would be to deny 
to the south a shadow, on which the population 
of that section have set their hearts, and in 
which they hold that important principles are 
involved, while all the practical advantage will 
in any case remain with the north. Another 
is that, along with Kansas, seeking admission, 
under the Lecompton constitution, as a free 
state, there are two others, Oregon and Min­
nesota, which seek admission as free states, 
and which will undoubtedly be accepted as 
such. This, even supposing Kansas be practi­
cally what she is constitutionally, will still in­
crease the majority of free states which is al­
ready’ established in the senate, where the re­
presentation is by states and not by population 
and where therefore the south has contrived so 
far to maintain an equality’ of votes. Mr. Se­
ward, one of the most ardent of the filends of 
freedom in the Senate, recently took notice of 
this fact,in replying to some observations of an­
other gentleman of kindred opinions—Mr. Hale 
of New Hampshire. Mr. Seward, assuming that 
Kansas would he a free State, remarked—■

“ That he thought the mistake of Mr. Hale 
and others was in thinking the battle was not 
yet over, when it was. It was a struggle for 
numerical ascendency between Free and Slave 
States. There were now sixteen free and fifteen 
slave, and whatever administrations or any body 
else might do there would be before another 
year nineteen to fifteen.”

\\ e are affraid the battle is not over ; but it is 
something to see that the balance of forces is, 
at last, decidedly on the side of the right, and 
to reflect that the superiority must increase.

—There is a great diversity between the Mon­
treal organs and those of Upper Canada. The 
first all condemn with more or less bitterness 
the newly constituted ministry. The others 
with like unanimity applaud. It seems, how­
ever, that from these widely’ different opinions,
they came to the same practical conclusion__
that is, all to support the present combination 
as they did they last—and will the next. Per­
haps there may be some exception among our 
Montreal contemporaries; but, there is no doubt 
the chief of them—the Gazette—with entirely 
different views, will act precisely like his Upper 
Canadian confreres. Strange is it not?—But 
true.

A second lecture on this subject was deliver­
ed in the Bonaventure Hall, on Thursday even- 
ing by Mr Wm Brown, of Cote des Neiges. The 
audience was not as large as might be expected, 
and did not number more than thirty persons.

Rollo Campbell, Esq., occupied the Chairi 
and introduced the lecturer to the audience.

Mr. Brown then came forward. He said he 
felt disheartened at so few being present, yet 
he must take the matter as it came. He 
acknowledged the kindness and courtesy with 
which his first lecture had been listened to, but 
remarked that, since it had been delivered, 
many arguments against his views had been 
brought forward in the Press ; it was the nature 
of things, however, that truth should be kept in 
swaddling bands, and that the world should be 
always slow to introduce social changes for the 
better. He had no doubt, however, but that 
his theory would ultimately prevail, because it 
rested on the broad platform of the word of 
God. It had been said by persons, who endea­
voured to refute his arguments against borrow­
ing and lending, that the children of Israel 
were allowed to borrow gold and silver from 
the Egyptians before they were delivered 
from bondage, and that the same people were 
authorised to take possession of Canaan, aland 
they had not inherited ; these objections to his 
theory would always be matters of faith, but 
they proved nothing for his opponents, who 
took so broad a theological field, that he could 
never, while scouring it, take a thrust at them. 
The Montreal Witness, in reviewing his last 
lecture, said that the usury restrictions, im­
posed upon the Jews, were framed for a people 
under very peculiar circumstances ; this asser­
tion of the Witness was such as to lead to the 
belief that it held a singularly lax notion re­
garding the ancient and venerable law of God ; 
besides, the Witness did not explain what the 
peculiar circumstances were, but until he could 
be shown that this law was abolished, he was 
bound to obey its dictation, for it was a moral 
law and there was nothing ceremonial about it. 
The sin of usury had its origin in coveteousness, 
against which one of the commandments given

in the Globe and kindred journals. We made 
the assertion on the authority of two gentle­
men, whose character for veracity is assuredly 
superior to that of the conductors of the Globe 
newspaper. The information came to us from 
two different and independent sources in such 
a wav as to leave no room to doubt its accu­
racy." If Mr. Brown is not prepared to give up 
the separate school question, why was he so 
silent about it last session ? As for the reform 
of the representation, our information like that 
of our Upper Canada contemporaries is positive 
ihat the Grit leaders offer to sell their followers 
for office by contenting themselves in the pre­
sent Parliament with a resolution affirming the 
principle of representation by population, and 
waiting till after the census of 1860,and another 
election probably, for legislation on the sub­
ject.”

