The Municipal Year Book, published by the International City
Managers Association, Chicago, in its 1939 edition offers data which
shows that the average annual expenditure for policing in the 310
U.S.A, cities of more than 30,000 population amounts to $5.16 per

capita. The overall cost of policing in all 310 cities amounted in 1938
to nearly $230,000,000, of which $20,000,000 (87 per cent) went to pay

the salaries of 89,907 officers and men. Of the $5.16 overall per

capita, $4.49 went for wages for this standing army of peace officers
and 67 cents for equipment and all other costs.

The congressional monopoly committee has been asked by Presi-

dent Roosevelt to inquire
huge supplies of stagnant money

and savings are being held idle in
the banks, The United States
“must bring -together idle men,
machines, and money” if there is
to be sound prosperity, the presi-

dent said.
 

At New York a plea for “dem-
ceracy and economic planning”
was made by more than 100 clergy-
men of the Protestant, Catholic
and Jewish faiths. They endorsed
the ideas of those who believe in-
creased use of the idle productive
power of any country could be

democratically planned and would
practically abolish unemployment
and raise standards of living.

 

On the outskirts of Jackson,
Mich., is a remarkable collection
of 28 buildings, much like a group
of neat and busy manufacturing
plants. This is the new physical

plant of the state prison of sou-
thern Michigan. It is visited by
persons from every state of the
U.S.A, from Canada and Europe.
Here is a system if penal control
which represents an experiment
in human reclamation and which
after two years’ trial is considered
by many to be the most progres-
sive correction measure ever ad-
opted in the U. 8. A. or perhaps
anywhere in the world.

The system is called “corrective
therapy” and, its emphasis is on
individual: treatment. A prisoner
never loses his personal identity.
Every effort is made to assist

the inmate in earning his release
through the merit of his re-
cord and rehabilitate him for life
outside. Instruction in widely di-
versified fields of ‘endeavor is
available. When parole is granted
the inmate attends a  speciai
sthoo! where preparation for his

return to society is emphasized.
After his release his environment,
health, employment and general
welfare are closely supervised un-
til the case is closed.

Alvin York, America’s most fa-
mous private soldier, has been

made a colonel by congressional
enactment and retired on $3,000 a
year. He was a conscientious ob-
jector before the war and is still
anti-war. He operates a fine val-

ley farm in his mountain country.

Articles from this depariment
have appeared weekly for some
time past referring to rats, their
history, habits, and methods of
extermination.
Rats are found in plentiful

numbers in all sections of West-
mount, from Summit Circle to St.
Antoine ‘Street.

His presence is encouraged and
protected by the same methods in
all sections of the city — hy per-
mitting him to have a comfortable
home and plenty of food for him-
self and family.
A rat will not stay as a guesl

in any part of the city unless his
home is safe and comfortable and
fond plentiful.
To assist our department in re-

moving this pest, the greatest care

in removing his shelter is re-
quested — by keeping gardens and
garages clear of rubbish and de-
stroying or closing any entrances
to basements or other shelters.

Scrupulous care of garbage is
a most important item—by plac-
ing it in metal containers with
tight-fitting covers, which covers
