Americans, largely from

upper New York State, who
arrived after the american
revolution.

e English, Irish, and
Scots, who came after the
War of 1812 through the
1830s and 1840s. These
people were the victims of

economic depression at
home (or were deprived of
their lands in Scotland by
the introduction of en-
closures) and travelled
under horrendous con-
ditions, many of them
dying at sea or shortly
after their arrival in
Montreal. As the best
farmlands were filled up,
many of these immigrants
were forced into the urban
ghettos of Point St. Charles
and St-Henri, where they
competed with their neigh-
bors, both English and
French,for jobs and decent
standard of living.

e In the early 1900s, large
numbers of Europeans,
including Jews from
Russia and Poland, came
to Quebec. They too set up
their own religious and
cultural institutions in the
absence of any kind of
social welfare or govern-
ment assistance.

e After World War I, the
main influx came from
southern Europe,
especially Italy, where
poverty was rampant and
the unskilled had few op-
portunities.

Rural exodus

The history of the
English (or non-French) in
Quebec shows an in-
creasing proportion of the
population moving from
rural areas to Montreal. In
1851, only 16 per cent of the
English lived in Montreal,
while the Eastern Town-
ships had 27 per cent, and
Southwestern Quebec 12
per cent.
Those who prospered,

whether in farming, small
industry, railroads, or
banking helped to set up
English institutions in off-
island centres such as
Sherbrooke.

BILL 101 REBOUNDS

Premier Lévesque seems under
the impression that it is only
anglophones lacking the ap-
propriate degree of “respect” who
are critical of some unfair
provisions of Bill 101.

But a group of French-speaking
parents on the West Island provide
a timely reminder that, even if
your language is the official one,
you are not immune from getting a
raw deal under the law.

The francophone parents live in
the Baldwin-Cartier school district,
which administers French and
English Catholic schools on the
West Island. They have children
already enrolled in , or who have
applied for admission to, the
English immersion program of-
fered at five of Baldwin-Cartier’s
French-language schools.
The problem is the programs

may well be illegal, as the
provincial education departmentis
now maintaining. According to Bill
101, only qualified anglophone
children can receive instruction in
their various school subjects in
English. All others must be taught
in French, and that includes above
all the children of francophones.
Therefore, the program may have
to be discontinued.

It does not matter that what
the West Island parents want for
their children is being denied by
their servants in Quebec City. It
does not matter that immersion is
recognized as an excellent way of
teaching a second language. It

does not matter that Baldwin-
Cartier research shows the
children’s ability to learn their
mother tongue is undiminished.

What does matter is that the law
sets out to force an exclusively
French education on all French-
speaking Quebec children - not just
on those who might want English
rather than French, but on those
who want English as well as
French too.
The law sets up a peculiar double

standard, one suiting the man-
darins of the provincial education
department perfectly. English-
language schools can indulgein 4
bureaucratic fiction and instruct in
French; there is nothing unusual
about French immersion in

- English schools. Why then should
the schools of the French-speaking
majority not be allowed the same
latitude?

The West Island parents want to
give their children as many ad-
vantages as possible. These in-
clude, obviously, the fluency in

. French required of so many people
to make their way in today's
Quebec. But they also include the
fluency in English required
elsewhere in Canada, and, indeed,
in so many other places in the
world.

But Bill 101 would deny this
breadth of experience. Fran-
cophones too can be excused any
disrespect they feel for the law.

Another important and
far-reaching reason for
carefully considering tree
removal: the beauty value
of the countryside can be
destroyed by such action;
and once destroyed it is not
quickly regenerated. Rural
planners strongly advocate

that the visual corridors,
i.e. the 30-50 feet on either
side of the road that we see
driving along, should
promote the area and be
attractive with trees, no
junk and weil kept. Some
of the trees being cut this
week were planted many
years ago for just such a
reason by future-minded
citizens.
The people complaining

about this issue do not want
to interfere. with local
governmentbut -they do
expect consideration .and
understanding on their
behalf by their neighbors
who happen to be on the
council which represents
them.

impossible to sell our
houses, except to
speculators at ridiculously
low prices. But we are still
paying the same __ taxes,”
said Thivierge.

The third possibility (and
seemingly contradictory)
for foam victims is to
apply on an individual
basis to the property tax
revisions board (BREF)
for devaluation of their
properties,just in case the
other methods do not work.
This must be done before
May 1.

“We are suggesting that
heme-owners apply for a

"100 per cent devaluation
because the houses are
absolutely unsaleable
under current market
conditions. No one will
finance a mortgage for a
purchaser, and some
lending institutions will
even refuse a loan . to
present owners to have the
foam removed.”

In addition, the com-
mittee objects to the
requirement that foam
victims submit estimates
of the cost of removing the
banned insulation from
their homes to the .tax
revision hoard.

“Given the lack of
knowledge about the extent
of contamination of various
materials, what
contractor .can guarantee
his estimate?”
