The Nursing Action
Plan recently adopted by
the Board of Directors of
Pontiac Community Hos-
pital (PCH) has had one of
its clauses brought under
close scrutiny recently,
with one nurse filing a
union grievance and
three others expressing
strong objection to hospital
policy.

In September of last
year, the PCH Board ap-
pointed a committee to
study the shortage of nurs-
es at the hospital, and to
recommend action to
solve the problem. The
committee came up with a
Nursing Action Plan,
which was adopted with no
dissenting votes by the
Board on November 21 st.

The Action Plan recom-
mends an intensified re-
cruiting campaign with
relocation benefits, and
addresses the problem of
the high cost of hiring fill-
in nurses from an outside
agency. It also calls for
the creation of "floating”
teams of nurses, with sal-
ary premiums above the
requirements of the un-
ion's collective agree-
ment.

The Plan also includes
"enforcement of a strict
recall list policy to insure
equitable distribution of
shifts.”

The recall list is a roster
of part-time nurses who
can be called on short no-
tice to fill in temporary
gaps or work overloads on
nursing staff. In the re-
cent past the eight nurses
on the list had been asked
to state one month in ad-
vance, which days and
shifts they were available.
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Unfortunately the sys-
tem often resulted in
shortages of nurses for the
less desirable shifts.

The new Plan insists on
a three-month statement,
as well as an overall re-
duction in hospital flexi-
bility regarding which
shifts and holidays these
nurses must work.

"That's basically where
we fall short,” said one
nurse who has spent 14
years on the recall list.
She has refused to commit
herself to a more rigid
scheduling, and feels that
her family situation justi-
fies her need for flexibili-
ty.
One recall nurse says
she "thought the old sys-
tem was satisfactory” and
feels that the hospital
should make the number
of required weekend
shifts proportionate to the
number of shifts actually
worked per month. "I
think they can still cover
the hospital in numbers,”
she says.

Another maintains that
the recall system 1s an op-
tion that nurses have come
to expect as they adjust
their careers to family
needs. "That's the way the
field works,” she insists.

Union

When the recall nurses
received their notice to
state their availability,
some of them called upon
their union for support.

Jerry Chevalier, local
president of the hospital's
Centrale syndicale na-
tionale (CSN) union, says
that his organization 1in-
terprets the agreement to
say that a nurse must
"indicate the availability
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she can offer" according
only to the nurse's person-
al requirements. "They
have the right to work
whenever they want,” he
says, "Anything else 1is
management's problem.”

These nurses compen-
sate for this freedom, he

argues, by a lack of job se-
curity and a promise to
work "when management
calls them.”

Administration

"As an employer my
perspective has to be dif-
ferent,” says PCH Direc-
tor General Gilles Lan-
teigne, who maintains
that the previous arrange-
ment created an unfair
situation that favored the
recalls. "An overall re-
distribution of shifts
would be better for every-
one — patients included.”
"The hospital cannot be at
the mercy of those who
work when they want,” he
says, We're employers.
We have a business to
run. It's an exchange of
mutual services.”

"Everybody's got family
conflicts, " he continued,
"and 99 percent of our em-
ployees will be affected
positively by the new
plan.”

Doctors

Dr Keith MacLellan,
doctors' representative on
the PCH Board, says that
he was informed of the
difficulties evperienced
by the recall nurses, and
that initially he "went to
bat for them" with the
Board on this issue, but
that ultimately he feels
that "the Plan stands as it
is, for very good reasons.”

The way he sees it, the
Plan merely asks that the

recalls take some of the

undesirable shifts, but no

more or less than the full-
time nurses.

"When we have recall
nurses in the community
who would like to work,
it's too bad if we can't give
thersn work,” MacLellan
says, but "The old system
clearly wasn't working."

Community

The situation translates
into public opinion in the
form of worry that the hos-
pital will lose its
"ecommunity” touch if it
sacrifices experienced lo-
cal staff in favour of im-
ported recruits.

