His reception
was the most hearty of any demonstration in the
history of that city. Thousands of citizens
greeted him, amid the firing of canuon and ring-
ing of bells. il

‘Washington, Feb. 3.—Accounts from Fairfax
Court House, received to-day, say that 'C.ol,
‘Wyndham has justreturned from an expedition
to Warrenton. He surprtsed the town last night,
and while there sent strong patrols to the Rap-
pahannock, at Sulphur Springs and Waterloo.
These patrols fourd no enemy af either place,
and captured at Warrenton 80 stand of' arms,
which he was compelled to destroy, baring no
aneans of transporting them. :

St. Louis, Feb. 3.—Gen. Loan, commanding the
central district of Missouri, has issued orders that
all bushwhackers, guerillas, robbers, Got}feder—

.ate recruiting officers, emissaries assuming to
act under rebel authority, found in that military’
district, shall be promptly executed by the first
. commissioned officer into whose hands they may
be delivered, and all persons knowingly harbor-
ing, or in any way aiding or abetting such par-
ties, shall suffer like punishment, and their
houses be destrayed and all the personal proper-
ity on the premises seized and appropriated for
the indemnification of Union citizens. Any oﬁ"i-
cer failing to promptly execute this order will
be Court marshalled for disobedience of orders.

Cairo, Feb. 3.—Vicksburg dates are of the 30th
ultimo. Gen. Grant had arrived. The work of
widening and deepening the canal is progressing.
The rebels have planted a battery on the Missis-
gippishore which commands the lower end of the
canal.

The Vicksburg Whig, of the 22nd, says that
Longstreet, with 13 brigades, had gone to Ten-
nesse. The gunboat New Era was attacked ‘and
sunk'in the night, near Island No. 10, by Guerillas
with 3 pieces of cannon. The boat returned the
fire with shell, and the conflict lasted till near
daylight, when the rebels retired. Their force
is believed to be between 25 and 35.

The telegraph operator at Paducah reports
that the command at Fort Donalson was attack-
ed at an early hour this morning. At 4 _o’clock
this p.m. the engagement was still going on.
Reinforcements had gone forward.

ExpeoTEp ReFoRM IN THE MANNERS oF PoLimr-

o1ana.—We anticipate during the present session
a marlked reform in the manners and berring of
our public men—at least in the Legislative
Chambers. For some ten or twelve years we
have been reading jand hearing lectures upon
the proprieties of members of Parliament from
ghe party now in opposition. The sins of their
adversaries were long and loudly descanted on,
in a manner which conclusively showed that
those who gave these lessons understood the
whole gamut of constitutional and patriotic
politeness. For instance, how often have we
been shocked by an exposition of the atrocity of
moving an amendment to the address in an-
swer to the speech from the throne; the greater
atrocity of putting into the amendment any “ab-

proposed ; and the final impenitence of & pro-
longed and often adjourned debates. We might
go on with our list of the didactic essays afforded
%o ug, either fverbally or in writing; upon the
other offenses of the late opposition ; but in truth
they are almost summed up in the foregoing,
though in detail spread out over the gession in
want of confidence motions, and other proceed-
ings intended to test the strength or expose the
‘weakness of the Ministry. We think there is
one advaniage of the late change in affairs
which even the warmest friend of the late Min-
istey will not contest—it is that at last we shall
have & constitutional oppesition, who know so
well what is right that they will never do wrong.
‘The address in answer to the speech from the
throne will, we have no doubt, be carried on
Thursday night, after a little peaceful banter on
the part of Mr. Cartier and Mr. Jno. A. Macdon-
ald, In this a tone of dignified deference to the
geontlemen on the Treasury Benches will be mo-
dified by self respecting precautions against it
being understood that they are yet quite
satisfied with the conduct of the Government,
though they intend to give its policy not only a
oandid but even affectionate consideration. Mr
Cauchon, we suppose, will not say a word. If
he does, it will be to deprecate, in his softest
accents, any disposition on the part of his friends
to impede the progress of the business of the
country. When any ministerial measure is
brought down, the utmost attention will be paid
to the explanations offered by its promotors, and
only the most violentattempts at evil doing will
aneet with opposition. No one exceptgentlemen
in charge of ameasure will think of wasting the
time of the country by aspeech of more than five
minutes in duration ; but there may probably be
an exception to this in the case of Mr. Cartier,
who, as he will know more about the intentions
of the drawer of the bill than that person himself,
will naturally assume the explanation, We
should not wonder if the ex-Premier, under the
necessities of this duty, should speak several
times, for several hours at a time. This, how-
ever, will of course forward business. Such we
expect to be the line of conduct pursued by the
present Opposition. They have for years told us
‘what an Opposition should do, and we do not
@oubt that they -will improve the occasion to
«demonstrate their theory in practice.

