The near-50 per cent figure 1s considered the normal
vote.)

A total of 177 polls are located throughout the
riding with advance polls to be located at 4023
Tupper street (for Westmount) and 2211 Dorchester
street west (for St. George). The advance polls will
be open Saturday, June 18, and Monday, June 22
from 2 p.m. to 10 p.m.

Persons who wish to vote at advance polls must
contact the returning officer, Mr. Murphy, or the
election secretary, Jacques Loranger, to obtain
vote. Reasons for advance vote must be given these
officials.

Shortly after 7 p.m. Wednesday, June 22, one
of two candidates will represent the riding in Pro-
vincial Government for the next four years. The
candidates are:

John Richard Hyde, Liberal, a lawver and re-
tired army brigadier, who has represented the riding
for the last three terms.

Murray Hayes, National Union, vice-chairman
of the City of Montreal Executive Committee and
chairman of the committee on capital expenditures.

They have confidence
in the leaders they freely elect
1o represent them and abhor
any undue limitation of their
freedom and opportunities, Our
geographical situation is such
that we must necessarily be con-
cerned with the safety and de-
fence of the North American
Continent,

The belligerent tone of the In-
vestia editorial is another ex-
ample of Russian cheek and
braggadocio. It will not serve in
the slightest degree to have our
so-called *“‘ruling circles’” mod-
iy their stand. Prime Minister
Diefenbaker's bluntness of
speech should impress both
Khrushchev  and his  servile
press that far from in any way
influencing the fighting Cana-
dian statesman, who is a war
veteran, it will make him and
the Canadian people more deter-
mined to do everything possible
to take the necessary precaut-
ions against a possible Russian
attack,

We are reminded by the Rus-
sian dictator that it is only a
question of time before com-
munism conquers the world and
liquidates capitalisf. That hope
is contained in the Communist

Manifesto — it is a vain one,
since the proud and defiant
democracies — not the least

selves to become the victims of
a totalitarian state that ignores
human values.

S FAR BACK as I can remember, I have always asso-
ciated the Taj Mahal — that famous mausoleum at
Agra, India, built in the mid-17th Century by the Shah
Jehan for his favorite wife — with the more exotic and, in

impressive, Intricate brass-
works, samovars, etchings, ar-
tifices of India, wood carvings
and trinkels en-masse, as well
as a scale model of the Taj
Mahal adorned the room. It
was, I found, a Mecca fre-
quented by Indians, but more
often than not, by white-skin-
ned North Americans seeking
a change from the humdrum
monotony of Westlern living.

Daliph Singh, a tall, dark-com-

plected veterar. of eight years in*®
*the India Army Medical Corps,

told me he and his wife, have
been in Canada eight years, and
prior to opening the Taj Mahal
about two weeks ago, had oper-
ated concessions in night clubs.

Apparently the desire tc become
his own master overtook Mr.
Singh and he, together with Gul-
zar Singh — who he claims is no
relation — opened the Taj Ma-
hal Restaurant,

Mr. Singh told me there were
no other Indian restaurants in

Montreal. He added an enquiry
had been made which disclosed a
great demand for India foods. As

far as North Americans are con-
cerned, the food presents a
“something different” challenge,
he said,

A member of the agricultu-
ral sect — the Jai Sikhs— of
the Punjab region, Mr. Singh,
who is 42, told me through a
liberal mustache and a rather
undernourished vandyke he'd
completed the equivalent to a
senior matriculation, spent
“eight .happy .years” .in .the
army and finally came to Can-
ada to make a new life for
himself and his family,

The realization of the Taj Ma-
hal — a name chosen ‘because
it is most representative of In-
dia’” — appears to be the ultimate
of his desires. He had, he said,
always had a fondness, and what
might be described a knack, for
cooking; and what could be more
certain a venture than a restau-
rant unique in its service and
atmosphere.

I didn't know at the time.

The food of India, Mr. Singh
stated, is not very hot, The lib-
eral use of spices make it appear
to be. In answer to a query, he
replied the Indian people have
the least heart trouble of any
peoples in the world. I thought
for a moment he was making
jest of our ulcer-ridden Western
intestines,

Mr. Singh stated due to clim-
atic conditions the chief food of
India was the vegetable. Meat and
milk are rarely eaten and often
difficult to obtain.

