Stevens as Minister of Trade and Commerce and chairman of 

the Royal Commission on Price Spreads and Mass Buying.
Mr. Stevens announced today he had tendered his resignation, to 

Premier R. B. Bennett, but had had no reply. A flood of speculation 
at once arose over the consequences of this act.

Word that the position of Mr. Stevens was discussed at cabinet 
meetings yesterday and the day before came as a surprise. Difficulties 
had been freely predicted following the publication of the now famous 
Stevens’ pamphlet on the disclosures in the price spreads investiga­
tion, but as the months passed by no action was taken and Mr. Stevens 
announced the inquiry would proceed next week. Some quarters took 
it for granted the storm had passed over.

A statement from the Prime Minister was eagerly awaited in political 
circles in the Capital, as all across Canada speculation arose as to the 
future of Mr. Stevens, who announced he would retain his seat in the 
House of Commons. He also declared he would continue as a Conserva­
tive.

MACKENZIE KING LEFT 
TODAY FOR PARIS.

London, Oct. 27.—After spend­
ing three weeks in England, W. L. 
MacKenzie King, Canadian Liberal 
leader, left London today for Paris. 
He intends to spend a short time in 
France and Italy before returning 
to Canada by way of the Mediter-

mite. Wide publication of the famous 
pamphlet despite its official sup­
pression had paved the way by 
bringing Mr. Stevens and his work 
forcibly before the public.

The question of who will succeed 
Mr. Stevens in the cabinet is one 
which must be settled shortly. His 
resignation deprives British Colum­
bia of its- representative, and if 
possible a man from that province 
will be chosen. Grote Stirling, mem­
ber for Yale, is mentioned as a 
likely minister, but whether he 
would take over the Trade and Com­
merce Department is very doubtful.

In the interval it is expected Hon. 
R. J. Manion, Minister of Railways 
and Canals, will he acting Minister. 
Dr. Manion has been absent from his 
office owing to illness, but is return­
ing to work on Monday.

In announcing his resignation Mr. 
Stevens complained bitterly about 
the disclosure of proceedings at ca­
binet meetings yesterday. He charg­
ed some unnamed members of the 
Government with talking to the 
press, but insisted he would still 
adhere to his oath of secrecy. While 
he claimed newspaper accounts of 
the cabinet meeting were distorted, 
he declined to reveal what took 
place.

PRINCE URGES 
YOUTH TO JOIN 
PEACE CRUSADE

Ottawa, Oct. 27.—Two definite 
steps in the organizing of the Bank 
of Canada have now been taken 
with the appointment by the Gov­
ernment of a deputy governor and 
the announcement by the provision­
al board of directors of the date 
of the first general meeting of 
shareholders. J. A. C. Osborne, sec­
retary of the Bank of England, will 
occupy the post of deputy governor. 
The shareholders of the bank will 
hold their first meeting on January 
23.

Mr. Osborne, who is fifty-two 
years of age, has been with the “Old 
Uady of Threadneedle Street” for 
the past thirty years. In that period 
he has served in many capacities 
and comes to the Bank of Canada 
with a wide knowledge of interna­
tional banking practice and organiz­
ation. His" term of appointment in 
this country is for five years, with 
the proviso that he may return to 
England within that time, if he can 
conveniently be spared.

Synchronizing with this an­
nouncement came another from Fin­
ance Minister E. N. Rhodes that a 
French-Canadian would shortly be 
named to fill the post of assistant 
deputy governor.

The decision to call the first gen- 
j eral meeting of the shareholders of 

Bank of Canada together on Janu­
ary 23 was made Thursday when 
the provisional directors, under the 
chairnmnship of Dr. W. C. Clark, 
Deputy Minister of Finance, met. 
The provisional directors at present 
are all high officials of the Finance 
Department, who will serve without 
remuneration until the general 
meeting elects the seven required by 
statute.

Two of the seven must be drawn 
from the primary industries, two 
from commerce and manufacturing 
and the remainder from other voca­
tions. Each shareholder will be fur­
nished with a list of the other 
shareholders and nomination blanks, 
which must be returned by Decem­
ber 5.

FOR ATTACK ON 
MARIANNA GIRL

RESIGNATION CAUSES 
POLITICAL SENSATION

CABINET DIFFERENCES RESULT IN 
RESIGNATION OF TRADE “ _

Body, Shot and Mutilated with 
Knives, Brought into Court­
house Square at Marianna, 
Fla., Today and Strung from' 
Limb of Tree.

Marianna, Fla., Oct. 27—A negro 
accused of killing a white woman 
met death at the hands of a mob 
during the night after a crowd of 
several thousand had gathered to 
see the lynching.

