. —There are indications {hat the impend-
ing war between the Western Union and
American Union Telegraph Companies will
be the flercest ever known. The Westera
Union two years ago acquired control of
the Atlantic & Pacific, closed most of its
offices, and used that Company’s wires for
its own businese. It is already reported
these offices will now be re-pened at all
points where the American Union will com-
pete. The wires of the Continental Tele-
graph Company are to Le eompleted from
New York to Washington under the aus-
pices of the Western Union Cowpany, and
both the Atlantic & Pacific and Continen-
tal will be used by the Western Union
Company a8 dummiee to fight the American
Union with. Rates will probably be reduced
by the Atlantie & P-wiﬁpe and Continental
Companics as low, and perbaps lower than
the American Union can afford, while the
Western Union rates will remain as they
are now. The Western Union will work
its wires if necessary from the offices of the
Atlantic & Pacific'and Continental Com-
panies.

*GREAT BRITAIN AND IRELAND,

—Five professional roughs and ring-
leaders of the late bread riots in the
County Cork have been sentenced to six
weeks’ imprisonment.

FOREIGN.

—A Cebul despatch says dissension has
arisen among the Afghan leaders at
Ghuzoi. Mohommed Jan hds gone to Zur~
mat, and the priest, Muski Alim, te War-
dak. 'Sirdar Wali Mohommed, son of the
former Ameer, Dost Mohommed, has enter-
ed upon his duties as Governor of Cabul.
He is the best choice Roberts conld make,
neither strong of character nor im perions.
Hes hopes, doubtless, to rise later to the
Ameership. Roberts has been greatly ex-
tending his pesition.

—A Medrid despateh says that the
Cuban members will present  an umend-
ment to the Bill for the abolition of
elavery, asking the Govercment to propose
a tariff of reforms to facilitate Cuban trade
with foreign countries, and declare their
privileges of the csasting trade extended
to the West Indian Provinces. If their
demands arerejected the Cresle membara
will not favour the Ministerial Bill, which
will also be opposed by the Liberals shonld
their abstention from participation in the
proceedings cease.

CHANGE OF MINISTRY.

We perceive that some of our con-
temporaries sre u gooa deal exerciced
over the recent shuffling of cards among
the members o f the Ministry. For our
own parés we think these kind of revo-
lutions are of very small importance,
no matter what Ministry is in power.
Even the exercise of patronage,
which seems to ba the one question on
which Mr. O’Connor’s remova! to the
Pos:-Office is thought likely to muke
some difference, will probably go on
very much as 1t would have dome had
he remained in his old place. The very
circumstance that he is supposed to be
in the Post-Office, for the sake of grati-
fying a certain class of the electors,
may diminish rather than increase his
real power to do so, because it will chal.
lenge criticism upon every appointment
he makes, will aggravate the discontent
of persons who are disappointed, and

agreeable for colleagues, It is the per-
sonal weight, far more than the particular
office that he may hold, which make: a
Minister influential in the Cabinet. In
that respect Mr. (’Connor gains no-
thing ; but he does expose acts of a cer-
tain class to a keener censure—we do
not say from the Opposition, who are
not concerned in this matter—but from
party friends. For therest it is obvious
that this change has no reference to the
advantage of the public seivice. Mr.
O’Connor may, of course, be an excel-
lent administrator; but if he 18, he has
to make his reputation. Mr, Campbell
has had a long experience ia the Post-
Office, and undoubtedly is the man in
the Ministry who would be selected, if
it were desired to choose him who is
likely to make the most efficient
Postmaster-General, His removal from
that office’ is a matter of party
wire-pulling, and s prima-faeie
injurious to the public interest
—always, of course, with the re
serve that Mr. O’Connor may, after trial,
approve himself a better man, Who is
at the head of the Militia or who iz Pyre-
sident of the Council, we take to be of
very small consequence. 'Fhe moast in-
teresting of these changes, hawever, is
the one that has not been made, as the
families of certain great Romans were
rendered more remarkable to the peo-
ple by their statues neing excluded
from the processions. It is no secret
that Sir John wants to get rid of his pre-
sent Minister of Justice. In the ordin-
ary routine of the office, Mr. James
Macdonald gets along, because, 5o far as
oneman can do the work, his deficien.
cies are supplied by his deputy, Mr.
Lash. But the post is an important one,

