Disarmament in All Its Phases Was Aired at Luncheon 
Given Today by Sir John Simon in Honor of Louis 
Barthou, French Foreign Minister—French Spokesman 
Reviewed System of Regional Pacts which Has 
Aroused Considerable Resentment in Germany and 
Uneasiness in England.

L ondon, July 9.—The general political situation in Europe, includ­
ing the French-sponsored eastern security pacts, was discussed 
at an opening conference today between Louis Barthou, French 

Foreign Minister, and Sir John Simon, Foreign Secretary of Great 
Britain.

Disarmament in all its phases was aired at a luncheon given by 
Sir John in honor of Barthou. The only person present not directly 
connected with the Anglo-French discussions was Arthur Henderson, 
president of the World Disarmament Conference.

An afternoon session, an official announcement said, was to be 
devoted to naval matters, with Francois Pietri, Naval Minister of 
France, and Sir Bolton Eyres-Monsell, First Lord of the Admiralty, 
and others participating actively with Barthou and Simon.

French circles expect Barthou and Norman H. Davis, United States 
Ambassador-at-large, to confer some time tomorrow if time permits 
before Barthou leaves London at four p.m.

Italians are closely observing the meetings between Barthou and 
Sir John, and considerable interest in other international quarters has 
been noted.

Barthou’s proposals to Great Britain were believed to include:
1— Great Britain should re-affirm its close friendship with France, 

consolidate it and give the French a feeling of security.
2— No political pact will be requested, but technical collaboration 

should be guaranteed in the event
Belgium is invaded again. ^

The budget request for technical 
co-operation was expected to be 
granted, since the general staffs of 
the two armies have been having 
discussions.

3— The World Disarmament Con­
ference should be moved here and 
consolidated with the 1935 Naval 
Conference, in view of the apparent 
failure of negotiations at Geneva.

The French will state their belief 
that air, land and sea arms are in­
terdependent and cannot be separat­
ed for confererices. Authoritative 
sources do not believe the British 
will accept the suggestion but Bar­
thou will place it on the record. j

The accident occurred at Britan 
nia Mills, twelve miles east of here, 
on Saturday afternoon when the 
truck in which the two men were 
riding was struck and demolished by 
a train.

The coroner's inquest is being held 
today at St. Liboire, county seat, 
three miles from the scene of the 
lata! mishap.

According to information obtained 
by Detective James Haney, of the 
Provincial Police, the two men had 
been in South Durham on business 
and had purchased a quantity of fowl 
and eggs. They were on their way 
back to Montreal and were heading 
towards St Liboire when they reach­
ed the crossing.

It is not certain whether the driver 
saw tho train and tried to get across 
the rails before it passed or whether 
he failed to see the train, but in any 
event witnesses said the truck drove 
onto the tracks in front of the ap­
proaching train, which was heading 
for Richmond. The engineer tried to 
atop but it was too late and the 
truck was struck.

The vehicle was drhgged one hun­
dred feet by the locomotive before 
the train came to a stop. The occu­
pants of the truck were pitched out 
into the ditch at the moment of 
impact.

Immediately after tho stopping of 
the train the members of the crew 
rushed to the assistance of the vic­
tims but it was found both were 
dead.

j ZY level-crossing smash-up and a 
1 motor car accident when an 
automobile overturned three times 
and broke a telegraph pole took a 
toll of four lives and sent two per­
sons to hospital in this district over 
' he week-end.

The fine weather conditions which 
prevailed over the week-end resulted 
in exceedingly heavy motor traffic 
along the various highways, and it 
was fortunate that the toll of dead 
and injured as the i-esult of auto­
mobile accidents was not heavier. 
Likewise, lake shores and beaches 
in the vicinity of Sherbrooke and in 
ether parts of the Eastern Town­
ships were crowded with people seek­
ing respite from the heat wave of 
the preceding few days, but luckily 
only one life was lost through 
drowning.

This was at a quarry near Bedford, 
when Jimmie Gauthier, an eighteen- 
year-old youth, fell off a raft into 
deep water. Gauthier was unable to 
swim and disappeared from view, 
not returning to the surface again. 
It is presumed that he struck his 
head against the raft and stunned 
himself. His body was recovered 
early this morning.

Sporting circles in Sherbrooke and 
district are today mourning the 
tragic death of Graydon “Bud” 
Goff, twenty-eight year old son of 
Alonzo H. Goff, of Cookshire, who 
met a tragic death yesterday after­
noon while working for the Southern 
Canada Power Company at Bromp- 
tonville.

Goff was working near an electric 
transformer when he came in contact 
with a live wire and was precipitated 
to the ground below, a distance of 
about twenty-five feet. He suffered 
severe burns from contact with the 
wire and fatal injuries as a result 
of his fall. He died in the Sher­
brooke Hospital shortly after mid­
night.

The two other lives were claimed 
over the week-end in a level-crossing 

ccident near St. Hyacinthe Satur­
day afternoon when two Montrealers 
returning from South Durham in a 
truck were hit by a Richmond-bound 
train at Britannia Mills. i

The victims were A. B. Levine, 
sixty years old, and William Miller, 
35 years old, both of Montreal. 
Either they failed to see the 
approaching train, or, noticing it, 
endeavored to cross the tracks ahead 
of it. Both men were instantly 
killed.

Cecil Main, 24 years old, and Miss 
Dorothy Davis, nineteen years old, 
both of East Angus, are confined to 
the Sherbrooke Hospital today fol­
lowing a mishap near Massawippi 
when the car in which they were 
passengers blew a tire and overturn­
ed early yesterday morning.

The automobile, driven by Mrs. 
Main, overturned three times and 
struck a telegraph pole. The pole 
wa:. broken by the force of the im­
pact.

