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St. Anicet resident killed in Mumbai terrorist attacks

Dr. Michael Moss, part-time resident
and owner of a home on Riviere LaGuerre
Road in St. Anicet, was killed last week
during terrorist attacks in Mumbai, India.

The 73-year-old doctor was the first
Canadian of two to be declared among the
casualties of the attacks, which took place
at ten locations throughout Mumbai. He
was at the end of a month-long vacation to
India when he was reportedly gunned down
at the Oberoi Hotel during a siege by ter-
rorists that Began November 26. At press
time, the official death toll was 183, with
295 injured. Twenty police officers and sol-
diers were also killed, as well as nine of the
ten gunmen. Of the 21 Canadians reported
to be at the sites, 17 were confirmed safe
and two others wounded.

Moss’ traveling companion and partner,
Elizabeth Russell, 65, of Westmount, was
the second Canadian fatality. Her name
was only released Sunday for security rea-
sons. Contrary to ecarly reports that
appeared in Montreal newspapers stating
that the pair was shot at separate locations,
it now appears both were gunned down at
the Oberoi.

Moss, who resided in Westmount on the
island of Montreal part-time, was a beloved
doctor in NDG who worked at the Julius
Richardson Convalescent Hospital for the
past 12 years. A former family physician
who also worked at the now closed Queen
Elizabeth Hospital in NDG, Dr. Moss

came out of retirement due to boredom
after only three months off in 1996.

It is unknown whether Moss, who immi-
grated to Canada from England in the
1960s, was targeted because he was carry-
ing a British passport. He is reported to
have four children from two former mar-
riages, one of whom resides in England,
and a daughter who is a doctor in Montreal.

Moss was known in St. Anicet most
recently for his cleanup efforts of the La
Guerre River near his home. He brought
the polluted state of the river to the atten-
tion of The Gleaner/La Source. the
Minister of the Environment, and the
municipality in December 2006.

St. Anicet mayor, Alain Castagner, said
although he never met Dr. Moss, he knows
that he was highly esteemed in the area and
considers his death a great loss. “The entire
community is sickened by it. This is some-
thing that happens to others, not to people
in our community.” said the mavor.

Moss’s neighbour, Beverly Ryan, said he
was trying to regain his strength from a
heart attack that he suffered a vear ago and
described him as a “kindly gentleman™.
“His concern for people was that of a real,
old fashioned doctor. In the 80s he would
go every week to a senior's apartment
building near the old Forum - it was a 12
or l4-story high-rise with a lot of single,
lonely people without a lot of resources
and he would take care of all of them.
That’s the kind of person he was.” said
Ryan

Rotary Club debate showcases top 3 provincial hopefuls

Ten days before the electoral rendez-
vous, the Rotary Club of Huntingdon
showcased the three main party candi-
dates in a debate that addressed the eco-
nomic and social issues that concern the
citizens of Huntingdon County.

Outgoing ADQ deputy, Albert
DeMartin, and his two main rivals, Joan
Gosselin of the Parti Quebecois (PQ) and
Stephane Billette of the Liberal Party of
Quebec (LPQ), took part in a dinner-
debate which drew approximately 180
people on Friday, November 28, at the
Recreation Centre in Ormstown. Quebec

Candidates Joan Gosselin of the Parti Quebecois, Albert DeMartin of the Action Democratique
du Quebec, and Stephane Billette of the Liberal Party took part in a dinner-debate with approx-

imately 180 people attending in Ormstown Friday evening.
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Solidaire candidate, Stephane Thellen,
was invited as well, but did not participate.

The event allowed candidates eight
minutes each to present the key elements
of their platforms, followed by a two-
minute exchange with their opponents. A
15-minute question period was provided
for the audience.

Chosen by lot to speak first, DeMartin
denounced the top-heavy bureaucracy in
Quebec, particularly at the agricultural
level. “It’s extremely difficult to resolve
matters in Quebec because of it. That’s
what we want to change in the ADQ,” he
said.

The outgoing deputy also praised the
rich potential of the mainly agricultural
county, and stated the possibility of devel-
oping second and third transformation
industries on the territory. DeMartin also
assessed his 19 months in office, recalling
among other things the adoption of pri-
vate bill 217 allowing the Town of
Huntingdon certain specific powers to
pursue its process of economic revival, the
development of high speed Internet in
several sectors, and the creation of 75 bike
paths in the Huntingdon region.

