The Floor Ttade op Boston.—No person 
can visit our business streets without noticing 
the large movements of Flour, says a 
Boston paper, constantly taking place, 
and in fact the trade of Boston in this 
great article is immense, lar exceeding that of 
any other Atlantic city, save New York alone. 
In 1858 more than one million two hundred 
thousand barrels of flour was received in 
this city, or about four thousand barrels each 
working business day. The year ending Sept 
1, 1859, the receipts were 1,017,’(20 barrels. 
From this great central market this article is 
distributed all over the Eastern New England 
states and British Provinces Western Masa- 
chusetts, and a portion of Maine, and the large 
seaports of this State, import their own flour to 
a considerable extent. Fora general assortment 
however, of the finer grades of flour, nearly all 
of New England has to visit Boston market. 
The trade in this great staple is constantly in. 
creasing and becoming more and more import­
ant to Boston.

Woman’s Sights is t]»s UmTijp 
out the following fitnifsing evidence of the 
chivalrous deference of the law, among our 
neighbours, towards the fair sex, from a New 
York paper :—

Mrs. Nancy Stevenson was tried before Judge 
Monro, at the last term of the Court at Ander­
son, S.C., on an indictment found against her 
in March last, setting forth that she was a com­
mon scold. Mr. Speaker Orr conducted the 
defence and moved to quash the indictment, on 
the ground that being a common scold was not 
an indictable offence in South Carolina. He 
made a brief but able argument in sup­
port of his motion, sustaining himself by 
reference to the case of “ Commonwealth 
agt. Samanthia Hutchinson,” which was tried 
in the Sixth Judicial District of Penn­
sylvania, and found in the American Law Regis­
ter, p. 118. The defendant in that case was 
discharged on the ground “that the offence of 
common scolding is not indictable as a crime 
in Pennsylvania.” The public prosecutoi Mr. 
Read, on the other hand, read from the books 
much law to sustain the indictment. After ar­
gument pro and con. the following order was 
passed :—

“On hearing the motion in this case, it is or­
dered that the indictment be quashed, on the 
ground that it is not an indictable offence, that 
portion of the common law relating to this of­
fence being obsolete in South Carolina.”

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Revival op an Old Common-Law Writ in 

the United States.—In the case of Quimbo 
Oppo, the Chinaman under sentence of death 
for murder, in New York, in whose favour the 
Court of Oyer and Terminer, through Judge 
Roosevelt, had entertained a motion for a new 
trial, the District-Attorney on Monday last in­
voked the rarely resorted-to old common law 
writ of prohibition, commanding the Court and 
Quimbo Appo to desist from further proceed­
ings on the motion for a new trial, until the 
next General term of the Supreme Court. The 
District-Attorney holds that the Oyer and Ter­
miner has no authority to grant new trials, 
and that by sustaining the jurisdiction of that 
Court in such cases a wide door would be 
opened to all convicted criminals to avail 
themselves of a newly-discovered remedy.

