LONDU\. Feb. 16.—The utrike

them will cease, the National Union
of Railwaymen having promised to
call out the men engaged in this
work, while all the other transport

Such action will have a most ser-
ious. effect on the country's food
gupply, unless the Government mak-
es alternative arrangements. Those
industries depending upon importa-
tions of raw materials will also be
hampered and numbers of their em-
ployees thrown into idleness.

The immediately involv-
ed in the strike order number about
120,000, but the transport and gen
eral workers union to which they be-
long is affiliated with a half dozen
other unions which may make com-
mon cause and thus involve sailors,
water men, warchouse men, ship
stewards, ship firemen, stevedores,
car men and others,

Rise in Food Prices,

Among the first results predicted
is a rise in food prices which will
hit the strikers themselves as hand
as anybody. It is believed they are
well supplied with funds, however,
and are able to hold out long enough
t oczuse great damage. The trade
press up to the present has not tak
en any strong line regarding the
apportionment or responsibility for
the dispute, the present tc ndency be-
ing to hold both sides to some ex-
tent blameworthy.

The negotiations between employ-
ers and men collapsed upon the re-
fusal of the former to make any ad-
vance over the terms offered last
Monday, giving the dockers and in-
crease of one shilling a day in wag-
es and promising an inquiry into the
question of casual labor. The dock
men insist upon an advance of two
ghillings and the abolishment of cas-
ual labor so as to guarantee all the
dock workers a certain weekly wage.

Hope to Maintain Passenger
Schedules,

The steamship operators, uponr

LEGISLATION: EFFECT T0 ONLY BE
KNOWN AS RESULT OF JUDGMENTS

Like ANl Such Laws Designed

(Special to the Record.)

UEBEC, Feb. 16—What is com-
Qmonly known as “Blue Sky”

legislation is embodied in two
bills which Hon. L. A. Taschereau,
Prime Minister of the province,
has before the legislature this ses-
sion, and the contents of which
were known yesterday, The two
measures co-ordinate.

Like all such laws designed for
the protection of the public, and
especially that large section of it
known as the “sucker class” this
measure is somewhat complicated,
and its effect will only be known
as a result of court judgments.

The bill deals with companies,
and definea companies to be ali
corporations and joint steck com-
paries incorporated in this opro-
vince, whether by letters patent or
special act of the legislature, or in-
corporated in another province or
in a foreign country.

It is then enacted that no com-
pany may issue, sell, offer for sale

or otherwise dispose of, in any
manner, directly or indirectly,
through an officer, or agent or

any person, any bond or share in
this province, until it has sent cer-
tain information to the Provincial
Secretary.

The information required calls
for all possible information in re
gard to the affairs of such com-
panies, whether Canadian or for-
eign, under penalty of a fine of
$1,000 or three months in jail.

It is provided that any company
which infringes the provisions of
the law as thus laid @own, shall
lose their civil resources '‘against
the purchasers of such shares or
bonds for the purchase price or|
{ balance of purchase price there-
[ of, @ irectors of such com-
| panies who have participated by
their vote in the commission of
such infringement, are to be held
1tly and severally liable for the
repavment of the shares or bonds
old contrary to this provision, to
| the extent of the price paid by th
[ purchasers for such shares o-
bonds. In brief, this means that
| when a man buys'a bond from a
company, no matter where locat-
ed, and the company has not com-

plied with this new law, there is
{ no responsibility as to payment

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FOR THE PUBLIC HEALTH.

Infantile mortality and the ravages of tuber-
culosis are engaging the attention of the Quebec
Legislature and a bill has been introduced to pro-
vide five hundred thousand dollars to combat the
losses to the population in this connection.

The vital statistics of the province for a num-
ber of years have emphasized the need of govern-
mental action in this regard. Infant mortality
has been higher than for any other province, and
the figures for the city of Montreal have been little
short of appalling.
