WASHINGTON, May 28.—Blazing the way of the first air trial from 
the Western to the Eastern Hemisphere, the United States Navy 
seaplane, N.C. 4, under Lieutenant-Commander Read, swept into 

the harbor at Lisbon, Portugal, today, the first airship of any kind to have 
crossed th® Atlantic Ocean, under its own power and through its natural 
element.

Taking the air at Ponta Del Gada, Azores, at 6.18 a.m., Washington 
time, on the last leg of the trans-Atlantic portion of the voyage from 
Rockaway Beach, Long Island, to Plymouth, England, the N.C. 4, covered 
the eight hundred miles in nine hours and forty-three minutes, maintaining 
an average speed of better than eighty knots an hour. The total elapse fly­
ing time from Newfoundland to Lisbon was twenty-six hours and forty-one 
minutes.

The day of the war garden is over 
and the era of the peace garden has 
dawned. In the spring of 1918 peo­
ple plunged with such energy into 
the untilled soil around their houses 
that the whole country seemed to 
blossom overnight into serried rows 
of vegetables. They were answering 
an emergency call. The enthusiasm 
of patriotic motives lay behind their 
industry and they achieved their ob- 

| ject. By united effort something like 
j $60,000,000 worth of vegetables was 
I added to the country’s food supply.

But much of the energy put into 
! the war gardens was misdirected and 
futile. It was the first venture on 
the part of many, and mistakes were 
made, effort was wasted, results were 
in some instances discouraging. Now, 
however, the fever that marked the 

: war gardener has died out and the 
need for peace gardens as a perman­
ent part of the work of reconstruc­
tion becomes apparent.

The peace garden of 1919 and suc-

j dition of barnyard manure. Lime is 
i also splendid for heavy soils. A bul- 
| letin on manures and fertilizers given 
in the list of free publications con- 

| tains all the necessary information 
on this subject.

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eeeding years will be tackled more 
systematically than the war gardens 
of 1918. The foundation was laid last 
year for work that, as the years roll 
on, will expand and be an ever-in­
creasing source of revenue, health 
and pleasure to everyone.

The great teacher, experience, has 
given the war gardener his first les­
son, But further guidance is need­
ed before embarking on the peace 
garden venture.

First Steps for the Gardener.
1. Find out all about the garden— 

(a) its size; (b) the type of soil; (c) 
whether it will need manure; (d) 
whether there are facilities for water­
ing it in dry weather; (e) what tools 
are likely to be required.

2. Decide what vegetables are most 
suitable and what quantities will be 
necessary. Plan garden on paper.

3. (a) Find out what varities of 
vegetables arc most highly recom­
mended; (b) how much seed of each 
kind will be required; (c) the dates 
on which the seeds should be sown.

In order to obtain the information 
suggested in the first three steps it is 
necesssary to secure some gardening 
bulletins and seedmen's catalogues. 
A list of free publications on garden­
ing is appended.

Th. Soil.
1 The fundamental question of soil 

is referred to in the first step, and to 
become a akiUed Hardener it is neces-

a hoe and a rake generally suffice for 
gardening on a small scale. In ad­
dition, it is advisable to have some 
kind of simple sprayer, particularly 
if the garden includes potatoes.

2. The second step relates to the 
crops which are to be grown. Some 
gardeners make the mistake of grow­
ing too much of one kind of vege­
table because it happens to be par­
ticularly easy to raise. For instance, 
carrots and beets yield well, and a 
few rows will supply a household’s 
needs for the winter. Corn is a deli­
cious summer vegetable, but is not 
very profitable for the small garden. 
Peas, also, although popular, occupy 
too much space for the yield they 
give. Therefore, if one has to cut 
down on vegetables for lack of space,

! it is well to remember that there are 
j certain varieties which take up too 
i much room for the returns they give.
| 3. The third step, relates to the best
varieties of vegetables. A great deal 
of experimental work has been un­
dertaken to find out what varieties 
are best suited to the home garden, 
and much information on this sub­

ject is available in pamphlet form, 
j It Is well to remember that there is 
I a vast difference in varieties. Take 
| potatoes, for instance. Some varie- 
| ties yield twice as much as others, 
and the householder who fails to plant 

: the right kind may find his supply 
I of potatoes exhausted before the

| winter is half over. A good thing to 
; remember in the case of the potato 
is that the source of the seed is an 

| important factor in the yield. Local 
seed should never be planted if seed 
from a more northerly location is 

j obtainable.
i Prodigal sowing of seed means a 
great wastage annually, and the be- 

iginner is usually the transgressor in 
ithis respect. There is no advantage 
I in sowing seed too thickly if it is 
bought from a reliable saedman. For 
instance, carrots and parsnips, if 
sown profusely, have to be thinned 
out several times. This only entails 
additional work.

In the case of beets and onions, 
however, thick sowing is not so much 
of a disadvantage, as the beets can 
be thinned out and used as beet 
greens, while the onions can be treat­
ed similarly and used as small onions. 
The most important point is to sow 
the seed at the right date. Too much 
emphasis cannot be placed on ibis, 
and the gardener is referred to the 
bulletins on this subject for fuller 
details about sowing.

Practical Preparation».
The practical work, covering a per­

iod of from six to eight months, in­
cludes: (1) soil preparation; (2) 

j sowing the seed or putting out the
I plants; (3) subsequent cure and

culture; (4) harvesting the crops.
Soli Preparation: The more thor­

oughly the soil is worked and the 
deeper the seed bed, the better the j 
crops. This is because the roots of 
the plants have a greater feeding area 
and the. soil being more like a sponge, ' 
is better able to hold moistqre. Stable 

! manure is valuable as a fertilizer, 
partly because it contains plant food 
and partly because it helps to make 
the soil more spongy.

