The Chureh
wus not united, and much valuable time
wan Jost Ly dispitation consequent upon
internal dissension, while they were
not free from perverted forms of Chris
tianity, especially markedrin the Romish
Chureh, but the apprehensions to be en-
tertained from this cnuse were compara-
tively significant compared with the
danger to be geared fromthe perversions
visible within the borders of die Protes-
taut Church, ritualistie praêtices and
errors being so meh the move dungerons
from this very mason; the one was an

opeu foe, changeless, its champions us-
nérted, nd they could’ nut _forget its
actions in the past, the other waged nn
Msidioux and treacherous warfare, re-
scmblive the traitor Judas in the midst
oûthe fatal disciples who surrounded
our Lord. He, catled ty remembrance
the ontery antihad been raised many
vears since whi Ritualiam had its birth,
and the apparertiv tidignant reply ofits
Jpn who loudly averred that they
diet trot dream of inelining towards the
practices of the Remish Church, and this
was the end. But notwithstanding these
ets, whieh tended in many to arouse
teelings ot discournrettient and depres-
ston, he weed wnat they had great cause
tor congratulation in the circumstance
that Christinnity exerted an influciee so
widespread, making its power to befelt
thronghont tie world, and among is

 

  

principal governments, small though ut
wis, leavening eradually the entire mass,
and du this was constitnte dhe ditterence
Letween the Old and No 3101 ations,
that the former exerted its power from
without, the latter frons within, permeut-
ing Chronghe the matter with which
wus brought it contact. In addition: to
all this, which gave ground torinereased
hopetuluess, they were te be mindful
that its "ultimate triumph was certain,
tor God had spoken ito and to whatever
He gave utterance. they knew that its
accomplishment, however difficult at
miglit seen trottheir point of view, was
vertain, He discouraged attempts to
annonce satisfactory solutions of pro-

HEROIC CONDUCT OF THE CAPTAIN.

Pracentia, N. F., Nov. 23.
The following is à correct account of

the Robert Lowe disaster, gleaned trom
the surviving oflicers :—

The Anglo-American steamer Robert
Lowe, after connecting Lamunche and
Placentistown by cable on the 19th struck
henvily near St. Schob’s, and in a very
few minutes filled ‘and Settled down ku
fast that it was found impossible to get
the Lit bouts afloat. Three other boats,
containing twenty-three people, succeed
edin getting clear ofthe wreck, aul re-
mained by it till daylight.
