The Attorney -General has refused to grant
the application of Sir Edward Clarke for the
release of Oscar Wildeon the ground that the
indictment under which he was tried and
convicted was defective,

The nineteeth annual
National British Women's Temperance
Association began in the City Temple,
Holborn Viaduct, E.C., to-day. The morn-
ing spssion began at ten o’clock and adjourned
at 1.30. The proceedings were opened with
devotional exercises, after which the roll of
officers and delegates was called. The edifice
was crowded with delegates and auditors,
chiefly women, who manifested the greatest
interest in Lady Somerset’s remarks,
especially her allusions to the growth of the
Women's Temperance movement. Brief
speeches were also made by Miss Frances I,
Willard, Miss Eva McLaren, and Mesdames
Auckland, Pearsal, Smith, Ward, Pooleand

The Board of Trade, the court of final
judgment, has rendered a decision upon the
report of the Lowestoff inquiry into the cir-
cumstances of tle sinking of the North
German Lloyds ss. “'Elbe” through collision
with the British steamer “‘(rathie,” which
throws the responsibility for the disaster
upon Mate Craig, of the “Crathie,” who was
in charge of the ship at the time. The find-
ings of the Board of Trade include the follow-
ing details: “It has been made clear that
the telegraphic connection with the eogine
reom was not in working order at the time of
the collision, and it has also been made plain
that the watch on deck was inadequate to the
requirements of safe navigation, It was fur.
ther found that there were not a sufficient
number of men on deck. The vessels were
what are designated as ‘crossing ships’ with-
in the meaning of article 16 of the regulations
for preventing collisions at sea, but the
‘Elb¢’ failed to comply with article 18 of these
regulations, inasmuch as ske did not slacken
her speed when the danger of collision became
apparent. Nevertheless a proper lookout
was not kept on board the *Crathie.” The
“Elbe” kept a proper lookout and the officer
in charge of the *‘Elbe” acted properly in
keeping his course at full epeed until there
was danger of collision, but as soon as that was
apparen®. he ehould bave blown his whistle
and stopped his engines, The “Crathie,"”
the Board finds, was primarily to blame in

BRITISH-VENEZUELAN DISPUTE.

THE PORTE AND THE POWERS.

Lisbon Chamber of Deputies Burned
The Franco-Russian Entente—Turk-
ish-Bulgarian Relations—The North
Sea-Baltic Canal.

Loxpox, June 17—In the House of Com
mons to-day, Sir Edward Grey, Under
Foreign Secretary, stated that in January
last Unitel States Ambassador Bayard in-
formed Lord Kimberley, Secretary of State
for Foreign Affairs, that the United States
Government would gladly lend its
offices to arbitrate the dispute between
Great Dritain and Venezuela.  The position
was explained to Mr. Bayard and the British
Go ment was ready to submit to arbi.

Mr. Justin McCurthy, leader of the anti-

on Friday Iast. Mr. McCarthy said that
Cromwell’s place in Irish tradition was simi-
lar to that of the Duke of Alva in the tradi-
tions of the Netherlands. Cromwell, he add-
ed, was Ireland’s most ruthless enemy. He
could not understand how a Liberal Govern-
ment, especially a Home Rule Government,
found it in its mind and intelligence to insalt
the Irish people by proposing that they con-
tribute out of the national resources money
for the erection of such a statae.

Mr. John Moriey, Chief Secretary for [re-
land, avowed the fullest sympathy with the
sentiments and yecarnings of the Irish people.
He admitted that he was surprised to learn
that the ire that esisted 250 years ago still
burned with such intensity. Cromwell's
Irish policy was stamed with crime and was
a great political blonder. It was the great
blot on his illustrions name, but he was
one of the greatest rulers who ever
swayed the realm. He was the foun-
der of [Eogland's naval reatness
and kept her head higher than ever before or
since among the powers of Europe, but in
view of the attitude of the Irish and some
English members, it was clear that the
statue could not be the testimony of a truly
national sentiment. Mr. Morley added that
he would not object to the withdrawal of the
vote.
Sir Wm. Vernon Harcourt, Chancellor of
the Exchequer, spoke in a similar strain.
Mr. Edward Saunderson, Conservative
member for North Armagh, said he would
support the original intention of the Govern-
ment. He admired Cromwell. Some of his
severities in Ireland might be excnsed in
view of the massacres of Protestants that had
preceded his going to that country.

