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WILLEHAD IS USED AS TELEGRAPH STATION FOR ':
ENEMY SUBMARINES ALTHOUGH
THREE MILE LIMIT—LETTERS INTERCEPTED.

London, Oct. 25.—The following
"letters, intercepted on their way
to Germany, were made public hers
today. The first one from Max———
461 East Eighth street, South Mos-
topg, addressed to his brother, said:
“Dear Gustav:—

“The Willehad sailed today. I am
to stay here till the end of the war.
The Willehad will act within the Am-
erican three mile limit as a telegrapn
station for submarines. She has four
months provisions aboard™ =

The second letter was from the
eaptain of the Willehad, named
Jachens, who wrote from New Lon:
don' to his sister in Cermany, sayina:

“I rejoice 'l am now: here as captain
of the Willehad. The Koln still lies
at Boston. I am here with the Wille-
had on a special mission.

“Later you will hear more from
me. I rejoice that T have done some-
thing for the fatherland a=d that
still have more o do.”

The North German Lloyd steam-
ship Willehad, which took rcfuge in
Boston soon afier the beginning of
the war, after escaping from Que-
bec just in time, was taken to New
London on Aug. 25 last under com-
mand of Captain. Jachens, and was
tled up at the pier of the Eastern
Porwarding Company, tlie American
agent for the German s$ubmarine
merchantmen. The Willehad was sa'd
to carr7 a fuli crew ot German sail-
ors, some of whom were declared at
the time to have recruited from other
ships. The wireless on the Willehad,
as well as on all other German and
belligerent vessels in American porvs,
was dismantled and sealed by cus-
toms officers soon after the beginn
ing of the war.

The steamship Koln, also owned by
the North German Lloyd, reached
Boston from Bremen on Aug. 11
1914, after eluding British cruisers in
the Atlantic. The Koln is still tied
up at Boston.

The Willehad at New London was
taken to a prenared dock on which
the Fastern Forwarding Company
had erected. under rush orders, after
the arrival of the submersible
Deutschland at Baltimore, a corru.
gated iron shed about 400 feet long
by 25 feet wide, with the end of the
prer enclosed by a high fence joined
on to the office of the company. Can-
trin Hinsch. former master of the
Worth German Llovd Liner Neckar.
was brought from Baltimore and plac
ed in charge of the property.

Ready for Submarines.

The Willehad as she now lies ‘s
made fast to cluster piling fifty feet
away from the dock her stern hard
against the bank of the Thames river.
Her wireless is sealed. Between the
ship and the dock is space of about
fifty feet intended for the reception
of the expected Bremen or other
ships of the submarine merchant
fleet. To shut out possible view or
interruption of the loading and un-

Beginning life as a butcher, outrager

and wholesale” assassin, he closed it
a constructive and beneficent old
barbarian, in love with the brilliant
and mysterious great lands across
the seas.

In his lifetime he abolished savage
punishments, brutal sacrifices, and
the horrors of some forms of idola-
try; he built and maintained schools,
wrote a fixed body of law, admitted
the white man and his ideas, and
suffrage of
a kind from which his neighbors
across the big tides may wish to
adopt something.

To the many of us who remem-
ber “Darkest Africa” as a phrase
with a connotation of cannibalism,
the story of Lewanika must be of in-
terest. He was born in 1860 in
troublous times, far from Lialui, the
capital city of the Barotse (or more
properly Marotse). Of name he
was Lobosi, and he was the twenty-
second ruler of his line, which had
been established in the seventeenth
century and had reigned with innu
merable interruptions, fatalities, and
restoratione,

When Lobosi was born his uncle
Lepopo sat on the throne as chief of
the tribes in a most truly Barotsean

TRENCH LAST SATURD

Ottawa, Oct, 25—Lieut.-Ceneral Sir |
Sam Hughes has reecived the follow-
ing report from the Canadian Warl
Records Office:

Canadian Corps Headquarters in'
France, Oct. 22, via London, Oct. 25
—The mystery of the Regina trench
The resistance of the Ger-
mans at this point has been finally
broken and the British are now in
possession of a line to which the |
enemy attached consideralle tactical
importance. Three times the Cana-
dians had attacked this position. Each |
time they had successfully hroken in- |
to the trenches and had inflicted very |
heavy losses upon the enemy but cach |
time strong hostile counter attac®.s
had driven them out again.

