It has an acute shortage of time
ber, but the tables of iis other

resources, including manpower,

are starting in their implication

of future greatness for this vast
country.

Experiences in China

He went on to relate some

of the many very interesting

experiences he had, and impres-

sions he received while visiting

China. He pointed out that the

country is in the throes of in-
flation which is almost astro-
nomically out of hand, it reached
a ration of 17,500 Chinese do!-
lars to one dollar American; and
that it is poverty stricken and
disease ridden. Moreover, the
country roads, as well as raile

roads, are almost completely

broken down. However, he said,

the ingenuity of the Chinese in
meeting their manifold problems
is outstanding.

Predicts Great Future
Mr. Mooney indicated his be-

lief that “China is destined to
become one of the greatest in-

dustrial ‘nations of the world,”
bu? that it will take time. He
said that in his travels he saw
many British, American, and
Dutch commercial men from time
to time, and he. was sorry to

have to report that not once did

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Cape May Warbler

Equipped with field-glasses,
Alice and I started down the road

intent on ascertaining how many

kinds of birds could be found on

our own property. Wrens, Cat-

‘birds, Hermit Thrushes and Veerys

had returned in full force; Red-

eyed Vireos sang their mono-

tonous chant; Swallows flew over-

head; and the tiny volces of Mag-

nolia, Myrtle, Chestnut-sided and

Blackburnian Warblers sounded
incessantly from the bushes on
either hand. Then a new song
mingled in.

“What's that? Listen a moment.

I don't recognize it; do you?”

“No: It's far up in the branches
of that big spruce by the fence.”

To whichever side of the trees

we went the singer moved around

to the other. This was exasperat-
ing; our necks wére nearly broken

from gazing skyward. But the

high-pitched, squeeky whistle

kept on—something like the Black
and White Warbler's, but with a

different rhythm. We counted olf

the syllables.

Just as we were losing hope .af

seeing the small musician, Alice
spied a bird fiying to the next tree

a few yards off. There it alit in
better view and continued the

same ditty. A symphony in yellow,
brown and black, it might have

been a young relative of the tiger.

Throat, breast and most of the

underparts were bright yellow;

there were black stripes on the

head, back and sides; a burnt

sienna splotch on the face covered

the eyes and ears; a white patch

showed plainly on the wing.

Although this was a new Warb-

ler for our list wehad no idea
how fortunate we were until later

on we consulted the bird books

and became aware that this was
the rare Cape May, or “dendroica

tigrina”. The scientific name fits

it well: ‘‘tree-dwelling tiger”. But

the common name is most un-

suitable. George Ord first recog-

nized this Warbler on Cape May

at the tip of New Jersey in 1809.

As its migration does not ordinari-

ly touch the coast, it was not

again recorded at that spot for

about 100 years.

In winter these tawny little birds

concentrate cl..efly on the Island

of Haiti in the West Indies. At

migration time they pass through

Florida, so for a while are fair-

ly common there. But once they
spread out, flying up near the

centre of the continent to their

breeding grounds mostly north of

settlements, seldom are more than

half a dozen ever seen together.
Even leading ornithologists repost

the worst luck in getting good
views of the little tigers.

It may not be generally realized

that almost everyone having any-
thing to do with the Westmount
Rotary Carnival is giving freely

of his own’ time. Having done their
regular day’s work, the Rotarians,

members of the Westmount Police
and Fire Department, and all

others working for the success of

the Carnival are freely contribut-

ing their time and cnergy to aid

the Rotarians in their efforts to

collect funds to be used toward
furthering their increasing and
worthy responsibilities.

Rotary Clubs are Service Clubs,
and the term “Service” means just

what the name implies. Years ago,

a group of businessmen started to

meet once a week for dinner in

order to exchange ideas, and enjoy

one another’s company.

HowRotary Developed

A club was formed, and the

idea caught on, and it spread to

other communities. It was found

that the collective influence of

the men in these clubs enabled

them to serve their communities
in various ways. ‘Then someone

had a bright: idea; why not or-

ganize these businessmen's clubs
into “service clubs” pledged to

serve various worthy causes in

their communities. Rotary Clubs
resulted, and were later followed

by other Service Club organiza-
tions.

Westmount Rotary Club is

pledged to help the youth of the
community, in so far as is pos-

sible. To do this it Mas organized

the Unity Boys Club, which is now

one of its major projects and is

instrumental, through its organiz-
ed activities, in greatly diminish-
ing local juvenile delinquency.

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One of our greatest mistakes in thinking
of education is to put a period instead of a
comma after public school, high school or
university.

missed the chance to finish school in their
youth. Instcad, it should be regarded as a

stimulus for all minds that have grown be-
yond the easy judgments and mechanical

training of youth. It might be said that not
until the mind develops into adulthood is

education really possible.
“But,” say some, “you can’t teach an old

dog new tricks.” If that is true, it is because
the old dog doesn't want to learn; not
because he can’t. It is too bad that such a
saying should be allowed to deprive people
of the big and happy things they could do.
The fact is that the average adult is more

intelligent and has more learning capacity
than the academic world supposes.

