~ SEAT OF GOVERNMENT.

Attorney General MacpoNarp moved  the
concurrence of the house in the resolutions re-
ported from the Committee of the Whole, in
favor of a permanent seat of government, the
appropriation of £225,000 for buildings, and the
reference to lier Majesty to fix the locality where
they should be situated. 2

Mr. Browx said, that after so much time de-
voted to the debate on this subject last week,
he did not intend to detain the house at any
length now, but he did not think  they should
proceed ‘to a division on the question withont
remark. He thought that it anything could
induce them to hesitate in the path on ywhich
they had entered, it would be the spectacle pre-
sented by the administration during this dis-
cussion. He objected also to the house being
called upou to vote in the dark so large a sum
as $900,000, without having the least idea
wheré or how it was to be expended, and con-
cluded by again urging upon the house the
view e had presented in the former debate,
that the union of the two provinces, comprising
populations widely different in nationality, in
Ianguage, in social and religious feelings, ete.,
being still an experiment, the time has not yet
arrived for fixing the seat of government per-
| manently in any one place.

Ion. Mr. Seexck had thought that the ques-
tion was sufficiently discussed before, and had
been surprised at the member for Lambton re-
newing the discussion. The hon. member for
Lambton argued that it was not of sufficient
importance to require an immediate settlement,
and he stated that if anything was necessary
to convince him of that it was the position
which the government had assnmed on this oc-
casion, in instigating their supporters to move
amendments to their own proposition. To that
statement he gave an emphatic denial,

Mr. Brow~—The government, in introducing
Vioir resvlutions, said Moy would stant or fall
by them; and yet the Attorney General was
the first to give us intimation of any amend-
ments to them. An honble. gentleman hay-
ing got up to speak, the Attorney General said,
¢ You will have plenty of opportunity to speak,
as five or six amendments are fo be offered to
the resolutions,” and shortly afterwards we saw

{he member for Laprairie, a supporter of the |

government, getting up tomove an amendment.

Mr. Loraneer—I deny altogether that I had
any understanding with the Attorney General
about moving my amendment.

Mr. BrowN—How did ' the Attorney General
know of it then, beforehand.

Hon. Mr. Spexyce said that the hon. member
for Lambton’s explanation was diffe nt) from
what -he had stated in, commencing his speech,
tlmtth% govdtnment hid in tigated ! thiir sup-
porters to move these amendments. To that he
gave o distinet and positive denial. He claimed
for this government that they had attempted
whiiat no previous government had dared to do—
10 seltle this question!'The member, for Lamb-
“Ton had admitted that the principle  of a fixed

seat of government is right, we should bend
ourselyes earnestly. to the attainment of it.
He (Mr. Spence) could not admit  that it was
a sign of incapacity in the government that
they acknowledged their inability of themselves
to settle the question. That inability had been
found, not in, this ministry merely, but in every
ministry since 1843. + As to the reference to
Fngland, he put it to the candour of the mem-
ben for Lambton, whether he believed that the
government as now constituted could bring in
and carry a plan of their own.  Could he have
expected it from the Hincks administration, or
the Baldwin administration ?

Me. Brown—Yes!

Mr. Seence—Why ‘then did hie not gpress it
on them, when he supported those goveraments?

Mr. Browx—DBecause T have always been in
favour of the alternating system.

Mr. Spenct—Does the® member for Lambton
say that he never voted for a fixed seat of gov-
ernment ?*

Mr. BrowN—No, never ! .

Mr. SPENCE, to show that he had, read from
the journals of 1856, showing that Mr Brown
had voted for an amendment to insertin lieu of
certain words in a motion of Mr. Powell's the
words ‘“and that the seat of government be
permanently fixed in Upper Canada.” Did the
hon. member still deny that he had ever voted
for a permanent seat of Government ?

Mr. BrowN—Certainly. ¢

Mr. Seexce went on to defend the reference
to England, alleging that there was nothing in
it involving any loss of national character on
the part of this province.

Mr. Browx rose to make an explanation in
reference to his alleged vote for a permanent
seat of government.

Mr. Spence—Did I quote falsely ?

Mr. Brown said there was a way of putting
forward a part of the truth, which was not the
whole truth. On the occasion referred to, hon.
J. S. Macdonald moved that a permanent seat
of government be established. 'He (Mr. Brown)
moved in amendment thatit was inexpedient to

consider the question of a permanent seat of

government during’ that session. 'The amend-
ment wagrejected, the house affirming the re-
solution that there should be a permanent seat.
Various places were then proposed and ' voted
down, until the question only remained between
Quebece on the'one hand, and Upper Canada on
other. What was heto do? ' Because he had
voted against a permanent seat, when the house
had decided that there should be one; was he
not at liberty to select among the places offer-
ed? Wad be to'go out'and not vote at all?
Certainly not; and having only to choose bet-
ween Quebec fand Upper Canada, he voted for
the latter.  And yet, in these circumstances the
hon. gentleman had thought'fit to get up and
charge. him with having voted for a fixed /seat
of government? The hon. gentleman should
have dealt more eandidly with the house. (Hear,
hear.) a¢ i

Hon. Mr. Cayuey said that the hon:: gentle-
man’s indignation was misplaced.  He (Mr, C.)
had been charged with inconsistency by ‘the
other side, for having occupied a position simi-
lar to that of the member for Lambton.

