Couple found dead in Saint-Anicet home

The couple found dead in their home in
Saint-Anicet Monday morning died of gun-
shots. The lifeless bodies of 62-year-old
Michel Dubreuil, and his wife, 57-year-old
Francine Racine-Dubreuil were discovered
by the couple’s daughter around 10:30 am,
when she arrived at her parents’ home on
89th Avenue. She immediately called emer-
gency services for help.

“Both victims were shot with a firearm.
We cannot however suggest the number of
shots that were fired,” said Ingrid Asselin, a
spokesperson for the Sireté du Québec
(5Q).

According to information published in
Tuesday's edition of the Journal de
Montreal, the two victims had fatal injuries
resulting from a firearm, however residents
living nearby suggested they had not heard
any gunshots in the hours prior to the dis-
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covery of the two bodies. No attempts
were made to resuscitate the two victims. A
doctor who arrived at the scene in the early
afternoon pronounced the death of the man
and woman.

By late Monday evening, the SQ con-
firmed a firearm was found in the house, and
according to Ms. Asselin the police are still
working under the assumption that this was
a murder-suicide. “At this stage however,
the police investigation is not over,” she
added.

An autopsy was performed on the bodies
of the two victims on Tuesday, and accord-
ing to the SQ spokesperson, “the results are
still not known and it will take a few days
before we know more.”

According to reports by the Journal de
Montreal and TVA, a six or seven page letter
was found in the home. Ms. Asselin was
quick to point out however, that “the police
never confirmed the existence of such a let-
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The couple, who had lived on 89th
Avenue for several years, were seen alive for
the last time earlier in the evening on
October 21, just hours before the incident
played out.

Unaccustomed to seeing so many police
in the area, many citizens living closeby
watched as the police carried out their role.
People who say they knew the couple sug-
gested there was no way to have seen this
coming. Investigators from the SQ's crimes
against the person division, assisted by
forensic technicians, visited the scene in the
early afternoon to begin their investigtion.
They remained inside the house for several
hours in order to analyze the scene thor-
oughly while attempting to piece together
the circumstances that led to the event.

The SQ has also suggested that ballistic
tests would be done in order to establish
beyond any doubt that the weapon found in
the residence was the one used in the inci-

Saint-Chrysostome
requests review
of loan bylaw
approval

The municipal council in Saint-
Chrysostome wants the new provincial
government to reconsider the approval
of a loan bylaw to borrow $1,321,312,
which will be used by the Haut-Saint-
Laurent to finance in part the con-
struction of phase one of the new
bicycle path that will serve a portion of
the region.

In a resolution adopted unanimous-
ly on October I, the council asked the
new provincial Minister of Municipal
Affairs, Regions and Land Occupancy,
Mr. Sylvain 'Gaudreault, to review the
decision made by his Liberal predeces-
sor, Mr. Laurent Lessard, which was
dated September 5. The motion was
filed by councilor Alain Dupras.

For the municipal authorities, the
request is all the more justified due to
the request to nullify the loan bylaw,
which was filed with the Beauharnois
District Superior Court by Saint-
Chrysostome and Huntingdon. The
two municipalities argue the MRC
does not have the necessary compe-
tence to develop such regional recre-
ational infrastructure. They also con-
tend they have detected irregularities
in respect to the adoption of a bylaw
on the subject of the bicycle path on
February 8.

The municipal council in Saint-
Chrysostome also stressed in their
request to Minister Gaudreault that
the case will be heard in court in May,
2013.

For nearly three months, two rural
municipalities of the Beauharnois-
Salaberry MRC have benefitted from a new
transit system implemented within the
framework of a pilot project.

In collaboration with the Haut-Saint-
Laurent, which runs Taxibus, a public tran-
sit alternative, the Beauharnois-Salaberry
MRC has now made a new public transit
network available exclusively for residents
of Saint-Stanislas-de-Kostka and Saint-
Louis-de-Gonzague.

“Within the framework of this five-
month pilot project, which will end on
December 31, the citizens of Saint-
Stanislas-de-Kostka and Saint-Louis-de-
Gonzague can access, by reservation, a
customized transit network that stops
directly at their door,” said the Prefect for
the Beauharnois-Salaberry MRC, Mr. Yves
Daoust.

Citizens of both municipalities can use
the network seven days a week, between
7 am and 9 pm.

