Babysitting is

no soft touch

Two letters have arrived on my desk in the last
week regarding babysitting — that time-honored pro-
fession by which most teenage girls (and the occasional
fellow) make pin money.

Exhibit A: A young mother
of two children who feels

that babysitters pledge them-

selves to a code of honor be-
fore launching a sitting ca-
reer.

Exhibit B: A 16-year-old

Halifax girl who submitted
with her letter a carefully

prepared list of do's and
don’ts that more parents
should follow when leaving

junior with a sitter.

Mrs. C. B. W. (also signed

“Fed-Up” mother of Two”)
writes: ‘ ‘Ycu've mentioned

babysitting as a good sum-

mer job. Tell me, how many

teenagers figure it is a chance
to watch TV, read someone

else’s magazines, and raid a

strange refrigerator?

“I would seriously suggest

that young girls who think

the money sounds attractive

agree to abide by the follow-
ing suggestions 1've drawn up

before they take their first

sitting job.

Pon’t

cancel

“DON’T promise to take a
job if there's a chance that

you might cancel out at the

last minute because of a date.
Just think what it does to
our evening!

“DON’T agree to look after

a small baby if you've never

had experience in caring for
one. It either means that the

youngster is going to be ne-
glected, or the parents are

constantly being phoned at

their party.
“DON'T say that you’ll stay

all night if your parents
haven't agreed to it earlier.
We feel great when a mother

or father telephones later to

accuse us of being slave-

drivers or responsible for ju-

venile deliquency.”
Interesting words, but Joan

Brant, 16, of Halifax. has her

own list of what babysitters

expect from parents,

available

“DO leave a number where

you can be reached at any
time during the evening.

“DO leave a lost of other

important numbers — the

family doctor, neighbors, fire

department. and police. Most
sitters should know the last
two, of course.

“DO tell the sitter approxi-
mately what time vou'll be

home, and try to stick to that
time.

“DO not leave the sink
stacked with dirty dishes un-

less you offer to pay the sit-

ter extra for doing them. An

extra 15 cents an hour is a
good yardstick.

“DO tell the sitter all you
can about your offspring —

his or her nickname, the ex-
act bedtime, what he should

or shouldn't eat, and when.
“DO spell out for the sit-

ter in a tactful way the snack-
ing privileges, and show her

where the snack can be

found.

“DO make sure fhat she
gels home safely. If you are

unable to drive her home,
send her home in a taxi, The

parents’ responsibility in

creases, of course, the later
it becomes.”

Joan: “Don’t feel, please,

that we sitters are trying to
have it all one way. We real-

ize that we accept a great re-
sponsability in looking after

the welfare of another per-

son, but the sImple rules l’ve
outlined help so much.”

And, she added, parents
with really large families —

four children or more —

should expect to pay extra
rates, especially if there are

young babies in the family

who need special attention.

We're staying on the fence
in this issue.

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Delayed traffic light installation
gets underway at busy intersection

By VALENTINA RAHR

At long last most of the equipment for the traffic light installation at Park
Place and St. Catherine west has been delivered to the City of Westmount, and on
Tuesday workmen got the go ahead on ground excavation.

“When the holes are dug, concrete bases will be poured. Then standards
will be bolted to these concrete bases. Installation of fibre conduit for cables will
take place while the holes are being prepared. All the equipment should be ready
in about two weeks unless unforeseen problems arise.”

This is the word of Alexander Heron, superintendent of the Light and
Power Department, who is in charge of the project.

When a car travelling

east along St. Catherine

approaches this spot the

driver will first notice a
three-color traffic light
overhead, which will be
seen directly over the
center of the eastbound
traffic lane. On the north-
east corner a secondary
traffic light will be
mounted. On the south
side and directly from
that corner will be an-
other traffic light.
Three traffic lights will con-

trol the eastbound traffic along

St. Catherine street. Travelling

west, the order will be re-

versed but control will be si-
milar, with a traffic light

mounted at the bus-top.
