NATIONAL STOCK-TAKING

Within a few days organization preparatory
to the taking of the census will be well under
way throughout the country. The counting of
the population and the gathering of vital sta- |
tistics concerning the nation every ten years |
was provided in the British North America
Act by the Fathers of Confederation as a nec-
essary adjunct to the nation’s growth. The job
is a big one, each resident being required to
provide the census-takers with information
listed under some forty headings. This infor-
mation is later used widely by business con-
cerns, and by various governments is framing
legislation. This year, because of the war,
there was some consideration given to post-
poning the taking of the census, but as such
postponement would have required an amend- |
ment to Canada’s constitution, which would
have required the consent of all the Provinces
and an Act of the Imperial parliament, and al-
so because the information to be gleaned will
be of inestimable value to the country follow-
ing the war, it was decided to go ahead with
it. When the present conflict is over, this na-
tion is expected to experience a tremendous
development due to the influx of hundreds of
industries from Europe and the information
to be gleaned from the national stock-taking
will be of great assistance in handling this
growth, Locally, the census will be under the
administration of John F, Woodcock, who has
opened an office in the Post Office building
on Sherbrooke street, where the appointment

-
| of some seventy census-takers will be made
| and instruction given them between now and

June 1st, The lccal district comprises Notre

TAXES FOR EVERY PURSE

As expected the new Budget figures, an-
nounced Tuesday by the Minister of Finance,
contained tax increases right down the line.
Seme of the increases are startling. For exam-
ple, a man in the medium salary class with a
couple of children who used to complain that
he had to take a ten spot out of his April fif-
teenth pay to settle up with the income tax
authorities, will now be required to lift a ten

spot out of his pay envelope on the fifteenth |

of each and every one of the twelve months of
the year to settle with the government, Sim-

[ ilarly, we'll be paying more for national de-
| fence, building materials, gasoline,

picture entertairment, sugar, soft drinks,
playing cards, rouge and powder, hand cream,
face cream, long distance telephone calls,
lighters, low price automobiles, and—if you
roll your own cigarettes—paper tubes. There

will be a certain amount of grumbling, but |
| most Canadians will take it in a patriotic spi-

rit, for it's going to beat Hitler and if Hitler
isn‘t beaten ocur present taxes will seem trif-
ling compared to what a victorious Germany
would impose on the British Empire.

COUNSEL OF DESPAIR

Although he admits that collapse of the
British Empire would be a tragedy to the world
and even to Germany, Colonel Lindbergh be-
lieves the war was lost for the Allies before
it began. He implies acquiescence in that as-
sumption.

Did he and his backers ever hear of Wash-
ington at Valley Forge, John Paul Jones, the
Alamo, the Greeks at Thermopylae, the Dutch
against Philip |l, Drake and the Armada, Lin-
coln’s long search for a winning general in the
Civil War, or Wellington’s late start against
