The
average worker, he contended,
must receive a grester share of

the fruits of industry and must
feel that he himself had the op-
portunity of gaining ownership of
his own business.

He also flayed the manner in
which the natural resources df the
land had been exploited in the
past. The buffalo and the carrier
pigeon have practically disap-
peared and huge lumber areas
have been ruined, he said.

Attacks Colonist System
Father Bryan also criticized

government methods of coloniza-
tion. It was useless, he said, to
expect to develop farms in areas
unsuited to agriculture. It would

be far better, he felt, to make full

use of more easily accessible
lands.

Furthermore natural resources,
such as power lines, were being
"develspedin éfarsely “pobülated
areas where they were of little
use, ’

In speaking of the social angle
in the development of Canada,
Father Bryan declared that the
workingman must be given more
security and more compensation
for his labors. He compared capi-
tal, labor and resources to a three
legged stool. Without one the
other two would fall.

Current economic conditions, he
averred, forced men to work for
low wages and gave them little
security. Many could not afford
to marry until middle age.
The cure, he held, lay in a wider

distribution of wealth by the
establishment of more privately
owned firms. There must be more
owners and less workers, he said.
The speaker was introduced by

Dr. Carver and thanked. by Bert
Cuthbet. John Colton, the presi-
dent, was in the chair.