The Gazelle is impèrtineht as well as dis­
honest and untruthful. We repeat the state­
ment that we formerly made; we allege that all 
that the Gazette has asserted is utterly untrue, 
and we believe that the two gentlemen referred 
to only exist in the imagination of the editor. If 
he has proof, let him produce it ; if not, let him 
hold his peace as a convicted utterer of un­
truths. So far from Mr. Brown being silent on 
the school question last session, he made every 
effort to bring it before the House.

A Word in Season from the “ Pilot ” to 
His Recalcitrating Confreres of the 
“ Gazette,” “ Transcript,” and “ Adverti­
ser.”—To vituperate the Ministry [says the 
Pilot, yesterday evening] is a work of superreo- 
gation, for the Opposition do that with great 
zeal and energy, For ourselves, we have made 
up our minds that until we have attained per­
fection in our own person, we will not be over 
severe on the faults of our friends, especially
when these faults are follies and not crimes._
We have never been so enthusiastic in our ad­
miration of Mr. John A. Macdonald as some of 
our contemporaries have been ; yet we think, 
and we will, therefore, say, that" he is treated 
with undue severity to-day by those who seem­
ed to place implicit confidence in him yester­
day.

Yet Another Canadian Promoted.—The 
War Gaiette ot the 12th of January, states the 
promotion of Lieut. John C. Clarke from the 
?6th Regiment to a company in the 13th Regi­
ment. Captain Clarke is a native of Canada, 
his father and uncle having married in this city 
as will be remembered by many of our older in­
habitants.

from Sioai was specially framed, and in the 
fifteenth Psalm there was to be found a lively 
contrast between the sin of usury and the laws 
of righteousness ; it remained to be proved, 
therefore, that He who placed usury restrictions 
on the Jews had taken them off the Gentiles.
The Witness had raised objections to his asser­
tion that money ought not to be bought and 
sold ; now, although this newspaper held that 
money was a marketable commodity like a bar­
rel of flour, he contended such was not the fact, 
for money was intended by omnipotent wisdom 
as a medium of exchange, and then if it 
were transferred in either way, it was pal­
pable that it was borrowed and lent in usury 
—consequently buying notes for sixty days was 
too often an uncertainty—trusting to a contin­
gency in the dark future paying for the bright 
present. The Witness said, in answer to ano­
ther of his arguments, that investment of money 
was the only course open to those who possess­
ed uo business qualifications ; could this asser­
tion be proved with the example of the Western 
Bank of Scotland and Strahan, Paul à Bates 
before the eyes of the world ? He did not think, 
however, that in Britain, at least with these 
recent instances of the investment fallacy ap­
parent, that the money of the aged and helpless 
would in future be confided to the care of 
strangers. It had been admitted by some that 
in usury loo much exaction was wrong, but 
he held that even the exac ion of one per cent, 
was as objectionable as a hundred per cent. It 
had been further urged against him that in 
Deuteronomy God permitted the Jews to take 
usury off' strangers, but his reply to this quib­
ble was that God did not intend tint such 
should now be the case, for, since Christ died, 
all men were brethren ; and though some might 
suppose that the Saviour did not denounce 
usury when he spoke in Matthew of the ser­
vants to whom the different talents were given, 
yet it could be answered that Christ only ad­
duced this illustration to suit the compiehen- 
sion ot his hearers. The man who lent out his 
money iu usury was just as much to blame as 
the man wha threw the dice. lie hoped that 
these assertions would not lead any of the 
audience to suppose him to be a Communist ; on 
the. contrary, he believed that men were 
designed to till their respective stations, jaston 
the same principle as “ one star differs from an­
other star in glory.” Society might be com­
pared to a bee-hive ; the bees “gathering honey 
all the day from every opening flower ;” and it 
was pleasant, when the day had closed, to hear 
the harmonious hum of ten thousand wings 
strike on the listening ear ; yet in this indus­
trious insect world there were drones, which 
were always unwilling to labour, and were, 
therefore, invariably ejected by the other bees ; 
so in human society tnere were also drones—