Lanteigne replies to this
concern by assuring the
Pontiac of his institu-
tion's priorities. "The
committment to local
girls is there,” he says,
mentioning the bursary
program for community
nursing students.

Attributing the current
problem to mere "growing
pains,” he points to ser-
vices now offered at PCH,
such as night-time staff in
the lab and X-ray depart-
ments, which also require
shift committments.

"Things always get in-
stitutionalized as we try to
provide extra services,
he says. "When 1t comes
to chosing between the pa-
tient and the employee,
['ll go with the patient.”

Board Action
The Nursing Action
Plan was brought up

again for consideration at
the PCH Board's Decem-
ber meeting, with the re-
sult that, in Lanteigne's
words, "The position was
maintained with a strong
majority."

Pontiac speaks out on language law

by Ross Dickson
l,e Pontiac Protestant
High School auditorium
in Shawville was packed
on Sunday, February 5, as
more than 150 people from
Pontiac County assembled
to voice their concerns
with Quebec's language
laws, Bill 178 in particu-
lar.

It was quite clear from
the discussion that most of
those attending were of-
fended by the legislation

restricting the use of Eng-
lish in any part of Cana-
da, and that many people
were upset with Bourassa
and the Liberals for pass-
ing it.

The meeting was orga-
nized by Outaouais Alli-
ance, an English rights
organization based in

Hull. Alliance directors
Bill Young, Graham
Greig and Elizabeth

McHenry were on hand to
lead the discussion and to

answer questions about
future action.

Bill 178 reaffirms the
intent of the Charter of the
French Language (Bill
101) to make it illegal in
Quebec to put up a public
sign in any other lan-
guage than French. This
restriction in Bill 101 was
found to be unconstitution-
al by the Supreme Court of
Canada in its ruling of
December 15, 1988.

Since then the Quebec

National Assembly has
passed Bill 178 which in-
cludes a clause declaring
the Government's inten-
tion to override the Quebec
and Canada Charters of
Rights. This "notwith-
standing" clause enables
the passage of laws which
defy the constitution, with-
out the threat of their being
challenged in court.
Politicians vulnerable

It is
simply the tendency of the river water to crystallize on
nderwater objects during the winter. The greater this
&hdency, the more difficalt it will be to keep the water
intakes ice-free. Results of the study should be availa-

ble soon.

meeting that politicians
are extremely sensitive to
the threat of losing votes,
and so the concerns of the
people must be brought to
their attention if any
change was to take place.

It was recommended
that the provincial MNA,
Robert Middlemiss, be
convinced that the people
in Pontiac County are not
pleased with the new law,
particularly since it was
contrary to the Liberal
Party platform of the last
election. A letter-writing
campaign to Middlemiss
and to Premier Bourassa
was urged.

The suggestion was also
made that letters be writ-
ten to the MP for Pontiac
Gatineau Labelle, Barry
Moore, and to Prime Min-
ister Mulroney. The Fed-
eral Government has the
authority to overrule any
provincial legislation it
thinks wrong, but the MPs
will act only if pushed.

The possibility of run-
ning candidates in the
next election was dis-
cussed. The English vote
could directly affect the
election of about ten
MNAs, and in other areas
the Liberals are very sen-
sitive to the threat of divid-
ing the federalist vote.

Civil disobedience

The Outaouais Alliance
representatives were un-
willing to recommend
that anyone break the law
to express their displeas-
ure. Still, the subject was

discussed by some of those
attending the meeting.