Blr. BrowN AND Soura OxForp.—A rumour
has been current that Mr. Brown -having
understood tha! it was an objection to Mr. Con-
nor's appointment fo a judgeship that he would
be succeeded by the proprietor of the Globe in
the representation of Souvh Oxford, took steps
to agsure the parties concernea that he had no
intention of offering himself for that constituen-
cy. We learn, from what we believe to be good
authority, that there is no truth whatever in
$hese statements, and that should Mr. Brown
chooge to offer himself for South Oxford, it is not
likely that that there will be any opposition to
his return.

EncLaND AND THE Porm —The news from
England, as we expected, goes far to dispel the
story of a serious offer made by England of pro-
tecticn to the Pope. It appears that the Pope
did jocosely say something te Mr. Russell about
the chances of his having to japply to England
for protection, and that Mr. Russell, as in duty
bound, replied by declaring that His Holiness
would be hospitably received, which was no less
a true than a polite reply. Whatever air of seri-
ousness the story had,seems to have been impart-
ed to it by the French, who, however, themselves
appear to have feared mystification, and to have
couched their remonstrance in language which
might be held to be a banter, however important
the real meaning which it conveyed. There may
be'something more yet 1o be made known ; but
we scarcely think it will turn out that the Bri-
tish Government, while it would certainly offer
the same hospitality to the Pope as to other po-

cntates who have sought British asylum, is

Mg. Ep1Tor,~The time is come when all the
Soverzigns of Kingdoms, which can be in any
sense_considered constitutional, will pronounce
the traditional discourse known as the speech
from the throne. The peoples are expecting,
and listen in the attitude of the companions of
Eneas, as that is described to us by Virgll in
hig first book of the Eneid. Ia fact, from royal
mouths there must come forth eithier Pallas with
her helmet on, or Minerva with her olive branch,
The French are already aware of what they have
to look for. The opening of the session took
place with them yesterday, and you will already
have seen the text of the harangue pronounced
on the occasion of this solemnity. If the Bourse
were really a thermometer of the public opinion,
oreigners, like myself, might conclude that the
Imperial words were not of a kind to produce
tranquillity, for everything in the market has
fallen, from the funds to galvanized Indian Rub
ber. For my part, after reading again, with par-

ticular attention, the Imperial discourse, I can
find in it nothing but the ordinary common
phrases of diplomacy, Two points alone have
any importance—the one having relation to the
Roman question; the other to a subyention
which is to be applied to the funds to be given
to the cotton operatives now out of work. I will
presently return to these points, when I shall
haye spoken to. you ot the ceremonial of the
opening of the session, which took place in the
grand Balle des Etats at the Louvre, and was
performed by the Emperor in person. Cardinals,
Ministers, Members of the Privy Council, Mar-
shals and Admirals presented themselyes on the
steps of the throne. Every one who wore a de-
coration or a ribbon figured in the noble assem-
bly, which was rendered still more brilliant by
the presence of the ladies of the high function-
aries. The official canard informs us that a little
before 1 o’clock the gortege of the Empress, fol-
lowed immediately by that of the Emperor, left
the Tuilleries. The Imperial and other Guards
kept the line from the Clock Tower to the Denon
Tower, where the Emperor alighted. As on all
occasions, the govereign was surrounded by a
crowd of soldiers. The Empress was accompa-
nied by the Prince Imperial, the Princesses Clo-
thilde and Mathilde, Lucien and Anna Murat.
The Emperor entered accompanied by the Princes
of the blood. But let us return to the two sen-

tences of quasi importance in the speech. Asto
the Roman question, I read ;—* Our armies have
¢ defended the independence of Italy without al-

‘lying themselves to revolution, and without al-
“ tering, except on the field of batile, our good
“ relations with the adversaries of one day :

‘“withouf abaudoning the Holy Father, whom
‘ our honour and our past engagements oblige us
# to sustain.””  These wordsappeared to many to
indicate a firmly adopted regolution to prevent
the union of Ifaly, and to give a triamph to
those doting politiciang, Messrs. La Guerroniere
‘and Drouyn de Lhuys. The Italians, therefore,

were sadly cast down by them ; but I who, from
my high land in Brussels, am in the habit of re-
flecting on and commenting on all royal an-

nouncements, do not see the affair in so dark a

intimate conviction, which I think I have already
expressed to you, that, Pius the 9th once dead,
the French Government will consider itself as
free from any engagements to the Papacy, and
that it will oppose no more obstacles to the unifi-
cation of italy, if it ghould happen that at that
epoeh the Italians should still consent to live
united under the sceptre of Vietor Emmanuel . —
As to the proposed appropriation in aid of the
cotton operafives now out of work, I confess
myself to be simply indignant at the degrading
communism which seems moge and more 10 enter
into political ideas.