Though the foods which he
prepares here are basically
the same, though the spices
are fundamentally the same,
the finished product is reputed
to be different.

1 was invited to embark upon
an adventure in taste. It was
more a matter of semi-starva-
tion rather than a sense of
adventure which led me to
agree.

Within a relatively short time,
1 found before me on the white
tablecloth a plate of lamb curry
— chunks of lamb bathed in a lib-
eral quantity of sauce, green peas,
rice. It was much like a stew, a
word I discovered not popular
with Indian chefs.

Several moments later, sur-
rounding my main dish, were
three medium-sized saucers and
two which, for lack of definition,
1 call toothpick plates. In one ap-
peared a boiled potatio and boiled
cauliflower in a brown sauce; an-
other contained a mustard-color-
ed sauce; yet another held what
appeared to be the peas without
the pod and thin slices of onion
green in a walery sauce; the
fourth contained chili and the last
boasted what seemed an ochre-

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Courage gave him opporfunify
of painfing Cardinal’s porfrait

When Jonas Norkus, 1214 Greene avenue, a portrait-painter, who was born in
St. Petersburg, Russia, of Lithuanian parents, presented himself at the palace of the
Archbishop of Montreal with a painting of Cardinal Leger, he didn't expect that it could
result in an hour and a half sitting with the eminent prelate.

Why a sitting? — on wonders,
since the artist had a portrait
with him. The answer is that
Norkus brought with him a can-
vass, on which the image of the
Cardinal was painted, but it was
not done after the original model.
Norkus used photographs and
films to paint this one and used
it as a sort of door-opener, hoping
to get the Cardinal to pose for
him eventually, Now everyone
knows that it was the most dif-
ficult thing on earth. Tke Cardinal
sternly refused any proposals to
sit for a portrait. Yet, that fact
did not put our painter off, and
taking the courage in both hands
he rang the palace bell.

One of the secretaries look-
ed at the picture and com-

mented that the likeness was
remarkable indeed, but the
eyes were not ‘quite, quite

right. After a moment’s hesi-
tation he told the hopeful pain-
ter,
obtain an audience for you.’
This is how, a month later the
painter was summoned before
His Eminence who granted
him only 15 minutes of his
time. It was the first of July
and a hot, sweltering day.
Cardinal Leger became so in-
terested in the changes being
made on the spot by the artist
that he consented to sit for
him quite a while longer.

“I admired His Eminence —"
recalls Norkus. ‘It was so warm,
that if it
ject, I would have asked for
postponement, for it was trying
even for me., Yet I was lightly
dressed, while the Cardinal wore
an ermine cape and his clothes

were thick and heavy. He was
a perfect model though, never
fretted or complained, and I

could do a good job.”

The portrait, completed after
another sitting, hangs now in the
Rectory of the Church of the
Ascension of Our Lord on Sher-
brooke street west, along with
that of Monsignor Lapointe, whom
the artist painted as well.

It was a great triumph, for it
was a cherished ambition of
Jonas Norkus to paint the Cardi-
nal. At that time he was a resi-
dent of Canada for over six
vears, and he fulfilled his dream
a year ago.

Soon afterwards, the Cardinal
told the painter that he would
sit for him again, wanting this
time to pose from the beginning
of the sketches. In the mean-
time, Norkus presented him with
a portrait of His Holiness Pope
John the 23rd, which adorns now
the walls of the Audience Room.
The Cardinal said only one thing
about the painting: ‘it is just
perfect.’

Referring to the second por-
trait of Cardinal Leger, I am
inclined to believe that it is
a better piece of work than
the first one, although the first
one is excellent, they say. The
artist has a special way with
the eyes, they seem to reflect
the depth of one's soul and it
is as if a live person was look-
ing at us. Maybe because the
Cardinal posed for the other
one from the very beginning,
the artist was better acquaint-
ed with him, and could depict
his personality in a better,
more profound way.
Some of Norkus' works

already quite well-known in
Montreal, for instance the
centre-piece of the new Russian-
Catholic Church. It is an ‘icon’
of the Immaculate Heart of
Mary, while another one, that
of St. Jerome is hanging in the
Greek-Orthodox Church,

fessors will prevent a repeti-
tion.