The body of the negro, Claude 
Neale, shot and mutilated with 
knives, was brought into the court­
house square here early today and 
strung from the limb of a tree.

He was siain in a woods on the 
banks of the Chipola River and his 
body dragged several miles behind 
an automobile to the Greenwood 
home of George Cannidy, whose 
twenty-three-year-old daughter Lola 
was attacked and slain last week. 
There a dozen or more shots were 
pumped into the body and it was 
further mutilated by knives.

Neale had been taken from the 
jail at Brewton, Ala., early yester­
day and held captive near here, 
while word was spread from “all 
white folks” to come and see the 
lynching. During the early part of 
the night, several thousand people 
gathered at Greenwood.

The crowd was so large that its 
leaders decided not to kill the negro 
immediately. The mob then began 
to break up. While hundreds of 
persons lingered at the Cannidy 

, home for the negro to be brought 
' there, however, others slipped him 
into the woods and killed him.

Whether the negro was shot to 
death and mqtilated afterward or 
whether he died in agony from his 
wounds could not be determined.

After the body had lain in the 
Cannidy yard for some time, it was 
fragged into Marianna and hoisted 
n the square.

The sudden appearance of the 
jody ended a night of suspense and

Youth of English-Speaking De­
mocracies Can Play Vital Part 
in Promoting International Un­
derstanding, Declares Wales.

Read 
by the toastmaster at the dinner, 
John W. Davis, former United 
States Ambassador to Great Brit­
ain, the message said:

“The endeavour of the youth of 
the English-speaking democracies 
should be directed to promoting not 
only their mutual interests but also 
international understanding as the

STEVENS ANSWERS CRITICS 
OF ACTIVITIES AT PROBE

Ottawa, Oct. 27. — Hon. H. IT. 
Stevens, who has resigned from the

LEGAL ASPECT OF MIXED 
MARRIAGES IS DISCUSSED

Toronto, Oct. 27.—Delegates to 
the Baptist convention of Ontario 
and Quebec today found the sub­
ject of mixed marriages holding a 
prominent place in the thoughts of 
officials as they departed for their 
homes. The report of the Grande 
Ligne mission, presented at the 
closing sessions yesterday, precipi­
tated discussion on dissolution of 
mixed marriages by the court of 
Quebec.

Dissolution of such marriages on 
canonical grounds was found by 
the. report, to present “a disturbing 
element in the, life of the commun­
ity from the standpoint of Protes­
tant ministers.” The report fore­
saw far-reaching results if Rev. 
Victor Rahard, pastor of the French 
Anglican Church, Montreal, is con­
victed on the blasphemous libel 
charge against him.

Implications of a decision against 
Rev. Mr. Rahard, the report con- 
timied, “Will' be practically that 
religious discussions which criticize 
the teachings of the Roman Church 
are illegal in Quebec.” Following 
the charge against the Montreal 
pastor, the report said, daily re­
quests were made to the mission 
for French Bibles “by Roman 
Catholics and others.”

The report, he explained, recom­
mends pooling of rail and road 
traffic earnings and the apportion­
ing of them according to fixed quo­
tas determined by their earnings in 
1930, which is regarded as an aver­
age year. “Changes in rate and 
tariff structures may be necessitated 
by the move and many other details 
will have to be worked out, but the 
recommendation is generally regard­
ed as one of the soundest solutions 
of traffic problems yet presented.”

Canadians are now buying higher 
grade linen goods than formerly and 
this country is a good customer of 
Northern Ireland in this trade, in 
return Northern Ireland is purchas­
ing larger supplies of Canadian 
lumber, made possible by increased 
activity in the building trade.

Quebec Man Killed Five Members 
of His Family to Prevent Them 
Suffering Indignity After 
Murder of Postal Inspector.

Quebec, Oct. 27.—Some inexpli­
cable quirk in the brain of Oscar 
Bilodeau that led him to kill mem­
bers of his family so they would 
not suffer from any act of his led 
to one of the worst tragedies in 
Quebec’s history, it was revealed 
today as details of the mass slaying 
of six persons here Thursday came 
to light.

The gas-tortured war veteran, 
who ran hmok and blazed a trail of 
blood from St. Therese De Beau- 
port to Quebec City, leaving six 
dead, five of them immediate rela­
tives and the other J. Oscar Fiset, 
divisional postal superintendent, 
was being subjected to a careful 
quizzing by police today before be­
ing turned over to alienists for 
mental examination. Meanwhile, 
two more of his victims, Postmas­
ter J. G. L. Morin and Moise Joli- 
coeur, senior mail clerk, were re­
ported progressing favorably from 
wound®.