for themselves, but because they come
under the notice of a well-trained and
acute profession. It, therefore, requires
more than a single mind for the com-
plete performance of all the work, Tt is,
however, in the House of Commoas,
where the incapacity of the Minister of
Justice cannot be coneealed, that it is
most distressing to his Chief. His utter
want of influence there was shown last
session by the contemptuous way in
which his own friends threw off his lead
for that of Mr. Colby in dealing with
the insolvent law. And this annoyance
will bo intensified by the addition of Mr,
Blake to the legal strength on the Op-
position side of the House. But in the
present state of things, to get vid of
Mr. Maedonald and put in his BUCCEBSOY,
Mr. Dalton Macarthy, would be to open
two very doubtful constituencies,
and possibly to leave the Min~
ister of Justice in what has been
called the cherubic condition—that is to
say, without a seat. This change of
base, therefore, desirable alike for the
comfort of the Ministry and for the ad-
vantage of the public, has had to be
postponed. It will probably occur after
the next session of Parliament, when a
couple of Lieut~Governorships will be
at the disposal of the Ministry, and will
enable several changes to be made at
once, including a vacancy in the repre
sentation of Toronto, which will, in case
of need, be quite safe for the new Min—
ister of Justice. In the meantime, the
present Minister of Justice must stum—
ble along as well as he can through the
session, and the public will have to
await the opening of the electoral con-
tests in Pictou and Simcoe.

THE LAND AGIUATION IN
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’ .o letter controverted the
WrifST ot that a reduction had heen
made, as asserted, in the rents of all the
tepants on the Stoney estate, and said
that,on the contrary, he was one tenant
who bad received a most peremptory
threat of immediate eviction unless
he — paid at cnce. One story,
however, it iz said, is good till
another is told, and even a second story
may apparently require to be supple-
mented by a third. If this “ tenant in
* pos:ession” had raised any sympathy
for his distress, by showing the danger
he stood of eviction, the tables were
soon turned by a reply from Mr. Butler
Stoney over his own name. Mr. Stoney
accounted for the errer implied in the
word all in the notice of the reductions
to his tenants, by saying that it was not
he, but the tenants, who had procured
ita publication. It was true that all
bad not received a reduction ; but all
but one had done so, beeause all had
come forward to pay their rent with this
single exception. The exception was a
Mr. Poe, who is, Mr. Stoney says, in the
receipt of several thousands of pounds
yearly, For his own convenicnce he
pays only once a year, and he
enjoys a lease of his land forever
at a very low rate indeed. Yet Mr. Poe
waa not ashamed to appear in the char-
acter of a farmer distressed by the hard
times, and to demand a reduction, which
Mr. Stoney naturally and properly re-
fused ; only saying, by way of threat of
eviction, that if Me. Pos thought the
land was not worth the rent, he would
gladly take it off his bands. One of the
remarkable cirramstances in this case
1s that the tenant enjoys fixity of tenure
in the fullest sense, yet without being
on that account more willing to pay
what is described as a very low rent,
than if he were a tenant at will, It is
not likely that many recaleitrant debtors
of rent are worth thousands of pounds
yeariy; but it ssems very clear that a
great many who are well able to pay
rent, neither exorbitant in itself nor
oppressive even under the exceptional
hardships of the season, are taking ad-
vantage of the prevalence of resl
poverty to swell the agitation,
and so escape more or less a just de-
mand. The New York Herald has a
special correspondent just now imvesti-
gating the condition of the people. He
testifies to poverty and misery enough
to make the heart ache, and to cause
the most sincere commisseration and
the mest liberal charity. But he also
says that all this is mads an excuse by
persons who are not siraitened to with-
hold rent which they can well afford to
pay, and so, of course, to dry up some
of the sources of relief to those who are
really sufferers.

THE LATE JUDGE WeSTCOTT.