Joseph 
BJacquie.re clung to the slippery 
hull until fishermen on shore, who 
saw the tragedy, came to his rescue.

Death came to ten year old Har­
old Davidson at Sydney, N.S., be­
neath the spinning wheels of a 
Canadian National Railways train. 
A youthful companian said he had 
ventured onto the tracks Saturday 
to pick up coal dropped by passing 
trains.

Fishermen returning to land at 
Stonehurst, N.S., Saturday found 
the body of another youngster, five 
year old Gilbert Knickle, afloat be­
tween the mainland and Wilneff Is­
land. He apparently had toppled 
from the bridge while going from 
his home to the island.

At Bedeque, P.E.I., searchers 
late Saturday dragged from the 
harbor bottom the body of Murray 
Simmons, young Freetown farmer 
who had plunged into the water for 
a swim in the morning. His brother, 
Senton, watched him drown as he 
slipped from a ledge into deep 
water. He could not swim.

Adrian Curry, of New Victoria, 
N.S., died Sunday of a fractured 
spine, two hours after he had been 
struck by an automobile near his 
home. The driver of the car was 
held on a technical charge of as­
sault.

PROSPECTS OF 
REVOLUTIONARY 

CHANGES SEEN
Viscount Snowden Believes It Is 

Not Only Possible but Proba­
ble that Britain Will Undergo 
Drastic Changes.

Midhurst, Eng., July 9.—“Revolu­
tionary changes” for Great Britain 
are predicted hy Viscount Snowden.

“I am afraid there is not only a 
possibility but a probability that we 
in this country will have changes of 
a revolutionary character,” he said 
in an address at Dunford House, 
near here, last night.

“If changes occur I do not think 
they will take the form of revolu­
tion in Germany.”

Among reasons leading him to 
believe a revolutionary change im­
pends, Viscount Snowden enumerat­
ed “the failure of Parliament to 
function properly,” the growing idea 
of a class war and the expropriation 
of the propertied class, which, he 
said, is being preached everywhere. 
The fears of everyone who has any­
thing to lose are being aroused by 
attacks on property, he asserted.

The way out of present difficulties, 
Viscount Snowden suggested, is not 
to be found in extreme revolutionary 
methods or expropriation of private 
interests.

He said he believed there is a 
middle road, and that probably the 
first essential is to have a democra­
tically elected and constituted Parlia­
ment

Her Hand Figuratively Stretched Out in Mingled Friend­
ship, Apprehension and Defiance to France and the 
World, Germany, Fearing Other Countries Will Build 
Political Fences Completely Shutting Her Out, Plans 
to Push Vigorously a Friendlier Foreign Policy.

Berlin, July 0.—Germany plans to push vigorously a friendlier 
foreign policy, it appeared today, fearing other countries will 
build political fences completely shutting her out.

Her hand was figuratively stretched out in" mingled friendship, 
apprehension and defiance to France and the world.

A ringing pronouncement for Franco-German understanding, and 
at the same time a warning that Germany will fight “as no people 
ever yet fought for liberty,” by Rudolf Hess, trusted lieutenant of 
Hitler, was considered something of an about-face in Nazi foreign 
policy.

Addressing twelve thousand Nazi chieftains at Koenigsberg yes­
terday, Hess said a defenceless country endangers peace and that 
Germany would be satisfied with the minimum arms necessary to 
security.

Close observers interpreted the straight from the shoulder and 
unprecedented address of the handsome cabinet, minister as closely 
tied with the visit to London of Louis Barthou, French Foreign 
Minister, in search of security agreements, and the concern of other 
nations over the drastic second Nazi “revolution.”

Only a few weeks ago Germany emphasized she must have many 
more arms and would not be dictated to—in short, that the world must 
woo her friendship.

AUTO ACCIDENT 
AT MASSAWIPPI

The Superior Court roll in this 
district is almost entirely clear of 
contested cases in which judgments 
have not been rendered, and as a 
result neither Mr. Justice Charles 
D. IVhite nor Mr. Justice Hector 
Verret will take advantage of the 
bill passed by the Legislative As­
sembly by which judges are allow­
ed to hand down decisions in civil 
matters during the summer recess.

In the past the Code of Civil 
Procedure permitted judgments to 
be rendered in the holiday period 
only in certain cases.

It stipulated that the courts 
could not sit between June 30th 
and the first day of September, ex 
cept as regarded actions arising 
from the relations of lessor and 
lessee, trial and judgment by de 
fault to appear in ordinary and in 
summary matters, trial and judg­
ment matters, except under certain 
conditions; judgments upon con­
fession of judgment or discontinu­
ance, proceedings concerning cor­
porations and public offices, opposi­
tions to marriages, application for 
writs of habeas corpus, alimentary 
pension, etc*

But under the amendment 
judges who have heard cases dur­
ing the regular session are taking 
judgments immediately instead of 
waiting for the opening of the fall 
term, as in the past. The result 
during the first week in July has 
been a steady stream of judg­
ments by judges who are polish­
ing off their cases before em­
barking upon their holidays. Liti­
gants are not kept waiting to hear 
the decision of the court in cases 
in which they are interested, the 
judges are enabled to start the fall 
term with a clear slate, and law­
yers and the public in general are 
kept au courant with the latest in 
jurisprudence via the newspaper 
ïeports of the judgments.

Asked by the Record this morn­
ing -whether this amendment to the 
Code would have any affect upon 
local Superior Court matters, Jus­
tice White said that with the ex­
ception of one or tw-o cases in 
which judgments could not be ren­
dered until tlvî fall, the records 
were clear and consequently no 
judgments would be delivered here 
during the summer recess.