The deputy was confronted by the
Liberal party candidate who said that the
ADQ deputy did not totally deliver the
goods in his riding, denouncing the confu-
sion surrounding the installation of a scan-
ner at the Barriec Memorial Hospital in
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Ormstown and tens of millions of dollars
missing for road repairs in 2008.

At his turn at the microphone,
Stephane Billette spoke of the regional
economy, citing the example of the trans-
formation of the Cleyn & Tinker and
Huntingdon Mills warchouses in
Huntingdon into vast industrial rental
spaces as proof of the importance of
developing more small and medium sized
companies. He also said he believes in the
importance of “equipping the area with
important tools to stimulate small busi-
nesses, support business plans of promot-
ers and consolidate already existing busi-
nesses.” He also emphasized the necessi-
ty of supporting the sector of primary
processing at the agri-food level.

The Liberal hopeful also brought up
the subject of the shortage of doctors and
nurses that has affected the health and
social services sector for several years in
the Haut St. Laurent, recalling that
efforts are being made in recruitment and
the area should be promoted more in
order to attract them.

As a long time acquaintance of
Mr.Greenbank I have great respect for
him, his accomplishments and his role in
the community. However, I find myself in
disagreement with his point of view
expressed in his letter to The Gleaner
entitled “Westville landfill’s ‘credible
sources’ questioned”. In his letter he
invokes the scientific method “study,
observe, conclude” and suggests that this
is the correct approach for this issue. I am
in complete agreement with him but
would like to point out that many people
in the Valley, including ‘the two good cit-
izens of Dundee’ he refers to, have been
taking just such an approach and are not
arriving at the same ‘allayed concerns’ as
the mayor of Dundee.

For example, in even a cursory ‘study’
of the County of Franklin Solid Waste
Management Authority’s Environmental
Impact Study (EIS) — a lengthy document
that has been available for public scrutiny
at The Little Green Library for the past
several weeks — one can find cause for
concern. Allow me to share a few obser-
vations.

The EIS asserts that the Westville
dump is complying with the New York
State Solid Waste Management Plan,
which focuses on waste reduction and
recycling as integral components of their
wastc management strategy. Yet on page
22 of the EIS there is a table which shows
a reduction of recycling in Franklin
County from 241 tons in 2000 to 67 tons
in 2007—a decline of more than 350%.
During the same périod they have
increased tipping at the site from 43,500
tons to 125,000 tons. At the same
Westville tour that Mr Greenbank refers
to in his letter, the dump manager, Mr.
Eades, was heard to say, “Recycling!
Don’t get me started on that BS.” When
many other jurisdictions in North
America and Europe are setting recycling
targets of 60% and higher Franklin
County’s rate has fallen to just 6%.

Unfortunately, a guided tour of the
landfill with the landfill manager does not
give one enough data to arrive at an
informed conclusion. For example, at the
public information meeting held by the

Greenbank’s letter

Franklin County Solid Waste Authority
in Malone a couple of weeks ago, a biolo-
gist presented preliminary results from
tests taken from surface water adjacent to
the dump. These results suggest that the
current dump, contrary to what is being
claimed by Franklin County, is already
polluting the watershed.

On page 25 of the EIS one finds that
the expanded dump, at the increased tip-
ping rate of 125,000 tons per year, has an
estimated operating life of 95 years. It
also states that the landfill accepts mate-
rials such as sewage sludge, asbestos, and
petroleum contaminated soils as “cost-
saving and revenue generating meas-
ures”. Nowhere in this document is there
any mention of the environmental impact
that this mega-project will have on
Canada, in spite of the fact that the dump
is located upstream and right on the
Quebec border. Nor is there any mention
in the EIS of liability issues when the
landfill  negatively impacts the
Chateuaguay Valley.

In section 8.22 of the EIS there is cur-
sory discussion of the ‘no-action
option'—in other words, what would hap-
pen if Franklin County did not expand
the landfill? The study notes that at the
new dumping rates with trash being
imported from far and wide, the landfill
would be full in 2014. However, with a lit-
tle high school math, it becomes clear
that if Franklin County were to return to
its original mandate to serve its own
county’s needs, and if it were to live up to
its recycling obligations spelled out by the
State of New York, the present landfill
has the capacity to serve its community
for many years into the future.

To conclude, I would like to encourage
all elected officials in the Valley to live up
to their obligations as spelled out by the
Supreme Court of Canada. In its ruling in
favour of the Town of Hudson a few years
ago the court stated that “ municipalities
are obliged to be pro-active in areas
involving human health, even when full
scientific knowledge is not yet available.”