Banking.—The failure of the two sham 
banks at Toronto makes in not improper to 
take a review of the history of Banking within 
the Province during a few years past. Pré' 
vious to 1850, we believe, no Bank had been 
incorporated in Canada for several years j one 
charter having been granted for a “ Merchants 
Bank" of Montreal, which did not go into opera' 
lion. The Banks of the Province were, and 
long had been, the Quebec Bank, the British N. 
American, the Montreal, the City, the People’s 
the Commercial, the Upper Canada, and the 
Gore. All these were incorporated, except the 
British N. American, by Provincial Acts of 
Parliament, having nearly the same clauses. 
The leading one for the security of the Public 
was that which made stockholders liable in 
double the amount of their stock. The fact of 
these institutions, however, being situated and 
controlled in the leading centres of commerce 
and capital, created a considerable feeling in 
the smaller cities and towns. Business men in 
such localities complained that their wants did 
not meet with fair attention ; and many, no 
doubt, saw in the establishment of local Banks 
a means of obtaining the control of lands 
much gieater than their circumstances would 
justly wariant. There was some truth and a 
greai deal of what was not true in the outcry 
for small local Banks. Mr. Hincks, in spite of 
the pressure brought to bear upon him, uni­
formly resisted the attempt to create such 
institutions. At length, however, Mr. Merritt 
who had been one of the most influential advo 
cates of the multiplication and wider distribu­
tion of Banks, devised, or rather adopted 
scheme which forwarded Mr. Hincks' financial 
plans, and, at the same time, promised to afford 
all necessary protection to the holders of notes. 
The Finance Minister, therefore, assented to the 
passage of .the .weH,kitiqyyfl,.F.rfip,.jjai^injr, 
coma start a Bank ; but he could issue no notes 
not countersigned by the Government, who on 
their side received, before granting this endorsa- 
tion, an amount of their own debentures, equal 
to the amount of notes presented for their 
signature. Government was not liable to the 
note holders except for the securities deposited 
with their Finance officer ; and these were to be 
retained in order to make good any default on 
the part of the Banks. This plan had the 
effect of giving greater currency to the Govern­
mental debentures, of which great numbers 
were issued. This system continued till 1854. 
At that time several of the old established 
Banks obtained renewals of their charters or 
powers to augment their capital, and it was 
then contended by Mr. Merritt and the other 
advocates of the Free Banking Law, that it 
was absuid to continue charters to one class of 
Banks without requiring security for their 
notes, while the professed policy of the Go­
vernment was to protect the public by requir­
ing a deposit of collateral securities. It was 
true that a certain compromise was effected by 
insisting that these institutions should place 
part of the new capital in securities to be 
deposited with the Inspector General, like 
those ot the new Banks ; but it was said that 
the extension of the old charters authorizing 
the employment of the remainder of the capital 
was, in fact, an abrogation, so far as it went, 
of the Free Banking Law. The logic of 
these arguments it was difficult to gainsay, and 
was of course made every use of by those who 
desired to establish small local banks without 
the restriction of the Free Banking Act. 
Among these was Mr. Terrill. He had intro­
duced a bill to incorporate the St. Francis 
Bank, with a very small capital, which was at 
first stoutly resisted by Mr. Cayley, who, aa 
Finance Minister of the Coalition Cabinet, had 
now snoceeded Mr. Hinks. But political in­
fluence was too much for the tory Inspector- 
General’s virtue. After gradually bating his 
demands for such amount of capital as he 
thought necessary to secure respectability in 
the management, he at last permitted Mr. Ter­
rill to take an act of incorporation, without any 
security clause, for a Bank with a nominal 
capital of £100,000 ; but which might begin 
business with a paid up capital of £25,000. 
This was oue-fourth of the amount which he at 
first requirad. Mr. Galt took a similar charter 
in the same session for the Eastern Townships 
Bank, though it was generally understood that 
he shared in the scruples of Mr. Cayley, and 
only pressed his act in order that his consti­
tuents might have the same facilities granted 
as their neighbours. Five other new Banks were 
incorporated in the same session, of which two 
—the Molsons and Zimmerman—had previously 
been started under the Free Banking Law. 
This opened the flood gates for charters, and 
in the next session, that of 1856, acts were 
passed for two new institutions, to be called 
the Union Bank of Canada, and the Colonial 
Bank—one of those which recently closed its 
doors. In 1857 there was a new set of 
demands, and the crop this year consisted of 
the Ontario, Toronto, International, Niagara 
District, and Brantford—all without security. 
In 1858 there were a number of acts amending 
the old charters ;■ but only one new Bank in­
corporated—the Canada. In 1859 there were 
several new applications to Parliament for 
Banking powers ; and sufficient influence was 
brought to bear upon the Government to 
induce them to give their influence and aid to 
the very worst of these. The exposure, how­
ever, by Mr. Biown, of Mr. McCallum’s charac­
ter made them ashamed of their weakness, and 
the weight of the Opposition, under Mr. 
Brown’s leadership, being directed against the 
reckless granting of new charters, all but one 
were rejected. That one, if taken as a speci­
men bank, would prove that the public of the 
Province were saved from a dreadful crash, by 
the precautions which prevented the building 
Irom being piled up higher, as the corporators, 
except their quality of ministerial members of 
Parliament—which is a sort of universal 
faculty—had no one qualification, so far as 
public notoriety is concerned, for the conduct 
-of financial affairs. It is to be hoped that the 
the events of the last few days will render this 

date acquired caution permanent, and prevent 
Æur Government from lending their assistance

MONTREAL fOX HOUNDS.

New York, November 3. 
John Brown was yesterday sentenced to suf­

fer the extreme penalty of the law, on Friday 
the 2nd of December next. The culprit heard 
his doom with composure ; before sentence was 
passed Brown made a brief and earnest ad­
dress to the Court, in whioh he stated that his 
intention was simply to run off slaves from Vir­
ginia, in the same manner as he had previously 
from Missouri, but that he had no intention of 
shedding blood, nor of treason against the State. 
His counsel gave notice of Appeal to the highest 
Tribunal of Virginia. Edwin Croppie was tried 
and pronounced guilty of conspiracy, treason 
and murder. The case of Cook, Brown’s second 
in command, is to be removed to the U. S. 
District Court.

The return of the names of the voters regis­
tered in this city foot up 103,450, being 18,000 
more than the highest vote ever cast in this 
city.

The Herald states that Commodore Vander­
bilt has sued the editors of the Times lor a 
libel, laying damages at $100,000.