Sowing tho Seed: The seed should S 
be sown either immediately before or 
after rain. The damp soil ensures 
quicker germination and this gener­
ally results in more vigorous plant 
growth. After sowing the seed tho 
soil should bu firmly pressed to en- 

j sure its close contact with the seed, 
i If the weather is likely to be dry just 
i after sowing, it is wise to cover tho 
I row with a little loose soil to form 
a mulch. The purpose of the mulch 

!is to prevent the drying out of the 
soil.

Subsequent Care and Culture:
This consists of keeping the young 
plants free from weeds and the soil 
loose between the rows. It also en­
tails thinning out the young plants 
and keeping them free from insects 
and diseases. Frequent cultivation is 
very necessary, especially when the 
plants are young. After every rain it 
is important to loosen the soil and

break any surface crust which may 
have been formed.

Harvesting the Crop: Some of the 
root crops have a fine flavor when 
harvested before they are fully ma­
ture. This is especialy true of beets. 
As a rule, however, it is wise to let 
most of the root crops mature. If 
they are left in the ground too long, 
the fibre is apt to become hard and 
stringy. Exceptions to this rule are 
parsnips and salsify. These crops 
may be left in the ground until the 
following spring, if desired. All 
roots should be harvested on a dry 
day and left on the ground for a few 
hours before they are taken into the 
cellar. This will ju'event taking in 
to much of the soil which is sure to 
adhere to them if they are pulled 
during a wet period. Their keeping 
qualities are also likely to be en­
hanced when harvested under propel 
conditions.----------------a

JUDGMENT IS 
RESERVED IN 
ASBESTOS CASE

Counsel for Jacobs Mining Co., of 
Thetford Mines, Says Funds are 
Available.

MONTREAL, May 28.—Argument 
was concluded before the Court of 
Appeal yesterday and judgment re­
served on the appeal of Sir Mortimer 
Davis from a judgment rendered by 
the Superior Court dismissing appel­
lant’s petition for an interlocutory 
injunction to restrain the Jacobs As­
bestos Mining Company of Thetford, 
Limited, from payment of a ten per 
cent, dividend in accordance with a 
resolution of the directors.

The main argument of the petition­
er was that as the directors had de­
voted the major part of the year’s 
profits to other purposes than the 
dividend, there was not sufficient bal­
ance available to meet the dividend 
payments.

Against this, Aime Geoffrion, K.C., 
on behalf of the respondents, yester­
day stated that the money which the 
directors had taken out of the com­
pany’s profits and invested in the 
manner stated by counsel for the pe­
titioner in his argument on Monday, 
could always be called back by the 
directors if the exigencies demanded 
it to meet the declared dividend. The 
directors had not impaired the com­
pany’s capital. Their distribution of 
the profits was only a provisional mea­
sure of good administration adopted 
so that the amounts involved should 
not remain idle during the course of 
the year. In the circumstances, coun­
sel asked that the appeal be dismissed 
and the judgment a quo confirmed, 
with costs.

J. L. Perron, K.C., appeared with 
Mr. Geoffrion for the respondents, and 
netitioner’s case was supported by J. 
A. Mann, K.C., with Eugene Lafleur, 
K.C., and C. H. Cahan, K.C., as coun­
sel.

In the Superior Court yesterday, 
the Jacobs Asbestos Mining Company 
of Thetford was defendant in an ac­
tion commenced before Mr. Justice 
Maclennan, in which the Ehret Mag­
nesia Manufacturing .Co. is suing for 
$286,893.75 for alleged breach of a 
contract in which the company defen- 
dent undertook to supply 2,550 tons of 
asbestos of a certain fibre to the 
plaintiff, in accordance with conditions 
reported when the case was called in 
court on Monday.

Evidence was given yesterday bv 
the production of a large volume of 
correspondence and by testimony of 
the market price of asbestos at differ- ! 
ent dates in support of the claim of 
the plaintiff, the company stating that 
the amount demanded in the action 
represented the difference what had 
actually to be paid for asbestos in the 
open market after defendant failed to 
complete the contract and the price 
agreed upon in the contract.

The defence is that the plaintiff by

“To the Council of the Board of 
Trade.

“Gentlemen:—Your Publicity Com­
mittee beg to report the following 
plan, which in its opinion would con­
stitute a comprehensive publicity pro­
gramme for the city.

“Office Information.—We recom­
mend that the secretary at once pro­
ceed to compile complete detailed 
information on industry, trade and 
commerce, power, freight rates, elec­
tric rates, sites, and all other matters 
pertaining not only to the city, but to 
the district, which would be of inter­
est to a manufacturer or commercial 
house seeking establishment or trade 
relations with Sherbrooke. We believe 
the Board of Trade office should be 
organized as an efficient information 
bureau with regard to Sherbrooke and 
district, and that this should form the 
basis of our publicity.

“Literature.—We do not recom­
mend at present the publication of an 
expensive booklet, but we believe that 
striking facts bearing upon Sher­
brooke opportunities should be avail­
able in attractive printed form, and 
recommend that such be compiled and 
printed.

In these days of fox-trots, jazz 
bands and jaded business men, artists 
who appeal to the public from a high­
er plane frequently find that the paths 
of dramatic glory lead but to the fin­
ancial grave and it is indeed only the 
fittest who survive.