Mohrenheim, Rus-
sian Ambassador to France, accompanied by
the chief officials of the Embassy and an
escort of Cuirassiers, went to the Palace of
the Elysee to-day to hand to President Faure
the insigna of the Russisn Order of St.
Andrews. Baron Mohrenheim was received
with appropriate ceremony and addressed
the President in a speech at some length, in
which he said :—**Consider this a new pledge
of the sentiments with which the Emperor
has invariably been animated toward ce
and her venerated chief, who personifies the
generous character and pacific spirit of the
great nation which vested him with his
powers. * I myself am happy to testify, upon
this memorable occasion, to the continuity of
the relations so happily established between
the two countries.”

President Faure replied as follows :—
‘Please to interpret to the Emperor an ea-
pression of the sentiments which are inspired
in me by this new and precious pledge of
sympathy with which, following the example
of his glorious father, he is animated to,nrd
my country, the preservation of our friend-
ship and chat of the two nations. I desire on
my part to renew the expression of good
wishes which I aud all France feel for the
happiness and long reign of the Emperor,
and the prosperity of the Fmpire whose
destinies are confined to his eminent wisdom.”
The crowd assembled outside cheered for
Russia astheAmbassadorentered and departed
from the Elysee, and the Palace band in the
courtyard played the Ruesian Anthem.

THE TALK OF THE DAY.

. We hope that it is not Mr. CHOUINARD,
City Clerk, who has taken the extraor-
dinary liberty of changing the name of
Durreris Terrace into Froxrtexac Ter-
race, in the public documents which have
recently been issued by the Corporation,
bearing his name at the bottom. The
Council ought to take the earliest possible
moment to investigate this matter. Dur-
rer1y Terrace is made to read FRONTENAC
Terrace in the Electric Street Railway
By-Law just published. In another co-
lumn, a correspondent draws the attention
of the publ'c to the same petty annoyance
which occurred in Report No. 1,026 of the
Road Committee. There is evidently some
under-hand work going on here, and the
sooner it is looked into the better. Dur-
per1y Terrace is the official designation of
our famous promenade. It was proclaim-
ed by that title in the most official manner
possible. It is known in every book or
paper, which contains anything about
Quebec and its environs, by that name,
and every map, plan and guide-book
of the city identifies it by that appellation.
There is no reason why some attractive
park or promenade should not be named
after Count Froxrexac, who was one of
the greatast Governors sent here by old
France. But we must not alter the names
of existing things. Some years ago, some
Dublin wiseacres in the Corporation took
it into their heads to change the name of
Sickville street to that of (/'Connell street.
But a few days’ reflvction soon convinced
the merchants and others who did busi-
ness in Sackville street thata most hurtful
blunder had been gommitted, and the
Council was compelled to return the old
name to the street, and it is Sackville
street yet. " We hope that Councillor Coox
will ask in the City Council on what au-
thority FroNTENAC Terrace was substitut-
ed for that of the rightful name, DUFFERIN
Terrace. An explanation ought to be
speedily forthcoming.

Complaint is made of the long absence
from his command of Major-General Hex-
sERT, who seems to be doing nothing of an
official character for Canada, thesedays, but
drawing his pay. It is said that his term
expires in Novewber next, and that he will
not come out here until about that time, to
close his office, and pack up his things.
Then his successor, who is not to be'a
Canadisn, will be appointed. A name or
two has been mentioned, presumably by
friends, who see visions, butonly to be
withdrawn a day orso afterwards. In the
meantime, the country is paying liberally
for services which it does not get, and our
chief soldier seems to be enjoying himself
in England, at Canada’s cost. In Ottawa,
however, the economy fever has so settled
down in all the departments of the public
service, that a ‘“‘cut” all round is the
order, and everything, no matter how
paltry, is “‘skimped” to the starvation
point.