The German defenses had indeed |
been so organized that almost an air '
of sinister hidden
danger had come to be aitached to
the Regina trench. It was known
to be strongly hHuilt with many decp
dugouts and to he protected by heavy
wire entanglements, but the line ran
for the greater part below the crest
of the intervening ground and couid
be reconnoitred only by aight,

Wounded men who returned claim-
ed that the enemy rifle fire and ma-
chine gun fire came from hehind the
trench and tha: in counter attacking
the Germans appeared to spring from
behind concealed position immediate-
ly in the rear.

Successiui Assault,

In the big advance of Oect. 21sg,
which carried the British line forwargd
on a frontage of 5000 yards and to
an average depth of 500 ya:ds the
Canadians with other troops advanced
to the attack of Regina trench., They
were successful. Profiting by their
former experience their artiiiery main
tained a continucus bomba:dment of
their objectives until the wire entan-
glements were xll completely blown
away and no longer presented an ob-
struction to the infantry advance.

In the general assault the task of
the Canadians was a minor hut a very
important one. Their actual objec-
tive was only a length of 600 yards
of the Regina trench immediately to
the north of the village of Courcel-
ette. But this {ormed the right flank
of the attack and the Canadian troops
were obliged not ounly to secure their
proper objective, but also to connect
the right of the captured position
with their original line in such a man- !
ner as to make a defensive flank to |
the east.

For this purpase troops irom Wes-
tern Canada and Montreal were em- |
ployed. An Ontario batialion was |
also to advance in close su; port, 1

During the night of O:t. 20-21, the |
assaulting troops took up their po:i-
tion. The night was clear and frosty.
The trenches. dug in heavy soil. were
half filled with mud and water, for
there had heen much rain Juring the
previous days. The greend aheout |
was in a difficult condition, churned
and beaten into a sticky nulp by the
lorrg hombard nents. The morning
sun could do little to dry the water
soaked earth.

Shortly befors noon the enemy,
suspecting, perhaps. the imminence of |
an attack, bezan a heavy artillery fire |
upon our fron: lines.

1914, the assassination of the Arch-
duke Ferdinand of Austria had for |
aftermath the greatest war the world
has known. The Great War, in which
the whole world is more or less in- |
volved came swiftly on the heels of
this event. Every intelligent rcader1
has realized how this was made the |
excuse for the boldest stroke that |
Germany has ever made to usurp |
more territory. Austria was merely |
the cat's paw, and all her diplomacey |
was overshadowed by the arch mind |
of the Kaiser. Serbia's small success
as one of the Balkan League was fol- !
lowed by a'crushing defeat at the
hands of three forces so powerful as |
Germany, Austria and Bulgaria. Hor |
small. though redoutable army was
simply swept back by the combined
armies which numbered fully half a |
million men. And the state of Serbia |
was filled with the invaders, while
their people and their aged, warrior |
monarch wege driven into exile.

DO SOME FIGHTING.
Have the Roumanians shown the

white fcather? In the opinion of the
New York Times the small number of

| prisoners that have been taken by the

Germans and Bulgars in their opera-
tions against Roumania show that the
Roumanian troops have little stomach
the terrific artillery bombard-
ments with which the Central Powers
begin an attack, and fall back before
the enemy can reach them. This sup-
position may be unjust to the Rou-
manians. Captured prisoners may be
an indication of a desperate resistence
or of an eager surrender. When the
Russians fell back in 1915 before
Hindenburg he captured enormous
numbers of them; but he got few sup-
plies. This meant that the Russians
had fought desperate rearguard ac-
tions which enabled their main forces
with their equipment to rgtreat safe-
ly. On the other hand, the great
number of Austrians taken by Brus-
siloff this Summer was interpreted to

mean that the Austrians preferred to |

spend their time in Russian detention
camps rather than in the field. So
the supposition about Roumania may
be a mere guess.

Bulgaria’s Treachery.

Apart from the martial qualities of
the Roumanians, which will be thor-
oughly tested before the war ends,,
they are to be credited with successes |
in the early days of their belligerency. .
They swiitly overran a great part of |
Transylvania, Some critics believe
that they were so greedy to imme-!
diately seize the territory they desired
that they subordinated tq this passion |
sound military strategy, and left un-
guarded other frontiers. To this nt