Because of its nature and the standing of
the adult in life, his education is voluntary,
with no more compulsion than the person
has within him. People study because they
wish to, and their wish arises from their
necdr, their interests and their intellectual
craving. It is no field for missionary endea-
vourz, nor for the imposing of ideals from

For Entrance, Advises Teacher

 

Making an entrance is an art
worth mastering.” Actresses think |
so and they work hard at it.

Trainers of models who. devote
whole class-periods to entrance-
making think so, too.

They realize the importance of
first impressions. And they know
that the way a woman enters a
room will tell many things about
her to those who are meeting
her for the first time.

Practice Your Skill
In Tile Decorating

If you wish to try out your own

talents in designing tiles, there
are a number of attractive things

to make with them. For the decor-

ating itself use a goad, quick-dry-
ing enamel It will last some

months and you can retouch it or

put on another design.

A good piece to start with is a

tray worked out with eight. to
twelve tiles, 414 inches square.

After painting, mount them on

very thin plywood with a bonding

compound and have a picture

framer frame the whole in natural
wood.

For an unusual wall decoration,

make your own design or copy a

design you like on a six-inch

square tile and have it boxed with
a wide wood frame. Even your own

be made up of tiles with your own
designs or monogram.

To Keep Trim Waistline

This limbering roll will help the
waistline as well as your posture.
Stand against the file or a wall,
knees bent slightly.

The Canadian Cross
Is A National Body Linked
fo International Red Cross

It is nearly a century since humanitarian ideas for treatment of

the wounded during battle took form internationally and gave birth

to the world-wide organization known as the Red Cross.

And it is almost exactly a half centdTy since the Red Cross was

set up in Canada, as a Branch of the British Red Cross Society. The

actual, official Act of Canadian Parliament which gave a charter to

the Canadian Branch of the Red Cross goes back fo the year 1909
—38 years ago.

The Canadian Red Cross continued as a branch of the British

Red Cross for a quarter of a century. It grew in stature and extended

in %its good works, particularly

time of war. It was for a service
in war-time that the Red Cross

of the world was originally cre-

ated; but it later became an agent
of mercy and of public health in

peacetime as well.

Twenty years ago — on May 20,

1927 — the Canadian Branch of

the British Red Cross forwarded

to the International Committee of

the Red Cross, in Geneva, Switzer-

land, a formal application asking
for recognition as an organiza-

tion independent of the British Red

Cross. Canada had become of age,
and the Canadian Red Cross felt

that it, too, had become of age.

The time had come for the Red

Cross in Canada to stand on its

own feet and decide for itself

many ofthe matters which affect-

ed it and Canada only.
The request was regarded as

thoroughly reasonable. Six months

later, on November 15, 1927, the

International Committee in Gen-

eva issued an official circular in

which it stated that the British

Red Cross had informed the Com-
mittee in Geneva that — to quote

the circular — “the National Red
Cross Societies of Canada, Austra-

lia, New Zealand, South Africa
and British India were no longer

branches of the British Red Cross”.
To quote further from the Gen-

eva circular: “Desiring in particu-

lar to accede to the request of the

Canadian Red Cross, the Inter-

national Committee is glad to be

able to. recognize this (the Cana-

 

#

dian) Red Cross as a national so-
ciety and to accredit it to all the
Central Committees.”

The proclamation meant that
the Canadian Red Cross Society
ceased to be a minor organization
under the tutelage of its parent

society — the British Red Cross,

and had become a major unit, one
of the scores of independent Red
Cross Societies found in as many
nations throughout the world. In-

cidentally, these different Red

Cross societies of thé different na-
tions are co-ordinated for inter-
national purposes into a League

of National Red Cross Societies.

In time of war much of their ef-

forts are acomplished through that

thoroughly international body

which knows no barriers, recog-

nizes no enemy, favors no cause —

the International Red Cross, with
headquarters

in Geneva, as you know, that the

whole idea of Red Cross took form.

The Canadian Government now
recognizes the Canadian Red Cross

Society as an auxiliary of the
‘Department of National Defence

in time of war; as the official

agency for locating lost persons

in conjunction with the Govern-
ments and the Red Cross Societies
of other nations; and as the official
agency for the teaching of arts

and crafts to disabled veterans in

hospitals trhoughout Canada. Also,
the Canadian Red Cross is recog-

nized as the official organization

to create a nation-wide blood bank
for civilians who need transfu-
sions; and it'is recognized by gov-
ernments and municipal authori-

ties as the logical agency to res-

pond with emergency relief in case

of disasters such as fires, floods,

explosions and epidemics.

The act of Dominion Parliament

dated 1909 authorizes the Cana-
dian Red Cross to promote public

health and humanitarian interests.
To quote its motto, the objective is,

always: “The improvement of

health, the prevention of disease

and the mitigation of suffering”.
Thus the Society has undertaken

such work as outpost nursing; a
national blood bank; home nurs-

ing; first-aid; water safety; mobile  medical and dental clinics; and
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other tasks of the kind in Canada.
Thanks to the benevolent collabor-
ation of millions of Canadians, the