Mr. Forny charged the Postmaster General
with want of candour in the quotation he had
made from the Journals of the house in 1843.
The Postmaster General had been very pathetic
about the inconveniences of the alternate system
and the sufferings of the clerks. In 1854 the
hon. gentleman, when at Quebec, had been
equally pathetic in favour of the alternate sys-
tem——the removal to Toronto; and the removal
back to ' Quebec at the: end of four:years.
Whence the :change ? Heattributed it to the
fact that the Attorney General was the master
mind of the Cabinet, and had succeeded in
moulding the minds ‘of his colleagues to suif
his own purposes. In this' case, as‘in that of
the difficulties with the late premier, the Attor-
ney General always managed to turn up the
trump card. = He had little doubt that if the
home government selected a permanent seat,
Kingston would be the place. If it ‘was true
that ‘this parliament .could not decide the mat-
ter, let it be made a test question at the next
election, that the voice of the people might he
obtained wupon.it. " But the government ‘had
never yet made anything like a fair attempt
to get a decision from' this house.  Leét them
make that attempt, and, if they failed to obtain
a decision, then let: them make their appeal to
the proper tribunal—the people. .

Mr. Parrick, in reference to the amendment
whieh he hadmoved a few days ago, in'favour
of Oftawa, said that, although he had given no-
tice of it:as he hdd dome every session since
18515 bie had been' disposed: to drop it, having
watehed the manceuvering of the government.

Having been told, however, by the gentlemen:

on his right (Mr. Loranger)! that if he did not
Imove it, Lwo otliers, s of the povernment,
had motions avritten out for the purpose,hehad’
fhought it better that: it shou
himself; who' was sincerely in favour of Ottawa.
(Hear; hear:) 1 (H37]

The question' of concurrence was then taken
on the first resolution, which was carried on a
division.

Mr. Brows said the hon. member was quite
under a misapprehension. To set him right he
stated the facts as they had occurred on the oc-
casion of the debate in Quebec.

Mr. LoraNGER was prepared to adopt the re-
solutions of the government intact, and did not
desire to have any proviso added, such as that
now moved by the hon member for Quebec.
Hon. Mr. CAMeroN said that the government
had not pledged themselves to support the re-
moval from Quebec to'Toronto. = He (Mr. C.)
and other gentlemen from Toronto had done
so, and: on every occasion since they had re-
deemed their pledge by voting for the continu-
ation of the alternate system.

My . .Terbert’s per—
formances on the violin were unfortunately
abruptly brought fo a close by a conire temps,
over which Paganni himself could have had no
control. But, fron what we did hear, we can
speak with pleasur and in praise. We cannot
speak in too high erms of the veiformances of
Messrs. Prince and Spraike ; nor of the artistic
excellence of the Rifle and 39th Bands. But
our object in notidng this Concert is not so
much for the sake of criticism, as for the pur-
pose of congratulatilg the members of the Mer-
cantile Library Ass)ciation on the complete
guccess of their effets. We look upon the
demonstration as an «men of prosperity for the
future success - of an Association which
deserves the cordial and hearty sympathy of
the inhabitants of Mortreal. We therefore hope
that the experiment vill be repeated in future
years.

Editorial Correspondence of the
Montred Herald.

Tonoxro, March 25th, 1857.

This evening, in the Legislative Council, on
the motion of Col. Prirce for a second reading
of the Bill to prevent cruelty to animals, Mr.
Vankoughnet urged thit it should be referred
to a Committee, in crder fo prevent its enact-
ments from clashing with the powers of the
municipal councils. He stated, at the same
time, that the Commitee on the revision of the
Statutes were almostready to report upon that
branch of the Parlianentary law which relates
to municipalities in Upper Canada. Of course
the proposal to referwas assented to, the bill
being, in the meantime, read a second time.
Afterwards the Cowncil threw out a bill to
admit a gentleman, yamed Beard, to practice as
a surveyor. It appears that Mr. Beard has
acquired a knowledge of his profession in Eng-
land, and that it was not proposed to allow him
to practice until after he should haye passed an
examination here, te ascertain whether he were
qualified. This woud have been quite enough
to ensure his knowledge of any details of the
profession, which are peculiar to Canada. Tam
sorry to say, however, that the sprit of exclu-
siveness, which should appear least of all in
learned professions, was sufficiently powerful to
cause the council, on the motion of the minister
of agriculture, to rejeet the bill. : There was,
in this rejection, certainly, nothing of politics;
bt it is remarkable that, while Mr. Vankough-

| net profeasas to boinviting qmigration from all

parts of Europe, he refuses {0 allow professional
men to get their living in the country, until
they have starved during a period long enough
to go through the apprenticeship necessary for
a boy just coming from school. Really such a
debate as that on the bill of Mr. Beard was a
disgrace to ‘the country. One councillor said
he had two boys learning to be surveyors, and
he did not see why people should come from the
other side of tlie Atlantic to take the bread ‘out
of their mouths. Another gentleman, who has
made his fortune ‘in this country, chimed in
with the same story, forgetting how necessary
it was for him, probably with none of the intel-

lectual acquirements of Mr. Beard, to beallow-'

ed to use what little talents he had in his .own
line, as soon ashe set his foot on shore. Then,
they said there was no reciprocity, because a
Canadian lawyer could not practice in Eng-
land ; forgetting that ‘the affair in hand was
that of! a surveyor, land that, if the principle
of reciprocity was to be applied, it was all
against them, since any surveyor can practice
in Englaud. ' But why are we to have these ex-
clusive castes in Canada? What would the
wealthy lawyers of Upper Canada, who have
all made their fortunes by land jobbing, be
without the emigration from England, Scot-
land, “and = Ireland, 'which has_ _enabled
then to sell their acres at prices which a few
years ago, would haye been looked on as fabul-
ous—what would they have been without the
investment of English capital, which has ena-
bled them to pay for railvoads—of English engi-
neering skill, which has constructed the roads.
Then why should they pretend thus to take
toll and . profit,on all other classes of men, and
preserve a monopoly in their own professions,
where no competition is to be allowed ? Such
narrow opinions are below the intelligence of
the age and country  When artisans have
given up the exclusiveness and monopoly of the
old ‘system of guilds; these principles should
certainly not take refuge in professions- calling
themselves learned and scientific, and . whose
professions should, if their boasted knowledge
be of any value, be quite able to hold their own
against persons who do not profess it. . The bill
to allow a professional man to work for his
bread, though he had not been born in this coun-
try, was rejected by the casting vote of Mr.
Speaker Taché!  This intolerance of intellec-
tual competition was one of the first complaints
made by Lord Durham against the family com-
pact, but it is the vice of all vulgar, selfish peo-
ple to endeavor to surround themselves with
peculiar privileges, which may save them from
the rough encounters that other men have to
go through. i