The average price per person to take

cipalities have

advantage of the network varies from four
to five dollars for a one-way trip. The cost
is doubled for a return trip. At such a rate,
users from Saint-Stanislas-de-Kostka and
Saint-Louis-de-Gonzague will be able to
travel to Salaberry-de-Valleyfield or to any
of the thirteen munucipalities of the Haut-
Saint-Laurent MRC.

Mr. Daoust also stressed that the
establishment of the network was largely
accountable to the involvement of the
Advisory Committee on Rural Transport of
the MRC. The Prefect added that the
Advisory Committee remains in close con-
tact with the various public transport
companies operating within the MRC.

With regard to the financing of this
pilot project, the Quebec Transport
Ministry is expected to announce short-
ly that it will cover two-thirds of the
costs through phase one of its assis-
tance program for regional public tran-
sit. The other portion of the operating
costs will be assumed by the two par-
ticipating municipalities, the
Beauharnois-Salaberry MRC by way of
the Pacte Rural and the users who will
benefit from the network.

Wind turbines in Tres-Saint-Sacrement
Promoter granted permit to erect climate measurement tower

The President of Troc International
obtained a permit for a climate measurement
tower from the municipality of Tres-Saint-
Sacrement to investigate the possibility of
installing sixteen wind turbines

Mr. Jean-Claude Desgroseillers, the devel-
oper of the Du Rocher Wind Project, signed

an agreement with a resident on the Du
Rocher Sideroad near Howick to install a cli-
mate measurement tower at an investment of
around $40,000.

Mr. Desgroseillers will wait for the results
of the wind measurements before going to the
citizens of Tres-Saint-Sacrement. He guaran-
tees that the turbines will respect the Tres-
Saint-Sacrement bylaw requiring a minimum
distance of 500 meters from the nearest resi-

dence. “They are 750 meters from any resi-
dence and 500 meters from the road,” he said.

The wires will be buried one meter under-
ground and will be coated to inhibit electro-
magnetic fields generated by high voltage
transmission lines. The energy produced by
the turbines would feed into the Hydro-
Quebec grid at Station number 357 in Saint-
Chrysostome. Initially, the project was
designed to contribute to the 700 megawatt

energy production objectives established by
the Liberal government. Mr. Desgroseillers is
now waiting for the PQ government's energy
policy. currently in development.

The project will generate 48 megawatts
and will cost $120 million. Hundreds of con-
tract jobs could be created as well as five or
six permanent positions. The royalties could
yield up to four million dollars over twenty
years.

Innocence, inexperience, curiosity and
free will characterize the at times chilling
and yet equally inspirational true-story
account of Ormstown-based author
Kathleen ¥ Rattigan's encounter and
involvement with a cult and the courageous
metamorphosis that followed.

Federal Electoral Boundaries Commission for Quebec
Little support for new
federal electoral map

The redistribution of the Beauharnois-
Salaberry Riding, as proposed in the redraw-
ing of the federal electoral map submitted
three months ago by the Federal Electoral
Boundaries Commission for Quebec
received little support during a public audi-
ence held Tuesday at the Courthouse in
Salaberry-de-Valleyfield. Commissioners
Jules Allard, retired Judge Michel Doyon and

Raymond Hudon represented the
Commission during the full day of public
hearings.

Nearly a dozen submissions were filed by
various political and economic organizations
as well as by citizens. Most, if not all of
these documents, were in favour of the fed-
eral ridings of Beauharnois-Salaberry and
Vaudreuil-Soulanges keeping their current
boundaries. In mid-July, the Federal Electoral
Boundaries Commission for Quebec made
public a proposal to reconfigure the
Beauharnois-Salaberry riding for the next
general election in Canada. According to the
scenario submitted by the Commission, the
current riding would be split into two new
ridings, which would go by the names of
Chateauguay and Soulanges.

If this scenario for the Beauharnois-
Salaberry riding were to materialize, the
Haut-Saint-Laurent would overlap with the
two new federal ridings. As such, Howick,
Trés-Saint-Sacrement,  Franklin,  Saint-
Chrysostome and Havelock would be con-
sidered part of the Chateauguay riding,
while Dundee, Elgin, Godmanchester,

Hinchinbrooke, Huntingdon, Ormstown,
Saint-Anicet and Sainte-Barbe would
become part of the Soulanges riding.

The Vaudreuil-Soulanges MRC, repre-
sented by Prefect Robert Sauvé, as well as
the Regroupement des Associations de Gens
d'Affaires, represented by Jean-Francois
Blanchard, and the MP representing the cur-
rent Vaudreuil-Soulanges riding, Mr. Jamie
Nicholls, all voiced their opposition to the
proposed changes to the electoral map.