p- >>“ piirfffffiribf'.} Another erroneous 
idea about the usury system was the prevalent 
idea that banks created capital ; such was not 
the fact, tor capital was created only by the 
farmers and manufacturers of a community. He 
would counsel those who had money not to in­
vest it in banks, for in this way they would not 
be supporting themselves by their own exer­
tions, and how could it be said that a man was 
“ diligent in business” when he worked by 
proxy ? The lecturer after cautioning young 
men never to begin the world on borrowed 
capital, condemned the system of promissory 
notes, and said it was generally the case that 
they who took advantage of the temporary aid 
these afforded “sowed the wind,to reap thewhirl- 
wind.” He drew the attention of the audience to 
the error a man committed when he became 
surety for another, and the Scriptures, recog­
nising the evil of such a course, said, “ Be 
thou not one of them that strike hands, or of 
them that are surety lor debt.” He said that 
civilized nations had early placed restrictions 
on usurers. In the reign of Edward VI. of 
England, a law was passed prohibiting usury, 
and during the sovereignty of James I. of Scot­
land, a similar enactment was passed, limiting 
the maximum rate of usury to eight per cent.; 
both these laws, however, became to be repeal- 
led. This course might be expected, for no le­
gislative prohibition could be applied in a case 
like this, the only remedy being found in con­
science itself, and when conscience interfered 
the tables of the money changers would soon be 
overturned. The lecturer advised all com­
mercial men to beware of that species of usury 
denominated a “ shaver,” who lent money at 
enormous interest to stave off impending ruin, 
and ultimately ruined the applicant. It was 
fallacious to suppose that usury increased or 
created capital, because a moment’s considera­
tion would convince any one that without in­
dustry there could be no real increase of wealth.
Borrowing money on lands was the next feature 
ot the usury system, and he was sorry to see 
that the IFïritess advocated the establishment of 
a land bank, an institution for which an act of 
incorporation was about to be sought at the 
opening of Parliament. He earnestly hoped 
that a charter for such a purpose would al­
ways be opposed in and out of the legislature.
The lecturer concluded—If usury were abolish­
ed, speculation would receive its death-blow ; 
and that credit system, which is productive of 
so much ruin would be destroyed, and at such 
a consummation the very locomotives in their 
race of industry, would whistle a more joyous 
song—there would be industry in every lane— 
comfort iu all our dwellings—the earth would 
yield a better increase—dunning would come to 
an. epd—poverty would die away—the bloated 
millionaire would make way for the mechanic— 
taxes would be lightened—forgery and fraud 
would be soon arrested—the earth would be 
civilized—India, with all its horrors, would be­
come less of an impossibility—our houses and 
churches would be paid for—our ministers 
would be better remunerated—we would no 
more hear of debtors in Upper and Lower Ca­
nada lingering in a prisoner’s cell—the prop
that holds up European tyrants would fall_
and the lark, singing at heaven’s gate, would 
be telling aloud of happiness and prosperity : i00k „rave 
flowing down the streets of the cities like "a ‘ . ?

UNITED STATES.

The Failure of the Bank of Pennsylvania— 
Bank Management.—We publish elsewhere a re­
port of a meeting of the stockholders of the 
Bank of Pennsylvania, which took place at 
Philadelphia on the 1st of February. The re­
port of the directors was presented ; and winds 
up with the recommendation that its property 
should bo assigned for the benefit of its stock­
holders. A stockholder naturally expressed a 
wish that “ the destroyers of an old institution 
like the Bank ot Pennsylvania should not go 
nameless and unscathed”: and accordingly the 
meeting was adjourned to meet again on Wed­
nesday.

No exposure could be more crushing than the 
the statements made in the reports of the direc­
tors. In counting up their assets, they find 
$119,266 in checks and notes of an insolvent 
house, of which Mr. Allibone’s brother was a 
member; “ of this sum only $12,350 was dis­
counted by the Board.” Another asset was the 
paper of an ex-director of the bank lor $146,- 
818 ; and the directors “ have no knowledge 
how this paper came into the possession of the 
bank.” Another asset was the notes of a rail­
way company for $289,000, “ discounted with­
out the knowledge of the Board.” In fact this 
Board of Directors might just as well have been 
in Kamschatka or Timbuctoo for any good they 
did to the bank or anything they seem to have 
known about the business they w. re elected to 
superintend. They seem to have been just as 
well posted iu regard to the liabilities of the 
bank as to its assets. The bank sold bills re­
ceivable to an amount of $178,128 ; and the di­
rectors cannot tell whether this trifling little 
sum was ever accounted for. They were, in 
fact, such thorough know-nothings in reference 
to the transactions of the bank that according 
to their own confession their President could 
borrow a hundred thousand dollars on the cre­
dit of the bank, and use the money himself 
without awakening suspicion in any one’s 
mind.