It was pointed out that it
1s the merchants alone
who would be vulnerable
to prosecution for having
English signs outside of
their stores. Some consid-
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eration was given to ways
of supporting those mer-
chants who decided to
fight the law by disobey-
ing it.
Meech Lake

A member of the audi-
ence recommended that it
was time to lobby the pre-
miers of the other provinc-
es to reconsider the Meech
Lake Accord, since the
Quebec government can-
not be trusted and since
the federal government is
made up of at least one-
third Quebec MPs who
also cannot be trusted to
stand up for the non-
French speaking Quebec-
ers,

Resignations

Opinion was divided on
the effectiveness of the
resignations over Bill 178
of three English-speaking
cabinet ministers. Some
people felt that this sent a
clear message to Bouras-

sa. Others felt that the de-
parture of these people
from the cabinet had re-
moved their voices from
the discussion and had re-
duced their chances of per-
suading the Government
to change its mind.
Future activities

At the same time as the
meeting was being held in
Shawville, there were
similar meetings 1n
Wakefield, Buckingham,
Aylmer and Gatineau.
Outaouais Alliance will
be collecting the ideas pre-
sented at these sessions to
try to see if a cemmon
course of action can be
created.

Already there was a
clear message that the
English have had enough.
Letters will continue to be
written, putting continu-
ous pressure on the politi-
cians.

A large rally is being

planned for Montreal in
the spring.

In March, the plan is to
have people from all over
the province go to Quebec
City for 'Lobby Day' at the
National Assembly.

The Outaouais Alliance
directors will be encour-
aging the English-

speaking people to talk
about the issue of lan-
guage rights, particularly
with the French-speaking
people of Quebec.

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The success with which Boo Boo (our
illustrious premier) has handled the
many language issues in Quebec over
the past twenty years makes one
wonder how well he would perform if
he were to be faced with a serious

problem.

When events took a violent turn in
1970, Bourassa was left quivering in his
Quebec City hideout, and the federal
government was forced to take control.
He followed the coward's way out again
when a few thousand irrational voices
were raised after the Supreme Court's
ruling in December that parts of Bill 101
were unconstitutional. It is clear that
he has no principles, other than
hanging on to power at all costs. The
yes-men (some call them Liberals) who
supported Bill 178, trampling the
Quebec Charter of Rights, are no better.

The federal government has the power
to disallow provincial legislation, and it
has done so in years past. No-one
should hold his breath, however,
waiting for Mulroney to make such a
decision. He could lose a few of his
cabinet ministers in the process.

Quebec's politicians, particularly the

Liberals, would

perhaps begin to

understand the outrage of English-
speaking Quebecers, if the federal
government were to disallow Bill 178.

There would be many who would feel
that they had been stabbed in the back
by Mulroney after they had delivered all
of their support to him in the November
election. Their distress at being used
and then abused would be quite

educational.

Don't get caught up in this pipe
dream for too long, though. Mulroney,
even though he has said he detests the
use of the "notwithstanding” clause, 18
all wind when it comes to actually
doing something of substance about
human rights. The recently revealed
figures, showing a major increase in
Canadian imports from South Africa
while at the same time he publicly
criticized that country for its racist
policies, indicate Mulroney's priorities
where human rights are concerned.
The buck and the vote come first.

Most Quebecers are embarassed and
concerned by Bourassa's ineptitude and
his disregard for individual rights. It is
Quebec's strength, and Canada's as
well, that most of its people are decent,
fair and generous. These characteris-
tics, and a true desire by most
Quebecers to live in a country where
both French and English are accepted,
will see us through these turbulent
times and will continue to ensure the
survival of the Canadian dream.

Book explores Chapeau's oral history

by Richard Wills
Folklorist Sheldon Po-
sen first came to Chapeau
in 1977, recruiting possi-
ble performers for the fa-
mous Mariposa Folk Fes-
tival in Toronto. The pur-
ity of the traditional mu-
sic he heard there called

him back for later visits,
culminating in a two-
year stay there in 1977-79
that resulted in his writ-
ing his PhD thesis on the
subject of the old shanty
song The Chapeau Boys.
This thesis has recently
been re-published in book

The Chapeau Boys

I'm a jolly young fellow, Pat Gregg is my name

I live at the Chapeau, that village of fame

For singing and dancing and all sorts of fun
Sure the boys from the Chapeau cannot be outdone.