Frenchmen. The State alone may -cure the avil,
[t will cureit; for it will only cost an extra tax,
and that will hardly appear in the mass, Here
i3 one of the most deplorable examples of the in-
terference of Government in the affairs of its
subjects, and we ¢annot wonder if; after political
education of this kind, the Utopia most_warmly
embraced by the people in .tlmes of
revolution, i3 & ‘communist = Utopia. - The
administration, so soon &g it can do so,
engourages these unfortunate tendencies, by op-
posing itself to the exercise of the initiative pf
the individual. To give but one example~ the
promoter, at Paris, of the subseription for Roxen,
Mr. Boissaye, a'dry goods merchant, had asked
permission to place alms chests in the principal
theatres of Paris, after the example of the West-
ern and Northern railways. Permission was
refused to M, Boissaye under the fallacious pre-
text thatias the theatres were chiefly frequented
by foreigners, it was of consequence to avoid

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! GRAND CONVERSAZIONE OF THE NATU-

RAL HISTORY SOCIETY.

The first Annual Conversazione of the Natural
History Society took placein the rew building
St. Catherine Street last evening, and it afforded
us infinite satisfaction to see so large and fash-
jonable an attendance. The audience in the
first place assembled in the lower hall, which
was very handsomely decorated for the occasion,
the walls being almost covered with paintings,
engravings and drawings, kindly sent by the
members and friends of the Society. The mag-
nificent band of the Royal Artillery was present
by .consent of Col. Danlop, to whom the audi’
ence owe many thanks for the pleasure thus af-
forded. An .overture was played in the early
part of the evening, while the large assemblage
were being accommodated with seats,

On the platform we noticed Dr. Dawson, Rev.
Mr. Kemp, Rev. Dr. DeSola, Dr. Smallwood, J.J.
Day, Esq., Stanley Bagg, Esq., Chairman of the
Conversazione Committee; John Leeming Esq.,

also observed Col. and Lady Rollo, Mr. and Mrs.
Frothingham, Mrs. and Miss Bagg, Mr. Edmon-
stone, J. P. Clark, Esq., Prof. Gibson, Prof.
Rogers, and others present.

Dr. Dawson rose and said,~Ladies and Gen-
tlemen,—I have much pleagure in this eveniug
inaugurating & new feature in the progress of
this Society—our’annual conversazione—-an occa-
sion on which the members of cur association,
with all its beasts, birds and creeping things an-
nounce themselves “at home,” and invite their
friends to ascientific and intellectual feast, which
we hope will continue to grow in interest in
each succeeding year, and will remain as one of
the permanent institutions of the society and of
tae city.

The last oceasion on which we thus entertain-
ed our friends was that of the opening of this
building, an event of the utmost importance in
the history of the society, and which has more
than realized the most sanguine anticipations of
those who promoted the removal of the Society's
collections, and the erection of our new and
commodious apartments. Since that time, our
collections have been largely augmented, many
new members have been added to our list, and
our monthly meetings have been ampty supplied
with interesting communications, many of thewm
marking important steps of progress in the Na-
tural History of Canada. We have now connect-
ed with this Society as members and correspon-
dents, nearly all the working naturalists and
geologists of British America, and our proceed-
ings, published in the “Canadian Naturalist”
have extended the reputation of the Society
throughout the world, and added an immense
mass of valuable facts to the Natural History of
this country. The seven large volumes of our
“Naturalist,” and the numbers constantly appear-
ing, now form an indispensable part of the lib-
rary of every one who studies the Nawral
History of North America. Our  Iabours
have also been appreciated at home.---
The circulation of the  Naturalist” in Canada,
and the fact that it is self-supporting, the large
atteadance at our monthly meetings and public
lectures, and the recognition of the Society by
the Government of the country, as a recipient of
a portion of the sums which Canada, in emula-
tion of the wise liberality of older countries, an-
nually grants for scientific and literary purposes,
all testify to this. We all wish, however, that
the advantages which we offer were still more
largely used. Qur philosophy is not of that
kind which shuts itself up in pedantic exclusive-
ness. We regard the study of nature as the
common heritage of all, and desire to open up to
every one, from the little child upward, its beau-
ties and itd uses. Placed, as I am, at the head of
an educational institution in which all branches
of learning are represented, it does not become
me, on ordinary occasions, to maguify my own
special office as a teacher of Natural Science, or
to insist on_the reasons which have induced me
to prefer in my own case the study of nature to
other means of improving my mental powers and
rendering myself useful to my fellow men. But
here, as an officer of this Society, I may be per-
mitted, without disparagement to other kinds of
useful knowledge, to state some special claims of
the study of nature.