Apart from public bribery
the protessors had some very
hard things to say about the

corruption of the minds and
conscience of the electorate.
There is the technique that

Hitler employed which meant
the continuous repetition of a
known lie until at least part
of the electorate fel] for it, Or
there is the use of a myth.
Hitler's appeal to blood and
soil was another of his tech-
niques. It has been used over
and over in Quebec polities
till it is very difficult for me
as a Quebecker to think
honestly about my own Pro-
vince, Autonomy is a case in
point — bound to win votes
for any party. Calling an op-
ponent a Communist is another
favorite election dodge which
can be classed as a myth be-
cause in nine cases out of ten
it has no basis in fact. The
professors say “Cultivation of
myths is immora]l because it
destroyvs truth, mind's most
important asset. It degrades
the intelligent. enslaves man,
canalizes the blind energy of

mobs and renders them
dangerously tractable in the
hands of agitators and de-
migogues,”

What can we do about all

this in our Province? For one
thing we could work towards
the break up of our over-large
cily constiluencies. The coun-
try constituencies are not ioo
small, but it is absurd that the
man representing 5.000 voters
should be on a level with a
man representing 25,000, If
our voting units were smaller
we might get to know the men

who represent us. A second
line of attack is to atiend
political rallies and ask intel-
ligent questions. A citizen is
one who is as well informed
about public alfairs as about
his own. The English word
“idiot” is  derived from a
Greek word which means "‘a

man who takes no inlerest in
public affairs.” Perhaps part
of the fault lies in the apathy
of our Churches, the members
of our congregations.

For the present election we
can do little to inform our-
selves; and I am afraid when
the election is over we shall
sink back into the apathy of
the past. One hopeful sign is
that the {wo professors have
written another book on
the Christian and the elections
and that 30,000 copies have
been sold. One of my French
friends proposes to express his
disapproval of Quebec politics
by turning in a ballot marked
“Non’,

A citizens' advisory commit-
tee has been set up to study the
need for and the possibility of
expansion of the Salvation
Army's Catherine Booth Mater-
nity Hospital, it was announced
by top Salvatica Armiy and hos-
pital personnel. 5

N.D.G. Counciller Ross Da-
vidson disclosed the need for
hospital expansion was impress-
ed upon Salvation Army officials
a year ago by the hospital me-
dical board, West End residents
and councillors. A decision is
expected in September.

Described as ‘‘old and over-
crowded,"”” the hospital, which is
located on Walkley avenue, has
a fd-bed capacity.

Dr. R. M. Parsons, Medical
Superintendent of the Catherine
Booth Hospital, said there was
an appavent lack of space for
the modern equipment needed
for efficient hospital operation.

He added 2,700 patients were ad-
mitted in 1959 and the mortality
rate was nil. “The only way
to increase facilities is by taking
more space,”’ Dr. Parsons con-
tinued; ‘“‘but tlis is not avail-
able.'"

“In a malernity hospital,”
he explained, “you must not
only treat the patients for
their condition, you must alse
be prepared to treat them for
the complications which may
arise from the pregnancy,
such as a miscarriage."” The
doctor intimated such services
require sufficient space and
equipment,

Salvation Army Brigadier, W,
Ross, stated an expansion pro-
gram cannot go ahead without
the green ligh' from the ad-
visory committee. He added,
however, should the committee
decide that a program of ex-
pansion is necessary, the Salva-
tion Army will not be governed
by the committee’'s decision but
guided by it.

‘“‘Before committing ourselves
to any definite statements on
expansion,”’ the Brigadier con-
tinued, “we will await the find-
ings of the committee.”” He
added the advisory group ‘may
come up with any number of
recommendations.”” Brig. Ross
said the current study has a
corporate stamp of approval and
added the final decision will be
made on corporate levels.

George Brown, member of
the Board of Health and Na-
tional Union candidate in the
N.D.G. riding who was present
at the meeting, stated that in
the event that the need for
expansion be established, he
would seek grants from the
Federal and Provincial Gov-
ernments for the hospital pro-
gram — if he is elected.

Contrary to public opinion, the
number of unwed mothers in the
Catherine Booth Hospital was
placed at less than one per cent
of the total number of patienis
admitted. Councillor Davidson
stated the popular, though mis-
guided, conception of the hos-
pital was that it served ouly
unwed mothers.

She credited
the Open Door Society, an organ-
ization formed by white parents
with adopted children of mixed
racial background, for chalking up