The knowledge that his family 
would suffer indignity after he kil­
led the postal superintendent be­
cause of a fancied wrong done him 
led to the five other killings, the 
man is reported to have told police.

Walking into the Quebec Post 
Office Bilodeau, former mail car­
rier and prospector, suddenly be­
gan firing. The three officials fell, 
one of them mortally wounded. 
Then, while frightened employees 
fled screaming, he slumped down 
into a chair and began mumbling 
into a telephone. It was this way 
that constable Patrick Korrigan, à 
rookie on the force, found him. The 
young constable, who has been 
cited for his bravery, jumped on 
the killer and rushed him off to 
headquarters.

There the story of the rest of the 
killings was bared. Bilodeau told 
police he had killed his two sisters, 
Marie Bilodeau, 63, and Rosalie 
Bilodeau, 62, and his niece, Yvette 
Gauvin, 21, in the woods near St. 
Therese. He led them to the bod­
ies.

After his return he said he had 
also killed his two nephews, Gaston 
Gauvin, 20. and Fernand Gauvin, 
18. Then began a search for the 
two bodies that lasted into the next 
day.

Ottawa, October 27.—Hon. H. H. Stevens has resigned as Minister 
of Trade and Commerce from the Bennett administration and 
as chairman of the Price Spreads and Mass Buying Commission. 

His resignation was placed in the hands of Premier R. B. Bennett *t 
12:45 noon yesterday.

The famous pamphlet issued early in August by Mr. Stevens had 
been made the centre of innuendos against him, said Mr. Stevens 
today. The inquiry of which he was chairman was into a system of 
economics and methods of merchandising and not an inquiry into 
individual firms.

As his resignation had been discussed in (he public press, both 
last evening and this morning, it was only in justice to himself he 
should make a statement, he said.

Shown the statements in the press this morning and last night, Mr. 
Stevens stated that in his opinion the public were not interested in nor 
would they be swayed by vague legal technicalities.

“I discharged my duties,” he said, “which were most onerous and 
difficult, for a period of nine months, to the best of my ability, without 
in any way sparing myself, and I deny absolutely the alleged improprie­
ties in my conduct.

“It must be born in mind that this

was an inquiry into a system of 
economics and methods of mer­
chandising and not an inquiry into 
individual firms, and names of per­
sons were only mentioned where it 
was necessary to do so to disclose 
methods followed and practices in­
dulged in.

“Furthermore, the now famous 
pamphlet has been made the centre 
of the innuendos against me. Let 
me say this: The only conversation 
that I have ever had with the Prime 
Minister on the subject of that pam­
phlet prior to Thursday last was in 
a brief five-minute conversation over 
the long distance ’phone when I was 
in Winnipeg and he was speaking 
from Ottawa. At the conclusion of 
that conversation I was left with 
the impression that he was satisfied 
with the explanation I had made. 
From that day, August 6th last» 
down to last Thursday I did not re­
ceive from him a single word on the 
subject.

“The task to which I was allotted 
could only be discharged if one had 
the whole-hearted support and co­
operation of the Prime Minister and 
his colleagues. The criticisms that 
have been directed against me in the 
last few days from Government 
circles makes it abundantly clear 
that this no longer exists and my 
position became intolerable.

“As my resignation. has been dis­
cussed in the public press, both last 
evening and this morning, without 
one syllable having .been issued by 
me on the subject, I think it is only 
in justice to myself to say that yes­
terday noon, at a quarter to one, my 
resignation as Minister of Trade and 
Commerce and as chairman of the 
Price Spreads Committee was sent 
by me to the Prime Minister, and’ 
up to the present I have heard no 
more of it except through the col­
umns of the public press.”

Mr. Stevens emerged from poli­
tical retirement to become Minister 
of Trade and Commerce in the Ben­
nett government in 1930. After 
serving as Conservative member for 
Vancouver Centre for nearly twen­
ty years, he was defeated in th® 
1930 general elections by Hon. 
Ian Mackenzie but was taken into 
the cabinet following the Conserva­
tive victory and returned by accla­
mation in the Skeena bye-election.

He was first elected to Parlia­
ment in the reciprocity election of 
1911. He was returned in 1917 and 
at each succeeding general election 
until 1930. Mr. Stevens was Minis­
ter of Trade and Commerce in the 
Meighen cabinet of 1921 and held 
the portfolio of Customs and Excise 
in the short lived Conservative ad­
ministration of 1926.

There 
was, however, submitted to me in 
the usual course a copy of the notes 
of the speech and I made certain eli­
minations and minor corrections, 
understanding that the speech would 
be then mimeographed for distribu­
tion among the members of the club.