Yesterday died bere a g-ntleman,
whose figure must have been familiar to
many of our fellow.citizens for some
years past—we mean tha late Judge
Westeott. Mr. Westcott was born, we
believe, in Alexandria, Va,, about the
year 1790, but was of a well-known New
Jersey family, whose members had, at
different times, rendered service to the
State in various ways. Being a Demo-
crat in politics, he took a great interest
in the elections and success of General
Jackson to the Presidency; and was by
the General made Attorney-General of
Florida, then a territory, and more late-
ly promcted to a Judgeship, and finally
to the Governorship. After Flovida
was admitted to the Union, he was,
we believe, elected to the Governorship,
and he served one term in Congress as
a Senator for that State. During the
early part of the late war between the
Northern and Southern States, he came
here at the same time with many
Southern refugees, and no doubt was
deeply engaged in the intrigues which
were carried on by them in this city.
He always, indeed, asserted that he
had done nothing to bring him within
reach of any law; but apparently his
connection with passing events was felt
by himself to be of a character sufficient-
ly suspicious to render Canada a safer
place than any part of the Northern
territory. His great knowledge of law
and of American politics made him very
useful to his fellow-refugees, especially
on occasions when they got into trouble
in our Courts. The time came,
however, when certainly nothing
of =a public nature prevented
his reiurn to the United States. He
declined, however, te do so, resisting
the entreaties of friends who desired to
offer him a home. He was a man, who,
besides great professional knowledge,
possessed a very extensive acquaintance
with the history of his ewn and foreign
countriee, and of many distinguished
men of various nationalities. He had
travelled much, having been engaged in
the diplomatic service of the United
States both in France and Spain, and
having visited, for pleasure, Constanti-
nople, St. Petersburg, and most of the
great capitals of Karope. When he
was appointed to the Judgeship in
Florida a part of the country was sub-
Ject to the depredations of a gang of
- desperate thieves, and he used to take
great delight in telling of the summary
justice with which be executed
gome and frightened the rest out of
the territory. 1In Congress he made
many efforts to promote the general
adoption of the decimal system of
weights, measures and notation. He
was one of the negotiators with the
calebrated Seminole Chief, Osceola, and
the two men, who had met in arms, en-
tertained a very friendly feeling for
each other. Besides the Judge’s ser-
vices in eivil life, he served in the Mexi-
can war, we believe, with the volunteer
rank of Brigadier-General. Though
somewhat coarse of speech, he was a de-
lightful compeniov, full of carious
pieces of information about men and
things, and though in exile suffering
from painful disorders, and for some
time past from great debility, was never
for a moment out of spirits, or inclined
to bewail either his own lot, or the ad-
verse course of those public interests,
which, no doubt, were dear to hiwa.

A NEW PROJECT.

To the Editor of the MosxTREAL HERALD,
SiB,—Knowing the deep interest you
take in all that tends to promote the
material welfare of the country at large,
and especially of your own city, I ven.
ture to ask the privilegs of bringing to
the notice of your readers a matter that
1 conceive to be of veryconsiderable im-
portance to Muntreal and to Canada.
By this I mean the building of a rail-
way line to connect the Intercolonial at
Riviere du Loup with the present ter—
winus of the New Brunswick Railway
at Edmunston. The distance is some
seventy miles, or thereabouts, and should
afford no obstacle in view of the splen-
did resuits that must follow the supply-
ing of the ©* missing link,”

Your readers will remember that it
was by this 1oute, the valley of (he St.
Johp, that it was proposed to build the
Intercolonial Railway, the route by
which three-fourths of the people of
New Branswick still think it shou.d have
been built, This was not done, but
whether wisely or unwisely, a wili-
tary insteaa of a commercial route
was chosen for our great national
railway. The reasons for the com-
pletion of the great commercial
highway by the valley of the St. John
still remain in full force. The firsy of
these reasons is the great shortening of
distance between the west and the sea-
board. From Quebec to St. John, by
vhe Intercolonial, is 573 miles. By the
route referred to it would be but 425
milee, the saving in distance being 148
miles. The valley of 8- John and its
tributaries contam considerably more
than half the population of the entire
Province. This region embraces a large
portion of the lumber areas, and much
the largest portion of the fertile lands yet
available for settlement. The cities of
Woodstock, Fredericton, the Capital,
and 8t. John, the "ocean terminus, all
connected by this line, are the only in-
corporated cities in the Province. To
connect these cities and this fertile and
populous region by the shortest possible
line on British territory with the great
cities of the west, and at the same time
afford the latter a vastly saorter outlet
to the sea than they now possess, and
one which would be unimpeded by any
Customs hindrances, is the chject to be
gained.