200 TOUR OLD FOLKS HOME;
NAME CONTEST TO BE HELD

Huntingdon's new residence for sen-
ior citizens welcomed the public to offi-
cial opening ceremonies on Sunday, giv-
ing the population a chance to view the
20-unit complex, now complete except
for stoves, fridges, a name and most
important, tenants.

The moving in of the tenants will
hinge on the delivery of the major appli-
ances. The Quebec government says they
should be delivered in mid-December,
allowing the building to be occupied in

January.
In presiding over Sunday's ribbon-cut-
ting and opening ceremonies,

Huntingdon Housing Bureau chairman
Claude M[]nard announced that a con-
test will be held to find a suitable name
of the building on Fairview Road, which
will house senior citizens at rentals
geared to their incomes.

Guests of honor at the opening were
Huntingdon Mayor Claude Pilon and
M.P. G[Jrald Laniel of Beauharnois-
Salaberry riding.

The latter pointed out that
Huntingdon is one of the last municipal-

ities to profit from federal government
financing for this type of project, as last
week's federal cabinet shuffle involved
Ottawa's withdrawal from participation
in municipal affairs.

In the case of the Huntingdon resi-
dence, total cost figures is $595,489, of
which $484,200 was provided by the fed-
eral government via the provincially
operated Quebec Housing Bureau.

Government assistance will continue
to help cover an anticipated annual oper-
ating deficit of some $65,000. The feder-
al government will cover 50 per cent of
the deficit, the Quebec government 40
per cent, and the municipality will cover
the remaining 10 per cent.

The names of the first residents of the
building should be known shortly, as a
list of candidates has been drawn up by
the selection committee and will be
approved within the next few days by the
directors of the local Housing Bureau,

M[]nard said.

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Jean Charest makes a visit to Franklin

Liberal Party leader and Quebec
Premicr, Jean Charest, was inspired
during his visit to an agri-food business
in Huntingdon County to speak about
the importance of consumers buying
more local and regional products to
strengthen the industry.

“Because the economy
is a major factor for us in the cam-
paign, I want to get back Huntingdon
on December 8,7 said the Premier.

Charest had kind words for Billette,
who he said is part of the rising Liberal
guard and can play a paramount role
within the party if he is victorious in
the election. “Stephane Billette is very
important to us. With his experience in
cconomic matters, I clearly want him
on my team. On the eve of an econom-
ic storm that could hit hart, I see this as
a signal. Who are we going to have
confidence in passing through all of
this?” he stated.

Joan Gosselin concentrated her remarks
on the importance of putting Huntingdon
on the Quebec map. She believes the coun-
ty will be raised by developing its economy
through stimulating entrepreneurship. She
wants to encourage consumers to buy more
food products made in Quebec.

The PQ candidate also proposed giving
more powers to municipalities and to the
MRC in matters of regional development to
climinate bureaucracy.

The exchanges between candidates
became more heated afterwards, particular-
ly when they discussed the proposed expan-
sion of the landfill in Westville, New York.
After listening to Billette declare that “steps
are being taken and Minister Line
Beauchamp is awarc of the matter,”
Gosselin promised to form a delegation to
go visit the site and ask for a moratorium on
the enlargement “until there is a real consul-
tation and a real agreement, whether I am

elected or not”.

DeMartin indicated that the battle
against the project will continue. “But we
must also look at what is happening in our
own backyard,” he said.

During the question period, Huntingdon
Mayor Stephane Gendron fired a question
at the Liberal Party’s “candidate of change”,
asking why he kept former collaborators of
former deputy Andre Chenail on his team,
such as Yves Lalonde and Jean-Pierre
McKenzie.

Leader for the party Action
Democratique du Quebec (ADQ), Mario
Dumont, managed a short visit to
Huntingdon County to put forth his vision
for agricultural development in Quebec,
which he believes will result from the sup-
port of the agricultural producers in their
every day lives and in their concrete plans
for years to come.

“We believe that agriculture must again
become a growing sector by taking account
of training, development of products, and
rescarch. It’s through support of their proj-
ects and by developing the role of promot-
ers of our products that we will be able to
nudge our farmers in the right direction to
continue to innovate,” said Dumont during
a visit to St. Remi Sunday morning.