Washington, Nov. 3. 
The Postmaster General has concluded an ar­

rangement with the Canadian Post Office De­
partment, by which the mails are to be trans­
ported, for the sea postage, weekly between De­
troit and Liverpool, via Portland in winter, and 
the St. Lawrence in summer. The service is to 
commence by the trip of the first steamer from 
Portland on 26th instant. It is intended to 
have mails, for and from the Western, North- 
Western and some of the South-Western States 
sent in closed bags between Chicago and De­
troit on one side, and Liverpool and London on 
the other ; and for this purpose the British Post 
Office Department has been requested to consti­
tute Chicago and Detroit exchange offices for 
the United States and British mails. On the 
side of Britain, Cork may also be constituted an 
exchange office.

The Parma Tragedy.—If the barbarous mur­
der in the streets of Parma has proved a politi­
cal convenience for the banished dukes and 
conspiring cardinals, there is no reason why it 
should not also be turned to account on the 
part of the cause which alone detests it with 
sincerity. As it has furnished the Italian ty­
rants with a commodious sophism, we do not 
see why it should not supply Italian freedom 
with a sound argument. For that purpose we 
have only to ask ourselves why the crime has 
excited so much astonishment. Can there be a 
stronger tribute to the marvellous and general 
freedom from passion and violence whioh has 
characterised this magnificent revolution ? 
Where is there on record a popular movement 
against misrule of the same inveteracy, against 
grievances of the same enormity, amidst tho 
like excitements and provocations, in the face 
ot the like confederacy of temporal and spiri­
tual enemies, against which so few excesses are 
to be charged Î We have been startled at the 
butchery of Count Anviti, but we ought rather 
to be amazed that the atrocity stands alone in 
the history of the last 6 months; alone, we mean 
as a crime imputable to the people ; for that 
period includes, be it not forgotten, the whole­
sale carnage at Perugia, perpetrated not by an 
infuriated rabble, but by au organised force,— 
not the act of a mob but of a government, and 
that government the last that should have set 
the example of violence and bloodshed.— 
After that ruthless massacre, it well be­
comes the Italian Herods to affect a speechless 
horror of a solitary and exceptional deed of 
the same hue. Behold, they cry, the enormi­
ties that disgrace Italian patriotism ; let 
liberty be judged by its fruits ; if these things 
are done in the infancy of independence, what 
is not to be expected Irom its maturity Î But 
how simple is the reply ! The deeds are yours, 
oppressors ot Italy. Liberty retorts tLon on 
you. They are the legitimate spawn of your 
demoralising and brutalising sway. The little 
popular licentiousness that has been witnaasutd, T-A, ..o muon virtue, moderation, and temper 
have been conspicuous in their actions, as they 
have been by the confession of an admiring 
world, is their desert, not yours. The justice 
of this answer receives its most opposite illus­
tration from the late of the miserable Anviti. 
The tool of ducal tyranny, he represented its 
violence in the ruffianism of his life, and the 
recoil of that violence in tho cruelty of his 
death. He contributed more than any man to 
educate the passions in the tempest of which he 
perished. He made the mob that tore him to 
piecemeal.

No !—this tragedy of Parma has grieved the 
friends of liberty, but it will not serve her ad­
versaries. It only proves that liberty has been 
too long delayed, and exacts from her cham­
pions increased vigilance and redoubled effort. 
Men in the arduous posts of revolutionary lea­
ders must carry a two-edged sword, tor they 
have to conteud not only with tyranny itself, 
but with the vices that tyranny engenders. 
While they resist one class of malefactors, they 
have to punish another, and for the stern per­
formance of the latter duty it is plain that 
Farini and his illustrious colleagues are no less 
prepared than they have already proved them­
selves equal to the former. They have acted 
too wisely and boldly hitherto to allow ns to 
doubt their prudence and spirit under all 
combinations of circumstances. If it is possible 
to bring the perpetrators of Anviti’s murder to 
justice, it will be the spontaneous act of the 
Italian patriots themselves, no servile compli­
ance with the insolent dictation of the French 
Emperor, who has no more right to dictate mea­
sures of justice to the Govermentof Parma than 
to any ether foreign Government in Europe.— 
London Examiner.

Kossuth and Louis Napoleon.—We cut the 
following from the Boston Traveller of Tues­

A letter from England says Kossuth speaks 
without asperity of the French Emperor. He 
acquits him of bad faith to the Hungarians, but 
of course treats the peace of Viilafranea as for 
the time ruinous to the hopes of his country.

revolt until X get to Venice, for I do not know 
whether I may not have to conclude the war 
before I am half way thither.” It is stated that 
the French were to send 40,000 men into Hun­
gary when they had obtained possession of that 
city.