The very economical Government which
administers the affsirs of New Brunswick,
continues its policy of economy. Not long
ago, Government House was abolished,
and quite a saving was made. The
Licutenant-Governor pays his board or
rent, just like any other man in the Pro-
vince, and lives on his salary. Then, the
Legislative Council was wiped out of ex-

istence, and the cost of legislation
was  materially  lessened  thereby.
The other day, the office of

Quees's Printer was abolished. Mr.
Georce E. Fesery, who is thus com-
pulsorily retired, has held the office for
thirty-two years. In the old days, as edi-
tor of the Morning News of St. John, he
fought bravely for Responsible Govern-
ment, from the time of its inception in
1830, until 1855, when the victory was
won, His party rewarded him in 1863,
by appointing him Quesx’s Priater of the
Province. Dy the terms of the new ar-
rangement, an official in the Department
of the Provincial Secretary, will perform
the duties hitherto done by Mr. Fexery,
who will probably receive a pension.

While a few persons in Montreal and
Ottaws are making a fuss over the Louis-
bury celebration and monument, signaliz-
ing the capture of the fortress in 1745, the
people of Nova Scotia, in whose Province
the scene of the memorable siege is laid,
are perfectly delighted with the idea. The
Government itself gave the plot of ground
necded for the shaft, as well as its full con-
sent to the Society of Colonial Wars, un-
der whose auspices the work of puttingup
the monument has been undertaken, Many
distinguished gentlemen have been invit-
ed to deliver addresses, including Dr.
Bovrisor, the Clak of the Canadian
House of Commons. A British man-of-
war, the “Canada,” —appropriate name—
is present to give eclat to the interesting
event.

Arts TIEB—Marqilis o Levis and

Party.

ARRIVAL OF THE DIS-

TINGUISHED GUESTS.

Welcomed by the Mayor and

City Corporation.

The Town of Levis
Illuminated.

The distingnished French party headed by
the Marquis de Levis and the Count de Nico-
lay, which has been expected here for several
days past, arrived in town yesterday after-
noon by C. P. R. and was greeted with great
enthusiasm by the French-Canadian popula-
tion. Their friend, the Canadian historian,
Revd. Abbé Casgrain, at whose suggestion
they undertook the visit to Canada, went by
the 1.30 p.m. traio as far as St. Augustin to
meet them and accompanied them to Quebec,
and on their arrival here presented them to
His Worship the Mayor of Quebec.

A large crowd of enthusiastic admirers of
the visitors was present at the station, and
greeted their arrival with loud applause. The
Marquis and his party were escorted to the
ladies’ waiting room at the station, and His
Worship Mayor Parent presented the mem-
bers of the City Council and Mr. Ernest
Giagnon, who were there with him to welcome
the illustrious party.

Then His Worship formally welcomed the
visitors in the name of the citizens, reading
the following resolution adopted by the City
Council at its meeting of the 31st May last,
on motion of Councillor Tessier, seconded by
Alderman Tanguay :—

« Resolved,—That this Council has learned
with extreme satisfaction the news of the
approaching arrival at Quebec of the Marquis
of Levis, accompanied by several members of
his family. That this Council highly appre-
ciates the honor that is done to the city of
Quebec by the visit of these representatives
of the illustrious Levis family, whose name is
inscribed in unalterable figures in the most
brilliant and most glorious pages of our his-
tory. That this Council makes itself the in-
terpreter of the population of Quebec,and asa
mark of respect which surrounds the memory
of the bright soldier who distioguished him-
self in our country yndec the name of Che-
valier de Levis, shall go in » body to welcome
the Marquis of Levis and his family on their
arrival, and welcome them in the name of the
inhabitants of Quebee.”

The Murquis de Levis and the Count de
Nicolay both replied in feeling terms to the
Magor’s address. The Murquis expressed his
deep regret at the misunderstanding which
had prevented them from arriving when
they were expected here and explained that
he had pot receivea the letters which
bad been sent him to New York. Headded,
delicately, “vou will pardoun us, I am sure,
for a misunderstanding cannog exist between
the Canadiane and & Levis.” He eaid that
words failed him to express the emotion he
experienced at the sight of the sympathetic
demonszration of which they were the object.
He recslled the souvenirs of his youth and
the Canadian reminiscences maintained in his
family, instaocing, with pride, the fact thut
his family was connected with that of Mont-
morency-Laval. He expressed the hope that
he would soon form the acquaintance of
several of the descendants of the companions-
in-arms of the Chevalier de Levis. He ter-
minated his speech by the words *‘Vive la
Canada,” which were loudly applauded.