In the Lower House, the Independence of
Parliament Bill of Mr. Solicitor General Smith,
passed through Committee. Some amendments
were made. The first was $o the effect, that
whereas the bill as originally introduced ex-
empted from its operation members of the House
already appointed on comutissions, the exemp-
tion shall apply only during-the present Parlia-
ment, so that members, who may be in. receipt
of Government money will have the option
cither to serve the Government or to serve the
people ; but will not be allowed to undertake
the double and incompatible duty. Mr. Loran-
ger, with a very sour face, said that he should
not object to the amendment, and the Solicitor
General and Mr.Evanturel insisted that it should
be ingerted, saying that when he had had the
honor to vote for the same hill last year, against
the government, Mr. Cartier had remarked, in
a voice a little too loud, sinee it was heard by
those for whom it was infended, that his' vote
was nothing but blague.  He was glad to see
that he could 'vote for it now without giving
rise to. the suspicion of blague. This produced
a great deal of hilarity on the opposition side
of the house, which was augmented when Mr.
Solicitor General Smith, who had, at first, op-
posed the motion * gracefully yielded,” as it is
called, and adopted the amendment, saying,
with a grin, that, as the gentlemen chiefly con-
cerned did not object, he did not see why gov-
ernment should. ; R

The next amendment proposed was one by
Mr. J. H. Cameron, to exclude from the House

‘contractors for companies receiving aid from

the government. = The administration seriously
opposed this amendment, which is, in many res-
pects, ‘opposed to sound principle; and Mr.
Dorion showed conclusively that if the amend-
ment passed at all, it should be aimed at—or,
at any rate, should include—all directors and
shareholders in companies having government
aid.

The amendment was, I suppose, aimed at
Messrs. Galt and Holton ; butif so, it falls alto-
gether short of its mark. The railway contract
of these gentlemen was made with a company
which, at the time, had no right to any govern-
ment aid. The road was amalgamated to the
Grand Trunk, without their consent being ask-
ed, and the amalgamation was confirmed by a
Parliament in which uneither of them had seats.
‘Since that time no vote has passed by which the
terms of their bargain was at all changed ; and
finally, their contract is completed and the
amendment will not affect them in the
least. I have mentioned that the government
opposed the amendment ; but they were beaten
by a majority of two. I suppose their friends
will save them when the vote is taken with the
Speaker in the chair.

The Seat of Government question was again
re-argued.  Of course there was not the
slightest novelty in what was said. There was

more, however, in what was done, When the

e

suektion fiest erwe up, My Alleyn aiated, that
he should vots foy the Government propaaition,
only on condition that there should he appen-
ded a proviso, that, until the decision should be
arrived at and the proper buildings erected, the
alternate system should be adopted, so as to
spend another £40,000, or :£50,000 to move
down to Quebec, even though it might be onl
for six or twelve months. Accordingly, to-nigh’%
the hon. gentleman moved his proviso as an
amendment to the Government resolutions, and
Mr. J. A. Macdonald at once acceded to the
proposition. The opposition fired into the
amendment, however, so vigorously, that the
hon. gentleman was obliged to beg Mr. Alleyn
to withdraw it, which the latter did in the most
dutiful manner possible. The manceuvre, how-
ever, cost the Government Mr. Chapais’ vote.
Notwithstanding this, they gained one vote as
compared to the division on the motion to go
into committee ; not by the change of any one
present on the former occasion, but by the ab-
sence of some of the opposition. Mr. Jackson,
avho,. you will remember, declared he would
vote against the Government scheme, but
was away at the division, replied to
the reproaches made to him on that score,
by saying that he had paired off with Mr.
Dufresns ; but he immediately convinced every
one of the hollowness of the excuse, by running
away again before the division, while Mr. Du-
fresne stayed and voted with the Ministry.

The House having concurred in the resolution,
passed the address to the Queen, founded upon
it, so that the affair is finished thus far ; every
body here, however, being very certain that if
Montreal had heen proposed by Ministers as the
permanent seat of Government the motion
would have carried by a majority of at least
twice that secured by the ministerial project.

Sir Allan MacNab was expected down for this
vote ; but his phpsicians opposed his intention
so strongly that he felt obliged to give it up.

The St. Clair and Rondeau Ship Canal is
making a good deal of stir in the West. At
Chicago, the other day, they passed a series
of resolutions, declaring their determination to
aid in the work, and they appointed a commit-
tee to co-operate with the parties in Canada
interested in the scheme. A bill is shortly to
| be bronght before Parliament to incorporate a
Company to carry out'the plan.

The Leader this morning is very fierce on the
Quebec secession, and warns Col. Tache's
friends that if they don’t support the Ministry,
the Ministry will cut them adrift. The Ministry
are always the masters, and the people’s repre-
sentatives the servants.

The Late Railway Catastrophe.

THE INQUEST.
SEVENTH DAY.
TuespAy, March 24, 1857,

At two o’clock P.M., the jury assembled.

Their names having been called over, it was
found that Mr Corbey, who was formerly absent
from indisposition, did not answer to his name.

The first witness examined was one of the
surviving passengers.