Other speakers, including former candi-
dates such as Linda Julien and Dominique
Bellemare, as well as Beauharnois-Salaberry
MP Anne Minh-Thu Quach and the Mayor of
Salaberry-de-Valleyfield, Mr. Denis Lapointe,
also filed briefs, arguing that the latter of the
two new ridings should be called the Suroit
rather than Soulanges.

“Everywhere we go, the status quo
remains without question the most popular
option,” said Mr. Allard, recalling that the
objective of the exercise is to establish equi-
ty in the distribution of constituencies.

The Electoral Boudaries Readjustment
Act established a ‘quotient’ of 101,321
inhabitants per riding in Quebec, where a
difference of plus or minus 25 percent can
be accepted. Currently, Vaudreuil-Soulanges
counts more than 136,000 inhabitants
while the Beauharnois-Salaberry riding has
around 109,000.

The Federal Electoral Boundaries
Commission for Quebec will continue with
public hearings until November 14. The new
federal electoral map should be ready in time
for the next Canadian general elections,
scheduled for 2015.

"Grove Hall is now open for business,"”
says Mark Bye. "A soft open,” he laughs.
noting there are still a few finishing touch-
es to complete and purchases yet to be
installed, but in general, Grove Hall as a
performance hall as well as meeting venue
and event centre is now ready for the pub-
lic, with a grand opening planned for the
upcoming Christmas season.

Mark and Tina Bye purchased the hall,
which was built in 1861 as the original
Presbyterian Church in Huntingdon, in the
spring of 2012 plans to transform the
iconic building into a hub of cultural
events for the Valley community. Grove
Hall offers 80,000 square feet of indoor
and outdoor space that includes a reso-
nant performance and event hall, a store-
front currently occupied by the
Huntingdon Learning Centre, as well as
two upstairs apartments, ample parking
space and a picturesque riverfront yard.

Mr. Bye has ben working full-time since
acquiring the property to renovate and
update the Hall, installing a 5-tonne heat
pump and plumbing upgrade to go with
the now beautifully refinished hardwood
floors and tall windows — a fact many local
dance instructors latched onto in moving
their classes to the newly renovated space.

The apartments, which are now both
occupied, as well as the storefront were
also completely renovated and the floors
redone. Plans are in the works to obtain
official non-profit status, and the kitchen

viable choice for a diversity of activities
and events. “| am now looking for people
interested in weekly activities, daytime or
weekday nights as well,” he says of rental
opportunities for the Hall, admitting he is
thrilled to be able to “slow down, take a
breath and start working on the Arts
Centre.”

Now that the uncertainty of an empty
building with room to rent is behind him,
Mr. Bye has begun pooling artists and
establishing contacts within the local arts
scene. “It's kind of like taking the pulse of
the area and finding out who is there and

who wants to be there,” he says, noting
how the general interest seems to be high
amongst young people and that this has
brought a lot of energy to the project. He is
also talking with existing arts bodies,
including the Haut-Saint-Laurent Cultural
Committee and local producers such as
Wolffurey Productions. "I want this to be a
resource for the existing arts community
as opposed to being something competi-
tive,” he says, suggesting Huntingdon and
the Valley is primed for an arts explosion.
He could not be happier.

Going forward, he is looking forward to

Chateauguay Valley Historical Society

during the vernissage. "It is very interesting
when you look at all the little pieces on
display, but when you put them together,
the impact is enormous,” he added, refer-
ring to the overall impact of the exhibit in
reminding viewers not only of the past, but
of how far we have come.

Mme Asselin indique d'autre part que
I'hypothese d'un meurtre suivi d'un sui-
cide est toujours maintenue par les forces
policiéres. «A ce niveau-la, |'enquéte poli-
ciere n'est pas terminée», a-t-elle dit.

Une autopsie a été pratiquée sur les
corps de deux victimes mardi. La porte-
parole de la SQ a fait cependant savoir
«que des résultats a obtenir sont encore
manquants et qu'il faudra quelques jours
encore avant d’en savoir plus long.»

Une lettre de six ou sept pages aurait
été trouvée dans la résidence, selon ce qui
a ete rapporté dans certains médias.

La mairesse de Saint-Chrysostome,
Jocelyne Lefort, se désole que le conseiller
municipal Denis Lefort ait écopé une
amende de 1000 $ pour avoir nettoyé sans
certificat d’autorisation un fossé dont |'en-
combrement nuisait au drainage de ses ter-
res et, par conséquent, a ses récoltes.