Loss of the Ajax.—By the arrival of the 
bark Mary C. Dyer, from Barnegat, yesterday, 
we learn that the little steam-tug Ajax, Captain 
Marshall, was cast away on the Jersey coast 
during the storm on Monday night. When the 
Ajax was driven to the beach, there were seven 
persons on board, the fate of whom is, as yet, 
involved in the most painful uncertainty. The 
bark above named, ran aground on the outer 
bar, on the 9th of January. Captain Israel 
Merritt, who had been sent down by the Under­
writers, succeeded, after lightening her cargo, 
in driving her over the bar, in deep water, in­
side, and then anchored her snugly in Barnegat 
Bay.

On Sunday, the Ajax went down for the pur­
pose of towing the bark into port. About 9 
o’clock Monday morning she came out of the 
Inlet with the bark in tow, and for a little 
while made pretty fair progress. Toward noon, 
however, the wind hauled to the eastward, and 
soon increased to a gale accompanied by a 
heavy fall of sleet. The little tug kept bravely 
at work as long as it was prudent ; but finding 
that the wind was constantly driving both ves­
sels towards the beach, her captain, as night 
came on and the gale freshened, seeing that if 
they remained together both vessels must inev­
itably go ashore, signaled to the bark to cut 
loose. Captain Merritt, who was on the bark, 
severed the steamboat hawser, and let go the 
starboard and port anchors. The bark brought 
np with a jerk, which parted the starboard 
cable ; but by paying out about fifty fathoms on 
the port anchor, heaving over the kedge, and 
dropping some sixty fathoms of the heavy star­
board cable without any anchor, she was enabled 
to keep oft shore. Those who were outside 
of Sandy Hook on Monday night, state that it 
was one of the wildesx nighta they ever knew.

The steam-tug was not so fortunate. She 
steamed off' in the i;teeth of the nor’-easter for 
Sandy Hook, but had not accomplished more 
than seven of the fifteen miles towards it when 
she went ashore. How this disaster occurred is 
not yet know. Captain Merritt, after riding 
out the gale through the night, hove his anchor 
noon yesterday, and getting what sail he could 
upon the bark, headed her once more for port. 
About five miles from his anchorage he met the 
steam-tug William H. Webb, Captain Hazard, 
and engaged her to tow him to town.

Soon afterwards they passed the wreck 
of the unfortunate Ajax on the beach.— 
Her two life-boats were high up on the beach. 
There were several persons on board of her, 
who waved their hats as the Dyer passed, but 
whether these persons were Mr. Wardle and his 
wreckers or the Captain and crew of the ves­
sel, Captain Merritt was unable to ascertain, as 
there was no telescope on board the bark. From 
her position it might be inferred that her ma­
chinery had broken down, and she had been 
driven on the beach sternforemost. But Captain 
Merritt is of opinion that seeing she must other­
wise founder, Captain Marshall headed her for 
the beach, when after striking, the sea threw 
her around wrenching off her bow.

A Storm Brewing in the U. S.—There were 
indications yesterday, in the Senate of the Uni­
ted States, of the storm that is likely to burst 
forth over the whole Union when Congress 
comes to the practical work of admitting new 
states into the Union. These indications were 
given in connection with a motion to consider 
the application from Minnesota to be admitted 
as a state. Mr. Mason, from Virginia, gave 
an intimation of the policy likely to be pursued 
by the pro-slavery Democracy, by opposing the 
consideration of the Minnesota question on the 
ground that the South desired first to know
what would be done with respect to Kansas.__
He somewhat obscurely, but still intelligibly, 
hinted that in case Congress did not admit 
Kansas with the Lecompton constitution, the 
Southern states would secede from the Union, 
and he demanded that the two questions, of 
Minnesota and Kansas, should be considered 
together. Senator Brown, of Mississippi, was 
for “ resisting to the bitter end” the admission 
of Minnesota.