A while on your patience I beg to intrude

I hired with Fitzgerald, he's agent for Booth
To go up on Black River so far far away

To the old Caldwell farm to cut and make hay.

We packed up our duds on the eleventh of July

Bob Humphrey, Girard, Ned Murphy and I

And straightway to Pembroke our luggage did take

form as For Singing and
Dancing and All Sorts of
Fun by Deneau Publish-
ers.

On the surface it might
seem odd to write an en-
tire book based on a single
song, especially to some-
one from the Pontac who's
heard that old tune many
times and tends to take it
for granted. But in that
song and the oral tradi-
tion it embodies, Posen
feels he has found the es-
sence of North American
Folk Art.

Beginning with a brief
history of Chapeau and the
surrounding communi-
ties, Posen goes on to ex-
plain how the past of the
region survives through
its music.

"As long as you can still
find a fiddler in the back
room at Fred's Hotel, it
will be sign that Chapeau
remains the way it was all
over the Valley 150 years
ago,” says Noel Ring in
the book. Posen says that
to have a musical gather-
ing in Chapeau without
singing The Chapeau
Boys would be like having
a family party and not in-
viting Grandpa.

"The Chapeau Boys may

be the widest known song
relating to a specifc Cana-
dian locale other than Red
River Valley”, Posen
claims, but his curiosity
goes beyond this well-
known tune. "The object
of my research was to
compile a complete picture
of singing in Chapeau,
past and present, so I could
say something about the
meaning of singing in the
community.” '

Analytical Approach
It is in this approach that
Posen sometimes tends to

stand well back from his °

subject and study it as a
scientist looking through
a microscope. In his anal-
ysis of the personal inter-
action among singers, or
his frustration with the lo-
cals' seeming lack of rev-
erence for their own cultu-
ral icons, his objectifica-
tion of his subject becomes
amusing.

In this book, those who
have spent time in Chapeu
and heard the traditional
music of the Valley will
literally find many old
friends, living and dead.
For those who were not
raised in that community,

however, it is enlighten-
ing to see it through the
eyes of another outsider.

Posen disects the song
line by line and discusses
the variations in lyrics
that exist, differences in
names or details of the
song's story line, and doc-
uments each with expert
testimony.

Not the least of the dis-
puted facts concerning the
song is the identity of its
composer. The work 1is
generally credited to a Pat
Gregg of Chapeau, just as
in the song's first stanza,
but from there the story
gets hazy. The one fact

that Posen received in
every account of Mr
Gregg's history, is that he
lived in what is now Ned
Sullivan's house by the
Chapeau bridge.

With some difficulty,
Posen tracks down
Gregg's daughter, who af-
firms that her father wrote
the piece in 1884. Others,
such as Otter Lake histori-
an Rev Joseph Gravelle,
dispute this claim. Ever
the detective and someth-
ing of a scientist, Posen
confirms the authorship of
the song by studying the
community's reaction to
comments made about
Gregg today.

But Posen also draws on
a wide range of written
sources to establish histor-

ical accuracy of the song's
details, as a means of dat-|'

ing its authorship.

Living History
Posen poses the question,
"How is it that such a pat-
ently local song could

thave achieved such popu-

arty that reprints were
requested in the national-
ly-distributed Family
Herald three times?’ In

‘answering his question,

he analyses the structure
of the song to reveal its
narrative integrity and
poetic value.

He discusses how the bet-
ter-known Ottawa Valley
singers regard the song,
finally naming Lennox
Gavan as song's official
ambassador, the possessor
of the definitive version
and the steward of its heri-
tage. Gavan is sure that
his version is correct be-
cause he got it as a young
lad in Gregg's own hand-
writing.