And first1 would say on this subject, that
the study of na tive is eminently fitted to deve-
lope all our higuer powers by reasoning on just
prianiples, this i3 absolutely undeniable, and
might pe stated still more strongly. Man i3 the
only creature on our globe fitted to comprehend
nature, and in his primitive state of innocence
nature was his only book ; and just as among
lower creatures, every one ig specially adapted
toits ' conditions of life, go there is a special
adaptation of the powers of man, created in the
image of his Maker, to thatlsystem of things pre-
sent in-all it3 parts from the same Almighty
mind. Practical experience confirms this infor-
ence. What more fitted than natural objects
to call forth the exercise of the powers of obser-
vation, what to develope a more nice power of
discrimination, what to train to all the intricacies
of contingent reasoning. - The man who has dis-
ciplined his mind by the thorough study of any
department of nature, who kas gathered together
and scrutinized its minute facts, who has by
caréful induction learned from them general
truth, who has mastered, as far as our limited
intellects may, the plan of the creator in any
portion of his works, has thereby gained a men-
tal training more godlike in its character, than
any that can be learned from art or human liter-
ature, bacause he has been following 1n' the foot-
steps not of man, but of G .d.

Farther, natural science grasps within itself
the essence of many other departments of cul-
ture. All the higher literature and more espe-
cially the literature of the sacred books and of
the more ancient nations, is imbued with nature.
All true art has its foundation in the higher art
of creation, The principles of mathematical and
physical seience have more of their highest ap-
plications in the mineral, the plant, and the ani-
mal; and geology presses into its service the
results of almost every kind of inquiry as to
material things. For this reagon, while nothing
can be more simple than the mere elements of
the knowledge of nature, nothing can be more
intricate or abstruse than its higher questions ;
nothing is more suited to convince & man of his
own ignorance, or to prevent him, from resting
in & limited range of acquirement, or from re-
maining satisfied with the rude attempts of man
to imitate the perfect beauty and adaptation of
natural things. :

Again; the modes of investigation in Natural
Histwory bear a direct relation to these modes. of
thought which are most necessary in the ordin-
ary work of life, Observation, comparison,
reasoning from cause to effect, and thus a rela-
tion to the means by which the author of
nature carries on his vast operations, are the

leading pursuits of the npaturalist; and
theic ‘effect in producing an acute, yet
comprehensive - style of thought, is con-

spicuous in the lives and works of all emin-
ent students of nature. Nor is there anything in
Natural History calculated to engender pedantry
or conceit. The naturalist works in the presence
of mysteries of life and structure which he cannot
fathom, and which, therefore, teach him humility.
He is only the interprefer of that which he can-
not imitate, and he is willing, in attesting his
facts, tosit at the feet of any one who can inform
him in respect to the thousands of ordinary phe-
nomena open to the investigation of every person
who observes.

Lastly, the revelation of God in nature, like
that in His word is thrown around us in such a
way that while a little child may learn much of
it, the powers of the highest intellect are tasked
1n reaching its higher truths, and in correcting
the errors in which carelessness and ignorance
envelop it.—These two great revelations are twin
products of the Divine mind : the one the study
of Man in innocence ;,the other the safety of Man
fallen : and it i3 true that he who loves God
most will appreciate nature most; he who
knows nature best, must best understand
its Author, To disparage the study of
nature &§ inferior to any other means
of culture is to evince the littleness of 2 mind
to those of God, or the impiety of & mind that
that has no wish to magnify the works which
men behold as the internal manifestation of the
spiritual creation, that cannot see the attributes
of the Maker in the work of his hands.