“I am making no complaint nor 
seeking to place responsibility on 
anyone else when I say I had no 
knowledge that it was to be distri­
buted publicly.

“The next thing I heard was on 
my arrival in Winnipeg on August 
5th when I was called on the long 
distance telephone by the Prime 
Minister. This is no secret, by the 
way, because it was blazoned on the 
front pages of all the press of Can­
ada, I shall not say at the moment 
precisely what that conversation 
was. I will, however, say that at 
its conclusion, and it lasted I think 
less than five minutes, the Prime 
Minister seemed to be perfectly sat­
isfied with the explanation I made, 
which was much along the lines I 
have above indicated.

Montreal, Oct. 27.—The volume 
of business continued to move 
ahead during the past week.

London, October 27.—Isolation of 
the United Kingdom and the British 
Empire from Continental quarrels 
was advocated by Lord Beaverbrook, 
Canadian-born newspaper peer and 
staunch.

Sioux Falls, S.D., October 27.— 
Mrs. Fern Mae Sankey, yesterday 
denied any part in the $60,000 kid­
napping of Charles Boettcher, II, 
and testified she had no know­
ledge of the abduction engineered 
by her late husband in February 
1933 before it occurred.

The widow of the notorious 
Verne Sankey took the stand in her 
own defense in her second trial on 
a kidnapping conspiracy charge in 
the Boettcher case. She was a de­
fendant at Pierre last May when a 
jury was unable to agree on a ver­
dict.

Hitting at testimony by Gov­
ernment wdtnesses which implicat­
ed the defendant in the scheming 
and execution of the kidnapping, 
Ben B. Laska, her counsel, asked 
the defendant;

“Did you ever at any time ac­
company your husband on trips to 
collect ransom money?”

"I did not,” Mrs. Sankey replied.
Laska was referring to state­

ments by Gordon Alcorn, the Gov­
ernment’s principal witness against 
the defendant, that Mrs. Sankey 
had gone with her husband in St. 
Paul while he was seeking to col­
lect a ransom for the release of 
Haskell Bohn, kidnapped in June, 
1932.

Alcorn, a native of Western Can­
ada, was brought here from Alcat- 
traz Prison where he is serving a 
life term for the Boettcher kidnap­
ping. to aid the Government’s case.

“Did you ever mail any ransom 
notes?” Laska asked.

“I did not,” Mrs. Sankey replied.
The reference to ransom notes 

related to Alcorn’s testimony that 
Sankey had told him Mrs. Sankey 
mailed the first two notes to Boett­
cher’s wealthy father in Denver.

Mrs. Sankey said she had cook­
ed breakfast for Bohn the day after 
he wras seized but that she did not 
know his identity at the time. She 
testified that she asked her hus­
band who the meal was for and 
that he then pointed to a news­
paper containing an aeocunt of the 
kidnapping and said it was Bohn.

"What did you do?” Laska ask­
ed.

“I pleaded with my husband to 
turn the man loose,’’ Mrs. Sankey 
replied.

“Did he?”
“He did not.”
“Then what did you do?”
“I cooked meals and did house­

work for a few days and then left 
the house with my two children on 
July 3,” the defendant said.

“Did you return?’’
“Yes.”
“When?”
“The next day; to get clothing 

for my children,” Mrs. Sankey ex­
plained. “I left again and checked 
into a hotel and never returned.”

Toronto, Oct. 27. — The week 
produced no effective resistance to 
the decline of prices in the stock 
markets. Much was hoped' for 
from the address of President 
Roosevelt to the United States 
bankers and while the speech was 
somewhat soothing to Wall Street, 
stocks found the going on the down 
side easier after its delivery than 
before.

In Canada, the markets’ persis­
tent show of weakness is felt to 
arise mainly from technical and 
psychological factors while across 
the border the cause is said to be 
traceable to economic conditions. 
The indices of Canadian business 
continues favoarble. Industrial ac­
tivity at the end of the third quar­
ter touched a new high on the road 
back and now shows in the Finan­
cial Post business index a rise of 
41.5 per cent, from the low point 
of the depression. And October re­
turns to date indicate satisfactory 
headway is being made in the final 
quarter. Yet the industrial share 
market has not recently reflected 
the trend of the business charts.

In the mining market the treat­
ment of the gold shares still ab­
sorbs the main interest. Why are 
the gold stocks going down? is a 
question heard' repeatedly in the 
financial district. Because bar gold 
is going down in London and also 
the chance for another jump in the 
price, of metal at Washington, is 
growing dimmer, is the answer giv­
en in some quarters. The board- 
room habitue has another explan­
ation. It is that the public is load­
ed up with gold shares and that 
prices never go up when the public 
is holding most of the stock.