It is thought here that the Dominion
Government should at least undertake
the completion of the  missing link,”
or, better still, that they should, in ad-
dition, acquire by purchase, the N.B
Railway Company’s road, and the lands

given them in subsidy by the
Province, restoring the latter to
the Province again. As for the

first of these propositions it may be said
that the whole of Canada, west of St.
John, is deeply interested in ebtaining
the shortest route to the sea-board, and
while we are spending 8o many millions
in the West for canal and railway im-
provements, the comparatively inexpen-
sive work to which attention is now
being called is not less important than
any, as a means of cheapening the
transport of our inland prodactions to
the sen.

Mr. Pickard, M.P. for York, has been
forward in calling public attention to
this matter in New Brunswick, and it
has of late received a deserved pro—
minence in the press and otherwise,
But it is in the greater centres of Canu-
dian commercial life, such ags Montreal -

DEATH OF A PUBLIC OFFICER.

THE SUPREME COURT.

Orrawa, Jenuary 19.—Justice Strong,
of the Supreme Court,has veferred the
quesvion of allowing counsel’s fees in
the Montmorency election case.

Mr. Sloan, who is in charge of the
Stationary Office in the House of C>m-
mons, died very suddenly last night.
It appears that his son was reading to
him at his residence, and he got up to
walk towards the window, but suddenly
dropped dead. He had been ailing for
for some time, but was able to be in his
office on Frid ay last. Death is supposed
to have resulted from heart’ disease.

The time for the inseription of cases
for the February session of the Supreme
Court expired on Saturday last. Seven-
teen cases in all have been entered.
sAmong the cases inscribed for hearing
are no less than three elecktion appeals,
viz.,, North Ontario, Bellechasse and
Selkirk, Then the case of the City of
Fredericton vs. The Queen brings up
the question of the vahidity of the Can-
ada Temperance Act, a decision for
which the whole temperance world is
anxiously awaiting.

SUPERIOR COURT.
THE EVANS-FRASEE LIBEL CASE,

His Honour Mr. Justice Jomunsox, presid-
ing.

The abova case was continued in the
Superior Court yesterday morning,

The first witnees examined was Mr. Joaxn
Furror, cfficial essignee. He testified
that Mr. Menzies came to his office to see
certain books which could not be found,
notwithstanding & diligent asearch. The

posed of Monzies & Moore, The firm of
Menpzies & Co. was likewise compcsed of
Moore & Menzies. The latter had always
demied being insolvent.

Mr. Vax Buskirg—The books of the
estate of Buchawan, Leckie & Co. are in
the possession of John Fair; was never ask-
ed to furnish a statement of the transac~
tions of Hugh Fraser with the former firm;
cannot remember if there wasa transac-
tion of $14,628.75, as a lonez time has
elapzed ; the books, however, would show.

E. Evans’ examination was next con-
tinued—I have not prepared a state—
ment yet, but will attach it at the close of
my evidunce ; the first item 1n the general
abstract—to cash on hand—is accounted
for, not by actual eount; the second item
—to cash for stock of teas, $9,888.33—was
verified by the ledger and the details of
the payxent ; the nexi item, a liquor sale
for $2,076.99, is proved by the imventory;
this was cash actually received ; the words
cash received should more properly be
classified as the debts of various parties;
the goods were sold, and some pariies
paid, while cthers failed; these debits
might be offset by conira accounts.
An argument here took plics bebween coun-
gel in regard to some “cash™ items, and
the answers of witness in regard to them.
His Honour said that the fact secmed to
be that Mr. Evans had certified simply
that the cash entries existed in the books,
aod not thatthe cash was actually in
existence. It appeared that what was en-
tered in the bocks as ** cash received for
stock sold,” meant that the amount credit-
ed was not actually “ cash,” but an equi-
valent debt by the purchaser of the stock,
or an equivalent amount written off the
purchasers’ credit acconnt.

Bome discassion ensued upon such items
between the counsel forthe defence and
the witness, until His Honour remarked
that it appeared to him that the conversa-
tion was scarczly within bounds. His
Honour finally ruled that Mr. Laflamme
shounld put specific guestions ia writing
and get specific answers.

Q. Was the “cash” actusally rceeived ¢

Mr. Evaxns stated that the entry * by
cash paid,” did not in all cases mean that
the cash had actually been paid over tHe
counter, but that the amount was owing
by the purcaser. In some cases an amount

_equivalent to the value of the s'ock thus
sold for ““cash” was really written off the
purchasers’ conbra account, so as to adjust
matters. .