Accompanied by current deputy and
ADQ candidate for Huntingdon, Albert
DeMartin, Dumont stated that because
farmers are the recipients of economic
development in the region and throughout
the province, they must also participate in
creating regional incubators for new prod-
ucts and technologies. “The producers
must be encouraged, along with the agri-
cultural production and agri-food transfor-
mation companies, to develop new prod-
ucts  through regional groupings.
Transformation must be profitable for the
region, in addition to helping with the
transfer of knowledge through regional
incubators,” he said.

Following a visit to a local dairy farm,
the ADQ leader stressed the importance
of supporting change in the agricultural
world. “Young people are having more and
more difficulty in taking over family farms,
considering the imposing start-up funds
that it demands. That is why, in the process
of renegotiating agricultural financing, the
ADQ is committed, as it was in the past, to
making sure that the financing puts
favourable measures in place for the trans-
fer of farms. It's important to sustain the
future of agriculture so that our agricultur-
al enterprises continue to prosper,” he
stated.

Following  his

leader, DeMartin

denounced the bureaucracy that discour-
ages the promotion of new businesses and
innovative projects. “The ministries must
stop working out of silos. They must speak
to each other and facilitate the process of
developing new products. The government
must act more as a guide so that our farm-

ers can continue to innovate. Our farmers
must be on the ground and not caught in
the cogs of governmental apparatus.
Moreover, certain rules harm the compet-
itiveness of agri-food businesses. The pro-
motion of labelling Quebec and Canadian
products, as well as the competitiveness of
our products on the international level, has
to be taken seriously in government plans,”
DeMartin said.

Composting in the Haut St. Laurent is
gaining more and more followers. In
Huntingdon citizens are increasingly turning
to the process, which allows organic waste
materials to ferment then is used as garden
fertiliser.

In the area, the number of residents who
practice domestic composing is expected 10

increase. To better inform the public of the

process of recveling organic matter. the
Town organised an information session
November 10 at Town Hall, where some 30

people attended the meeting led by Groupe
de Simplicite Volontaire de Quebec.

Municipal authoritics are categorically in
favour of the feasibility of composting for
evervone. “We must not think that compost-
ing is complicated. It’s not necessary to have
any special knowledge or materials to carry it
out. All that's required is to collect organic
waste from the kitchen or the garden, which
will result in producing rich soil.” stated
Huntingdon Mayor Stephane Gendron.

According to Maggy Hinse, an environ-
mental consultant for the City of Salaberry
de Valleyfield, organic waste decomposes in
nature thanks to a series of biological and
chemical processes. Biological agents break
down the waste, which is transformed upon
CxXposurc to air and water.

Not all waste should be thrown into the
compost pile. however. Acceptable materials
include fabric made of natural fibres. news
papers printed with black ink. coffec
grounds. cggshells, dead leaves, flowers. and
outdoor plants, fruit and vegetable pecels. tea
bags. sawdust. hay. and domestic pet hair.
However, bones. cooking oil. salad dressings.
dairy products, weeds. excrement and pet lit-
ter are [H'Uhii‘ih.‘d.

Making compost at home can take three
months to three vears. said Hinse. "It all
depends on the techniques used and the
experience acquired. But the average length
of time is about one year. It would be advis-
able to begin a second pile while the other is
maturing,” she said.

Even though different types of containers
can be used for compost, the municipality of
Huntingdon suggests that residents obtain
domestic compost receptacles from Groupe
de Simplicite Volontaire de Quebec. A hun-
dred of these containers were ordered by the
Town and several are already spoken for.

Each container costs $65, and the Town
plans to contribute $15 towards each resi-
dent’s purchase of one.

“These containers will allow citizens to
significantly reduce the quantity of organic
waste that is usually thrown directly into
garbage cans and, instead, to produce their
own fertiliser. Composting will decrease the
amount of domestic waste produced in each
home by 40 percent,” said Gendron.

week, sometimes
until midnight.
Parents were not

worried when their
children hung out
there. No one was
ever  thrown  out
because there were

rules. If the kids had something to settle,
they did it in the park,” said Mr. Vachon,
stating that the police were only called to
their hall once in 28 years.

Pool Room Chez Claude went out of
business in 1994. The Vachons’ decision to
close their doors was not an casy one. “The
last two years governmental regulations
made our work difficult. It wasn’t interesting
to be in business any more. It became very
hard for my wife,” admitted Mr. Vachon,
who afterwards experienced burnout him-
self. With eyes filled with tears, Mrs. Vachon
said she was both surprised and touched that
she and her husband received this recogni-
tion. “I am so moved. Jean-Claude and I

worked with youth for 30 years and we were
proud to do it. We did it for our own pleas-
ure. We do not regret a thing,” she said
before thanking the Town for the honour.