The Marquis de Nicolay spoke as happily
as his cousin de Levis, but with a more mili-
tary air, in keeping with the uniform which
he wore. He remarked that the French
Government had gladly grauted him the yaca-
tion that he had asked to come to Canada.
He finished his speech by a delicate compli-
ment to the Canadian nation, saying that if
the Chevalier de Levis, his grandfather, had
been immortalized,it was thauks above all to
the courage of the Canadiavs.

After the speech of the Couant de Nicolay,
the party tock the carriages provided by the
city to drive to. the Chateau Frontenac. Iu
the first currisge the Marquisand Marchioness
of Levis drove with Mayor Parent and the
City Clerk. The Count and Countess de
Nicolay, the Countess d'Hunisdal and Abbé
(asgrain occupied the secoud carviage. In
the third were the Count and Countess
d'Huvolstein, Alderman Tanguay, Pro-
Mayor, snd Mr, Ernest Gagnon. The mem-
bers of the City Council follewed in other
carriages.

At the Frontenac a large and enthusiastic
crowd had collected to cheer the new arrivala,
and there they were met and welcomed by
the Hon. L. O. Taillon, Prime Minister.

Count-de Nicolay wears his military uni-
form, and the eotire party expressed them-
selves us delighted, so far, with their expe-
rience of Canada and with the nature of their
reception in Montreal, and charmed with the
beautiful scenery and salubrity of Quebec,
and with the magnificent view of the river
and ¢f Levis as afforded from Dufferin
Terrace and the Chateau Frontenac.

At 5 o'clock the visitors called upon Car-
dinal Taschereau at his Palace and at 5.30
upon the Rector of Laval University.

This morning they will attead the closing
excrcises of the Ursuline Convent and this
afternoon :heir formal reception at Levis will
take place.

At 3o'clock the distinguished party will
cross from Quebec to Levis and will there be
welcomed on the Ferry wharf by the Mayor,
the officials, and the citizens of Levis. They
will then be driven by a bezutiful road to the
Towu Hall, where an address of welcome
will be read and the freedom of the city will
be conferred upon the man from mmcﬂ-
tors it took its name. All the ration
and the members representing the district in
the Legislatures, ete., will be there and the
Mayors of the different purishes will also be
on hand. They will at once have a meetio
to change the coat of arms of the: munici-
Emlity. substituting for its own those of the

ouse of Levie, When the Marquis has
to the change, the party will drive to No. 2
Fort and thence to No. 1 Fort, where a re-
ception’ may be held. The return to town is
likely to be at a late hour. .

On Saturdey night they will dine at
Spencer Wood with His Honor the Lieut.-
Governor.

LAST NIGHT'S ILLUMINATION.

The illuminations at Levis last night were
a great success. The church, couvent, and
all the public buildings, shone out with great
brilliancy, and there was & splendid display
of fireworks aod colored lights from time to
time, Iven the principal private residences
on the other side of the river were brilliantly
illuminated. The Marguis de Levis and
%ﬁﬂ)‘ viewed the illuminations from Dufferin

errace and expressed themselves as delight-
ed at the magoificent spectacle. The Terruce
was crowded with thousands of people
throughout the evening, and so were the
Glacis and Mountain Hill and the Buade
street stairs. The picture was indeed
charming one.

All of the buildings in Levis were appa-
restly lighted up, a blaze of brilliant illumina
tion streaming from every window. Here
and there at intervals huge bounfires blazed,
and hissing rockets flying high up in midair
produced an wrial illumioation that almost
rivalled that of nature, At the same time
each and every one of them boomed out &
deep voiced welcome as hearty as any that
could have been uttered by the stentorian
throats of the iron bull.dogs that silently
guard the ramparts. The Town Hall made a
rnrticulurly brilliant display, while the dif-
erent convents, ete., vied with each other in
the brightness of their fiery weloome,

THE MANITOBA SOHOOL QUES-
TION.