Mr. (. Clare was in the first car in the fatal
train; is a dry goods merchant in® Hamilton;
wag in the first car of the train on the day of the
accidentj felta jerland heard a whistle of the
locomotive the same time ; I then felt a second
jerk, and at the same time felt the car falling’;
I sat about three feet fromthe stove; I' thought
we were pretty much near the bridge; all I re-
member of what hapened in the car was one
loud scream as we went down; could not say
that any one got out’; I'had a child on my knee;
I could not say ‘in-what way we were going
down ; I.'only felt as if I had. dropped down
straight from some high place; when the car
began to go down I was in my seat, three seats
from the stove, and the next thing I remember
wasg, I felt myself in a heap of rubbish two seats
from where the stove stood; and towards the
engine. I could not say what was the cause of
the accident; my opinion is that the locomotive
was on the bridge when I heard the first whistle ;
from the time I heard the first whistle till the
time I felt the next shock, was scarcely an in-
stant, and then1felt we were falling down. My
opinion was that we were going faster that time
than we had ever gone before; couldnot say
how many miles an hour we were going. I had
not previously to this moment ever felt a simi-
lar sensation in travelling by a train. I felt no
unpleasant sensation before I felt the jerk ; was
not aware of anything being wrong till 1 felt
the first jerk.. When I became conscious after
the fall, I felt a stove upon me, and at the same
moment I felt for my child. I looked along
the car but could see no one; half of my body
was in water ; I got out through one of the
windows, and 1 felt something give way under
me, which I then believed to be the bodies of
those thrown to the end of the car ; I could not
see any seats, and do not know where they
were. I saw Captain Sutherland, Mr, Duffield,
and Mr. A Ferrie, the latter was three seats back
of me. Mr. Duffield sat one seat from the stove ;
Captain Sutherland farther down in the car.
That is all I know of the accident.

To a Juror—The car appeared to tip right
over. I heard a whistle before we got to the
switch; eould not say how far it was from the
switch.

To Coroners—I did not consider the first
whistle an unusual one. I was looking out of
the window before we came to the bridge.

By Coroner—Cau you tell us how many se-
conds elapsed from the time you felt the first
jerk to the time the car went over, or how far
do yon suppose you could have gone ? I could
not say how many seconds, but it was immedi-
ately after the second jerk that we felt ourselves
going down, it might be a minute, or it might
be half-a-minute ; as I felt the first jerk I caught
my chlld in my arms, and I had scarcely clasped
her there before I felt the second jerk; I was
sitting at the end of the car on the side next
the Bay. When I got out, the car was in part
above the ice, and the water was in when 1 re-
covered myself: it was not equal all over the
car, in some places about up to the bottom of
my vest, and in others it was breast high.

To a Juryman—I felt two distinct jerks be-
fore the cars went down.

To Mr. Richards—I am of opinion the first
jerk was when''the engine fell and'pulled the
baggage car down, the second ‘one was when
that car smashed our car over. Before this
the cars had gone along quite smooth ; if the lo-
ocmotive had been off the track, the train ' could
not have run so smooth ; the reason of my think-
ing we were going fast was from my looking at
objects through the windoyw.

To Mr. Richards—I have bruizes on several
parts of my body from the effects of ‘the fall.

To a Juror—I waited there about an hour
after the accident occurred looking for my little

irl.
R W. R. Marshall—I reside in' Woodstock, am
a dry goods merchant in that place ; was in the
Toronto train on Thursday the 12th; was in
the last car ; I sat four seats back, on the side
next the lake'; I waslooking out of the window
and could see Hamilton, and the first feeling of
a peculiar nature I felt, was an oscillation of the
car, and from the time I felt that sensation to the
time 1 went over, was a very short time; the
passengers were all very much alarmed, and
were running about from place to place ; this
was just before I heard the whistle that this os-
cillation took place, and in half a minute we
were down ; 1 could not tell where, and from
that time I cannot remember-anything ; when the
oscillation toolk place, and the passengers be-
came alarmed, I requested them to keep still;
we were going very slow, about five or six miles
an hour. I am in the habit of travelling a good
deal in the cars; I julged we were coming to
some place from the slackening of our speed;
it did not strike me that we wewe travelling
fast ; thought we were going very easy ; it was
shortly after feeling the oscillation of the car
that we went down; I did not make an attempt
to get out ; Ifell from one end of the car to the
other; I did not think that the locomotive was
off the track. Mr. Beatty of London, Mr. Wood
“of Woodscock, aad Mr. Curtis of Ingersoll, were

in the cars.

Thor. ¥, Blalp--fs 5 bisskemith, »
Hamlton, and have kept a shop there for the
past twelve ronths, Ou Thurgday last, I was
“just at one end of the Suspension Bridge when
this train came up across the swing bridge. I
was standing just on the lake side of the ground
at the end of the Suspension Bridge. I could
see the train coming up, as I stood on the slope
of thebank. I was five or six rods from the
end of the bridge. I looked to see the train
crosg the swing-bridge. There was no one with
me. I saw the train coming from the switch,
and almost immediately it was out of my sight,
like 80. (The witness here clapped his hands.)
I heard the whistle two or three times before
the train ¢ame up there. The locomotive was
on the bridge; when I looked at it the last time,
This was about half-past five or six c’clock.
The train disappeared so quick, that I could not
tell what had become of it. I heard the crash
of the bridge. I was watching the locomotive,
and as it came up, it was running as smooth
as usual. When it came to the bridge it went
down at once. The baggage car and all of
them went out of sight at once. It all was so
quick like, thatI scarcelyjcould tell how it hap-
pened. I went down to the train, and shortly
saw Mr. Brydges and a number of men come up
from the depot. Saw -the switchman, and
heard him and a’woman cry out or holloa.. I
heard a woman in the cars cry ont. ' ¢ Oh, save
my baby, and never mind myself.”

To Coroner.—I did not go to give any assist-
ance. Did not know how I could help. I then
went away.