On the other side Mr. Wilson, of Massachu­
setts gave notice that the admission of Kansas, 
with the Lecompton constitution, would be op­
posed by the Republicans in both Houses of 
Congress by every means which congressional 
rules would permit, and urged strenuously 
against uniting the two questions of the admis­
sion of Minnesota and of Kansas. Mr. Hale, of 
New Hampshire, expressed similar views, and 
the venerable Senator from Kentucky, Mr. Crit­
tenden also declared that there was no reason 
for uniting them. He also eloquently rebuked 
the disunion sentiments uttered by Mr. Mason. 
Enough feeling was manifested and enough was 
said to show that whenever the question comes 
fairly before either House, there will assuredly 
be a fearful storm of words, an outburst of pas­
sionate temper, whatever may be the practical 
result of the discussion. When Senators of Mr. 
Mason’s standing introduce disunion doctrines 
upon the floor of the Senate, patriots may well

Mr. Howard called attention to the fact that 
the bill provided for the deficiency in the ap­
propriation for printing, now before the Com­
mittee of the Whole on the State of the Union, 
had not yet been discussed, but the debate de­
voted to general subjects.

The disunion threat half uttered by Mr. Mas­
son, every true patriot must read with regret. 
It is true that the country has become familiar 
with such sentiments from the lips and pens of 
a certain class of Southern gentlemen, aud the 
very familiarity with it has been calculated to 
inspire contempt. But its grave reproduction 
in the conservative branch of the national legis­
lature, by a gentleman who enjoys so largely 
the confidence of that august body, to whom 
years of public life have brought experience and 
it was believed wisdom, is another matter alto­
gether. It shows that a dissolution is no long­
er regarded by the best men at the South as a 
thing impossible, and it also shows how small 
need be the provocation to bring it about. Mr. 
Mason virtually says that if all the frauds com­
mitted in regard to the Lecompton constitution 
are not sanctioned, or at least connived at by 
Gongress, and if that instrument is not forced 
upon the people of that territory when it is no­
toriously objectionable to the overwhelming 
majority of them, the South will deem herself 
insulted and injured, and her various states will 
secede from the Union.

If these threats are merely designed to intim­
idate the free states into granting whatever the 
slave states may choose to demand from them, 
it may he as well for those who utter rikem to 
understand that they can no longer have such 
effect. We believe that the feeling is now al­
most universal in the Northern states that con­
cession has already gone far enough, aud that 
further yielding only leads to further exactions. 
The people of those states will ask nothing that 
is not their right under the constitution; they 
will inflict no wrong on their Southern brethren, 
but they will insist upon an equality with them 
in all things. If a state is ready for admission 
into the Union, they will insist that she shall 
not be kept out merely because she repudiates 
the institution of slavery; and to this they will 
adhere whatever the South may say or do. Pro­
bably if the South were convinced of this, they 
would say less abaut disunion.—New York Ad­
vertiser.

United States, had the honour of exhibiting 
before her Majesty the Prince Consort and the 
Royal family and suite, in the riding-house at 
Windsor Castle, his wonderful power over the 
horse on various subjectselected tor the occasion. 
He commenced with a wild colt, eighteen months 
old, belonging to the Prince Consort, which was 
brought from Shaw Farm, and which had never 
been handled except by halter. After being 
alone with the animal about an hour and a half 
the Royal party entered, and found Mr. Rarey 
sitting on its back without holding the rein, the 
horse standing perfectly quiet. A drum was 
afterwards handed to Mr. Rarey, which he beat 
with fury whilst sitting on the horse’s back, 
without the colt exhibiting any signs of fear. 
The Royal party afterwards withdrew for a few 
minutes, and, on their return, found the animal 
lying down, and Mr. Rarey knocking its hind 
Legs together, one of which he put against his 
face. Afterward’s a restive horse, from Air. 
Anderson's stables in London, which Mr. Rarey 
had before handled, was brought in ; this horse 
was placed at one end of the riding-house alone, 
Mr. Rarey went to the other end, and at his com­
mand the horse walked quietly up to him. Ho 
then mad_e thg^Offlg '/uhef Fegs ai3"over h?m in 
various ways. Mr. Rarey then rolled the horse 
on its back. The horse afterwards was placed 
in various positions, in which it stood without 
holding and without a bridle. A third horse 
selected by Mr. Meyers, the riding-master, as a 
very nervous animal, was then brought in, and 
in a few minuies afterwards it was made by Mr. 
Rarey to do all which had been done by the 
others horses. At the conclusion of this exhi­
bition of of Mr. Rarey’s astonishing power over 
the horse, his Royal Highness the Prince Con­
sort expressed to Mr. Ratey his gratification and 
thanks.