Dear Editor:

After watching W5 on Channel 13 last Sunday

After losing both her
parents to cholera on the
trip over from Ireland, 17-
year-old Joan Mullins di-
guised herself as a man,

changed her name to John
Murray, and continued
her journey in search of
family friends at Rich-
mond, in Upper Canada.

George Stacey and John
(Joan) Murray were
among a half dozen new
immigrants who took the
Lady Simpson in early
July 1850 for the Upper Ot-
tawa settlements near By-
town from Lachine.

George was despondent
after selling out his farm,
paying his debts, going to
Scotland to get passage to
Canada, suffering the ag-
ony of losing his wife and
daughter to the dreaded co-
lera, meeting and losing
the acquaintence of the
young Joan Mullins who
had lost her parents.
George was blind to what

could happen but he said to
himself, "I can't lose
more."

John (Joan) on the other
hand was hardened into
sadness in a family that
had lost their homestead,
had buried two of her
brothers where the high
kings of Ireland lay a
thousand years before.
John (Joan) was deter-
mined that she could sur-
vive and succeed, or if not
she'd try.

The Lady Simpson
landed at Hull and all the
new immigrants were ad-
vised to get off because
they would not be allowed
to disembark at Bytown
where colera was already
a problem.

On the dock—weculdn't
you know, our friend Ned
O'Hagan was there pro-
moting passengers to
come to Aylmer, to take
the Emerald at Aylmer for
the Upper Ottawa in Ponti-
ac or Renfrew counties.
Ned met George and ad-
vised him that there was a
good chance to get proper-
ties in the Pontiac, espe-
cially in northern On-
slow, Bristol and Claren-
don where some came and
later abandoned margi-
nal lands.

John (Joan), who didn't
know anything about
money, land, or working
for others, took George's
advice and they followed
Ned to Aylmer. Ned had

newly populated valley.

George and John (Joan)
spent the trip on the wagon
getting acquainted, com-
paring the bleak bald hills
of Tyrone and Armagh
with the thick forests of big
and different trees all
along the St Lawrence and
the Ottawa River. There
seemed to be no end since
they left the Princess Mae
at Grosse Isle.

George still had £51 left
after paying fare, buying
property and purchasing
start up supplies. John
(Joan) had but £26 left and
no known way of earning
anything in this new land
even though she had pur-
chased one hundred acres
for £18. John (Joan) be-
gan wondering how long
she could hold out this dis-
guise, especially with
George who was always
lamenting the loss of his
wife and daughter not

Valentine's Day

How did a beheaded
martyr of the third centu-
ry come to be a symbol of
love associated with Feb-
ruary 147

The story of St Valentine
goes back to the time of the
ancient Reman Empire.
Valentine was a young
monk who lived during
the persecution of Chris-
tians by the Romans and
became known for his aid
and kindness in helping
them.

Working daily in his
garden, he was ap-
proached by a little girl
who askedf or a rose to
take to a sick boy. Return-
ing a few days later, she
told him how happy the boy
was to receive the flower.
After giving the second
flower to the girl, he decid-
ed to visit the sick, the poor
and the lonely and to take
flowers to each of them to
cheer them up. When he
gave help to the persecuted
Christians, it was then
that the Roman Emperor
had him thrown into pris-
on where he was cruelly
treated and finally be-
headed. He was buried on
the Flaminain Way on
the 14th of February 269. A
church was built over his
tomb in 350.

It was the custom in
those ancient days to cele-
brate February 15th as Lu-
perealia Day, a day of
feasting and gaiety when
young Romans selected
their sweetheart for the
following year. Many of
the old festivals and ritu-
als were adopted into the
Christian religion and
February 14th became
known as St Valentine's
Day. This custom spread
to England and Scotland
and young bachelors
dropped a Valentine mes-
sage on the doorstep of a
maiden. These were prob-
ably the first kind of
greeting card and dates
from the 16th century.

In 1840 Valentines were
produced commercially
in the United States. To-
day hearts and flowers
are a traditional part of