But I must not follow such thoughts further,
and shall close by earnestly inviting all who are
present thig evening, to unite wilh us in exloring
the wonders that are spread everywhere around
us in nature and assuring them that in this
matter a little knowledge i3 not a dangerous,
but on the contrary, & pleagant and profitable
thing ; and that while in Oanada, there is scope
for many more teachers than we now haye, there
is still more ample scope for all who may desire
to understand and enjoy the results of their
labours, :

After some more music by the band, Dr. Daw-
son introduced to the audience the Rev. A. F.
Kemp, who said :—

Ladies and Gentlemen,—It affords me very
great pleasure, indeed, to be here thig evening.
I have a great love for natural scienge, and
I am present on this occasion to say such words
on that subject as shall occur to me. The culti-
vation of Natural Science is, as I take it, a very
impertant department of learning, but a8 Dr.
Dawson hgs already stated that to you so well,
I shall say nothing further on that particu-
lar point.” I have said thatI haye a g:eat liking
for Natural science, and I am sure many of you
have also. A great many people like nothing
but what they can turn to profit; but the unso-
phisticated are not so. Andso we see a great
love for Natural Science in children, who like to
touch things. If they see anything that excites
theix curiogity they like to enquire into it. I like

,to see & man who will not rest satisfied
unless he knows all that lies within the boun-
dagieg of human knowledge. The relation of
one thing to another must he known before we
can come to accurate conclusions ; but if you
note gall the facts which pertain to Natural
Science, and understand the relation they. bear
to one another, then your deductions will be
preity correct. Now in Natural Science there
are a great many departments, and an infinite
variety of subjects to investigate, Whatever
one fancies, that he may choose, Some persons
like to run after butterflies, but for my part I
shrink from sticking pins through these little
creatures. But some tastes lie in one direction,
and some in another, and so some people like to
devote their attention to that department which

James Ferrier, jr., Rsq., C. Robb, Esq; and we

department which pertains to what I might call
sensual life—that is to the vegetable world. In
pursuing the study of this department, you have
8 great source of physical exercize, and a means
of invigorating the mind. The department then
to which I have turned my attention, chiefly be-
cause it wag “ cume-at-able,” is Botany, and I
know of nothing which has given me greater
pleasure than this study ; I do not know that
there were any times when I have had greater
satisfaction, than when engaged in pursuing the
investigations which pertain to thig little depart-
ment. In these studies one meets with some
odd adventures. I remember once when I was
at the Bermudas, and had a little time to spore,
I was in the habit of riding round under the
cliffs, and when I saw anythiug peculiarly in-
teresting or beautiful, I ‘was excedingly anxious
to get atit. Well, one day when I wag riding
round to see what I could find, as I was looking
over into the water, I saw something very bright,
and I feasted my eyes upon its beau-
tiful hues. Oh! if I could only get
that I thought, what joy I would have ; and as

Twras not a very good diver, T got & long stick,
and worked away, and at last I caught it, and
when I pulled up my prize what do you think it
was ? A bit of a soldier’s red coat. (Laughter,)
But I had the pleasure of being surprised. When
you pass & pool of stagnant water, and see it cov-
ered with & green substance, you think that 1t is
not very nice, and would not like to handle that
substance and examine it, or to drink the water
under it. But when you really become acquaint-
ed with the creatures which float there you see
that they are full of beauty, beauty which is not
exceeded by that of any other object in natural
history, and you find that they have been sent
tl?ere to supply an antidote to the poisonous efflu-
via which might rise from the water. They live
on the carbon of the carbonic acid gas, and set
t‘re:e the oxygen, and solwhen a pocl is covered in
this manner, you will find no effluvia, and infact
yoa might drink the water with safety.

The Rev. gentleman toen gaid that he had
made some sketches of the beautiful little plants
which  he delighted  to study, and went
on . to explain ' them, affording much
amusement and instruction 10 his hearers. Al-
though he had devoted himself to the minisiry,
he felt equally bound to do all in his power to

unfold the page of creation which has been laid
before us.