Long and repeated disquisitions 
on the exalted position held by gold 
with all the nations clamoring for 
a share of the meagre supply start­
ed the public buying the yellow 
metal shares in volume. The shares 
of the world’s ten leading gold pro­
ducers, including South African 
and Canadian, advanced in price 
12.8 per cent, in the four months 
ending September 1st while in the 
same period the industrial share 
index of the New York market de­
clined 7.93 per cent. In those 
months there was nothing like a 
general bullish movement on the 
Canadian mining share markets but 
selective buying was heavy in the 
smaller and newer gold producers 
and in the shares of a long list of 
up-and-coming properties in Mani­
toba, Quebec, British Columbia, 
Little Long Lac and other north­
western Ontario fields.

GETTING DOWN UNDER THE 
RAILWAY TIES.

E. W. Beatty, K.C., sticks to his guns on the 
saving of §75,000,000 a year, which would quickly; 
accrue to the taxpayers of Canada through his plan 
of unification of the staggering Canadian National 
railway with the better-managed private line, the 
Canadian Pacific.

The President of the Canadian Pacific was 
prompt in his analysis of the jump-at figures which 
the Canadian National have used repeatedly to 
chloroform the public and make them hope for 
better things to come.

The figures of the C.P.R. head were specifically 
stated and properly annotated in his evidence before 
the Royal Commission on Transportation, which 
figures were waved aside in the interest of fear and 
of political exigency.

We accept Mr. Beatty's figures because of our 
own study of economics on this and other questions : 
of gravity which bother the administration to such 
an extent that they dare not disclose to the public 
the bold truth.

The Canadian National is a bankrupt concern, 
end should be thrown into bankruptcy and receiver­
ship so that a reconstruction could be carried out' 
without political construction. This method was 
followed in the case of the Northern Pacific railway : 
in the United States, and was worked out to a solvent 
issue. Had we followed this plan in the first, 
instance, when the Grand Trunk Pacific and the 
Canadian Northern defaulted in their payments, 
Canada had been saved the sequence of terrible 
losses, greater than the total public debt of Canada 
at the time of their failure.

The refutation of Mr. Fullerton's speech offered 
for consumption in the Maritime Provinces because, 
of their infatuation with the slow-going oid Inter- ; 
colonial railways, is complete and decisive, the more 
so because the Beatty figures are facts and Mr. 
Fullerton’s are fancy. But why should the Canadian 
taxpayer continue to be fooled by the same old 
fickle promises?

Does Mr. Fullerton expect that we can be satis­
fied with transmigration of issues when the real 
issue is so plain? He impugns Mr. Beatty's 
knowledge of railway matters and would have us 
believe that his gigantic brain has encompassed the 
whole fabric within a year, whereas, the C.P.R. 
President has made a life study of it and was selected 
by his shareholders because of a deep and thorougti 
understanding.

Will our legislators at Ottawa be simple enough 
1o swallow this ego of piffle, and compel us to bear 
and share the losses for more years to come?

Perhaps you may weary of railway matters, but 
you will not if you count up what the cost is to you 
each day of the year.

THE USELESS AND THE INERT.
Let us travel back a bit to 1930 when for the

The new Yugoslav regency issued a 
proclamation today asserting that 
the country is “united internally and 
secure in its foreign relations.”

The statement was designed to 
allay fear at home and abroad re­
garding Yugoslavia’s strength and 
unity and to clarify the course of 
the regency, It follows:

“We have given our oath to the

slavia.

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BAND STAND TO 
BID ADIEU TO 

RACINE PARK
Aldermen Have Decided to Move 

Frail Structure from Its Pres­
ent Location to Pelletier Park, 
in Rear of Belvidere Street 
Armory, Providing It Will 
Stand the Strain.

The oft-discussed band stand in 
îtacine Park has again come into the 
limelight. But this time its fate 
seems certain.

Mayor Bradley’s stalwart lieute­
nants have decided that no longer 
shall it grace the centre of the old­
est South Ward park. In a short 
time it will be removed from its 
present foundation. No, it is not go­
ing to be demolished. Instead, if it 
holds together, it will be placed in 
Pelletier Park, which, hy the way, 
happens to he located just in the 
rear of the Armoury on Belvidere 
street.

The decision to move this kiosque 
was one of the few made by the City 
Fathers at a brief, special session 
of the City Council yesterday after­
noon.

The removal of this band stand 
has frequently been mentioned in the 
past, but nothing was done. Some 
citizens who live in the vicinity of 
Racine Park have been anxious to 
have it removed for some time. 
Others regarded it as an old friend. 
They felt that it was serving a good 
purpose and they liked to have it in 
their midst.