Le choc du décés tragique du Dr Michael
Moss, tué lors des attaques terroristes surv-
enues la semaine derniére 2 Mumbai en
Inde s’est fait sentir jusque dans le Haut
Saint-Laurent. Cet homme demeurait a
temps partiel a Saint-Anicet ou il possédait
une résidence sur le chemin de la riviére
LaGuerre.

Le médecin de 73 ans fut le premier des
deux Canadiens qui se trouvaient au nom-
bre des victimes de ces attentats, lesquels se
sont produits dans dix secteurs différents de
la ville. Il complétait un mois de vacances
passées dans ce pays lorsqu’il fut soudaine-
ment abattu a I'hdtel Oberoi lors d’un siége
tenu par des terroristes qui a débuté mer-
credi. Officiellement, le nombre de morts
s’élevait a 183 et celui des blessés se chiffrait
a 295. Vingt policiers et soldats ont aussi été
tués, tout comme neuf des dix tireurs. Sur
les 21 Canadiens se trouvant sur les lieux de
la ville, dix-sept sont considérés sains et
saufs et deux autres ont subi des blessures.

La compagne de voyage et conjointe du
Dr Moss, Elizabeth Russell, une citoyenne
de Westmount agée de 65 ans, fut la sec-
onde Canadienne retrouvée morte la-bas.
Son identité ne fut rendue publique que
samedi pour des motifs de sécurité.
Contrairement a ce qu'indiquaient plus tot
des compte-rendus parus dans des journaux
montréalais faisant état que le duo fut abat-
tu dans des endroits distincts, il appert
maintenant que tous deux ont été tués
ensemble dans I'établissement hotelier.

auprés du ministére québécois du
Développement durable, de
’Environnement et des Parcs et des
autorités municipales anicetoises en décem-
bre 2006. Le maire de Saint-Anicet, Alain
Castagner, a confié n’avoir jamais rencontré
le Dr Moss mais le connait comme d’un
homme hautement estimé dans la région. Il
considére son décés comme une grande
perte pour la collectivité. «LLa communauté
toute enticre est estomaquée par ce qui est
arrivé.

Heritage goes for world record in cup stacking

Heritage Elementary School students
participated in the third annual STACK UP!
on Thursday, November 13. STACK UP! is
an event organized by the World Sport
Stacking Association (WSSA) to have as
many participants as possible sport stack on
the same day throughout the world. This
year, nearly 25 different countries were
involved and a Guinness World Record was
achieved. As of November 16, the count of
all worldwide participants reached 163, 072.
Heritage Elementary School was one of
three Quebec schools that participated in
this special day-long event. All Heritage
Elementary students participated in the
sport stacking event by stacking for a mini-
mum of 30 minutes at different times
throughout the day.

Throughout the day the students stacked
at different types of stacking stations.
Sometimes they stacked as individual, in

pairs or in competition with other students.
Multi-age groupings were created so that
the grade six students could support the
kindergarten students in this event. Many
parents came to watch their children
throughout the day.

Jasmine, a grade four student, likes cup
stacking because she is very quick at the var-
ious sequences and likes to race against her
own times. Riley, another grade four stu-
dent, thought that it was cool to Cup Stack
for the Guinness World Record.

Cassandra and her brother Calvin prac-
tice and compete at home almost every day
in order to improve their skills, and Desiree
liked the fact that she could see the other
classes working together and parnupaung in
this cup stacking event.

Janet Morrison, a mother of two
Heritage students, was impressed with the
coordination of the students and how well

they focused on the activity.

The Speed Stacks program helps stu-
dents develop bilateral proficiency which
allows for equal performance on both sides
of the body. By increasing bilateral profi-
ciency, a student develops a greater percent-
age of the right side of the brain which hous-
es awareness, focus, creativity and rhythm.
Stacking helps train the brain for sports and
other activities where the use of both hands
is important such as playing a musical instru-
ment or using the computer. Sequencing
and patterning are also elements of sport
stacking which can help with reading and
math skills.

Throughout the school year the phys-ed
teacher, Mr. Harry, engages students in a
variety of Speed Stacking activities in gym
class. He also runs extra-curricular activities
with the Speed Stacks in order to compete
against other schools. Any community mem-