THE DEBATE IN THE LEGISLA-
TURF.

P

Wissteea, June 17—The debate on the
reply of the Manitoba Government to the re-
medial school order from Ottawa was begun
in the Legislature late this evening.

Premier Greeuway first introduced the
matter by moving a resolution setting forth
Manitoba's position as contained in the notice
slven on Thursday last. His speech was a

efence of Manitoba’s present school laws and
an argument that the Domiunion Government
exceeded its power in demanding of Manitoba
that a change should be made in her school
laws. His Government had we desire to
cateh the popnlar vote on this question by
appealing to the electors, as had been done
in such a case. Their desire was to keep the
question clear of a political campaign. He
considered the order from Ottawa was an
arbitrary one and the Legislature could not
do otherwise thun reject it, as Mavitobans
could not return to the wretched system of
Cngtgolic sepirate schools existiog prior to
1890.
Mr. Armstrong, leader of the Opposition,
one of the chief opponents of Manitobu's na-
tional system, followed Premier Greenway in
defence of scparate schools. It was troe
that the present system was a popu-
lar one, buc that gave no reason for
the oppression of the minority. The Catholics
did not ask that the state of things existing
five years ago should be resorted to, but they
did ask that they be allowed to give the
children of their Church proper religious
training.

Attorney-General Sifton seconded Premier
Greenway's motion in reply to Ottawa’s order.
His speech was devoted to the constitational
side of the case and the objects of the Ottawa
order, Hislcontention was that the Imperial
Privy Couneil of England had given no man
datory order that the Dominion Government
should foist o parochial school system on
Manitobs. The Province had the right to
make her own educational laws,

OPINIONS OF THE PHOPLE.

SIR,—The enclosed copy of a letter from a
friend of mine in Santa Cruz, Cal,, who has
been living there for over twenty years, seems
to me so interesting and instrustive, that I
ask you to let Curox1cLk readers join in the
pleasure it gave me.

My Dear —— 1 did not answer your letter
at once as I thought I would take cime and
consult others as to expense and other things
and then write a letter on California, which
may be useful to your friend. Somany come
out to this country thinking it the land of
health, happiness and capabilities.

To begin with, the climate varies in every
part and I might say every mile of the State,
Here in Santa (‘ruz, being on the sea shore,
there is little or no frost, the flowers (and
speaking of flowers you have no idea of what
they are) bloom all the year round. The
m.ost tender plants live out of doors till they
almost grow into trees. Calla Lilies we chop
out with axes to prevent Lhem spreading.
Still with all that the nights are always cool,
and very often cold, at least they feelcold to
us ; very often too, a cold fog comes in from
the ocean. So with many it might not agree
with them. The scenery in this county is
beautiful, mountains, large ones, enormous
trees, the girth of some of our redwoods
being 90 feet. Clear streams in which trout
and even salmon are plentiful, the mountain
climate both fresh and invigorating, fruits
and grapes plentiful, strawberries all the year
round. Santa Cruoz itself, a very pretty little
town, builv on terraces, overlooking the Bay
of Monterey. Good churches of every denomi-
nation and a splendid Free Library and a
sort of freedom that ullows you to do any-
thing without loss of caste. The expense of
living is not great. Fruit is cheap, so are
vegetables, which we buy from the Chinamen.
A cottage can be rented from eight to ten
dollars a mouth. Such are the advantages.
Then op the other side a restless popula-
tion, which seems always wauting to do
something different, a putting up with dis-
honesty of all kinds in public affairs and