William Howick—Is in the employ of Mr.

Hardy, flour merchant, and drives his cart and
horse. Was across the Suspension Bridge on
Thursday week last, and saw a train coming on
to the bridge. I heard a report or some kind
of noise, and my horse made a kind of spring,
and I heard a noise as of something coming
down. [ was at this end of the bridge coming
towards the city. I felt the ground tremble.
Do not think it was the noise of the locomotive
going over. The engine was on the bridge as
I looked down, and I heard the noise. I do
not know the time of day it was. I heard
them say it was the train before the one that
fell into the canal.
Anthony Sherwood—Is a civil engineer. Is
at present engaged on the Buffalo and Brant-
ford Railroad, and has been engaged with Mr.
Lock, €. E., at Southampton. Was also enga-
ged on the Lancashire and Carlisle Road as
assistant engineer. Has been about a year on
a Spanish railroad ; was engineer there. I.came
to Hamilton some ten months ago. I was en-
gaged for a short time in the mechanical depart-
ment of the Great Western Railroad. From
seeing a train pass over that bridge, I made an
examination. [ calculated that it would bear
about three times the strain that was ordinarily
put upon railroad bridges. I merely measnred
the timber, but did not look at the quality of
the timber. It was about nine months ago
thatI made this examination and calculation.

To a Juror—If the bridge had been planked
it would have distributed the weight, but did
not think a single plank would have kept it
from falling through, or it would have turned
off through the lattice work. No wooden
bridge could have stood the amount of impact
of such a shock as the fall of the ¢ Oxford.”

To Mr. Richards—I did not observe any
braghy timber there, nor any that was decayed.
I saw some that were cracked, but thought they
may have been broken by the blow. The cal-
culations I have made are upon the conclusion
that the best of material would be used. The
lattice may have been made of medium qualities
of timber. A bridge of this kind is not likely
to be impaired in three years, it may in five
years. A lateral force, such as to cut out those
ten beams and injure seven others, would not
injure the siding more than tightening the
bolts would remedy. The bolts may work
loose, but if they were screwed up tight they
would not. The blow from the car may have
shook it. If straps had been round the bridge
the accident would have happened in the same
way. - I could not swear that the engine fell off
the stringers upon the cross-beams. If it had
been off the track before it came to the bridge
ip would have cut through the beams at once.
I did not see any indications of the engine fall-
ing,

To Mr. Bull—Idid not'see any of the needle
beams missing.

To Mr- Richards—I should think the second
or third needle beam went down first. If one
side of the bridge went down first, it would
have a tendency to break them in their length,
it may also in their depth. Cannot say which
side wect down first. I think the engine struclk
one or two of the needle beams, and the engine
going through, broke off the ends, and tore off
the remainder with the stringers ; it would re-
quire six needle beams to . let the locomotive
through. The only way 1 can account for this
is that the locomotive was off the track before
it came to the bridge, and the force of the fall
was sufficient to cut or crush the needle beams.
I do not think the engine would have chipped
off the stone. I considerthat the hinder wheels
of the truck were not, off the track ; it would cut
its way through the bridge.

To Mr. Beecher—The calculation as to the
relative strength of oak and pine is, pine 90 to
112. Canadian oak and common pine, season-
ed, is preferred to oak. I do not think it would
have been desirable to use oak for those needle
beams. In England it is calculated 125 tons
would break a bridge. It is considered 2} is
sufficient. The Desjardins bridge I calculate
as 41 to 1, which would give 3} above required
strength. I have looked at this bridge scien-
tifically. "I know nothing of the state of the
timber. From what 1 know of the bridge,
that weight
have broken it. If it could, no hridge
in the world is'safe. better go over quick. Mr
Brunell has said that where a short bridge was
dangerous he would rather go over quick than
slow. There was less deflection when the trial
was made yesterday, when the trains went over
rapidly +than when taken over slowly. I con-
sider ‘the' accident occurred from the broken
wheel.  Had the engine come up whole, I
should be at a loss to know how the bridge had
broken. s

To the Coroner—I have made my calculation
upon 71 feet, as the span of the bridge as a fixed
bridge. :

Mr. Sherwood was under examination by Mr.
Richards, when our Reporter left. At the close
of his evidence, it was expected that the inquest
would be adjourned, to meet at 8 p.m., to hear
other evidence.

That of Mr. Killaly and his assistants will be
taken shortly. )

We' learn by telegraph from Hamilton, says
the Globe on Thursday, that the tackling sup-
porting the injured locomotive gave way yester-
day, and that the engine was again entirely
submerged. Means were being provided to
raise it again to-day. The Jury are then to
give it a final examination, and to proceed with
the evidence at seven o'clock in the evening.
Yesterday a special train was despatched with
the Jurors and the Corporation to examine the
swing bridge over the Welland Canal, which is
constructed in the same manner as that which
gave way. The strength of the bridge was
severely tested in their presence. :

DEFEAT DOF THE BRITIBH GOVERN
MEHT I¥ PARLIAMENT,

IMPORTANT. MINISTERIAL EXPLANATIONS.

HOUSE OF LORDS.—THURSDAY, MARCH 6.