Dr. De Sola then addressed the audience.
He said :—

Ibelieve that no member of the N. H. S. will
regret that it was decided to hold this pleasant
jovial meeting hers when he looks around and
sees how readily and numerously the friends of
the Society have come forward thig evening to
show their interest in it. And I am sanguine
enough to believe that all who have come to-
night are friends of the Society, and wish us God
speed in our efforts to promote its objects. And
I am also sanguine enough to believe, as a con-
sequence, that those days in which the Natural
History _Society only vegetated, and in which
even this vegetable existence wag scarcely
known to the public, are past, forever, past with-
out recall, At the same time, I do not forget
that though the claims of natural science are be-
coming better understood, still much misconcep-
tion a3 to its ends still exist, and some branches
which this institution favors are even now re-
#arded with suspicion, if not with positive dis-
like, by many worthy persons, who unaccounta-
bly fancy tuat the cause of revealed truth may be
injured by them. This is no occasion fully ‘to
examine such an objection. We can only say
to such timid persons, become members of this
Society, and judge for yourself what powerful
support science has given revelation with refer-
ence to this misconception. I may go further
and say, that had carpers at holy writ been better
naturalists, and possessed greater knowledge of
physical'science, they had not written half the
fallacies they have. Thus, if the writer of a re-
cent publication entitled—¢ A Critical examing-
tion of the Pnet”—(called critical, perhaps, be-
cause there i3 no evidence of fair criticism in
it)—on the same principle that a worthy son
of Erin called himself rich becauge his money
could not be counted; if ths writer, I say,
bad only been a working ‘member of
Natural History Society of Montreal, I am sure
that at least some of his objections would not
have been started, but he would have recoiled at
their absurdity. As an example, when he puz-
zles himself with one of his favorite arithmetical
propositions, If 600,000 menin London, require
80 much fuel, how much did 600,000 Israelites
require in the dessert, where trees are fow ;8
member might remind him that the genus homo
amidst the fogs:, damp and cold of London, re-
quires a little more caloric than the genus homo
travelling under the burning sun of Arabia—that
to cook tle bread and roast-beef of old England
requires & little more fuel for their cooking than
the manna, the food of the Israelites, and whick
was melted by the mere heat of ithe sun. We
could also whisper to him a few secrets about
animal fuel,.snch as the Arab even now prepares
in the dessert, and referred to by the prophet
Ezekiel. We might say something tco of the
changes taking place in the face of the physical
world, of Lebanon, now barren and once covered
with trees, of the present sterility of parts of
Palestine, formerly most productive and prosper-
ous, and show that even the wood fuel they had,
was not absolutely required—nay, we might give
him a rule-of-three sum in return, and say, if
60,000 persons required so much fuel jin Arabia
and 80 much in Tiandan, b fa e s e iiioad
number of persons in these northern regions of
Canada. can find cord-wood enough for their sup-
ply, when so yast a proportion of these are
needy persons and have oaly enoagh to supply
their wants from day to day. We will volunteer
the reply also. The reply is one, which all the
researches of this Society into the Eternal works
of -the natural order, as well as the holy book,
gives us, it is that the hand of God never works
short, but every thing and every one bears incon-
trove. tible testimony to the infinite power, wis-
dom and benevolence of the Creator of nature.
I trust my reference may be excused. It was
simply in illustration of the needlessness of the
alarm of some timid ones - and as demonstrative
of the truths that science is the true friend and
supporter of :eligion, and that, therefore, this
and kindred institutions should enjoy the un-
bounded confidence of the community.

In inviting an accession of numbers to our
ranks, we think that this Society, as pioneer in
the development of Natural History in this
country .as originater of the present Geologi-
cal Society of Canada—for this Natural History
Society was certainly first to move here

—we believe it has sowme claims on every
Canadian. = A certain amount of ' progress
has followed on it efforts, an acces

sion of scientific talent has been made, and when

- I mention the name of a Dawson, a Logan, a

Hunt, and a Billings, I think you will conclude
with me that we number among us those of
whom any Society even in Europe might be
proud, We know that in a young community
like ours where nearly all are engaged in those
pursuits which leave little time for Scientific re-
searches, we need not hope for a very large num-
ber able to take an active part in the primary
object of this Society. But this will not always
be the state of things, and we should therefore
do something for posterity, we can at least lay
up materials for instruction ready for use when
they shall be wanted, and if we only do this, we
shail be doing an important work for which
coming generations will thank us. But we are
in fact doiag mo:e than this. The efforts of the
members as they are becoming progressively
greater are also becoming better appreciated. The
Society is becoming so ravorably known that we
may hope to see it yet bearing relation to all
the British American Provinces as the British
Museum bears to the mother country.
We therefore ask all who can to come and
aid us in realizing our agpirations which are
chiefly those of the original founders of this
Society—that of extending the knowledge of
Natural History in particular, and of the Physi-
cal Sciences in general around us, so that our
labors may redound to the credit not only of this
growing city, but of this growing colony ; and
above all, that these labors may be additional
testimony to the truth that the Hand that made
us is Divine, even the Hand of Him whose power,
wisdom and henevolence are clearly revealed to
us in all that is around.