It was used chiefly for open air 
band concerts during the summer 
months, although it was so small 
that it was only by means of higher 
iftathematics that all the musicians 
were able to find sufficient space on 
it for themselves, their music and 
their instruments.

Just what purpose it will serve in 
Pelletier Park remains to be seen.

Aid. Armitage asked his confreres 
if it could be moved without it fall­
ing to pieces. Aid. Dubuc, who thinks 
he is well versed on all matters, said 
it would be a very easy matter to 
move it. He thought its physical con­
dition would withstand the bumps 
of the journey and that tjiere would 
be something left to put up in some 
section of the Pelletier Park, which 
in the winter is used as a skating 
rink.

Aid. Armitage said he understood 
the Council had frequently been re­
quested to construct a larger band 
stand — one that could accommodate 
more than three musicians and two 
drums. Again Aid. Dubuc had the 
answer. Such a band stand would be 
erected, he said, just as soon as the 
money was available — possibly in 
the spring. This new bandstand, 
however, would he a gift to the 
North Ward, he added. It is under­
stood this reference was to the Port­
land Square band stand.

After the bandstand has been re­
moved, Racine Park will become a 
veritable dream garden, according 
to the present plans of the Parks 
Committee. Flowers and trees will 
be placed about the enclosure, while 
three hundred dollars will be spent 
on the construction of steps from the 
intersection of Ball and Gillespie 
streets to the park.

The aldermen seem to have a great 
fascination for building stairs and 
stone wails. In addition to 'the 
three hundred dollars to be spent on 
the proposed steps for Racine Park, 
they plan to hand out another $250 
for similar steps leading to Pelletier 
Park.

The firm of Daly and Morin, which 
recently purchased the Sherbrooke 
Carpet Mills, located in the old Peer­
less Jewelry building on Laurier 
Avenue, has applied to tho city for 
the same terms which were accorded 
tho former concern. The building, 
which is the property of the city, 
was leased to the Sherbrooke Carpet 
Mills for fifty dollars a month, for a 
period of five years, with an option 
to buy for $8,000. The request has 
been accorded.

The Council adopted without dis­
cussion the recommendation of the 
Finance Committee that, a grant of 
$10,076.42, determined by the Que­
bec Government officials, in accord­
ance with the terms of the 1034 Un­
employment Relief Act, covering the 
cost of direct relief in Sherbrooke 
during the month of July, 1934, be 
accepted. One-third of this amount 
comes from the city coffers and a 
similar amount from the federal and 
provincial governments. The Council 
likewise accepted a grant of $128.44 
covering similar expenditures for 
the months of June and July cm the 
same basis.

The tender of J. R. Royer, Limited, 
for $185, was accepted for provid­
ing double windows for the Drum­
mond water plant. Those submitting 
tenders apart from the Royer firm, 
of which Aid. J. R. Royer is head, 
were J. A. Godere, $275; K. B. 
Jonckes, $257; J. O. Chartier, $246.- 
51; Laurent Thibault, $203; Joseph 
Grenier, $198, and C. A. Gingras et 
Fils, $300.

Yesterday’s session was another 
of those brief special sessions which 
some of the aldermen enjoy sum­
moning.

Mayor Bradley presided over the 
session and aldermen Ross and For­
tier were the only absent ones.

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TOURIST TRADE 
THIS YEAR WELL 

AHEAD OF 1933
Repeal of Prohibition in United 

States Did Not Affect Tourist 
Activities in Eastern Town- 
Ships — Substantial Increase 
in Number of Tourists 
Throughout This Province.

A substantial increase was reg­
istered this year over 1933 in the 
number of tourists who visited the 
Province of Quebec for a lengthy 
period, according to the Provincial 
Tourist Council. This increase, it is 
pointed out, was recorded in spite 
of certain adverse conditions^

The repeal of prohibition in the 
United States and modification of 
Ontario’s liquor laws resulted in a 
considerable decrease in the num­
ber of tourists in some districts, 
especially in the Montreal and Hull 
regions. High quotations on the 
Canadian dollar proved another ad­
verse factor in 1934. The previous 
year, Americans coming to Canada 
benefitted to the extent of between 
ten and fifteen per cent, exchange 
on their currency, but this year 
exactly the opposite prevailed, with 
the exchange rates favoring the 
Canadian dollar.

J, C. McConnell, secretary of 
the Eastern Townships Automobile 
Club, reports a considerable in­
crease in the number of tourists 
entering this province via Sher­
brooke. Repeal of prohibition in the 
United States did not affect tour­
ist activities in the Eastern Town­
ships, according to Mr. McConnell.