we cannot help it, some one will come with a
bigger sack and buy their votes, and so it
goes. Tho' California is beginning to stir
itself now, and says this shall not be, still it
may be like the Lexow Commission in New
York. The iniquity was exposed, quibono?
The central part of the State has wonderful
possibilities. The home of the peach, prune,
apricot, raisin and fig, but the climate ranges
from 110 in the shade in summer to 25° in
winter, with cold land fogs, and then beware
of land grabbers in all their glory. The
southern part aboat Los Angelos is wonderful
in its growth, Kastern capital pouring in,
and makiog it a dream of beauty.  Still they
depend entirely on irrigation, and their na-
tural advantages are no% nearly us great ns
ours, water is more valuable down there than
land, as it has to be brought from the moun-
tains in pipes at great expense; in this
county our rainfall in the winter is sufficient,
A small family could live here comfortably,
1 think, on £40 a month, but for a couatry
to bring up children in, I don’t think it is the
best, tho' the schools are plentiful, free and
good, even the State University is free, but
the morul tone of the children is not first-
class, tho' I think the mothers are to blame,
they belong to too many outside organiza-
tious, and then the climate does not force
people to remain in the house like in Canada,
If your friend wauts to know more write me
aguin, and should he come we will do all we
can,

Dufferin Terrace For Ever.
(To the Editor of the Morning Chronicle.)

Dear Sig,—In the report No. 1,026 of the
Road Committee, re Electric Street Railway,
presented on the 7th instant, to the City
Council, section No. 27 was thus unnecessar-
ily and significantly amended —*‘adding after
the words to near, the words the Frontenae
Terrace, etriking out the word Chatean.”
When the City Engineer, on the 5th April,
1803, thus attempted to oblliterate the vene-
rated name Dufferin from our terrace, your
issues of, and previous to the 18th April of
that year, clearly and with no uncertain
tone, demonstrated that there was no such
place in the city of Quebec as Frontenac
Terrace. But now here is a second attempt,
by certain members of the Quebec City Coun-
cil, to scandalously and ungratefully consign
to oblivion the name of our city's benefactor,
the Marquis of Dulferin and Ava, by dighon-
erably changing the name of that promenade
from Dafferin to Frontenac Terrace. Those
gentlemen are evidently ignorant of the fact
that, on the completion of the extension of
the old terrace, the Marquis of Lorne and

the whole structure Dufferin Terrace, by the
request and sanction of the Mayor and Cor-
poration of that day, showing that Lord Duf-
ferin's efforts for the improvement and em-
bellishment of Quebec were officially appre-
ciated. Hence Dufferin Terrace it shall re-
main while the city exists, votwithstanding
all the efforts of an uograteful people to
change it.

AFTER RECESS,

sacramental, scientific, manufacturing and
medicinal purposes shall be prohibited by
law.” Speaking in support of his motion,
Mer. Flint quoted the statement of the late
Sir John Thompson that, if prohibition could
be adopted and enforced, he woull be in
favorof it. Mr. Fliot held that this was an
endorsation by the late Premier, one of the
deepest thinkers of the Conservativa party,
of the principle of his resolution. Sir John
Schultz, who boasted that he belonged to the
North-West Council, the first Legislative
hody in Canada to adopt prohibition, was
on record as having said that zo satisfied was
he with the benefits therefrom to one-half of
the Dominfon, that he would like to see the
experiment tried in the other half. Pro-
ceeding, the member for Yarmouch, N.S.,
cited the endorsation of prohibition implied
in the report of the Senate Committee in
1875, the subsequent indirect expressions of
the House and of individual members thereof,
including the present Finance Minister.
There was no record, he argued, of the exnct
standing of Parliament on this question,
although ome way or another the Provinces
had pronounced overwhelmingly in favor of
prohibition. He excepted Quebec. After
citing further to show that erime had de-
creaved and the public welfare advanced
wherever prohibition had been enforced, he
asked the House to follow the lead of the
country by prononncing for the principles set
forth in his resolution. That done, the
working out of the details might be deferre.d.
In urging this action upon the House, he
reminded the honorable members of the im-
mense advantage they wouald confer upon
the country by voting to shake off the great

annusl waste of twenty-five or thirty million

dollars involved in the ligunor tratfic. He
discluimed all party motives in bringing his

motion forward.

Mr. Craig seconded the resolation, Its

ohject, he thought, was to let the people

kunow that members were in favor of prohibi-

tion. Nobody expected the adoption of the

motion to be followed by the passage of a
rohibitory law this session. He declared

minself in favor of compensation to those en-

gaged in the trade. Prohibition, he held,
would be a great saving to the country,
would decrens:  panperiam,  erime, accident
and comduce o home comlbort and religion.