Earl Granville then rose and said :—I think
it is important to give your Lordships some in-
formation with regard to the course Her Majes-
ty’s Governmentintend to pursue, in consequence
of a certain event of which your Lordships are
no doubt well informed as having occurred in |
another place. ' Her Majesty’s Government hav-
ing found themselves gherelin a minority, the
usual course under such circumstances would
have been to tender their resignations to Her
Majesty. After calm consideration of all the cir=
cumstances of the case, they bave come to the
opinion that it is not their duty; so to do. Con-
sidering that in the same place'on a most impor-
‘tant questionm'ﬁ#%he finances ofpthe
country, they found themselves supported by a
large majority, and that they received support,
for which they are grateful, in your Lordghips’
House'on the China question itself —looking also
at the composition of the House of Commons,'by
which it does not appear clear {hat any strong
Government can be formed in its present state ;
and considering, further, that during the five
years’ existence of the present Parliament there
have been three different Governments, and the
nation has passed from a state of peace to a state
of war and again to a state of peace, Her Majes-
ty’s Government think it'will be for ‘the advan-
tage of the country, and for the public interest,
that reference should be made to the country to
ascertain what its wishes are as to the future.
(Hear, hear.) Without going into more detailed
reasons for adopting this course, all I have to add
is, that Her Majesty’s Government will only ask
.he sanction of both Houses to measures of a
temporary character, so as to enable the appeal
to be made as soon as possible, with the view of
recalling Parliament as soon ag & new Parlia-
ment can be collected, and thken ascertaining
what the wishes of the country are as to what
parties shall rule the nation. (Hear.) I cannot
anticipate that in that course they will meet with
any opposition ; at all even's, I submit ;the rea-
sonableness and fairness of ascertaining what is
the real feeling of the country. (Hear, hear.)
Earl Grey :—I have certainly no wish to raise
discussion on this oceasion ; but it occurs t0 me
that there is an omission in the statement which
the noble Earl has just made. The House of
Commons has condemned the policy of Her Ma-
jesty’s Government, not upon a legislative ques-
tion, but upon the highest question of executive
policy with which they have to deal,—it is upon
a question of peace or war. (Hear, hear.) The
Housge of Commons has come to a resolution,
which I am perfeetly in orderin quoting from the
votes laid on your lordships’ table :—* That this
House considers that the papers which have been
laid upon the table fail to establish satisfactory
grounds for the violent measares resorted to at
Canton in the late affair of the JArrow.”
Consider, my lords, what is the serious effect of
that resolution. ., Is it this—that the ceuntry is
now viﬁllﬂlw%f,_%d__%&fﬁﬂ which has been
branded as unjust by the House of Commons.
(Hear, hear.) The affairs of England are intrust-
ed in that country to the management of a per-
gon who, by a vote of the House of Commons is
branded with having without due justification
entered on these violent measures. Now, my
lords, bavirg just heard that the end of May is
the earlist period when Her Majesty’s Govern-
ment anticipate another House of Commons can
be called together, T wish to know whether in
the interval, in which events of tremendous im-
portance may take place, the policy branded by
the House of Commons is not to be pursued, and
whether the treatment of these most important
questions which must arise in Chinais still to
be committed to the hands of the man whose
moral authority in that country is, I say, destroy-
ed by the vote which has taken place. (Hear,
hear.) My lords, it appears to me impossible
that in the face of the vote recently given by the
House of Commons, the policy which has hither-.
to been pursued can be persevered in, or the af-
fairs of England in Canton be intrusted to the
hands in which they are at present placed. I
submit that if the two Houses are called on to
give those facilities which are expected by Her
Majesty’s Government, in order that they may
make the appeal to the country which they de-
gire—if we are to give those facilities which I
need not tell your lordships either House bas the
power of refusing—we are entitled to satisfaction
on this point from Her Majesty’s Government,
and I can venture to say what, in my opinion,
they ought to do. I think they ought at once
and forthwith to recall Sir J. Bowring. (Hear,
hear.) I think they ought to send out a person
of high character, in whose discretion and judg-
meut great confidence can be placed, with very
wide discretionary powers, to bring the war, if
possibie, to a conclusion. I think they ought to
do, what I have no doubt they have done already
—namely, taken all the measures within thei-
power to protect the lives and property of Her
Majesty’s subjects in China. (Hear, hear.) But
1 say this is, of all things, most essential, that
the individual who bas brought the country iuto
1ts present critical position and involved in its
hostilities should not remain introsted with the
high duties of Her Majesty’s plenipotentiary.
Certainly, nnless Her Majesty's Government are
prepared to give satisfaction on that point, I
think it is the duty of this and the otheér House,
by humible address to Her Majesty, to expressthe
wish, I am sorry to say, they mustfeel, and if no
other member of your lordships’ House more
able to undertake the task present himself, I shall
be prepared to move such an address. (Hear.)

Barl Granviile—T could perfectly understand
the question which had been put by the noble
Barl being put in another place, where the reso-
lution has been affirmed: but I do not see the
same propriety in the noble! Earl's putting the
question in yourlordship’s assembly, when, aftex
full discussion,  you have come, by a large
majority, to a contrary opinion, (Cheers.) At
the same time, I should be more unwilling to re-
fuse any general information as to the course of
the Government which it is in my power to give. I
can only assure your lordships that even before
the close of the debate we had taken into our
deepest consideration the best means of deter-
mining the present unsatisfactory state of rela-
tions between China and this country. We do
not consider ‘that the House of Commons in-
tended by that resolution to indicate that we
should refrain from taking every necessary step
for the defence of the lives and property of
British subjects in China, or that we should
patch up matters in a ragh and precipitate man-
ner, without reference to the position of things
at the time. We think we act in consonance
with the decifion of the House of Commons,
though not adwmitting its justice, if we take every
step whbich, in our judgment,-is best calculated
to settle the question‘as' a whole, and that we
shall not inewr blame by so doing either from
your lordships or from the other House, even in
its present state—still less, we hope, when Par-
liament is reelected after a dissolution, (Hear,
hear.)