The audience wera then invitad tw Din Daw-
son 10 par%sﬁ:e of the refreshments which had

been provided, and they dispersed through the
building, amusing themselves according to th eir
fancy. Up stairs a number of powerful micro-
scopes were exhibited, and the objects explained
by E. Murphy, Esq, and the band at intervalg
played some very fine selections. We are sure
that all who were present must have thoroughly
enjoyed themselves, and we hope that this meet«
ing may he the means of awakening a greater
interest in the proceedings of the Society, which
we wish all success.

NATURAL HISTORY SQCIETY,

OrbiNARY MeETING, Feb. 2, 1863.—Principal
Dawson, the President, in the Chair. The fol-
lowing papers were read : .

1. Onthe Land and Fresh-water Mollusca of
Lower Canada, with thoughts on their connec.
tions with the Post-pliocene fossils of the St.
Lawrence Valley, and on the general geographi-
cal distribution of Animals and Plants in Cana-
da, by J. F. Whiteaves, Ksq , F.G.S.

.The object of the author was to restore the
character of Fresh-water and terrestrial Mollus
can fauna of Canada in its geographical distribu-
tlon and the probable conregtion of this with the
physical changes of the laterTestiary and modern
periods of - geology. Mr. Whiteaves regarded
Canada not as a distinct Zoological and Botani-
cal province, but as including portions of the
provinces of the Hastern and Western States,
and the sub-Arctic Province. He noticed the
distribution of our Mullugks in these provinces ;
and the fact of the exteusion of seme of them
into Western America and Europe, bringing this
fact into relation with the probable vics itud @
of land and wate: in the more recent geological
periods, ;

2. On the parallelism of the Quebec group
with the Lower Llandeilo of England and Aus-
tralia ; and on some new or little known specics
of Palezoic Fossils. By E. Billings, Esq.
F.G.S.

Mr. Billings explained the position of the Uan-
adian Survey, in reference to the views which it
meaintained with respect to the age of the Quebec
group, and in connection with some fossil re-
mains still further confirming ihese views; re-
ferring to the discovery of similar rocks holding

pertains to animal life, For my part I like that ,

fossils of the game lPeoios, by McCQoy in the gold

regions of Australia; and also to the recent ob-

servaties of Harkness and Salter on the Skiddaw

rocks, whereby it appeared that these were iden-

tical in age with the Llandirlo series and also

with the Quebec group.

3—BY DR. T. STERRY HUKT, F.R.9., ON THE GOLD DE~
POSITS OF CANADA.

Dr. Hunt mentioned the first discovery of gold
in the Chaudiere Valley by Gen. Baddeley in
1835, and the subsequent investigations of the
Geological Survey, and of others, in 1848-52,
which had shown that the sand and gravel over
a great area of Eastern Canada occupying the
hill-country and the region southeast to the froc-
ter was gold bearing. He described some of the
quartz beds in the slates as giving promising
quantities of the precious metal, but said that the
attempts as yet made to work the gold had be n
by washing the sand and gravel. In 1851-52
the Canada Gold Mining Company washed the
gravel for about an acre, with an average depth
of two feet, on a flat at the junction of the
Chaudiere and River du Loup, and got from this
about 5000 pennyweights of gold, valued at over
$4300. The gross expenses of working were a
little over $3500. This amount of gold is equal
o one and three-quarter grains (13) to the
bishel of earth. He did not think that the
gravel hizh up in the banks of the
rivers would be so rich as that on the
alluvial flats, but it had been shown that
even at fifty feet gold was found throughout the
clay and sand. The gold of this region has a
fineness of 864 to 892 thousaudths. The true
way of working these deposits Dr. Hunt con-
ceived to be by whatis called the hydraulic
method - generally practiced in California. In
this way, water is brought by canals or aqueducts,
sometimes for many miles, and & stream of an
inch or two, with a head ofsixty or seventy
feet, ig directed by a hose pipe against the bank
of clay, sand, and gravel, which are cut down
and washed into the valleys, covering the gold
behind. The water performs the work of exca-
va'ing, transporting and washing all ' at once,
This method has revolutionired the gold working
in California, where several millions of dollars
have been expended in constructing these canals,
which yield great returug on the money invested,
the water being rented to the miners at so much
an inch. Itis said that two men with a proper
jet of water, turn over and wash 1,000 bushels of
earth in a day, and that one-twenty-fifth part of
a grain in' a bushel will pay for extractiug by
this hydraulic method. Many of the tribu-
taries of the Chaudiere du Loup and St. Francis
River, may be readily made available for the
purpoese of constrncting canals with a sufficient
head of water. Dr. Hunt anticipates that before
long the enormous deposits of gold-bearing earth
in Canada will be turned to profit.

ENGLAND AND THE POPE,.