A total of 261,265 automobiles, 
carrying nearly one million passen- 

: gers, entered this province from the 
United States and other provinces 
of the Dominion between January 
1st and August 31st for a lengthy 
stay, statistics indicate. Of this 
number, 143,779 United States 
machines entered Quebec through 
the thirty-two Customs ports estab­
lished along the Quebec-United 
States border, 55,820 United States 
automobiles entered this province 
by inter-provincial highways, and 
61,666 automobiles from other 
provinces in the Dominion entered 
by inter-provincial highways.

A general increase in the number 
of United States miachmes enter­
ing Quebec by inter-provincial high­
way was recorded. In fact, increas­
es were registered in. almost all 
cases. On the Montreal-Toronto 
highway, U.S. tourist traffic in­
creased twenty-five per cent., and 
on the Ottawa-Montreal highway 
twenty-four per cent.

Generally speaking, tourists ex­
pended their money reasonably, but 
not more liberally than in 1933. 
The necessity during the past year 
of adapting hotel rates to suit the 
.purse of the tourist of medium 
means was thus accentuated.

EAST FARNHAM PENS WINS 
HONORS IN EGG-CONTEST. 
The twelfth Quebec Western Egg- 

Laying Contest, conducted at the 
Lennoxville Experimental Farm, 
has come to a close with the two 
pens of White Leghorns entered by 
the late W. W. Bromby, of East 
Farnham, holding the two leading 
position. The scores of these two 
pens are 2,159 eggs and 2,214.8 
points and 2.012 eggs and 2,206.0 
points respectively.

The highest record for individual 
birds was made by the entry of 
White Leghorns entered by W. M. 
Oliver of Baie D’Urfe. This hen 
laid a total of 266 eggs, scoring 
310.4 points or an average of twen­
ty-six ounces per dozen.

The second highest individual 
was a Barred Plymouth Rock enter­
ed by H. R. Drew, of North Hatley, 
with a total of 263 eggs and 300.8 
points,

E. T. POTATOES SENT TO 
SASKATCHEWAN

As a result of splendid co-oper­
ation in generous giving, a freight 
car containing approximately eight 
hundred bushels of potatoes have 
left Coaticook this week for Blad- 
worth. Sask., consigned to the 
Commissioner of Public Welfare 
there.

Bladworth is a village in South­
ern Saskatchewan, not far from 
Saskatoon, whose people have suf­
fered severely through drought and 
the grasshopper pest. It is hoped 
that this carload of potatoes—one 
more added gesture of friendliness 
from east to west—may do some­
thing to ease distress and suffering.

The gathering of the load was 
undertaken as a Thanksgiving 
project hy the congregation of the 
United Church of Coaticook. They 
were readily joined in the effort by 
the people of Compton and Ives 
Hill. The challenge was broadcast 
and a generous response was forth­
coming from Barnston and Dixville. 
Later East Hatley joined in the 
good work by sending some seventy- 
five bags to help the load. It has 
been an excellent illustration of 
community spirit, as well as an 
evidence of generous hearts. Roman 
Catholics and Jews have most heart­
ily linked themselves with their 
brethren of every Protestant church 
represented in these districts in a 
really generous cause.

Tho shipment was made through 
the National Emergency Relief 
Commission of the United Church 
of Canada and free transportation 
was granted by the Canadian Nat­
ional Railways.

Special mention should be made 
of'the work of Miss Gareth Colt, 
who collected in Coaticook, and of 
Frank Hansford, who covered con­
siderable outlying territory. Rev. 
W. E. Johnston made himself re­
sponsible for the East Hatley contri­
bution.

MacKINNON STEEL OUTLOOK 
IMPROVED.

A sharp reduction in the oper­
ating loss for the year and indica­
tions of some improvement in busi­
ness are features of the annual re­
port, of the MacKinnon Steel Com­
pany made public today. The oper­
ating loss for the year ending July 
31, 1934, was $2,252 as compared 
with $25,073 in the preceding fis- 
cal year, After adding investment 
income of $850 and deducting di­
rectors' fees of $925. the net. de­
ficit was $2,327. In the previous 
year the company pafti $13,125 in 
preferred dividends,' so that the 
total deficit for that year was $38,- 
198.

The balance sheet shows net 
working capital practically un­

changed at $195,136 as compared 
with $195,673. There was an in­
crease in accounts receivable to 
$65,575 from $13,877 and in in­
ventories to $23,853 from $18,319. 
Cash is shown down at $108,838 
from $146,3'84 and investments un­
changed at $19,550. ,

In submitting the report to 
shareholders, President D. H. Mc­
Dougall says, in part:

“While the company’s operations 
were very much restricted during 
the twelve months, there was suffi­
cient improvement in business to 
reduce the operating loss from 
$25,073 last year to $2,327 this 
year.