HOUSE OF COMMONS.—THURSDAY, MARCH 6.
Lord Palmerston rose in a_crowded House,
and amid lopd and repeated cheers, tomake the
eagerly expected ministerial statement.  Hesaid:
“Mr. Speaker, in order to regularize that which
T am about to say, and to put in the power of
any honourable member who has anything to
say on this subject to address the House, I intend
to conclude the statement which I am about to
make by a formal motion, that this House do
now adjourn, ' The House must naturally expect
that after what bappened on Tuesday night I
should state to the House the course which upon
due reflection. Her Majesty’s Government mean
to pursue. Under ordinary circumstances, after
a vote by which the House hy a majority—what-
ever the amount of it might be—uaffirmed that
which many at least who voted considered to
be a vote of censure upon the conduct of the
Government, there could hardly be an alterna-
tive left to the Government as to the course to
be pursued. The natural course would be that
they should tender to their soversign a resigna-
tion of their sovereign a resignation of their
offices, and leave to those who had obtained that
majority the task of conducting the affairs of the
country. -But the present case seemed te us to
be of so peculiar a character that we bave not
thought it.onr duty to submitto our soverign & |
resignation of our offices. [Loud cheers.] There
is another: course which the Government under
such circumstances might constitutionally adopt,
and that is the course which we have deemed 1t
our duty to pursue. We have deemed it our
duty to advise the Crown/at the earliest period
at which the state of the business of the House
will permit us to call upon the constituencies of
the country to exercise that privilege which the
Constitution places in their hand. [Cheers.] T
say the circumstances are ‘peculiar, because,
while on’ the one hand, looking to the simple
result of that last debate we might say that we
had lost the confidence of this House, yet, on the
other hand, looking to the divisions which took
place very shortly before upon questions
involving very important positions of the policy
of the Government, the result was of a
very different character. [Hear, hear] And
I feel myself free to say that some of those who
concurred in the vote of Tuesday night made it
understood that that vote was not to be consi-
dered as implying a want of confidence on their
partin Her Majesty’s Government. (Hear, hear.)
But it is vain to deny that that vote would ren-
der it very difficult it not unseemly, for the Gov-
ernment with regard to which it was passed, to
undertake the conduct of the business in the
ordinary manner during the remainder of a long
gession. (Hear, hear )  Moreover, the state of
parties which that vote indicated appcars to me
to show—connecting it with the various votes
and fluctuating opinions of the House with re-
gard to those majorities on former occasions—
that it would be extremely difiicult for any Goy-
ernment—whether that which now exists or that
which mightbe tormed, however efficient it might
be—and [ admit, not merely by way of compli-
ment, bot as merely stating the tnuth, that that
Government which might be formed by a com-
bination of parties (using thatexpression not by
way of taunt) would be very eflicient—to carry
on the business of the country throughout a
session in the state of feeling which at present
happens to prevail in this House. I will not
allude to the very strongly marked difference of
opinion tetween the two Houses of Parliament
upon the question which was put to issue on
Tuesday night. I do not think that would be a
sufficient reason, but still it is an element to
show what various opinions exist in regard to
the present Administration as compared with
that which might be its successor. This Parlia-
ment is now in its fifth session, and. measuring
its duration by what it has seen, it is & very old
Parliament, for it'has witnessed more important
events than it has fallen to the lot of ‘most Par-
liaments to gee. It has seen three Administra~
tions (aslightlaugh)—the Administration, which
called it together; the Administration which fol-
Jowed, and the Administration which now sits
on these henches: - It has seen the transition from
a state of profound peace to a great European
war'; and it bas seen the transition from a great

the state of buginess would have admitted
of an immediate appeal to our constituents,
that is the course which would have been
most proper and most seemly, (cheers;) buat the
state of public business does not admit of the
adoption of such'a course. We haveas yet voted
nothing upon the estimates for the public ser-
vice ; we have arranged nothing in regard to ths
taxes, some of which require to be remodelled ;
we have not passed a mutiny act, and that in
existence will expire before it would be possible
for Parliament to reasgemble and provide for the
maintenance and discipline of the army.; 'The
course which | hnmbly beg to propose to this
House, - therefore, ‘is, that we should do on the
present occasion: that which has been done on
former and similar occasions, that which was
done in gpirit during the Administration of Lord
Derby, when it was aunounced that there was to
be a dissolution,~—that the House sliould content
itgelf with those provisional and temporary mea-
sures which may be necessary to provide for the
public service until the earliest period at which
a new Parliament can assemble.. We had pro-
posed to arrange certain taxes for three years;
we shall now propose to determine them foronly
one year. There are some taxes with regard’to
which it would be very embarrassing to com-
merce to have them settled for too short a period,
but we do not think that a Parliament which is
about to be dissolved could probably, be ealled
upon to fix them for a period longer than the
year for which provision is to be made. (Hear,
hear.) Upon the same princip'e, we shall pro-
pose to the House to vote sums on account of
the estimates for only a portion of the year, and
to pass a Mutiny act for a similar period, thug
leaving the new Parliament, which may probably
assemble somewbhat towards the end of May, free
to deal with all these great matters according to
itg discretion. I ‘should hope, Sir, that this
House will see that the course which we are pre-
pared to adopt is one which is in accordasce
with the principles of the Constitution, and
that gentlemen will therefore place no obstruc-
tions in the way of our arriving at a time when
fresh elections may take place, by interposing
any unnecessary difficulties in the way of the

.

adoption of the course by which we propose to

divide for the public gervice. (Hear, hear.) We
shall abstain from proposing anything but that
which is necessary for this purpose. There are
many gentlemen who entertain strong opinions
upon many subjects which they would wish to
bring under discussion in this House, but they
will, I think, feel that steps of importance can-
not probably be taken by a Parliament situated
as this House of Commons will now necessarily
be. T therefore hope that the same honorable
forbearance which has been shown by former
Parliaments under similar circumstances, will be
exhibited by this one. There'is this to be said,
that now- at least the country will have a: really
fair choice between two Adwministrations—a
choice which, without meaning to say anything
offensive to any party in this House, I think I
may say it could not have had, atleast not to the
same degree, under that combination that took
place which has led to the state of things in
which the Government now finds itselt. As I
said before, I am stating a fact without making
the slightest imputation upon those who have
formed that combination ; but 1 suy that go far
it may be an advantage to the couutry-—it will
have the opportunity of choosing between two
different efficient Administrations. That also ia
a ground which the more justifies us in throwing
upon the country the responsibility of determin-
ing what Administration will be invested with
the conduct and management of the affairs of the
nation. (Cheers.) Thenoblelord concluded by
moving the adjournment of the House.