The Globe says that the French version of Mr.
Odo Russell’s interviews with his Holiness was
founded on hearsay. It is not quite accurate.
‘In answer to & remark of the Pope, playful or
otherwise, Mr. Russell assured his Holiness that
England wouldnot refuse him hospitaiity in case
it were required. Subsequently Mr. Russell gave
a more formal assurance., This is very different
from going tu the Vatican with a framed propo-
sal to the Pope that he should forthwith make
Malta the headquarters of the Church.

M, DROUYN DE LHUYS TO THE FRENCH MINISTER IN
ROME.
M. Drouyn de Lhuys  wrote as follows to the
French Minister at Rome on the 2Cth December :
[ have heard in an indirect manner that Mr.
Odo Russell, on being received by the Pope, gave
to his Holiness, in the name of Harl Russell, the
advice to quit italy, adding that, in such case,
her Britannic Majesty’s Goverament would will-
ingly offer to him the island Malta as a place of
residence ; that English vessels would bs at his
disposal ; and that the Pope might rely upon the
eagerness of England to give him in the asylum
that he might accept the conditions of an estab-
lishment worthy of him, The propositions were
made in an official form, adopted for the first time
in the infercourse which Mr. Russell held with
the Heoly See. Mgr. Chigi having come to see
me, [ told him,; in alluding to the above, that [
had learned that we had new auxiliaries and
competitors in the protection which we give to
the Holy See. The Nuncio haying confirmed the
information which had been given me, I added,
while avoiding to take the matter more seriously
than was necessary, that we hoped very much
Petedfdhfuliopuyhieh Wil “aiaidt 18 06 pre-
ference over England, and that we should ask it.
REPLY TO THE FR2NCH MINISTER.
In reply the French Latour d’Auvergne wrote :
I hasten to send you the information which I
have received concerning the proposition made
to the Holy See by Lord Russell to put the island
of Malta at tte disposal of the Pope, in the case
of his consenting to give up Rome to Italy. In
the course of the summer Mr. Odo Russell, who
was ab_ut to take leave, solicited an audienge.
Admitted to the audience, Mr. Russell pleaded
but in decorous terms, the cause of Italian unity,
for the success of which, he said, his govern-
ment entertained the most ardent desire. At the
moment of his taking leave the Holy Father

addressed to him, it seems, without at-
taching to them the least importance,
these words :—-¢ Adieu, dear Mr. Russell,

Who knows if one day I shall not be forced to
go to you to ask for protection ?” Mr. Russell
immediately returned into the cabinet of the
Holy Father, to ask him if he indeed feared that
he should be compelled to quit Rome ; and if; in
that case, he would really be disposed to go to
England ? The Pope very quickly reassured Nr.
Russell, by adding that he was ignorant of the
trials which Providence reserved for him ; but
that for the moment he did notatall dream of re.
moving from Rome. Mr. Odo Russell, who
doubtless reported this conversation to his go-
vernment, giving it, perhaps, more importance
than it really possessed, was immediately sum-
moned to London. On his return to Rome, Mr,
Udo Russell went to Cardinal Antonelli, and

having supported the cause of Italian unity and
the right of Italy to possess Rome, advised the
Pope to quit the Eternal City, and announced
that, in case the Holy Father were disposed to
follow this advice, the English Mediterranen fleet
would be placed at his service to convey him
either to France or to Spain, or to Malta, where
a palace would be put at his disposal, and where
he could wait freely till Italy had pronounced in
relation to his sovereignty. Mr. Odo Russell in
presenting the note of his government to his
Holiness' Secretary of State, authorized him to
make confientially such use of it as he might
think fit. The Cardinal hastened to reply that
he had no use to make of it, seeing that the Pope
did not dream the least in the world of quitting
Rome.The intention of his £minence was to main-
tain complete silence in this matter, 8o s not to
give to the proceeding of Mr. Russell animport-
ance whichit did not possess. But it soon be-
came known, ag Mr. Odo Russell himself spoke
of it to one of the diplomatic employes accredit-
ed to the Holy See. Matters remained there,
however, and Cardinal Antonelli regarded the
incidentas terminated, when, according to what
has been told to me, Mr. Odo Russell again pre-
sented himself) on the occasion of the Christmas
fetes, and informed him that he had received a
‘| private letter from Lord Russell, in which that
minister expreosed his lively regret atseeing that
the Pope was notu disposed to accept his proposi-
tions, adding that he nad reasons to believe that
His Holiness would 1 a very short time find him-
self under the necessity of profiting by them.