“Unfilled orders at the end of 
the year appeared to indicate some 
improvement in business for the 
coming year.”

NO NEW DEVELOPMENTS IN 
LINGWICK POST OFFICE THEFT

The chase for the robbers w-ho 
broke into the Lingwick post office 
early Monday morning, October 8th, 
has so far proved futile. Police, 
however, believe they are on the 
trail of the right man, who is said 
to be in Gaspe district at present.

Provincial Police have been in­
vestigating the case, which does not 
come within the jurisdiction of the 
Sherbrooke municipal police.

The sum of $47 in post office re­
ceipts and $25 in cash was taken by 
the robbers. Malcolm McKay, post­
master and secretary treasurer of 
Lingwick, operates a store in con­
junction with the post office.

bureau last evening.

That it would be to the advan­
tage of both clubs to amalgamate 
was pointed out at last night’s ses­
sion, which was attended by J. E. 
Renaud, secretary of the Quebec 
Automobile Club and secretary of 
the Regional Tourist Bureau for 
the district of Quebec. Mr. Renaud 
outlined the advantages for the 
local association in co-operating 
with the Quebec Club, which has a 
large membership and renders a 
valuable service to its members in 
Quebec district.

Thousands of people crowded the 
54th Armoury on Belvidere street 
last night to attend the second 
night of the Rotary Fair, and an 
increase in revenue over the corres­
ponding night of the Fair last year 
was again registered.

The sum of $1,647.46 was taken 
in last evening, comparing with $1,- 
397.46 on the same night of the 
Fair last fall, an increase of $250.

For the two nights of the event 
this year teh sum of $2,675.61 has 
been realized, an increase of $515.-

To Canadian youth in this year 
of grace, the deep-red petals of the 
Poppy may not carry the same 
significance they bore to the youth 
of fifteen or twenty years ago. The 
symbolism of sacrifice with which 
the Poppy has become charged is 
something to which the present 
generation succeeds only through 
the wistful memories of the aging 
men who fought their Country's 
battles, who suffered privations, en­
dured long agonies and finally tri­
umphed amid the Flanders fields car­
peted with Poppies.

To wear this emblem on Poppy 
pt»*- is to proclaim that amid all the 
jangling confusion through which 
this country is striving valiantly, the 
heart and mind are nevertheless 
attuned to a sense of homage due 
to those men whose peace inspired 
600,000 Canadians to offer them­
selves for service between 1914 and 
1918; of that number more than 60,- 
000 found graves in France and 
Belgium. And it is over those graves 
that the Poppy blows in perennial 
bloom.

The numbered dead were not 
strangers. They were young Cana­
dians, filled even as the youth of to­
day is filled, with the joy of living.

“curse of Tut-ankh-amen,” which 
the superstitious believe has caused 
the deaths of nearly all those who 
originally were present at the open­
ing of the Egyptian Pharaoh’s 
tomb, Howard Carter, assistant to 
the late Lord Carnavon in that his­
toric task, left London yesterday 
for the “Valley of the Kings.”

Carter said he hoped to find the 
tomb of Tut-ankh-amen's queen 
and laughed when reporters asked 
him if he feared the mysterious 
menace of the “curse.” He said he 
believed excavations would reveal 
the tomb of the queen not far from 
Tut-ankh-amen’s tomb. He denied 
reports that he would also seek the 
tomb of Cleopatra, pointing out 
that several Egyptian queens of 
ancient days bore that name.

“The only real proof we have 
that the famous Cleopatra existed 
is a brief reference to her in 
Plutarch’s Lives,” he said.

LABOR CAPTURED ANOTHER 
SEAT FROM CONSERVATIVES

Swindon. England, Oct. 27—The 
Labor party scored its second cap- 
ture of a traditional Conservative 
seat since the general elections yes­
terday, when Dr. Christonher Addi­
son, former Labor Minister of Agri­
culture, was elected in the Swindon 
bye-election, by a small majority 
over W. W. Wakefield, Conserv­
ative.

The vote was 20,902 for the 
Labor man and 18,253 for the Con- 
servative, a majority of 2,fi49. In 
the last general elections Sir Regi­
nald Mitchell-Banks, Conservative 
who was recently elevated to the 
Bench, polled a majority of 4,794 
over Dr. Addison.

Addison held the Swindon seat 
for Labor from 1929 to 1931, but 
Swindon is traditionally Conserv­
ative, like East Fulham which La­
bor captured last year. In addition. 
Labor has recovered six seats lost 
to Conservatives in the general 
elections. Thirty-eight other bye-

Ottawa, Oct. 27.—Births register­