Mr. Disraeli thought the course proposed by
Lord Palmerston would be most to the public
advantage, and he would, he said, give every fa-
cility in his power to the progress of busivess.
He believed that the appeal to the country would
prove of great benefit to the public interests, and
he trusted members would be returned with more
definite opinions.

Mr. Cobden observed that the House on Tues-
day had come to & solemn vote, which had been .
entirely ignored by Lord Palmerston, and he
asked him what he was going to do in conse-
quence of that vote? The Executive Govern-
ment had no right to hold office unless they were
prepared to carry it out. 1f any danger to the
British residents in China was to beapprehended
from the vote, the first consideration of the Geo-.
vernment ought to be the safety of our fellow-
countrymen, and they should send a competent
person by the next steamer, armed with full
power, to supersede all existing British authority
in China, and to act according to circumstances.
If Lord Palmerston did not intend to take this
course, what other course would he take? A
new Parliament could not assemble until the end
of May, and what would be doing in Chira in
the meanwhile.

Mr. S. Herbert enquired whether the Govern-
ment were going fo continue the war for the
same object—namely, the entry of Sir John Bow-
ring into Canton ; and whether the conduct of
affairs there was to be left in the hands of & man
who, in tke opinion of the House, had brought
about the present dangerous state of things?

Sir G. Grey denied that the objeet of the war
was to obtain an entry into Canton. The Gov-’
ernment, he said, had directed its most serious
attention to the existing state of things in China,
and would takeeyery precantion to protect Brit-

ish lives and property ; but they did not intend
to send our civil and military officers to act in
accordance with the views of Mr. Cobden, who
had no right to assume that they had any other
intention than to endeavor to place our relations
with China on a proper footing. To accomplish
this object, ithey would employ the means best
calculated, in their opinion, to do so; and he
trusted that the House would leave the honor
and the interests of the country in their hands.

Lord J. Russell considered that the House was
entitled to ask for an explanation of the policy
intended to be pursued during the next three
months after it had determined that conduct
which had been approved by the Government,
was worthy of its censure. Ministers should
state the terms that were to be asked of China—
what, in fact, was the object of the hostilities.
He declared the charge againgt him of ‘combina~
tion with the Consecvative party false and calum-
nious. The concurrence, be gaid, was on the
merits of the question ; and he believed that no
vote would confer more honor than that of Tues-
day upon the Parliament of 1859.

Mr. Roebuck protested against the statement
of Lord Palmerston that hig vote was the result
of a combination, by which he meant conspiracy
of parties.

Mr. Gladstone asked, if we were not making
war to obtain the admission of Sir John Bowring
into Canton, for what were we at war? Three

agzsemble, and upon whose policy were the mea-
sures in China to be carried on during that inter-
val? The House was bound; hesaid, to require an
answer to this question. It was not right to vote -
supplies for carrying on a war which had been,
condemned by Parliment; yet it had been dis-
tinetly indicated that it would be carried on just
‘as if the resolution had never been adopted,
Lord Palmeraton had talked of combination;
when had it before happened that a case was so
strong as to compel the Honze to interpose in or-
der to check the  mad career of the Government
in another quarter of the globe ? Overruling ne-
cessity had altered usage, and the division com-
prised the names of Lord J Russell, who hadled
the Liberal Party during more than 20 most e-
ventful years, and Mr. Roebuck, no political en-
emy of Lord Palmerston. ; Stec

Lord Palmerston said, it wags not his intention
to renew the debate upon this subject. - With re-
gard to the expression he had used of “combina-
tion,” he had said nothing' which, he thought,
could give offence to any man. Whether it was
a combination or an accident—a fortuitous com-
bination of atoms—he had stated it as a fact, not
ag a reproach. The House, he admitted, had a
right to ask what was intended to be the pohey
of the Government. There would be no change
and could be no change in that policy, which was
to maintain in China, as elsewhere, securivy to
the lives and property of British subjecls, and the
rights of the country arising out of treaty obliga-
tions, and to improve our refations with China,

. The intention of the Government, as he had sta-

ted on Tuesday, was, in conjunction with France
and the United States, to endeavor to place those
relations upon & permanent footing, and it must
be a subject of serious deliberation on the part
of the Government who the person should be to
whom was to be committed so grave and impor-
tant a function. 4

Tue Fisaeries, Convexrion.—It is urged by
some persons, that the excitement in Newfound-
land is very absurd ; that the colonists do not
know what is best for themselves, that they
cannot appreciate the wise and liberal policy of
the Home' Government, and that they do not

throwing open the North American fisheries to
the world, in the increase of shipping in their
ports, and a consequent intrease of trade.’ To
all this it may be answered; that the Newfound-
landers may be expected to know what is' to
their advantage, or against their interest, better
than residents of this city, who have nothing to
do with fisheries; and, so far from throwing
open the fisheries to the world, the course of
Britain is the opposite, for it gives to France the
right to the hest fishing ground on the coast, to
the ‘exclnsion of British subjects, an arrange-
ment as absurd as if Britain should give France
the exclusive right to the best fishing grouuds on
the coast of Scotland. This is not a Newfound=
land question only, the. whale of British North
America is interested in it. The principle upon
which the Imperial Government has acted, in
entering upon the conyention without consult-
ing the parties most interested, is a grievous
mistake ; and, that which has occurred to the
maritime colony, may occur;to us.—Montreal
Witness.
