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The rules have changed on the water

Are you ready for the 2002 boating 
season? If you thought all you had 
to do was put your docks in the 
water or clean the leaves out of your 

boat, think again.
There are new federal regulations that 

have been put into effect concerning boat­
ing safety across Canada.

So you ask, what’s new? For starters, 
powered pleasure craft operators must 
have a boaters competency certification. 
This competency requirement is being im­
plemented in three stages.

Important dates

• Sept. 15, 1999: Operators of motorized

pleasure crafts bom after April 1,1983.
• Sept. 15, 2002: Operators of motorized 
pleasure crafts less than four meters in 
length (Including personal watercrafts 
such as Jet Skis and Sea-Doo).
• Sept. 15, 2009: All pleasure craft opera­
tors will be required to carry their proof of 
competency.

Common questions
CONCERNING REGULATIONS

Q: Why do smaller crafts operators have 
to have their competency certification be­
fore the others?

A: The majority of pleasure craft acci­
dents involve smaller crafts. The lifesaving 
society mentions that small open power 
boats under six meters in length, as well as

canoes, are the most often involved in the 
more than 100 deaths related to recre­
ational boating in Canada, each year.

Q; I’ve been boating for over 20 years, 
why do I have to take a course to prove I 
can navigate a pleasure crafts?

A: You do not have to take a boating 
course to obtain your proof of competen­
cy. You have to successfully complete an ac­
credited exam. The course that we provide 
helps prepare candidates for the exam. We 
have not yet had a participants that has 
taken our course and has not learned a 
few new things related to boating.

Q; What information or material is cov­
ered in the course?

A: The purpose of the boating safety 
course is not to turn you into a profession­
al navigator. What the Coast Guard re­
alised was that their are more than eight 
million “boaters” in Canada. That’s a large 
number of people interacting on our wa­
terways, especially since many have never 
learned the basic rules and regulations. 
Therefore, it was understood that general 
boating knowledge should be known by 
pleasure crafts operators.

A good basic boating course will in­
clude the rules of boating, the collision 
regulation, understanding the basic 
buoys and beacons, how to handle emer­
gencies afloat and what boaters should do 
before heading out on the water.

Hopefully this has given you a good 
idea of what some of the new boating reg­
ulations mean and why they are chang­
ing. I hope boaters will leave the boat 
course with an understanding that the 
waterways belong to all, boaters, residents 
and the environment. Let us also keep in

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Home stretch: A long Maine weekend concluded

J
eff Foxworthy’s material, predicted 
upon the now-familiar phrase “You 
know you’re a redneck when...,” 
strikes close to home for many rural 

dwellers.
Those who feel they don’t fit any of 

his numerous and all purpose defini­
tions at least know folks who do. A per­
sonal favourite is, “You know you’re a 
redneck when you’ve got a home that’s 
mobile and six cars that aren’t.”

With this in mind, we rolled the 
large disabled vehicle to the far side of 
our spacious campsite, where it could 
be used as emergency rain shelter, stor­
age unit, and dog house. If it were older, 
smaller, and less of an investment, the 
temptation to turn it into a giant per­
manent planter might have been irre­
sistible.

With matters mechanical out of 
mind, we prepared for the oft-post­
poned hike up the aforementioned 1000 
foot point of land rising sharply beyond 
the north bank of the Magalloway. Geo­
logically, it seems similar in structure 
to Mount Echo at the eastern end of the 
Sutton ridge back home.

A brief scouting effort had been

made on the stormy Saturday; out point 
man decided that a small cleft in the 
undergrowth a few hundred feet up­
stream would be a logical 
starting point. Sporting my 
winter hiking boots in defer­
ence to lingering dampness 
and the high probability of off 
trail slogging, we headed 
across the river and into the 
trees.

The apparent opening closed up in a 
hurry. We’d spotted several red paint 
blazes on a number of trees, which 
seemed promising. But it appeared the 
wielder of the spray can had become 
disoriented, like the chap who painted 
the wandering yellow line along 
Winder Street between Lennoxville and 
Huntingville a while back, as if he’d got 
bored keeping his Ministry of Transport 
truck going straight all the time.

A more likely explanation, from our 
leader who had real forestry experi­
ence, was that someone attempted to 
help mend damaged bark on young 
trees struck by large ones toppled in 
successive wind storms. In fact, as we 
proceeded slowly uphill, the number of

trees in the horizontal position began 
to almost equal those still upright. (Dif­
ficult as it is, I’m avoiding the usual un­

flattering comparisons 
between dead wood and many 
employed in government ser­
vice.)

The steeper the terrain, the 
harder it was to make progress 
through type jumbles, tangled 

mess. There’s nothing like a blood-let­
ting stab from a broken spruce branch 
to remind a hiker to exercise caution. 
The few small open areas we traversed 
offered little respite; a thin covering of 
wet moss and organic debris made 
footholds unreliable.

The real trouble appeared about the 
800-foot level. A large rampart-like out­
crop of fractured rock blocked the way 
ahead. The structure is not evident from 
the campground, which is too close to 
the base to allow a direct sight line. 
More adventurous types would rise to 
the challenge of finding a way over the 
obstacle; there appeared to be ample 
foot and hand holds, and a small chim­
ney split the face down the middle.

We decided, however, that lateral ex­
ploration was the more prudent 
course. After all, we’re walkers, not 
climbers. If we could move from the 
end of the ridge around to either of the 
more gently sloping sides, access to the

top should be easier. Unfortunately, we 
were stopped in both directions by 
steep pitches. Only by going down sev­
eral hundred feet could we maneuver 
onto one of the flanks of the ridge.

Discussion was brief. With late af­
ternoon approaching and cold-looking 
clouds thickening overhead, we would 
boogie back down to camp. The top 
would be the objective of another out­
ing, with a revised plan.

The kayakers took a bonus run on 
the morning of the last day. After fetch­
ing them back from the take-out, we 
lingered over an extended brunch, fin­
ishing up the food that no one wanted 
to repack. Our burnable garbage went 
up in smoke with the last of the fire­
wood. With no dock to punch the next 
day, and my passenger having secured 
a new ride, I insisted the others keep to 
their original schedules and depart.

With borrowed tools and assorted 
loose nuts, I attempted a stop-gap re­
pair job on the downed vehicle. It did­
n’t work. The thing had to be towed 
after an almost four-hour wait for the 
wrecker. The driver explained how he’d 
come from eighty miles away and had 
taken a wrong turn over the Maine 
line.

The last camper gave quiet thanks 
that he’d recently renewed his auto 
club membership.0?NORTHERN-CROWN ; umny.northern-crmiin.

However, Whitman now spends most 
other time fulfilling the administra­
tive and logistical requirements to start 
a small school.

Her exposure to practical alternative 
education originally came in 1999, fol­
lowing her first year as a teacher in a 
traditional classroom setting. She ac­
cepted an offer to work for a Maine 
community school, founded by 
Emanuel Pariser.

“I wanted to learn about how kids 
learn differently, but I didn’t want to 
go back into the traditional system,” 
said Whitham. “I found the community 
school and was so convinced this was 
the way.”

Pariser’s residential school serves 15 
and 16-year old students who are at risk 
for dropping out of high school. The 
teens work at a paying job by day, ac­
quiring on-the-job skills and discipline, 
followed by evening schoolwork and 
one-on-one tutoring. Teens earn a high 
school diploma, acquire work experi­
ence, but also gain life skills including 
time management, cooking, house­
cleaning and following a budget.

According to Whitman, these “at 
. risk” students, who otherwise may fail 
in the conventional system, are not 
only highly motivated, but thrive in the 
supportive environment. Whitham 
said students also emerge with the life 
skills necessary to make the transition 
from the classroom to the workplace.

After returning to Quebec, Whitham 
participated in discussions with a 
group of Sutton parents interested in 
starting an alternative school of their 
own, an event that convinced her of a 
small but definable demand for an al­
ternative to traditional education.

In January 2001, Whitham went 
back to school, enrolling in Goddard’s 
Masters program. There, she wrote a 
thesis that would serve as the blueprint 
for an alternative school for Brome-Mis- 
sisquoi.

As part of her research, Whitham 
conducted a survey to quantify the de­
mand for such a school. The 32 respon­
dents placed high priority on personal 
development, providing independent 
projects, a natural setting, bilingual en­
vironment, multi-aged groupings, 
shared governance and above all, small 
class sizes.

Whitham explained that there are 
many alternative teaching models

available, the two best known of which 
may be the Waldorf school (the first of 
which was founded in Basel in 1906 by 
educator/philosopher Rudolph Steiner) 
and the Montessori method, developed 
by Dr. Maria Montessori, Italy’s first fe­
male physician.

Steiner’s curriculum placed the 
child’s spiritual, physical and moral 
well-being on equal footing with acade­
mic progress. Montessori’s methods, 
however, are based upon the belief that 
children learn best by doing rather 
than by memorization. She also be­
lieved in multi-age classrooms, where 
children of various stages of develop­
ment were free to learn at their own 
pace and to interact with one another 
rather than segregated in artificial age 
categories.

Although Whitham regards both 
Waldorf and Montessori models as too 
rigid, her description of the Peace 
School shares many of their fundamen­
tal concepts, such as an emphasis on so­
cialization, art and movement, 
multi-age groupings and shared gover­
nance. Whitham said her school will 
emulate the “project-based” model 
popular in Quebec’s approximately 30 
alternative schools.

“Each individual discovers their 
way of learning through their experi­
ences, by observing others’ work and 
with help from their teacher who is 
constantly supporting them,” she said, 
adding that this approach allows chil­
dren to make real choices at every 
stage of the learning process. She 
added that student progress is assessed 
by self-evaluation.

Whitham expects to receive the Min­
istry of Education permit necessary to 
open the school by the end of June. She 
has already received a start-up grant 
from the CLD Brome-Missisquoi for 
$20,000, and has recruited a second 
paid teacher, Francine Bonin.

The teaching staff of Whitham and 
Bonin will be supplemented by two un­
paid volunteer teachers, Lucie Cormier 
and Éloise Simoncelli-Bourque (Cormi­
er’s daughter Gabrielle is currently en­
rolled in a Montreal alternative school 
and Simoncelli-Bourque is a graduate 
of an alternative elementary school).

Last December, Whitham also began 
organizing a core group of families 
who will play an active role in the ped­
agogical and administrative lives of 
the school, helping to plan workshops 
and fundraising.

Classes will be held on the second 
floor of the Plein Air Amitié recreation

centre, located on 57 Papineau Rd. in 
Bondville (Lac Brome). The Peace School 
will have at its disposal teaching space 
and the weekend camp’s outdoor and 
indoor facilities, including an indoor 
basketball court. The building is sur­
rounded by 106 acres with forests, 
fields and a pond.

With an expected class size of 25 and 
four fill-in and part-time teachers, the 
student to teacher ratio is six to one. 
French will be the official language of 
instruction (two-and-a-half hours per 
day in the morning, followed by two 
hours in English).

Although Whitham believes any 
child would benefit from the individu­
alized attention at the Peace School, al­
ternative education, like any private 
education, requires a special commit­
ment from parents. Transportation, 
food, tuition and shared governance 
(administrative responsibilities, 
fundraising, etc.) are the parents’ re­
sponsibility. Active parental participa­

tion is considered vital. Whitham ex­
plained that by choosing an alternative 
school, it is the whole family, not just 
the student, who goes to school.

The alternative school concept is, of 
course, not without its detractors. Crit­
ics point to an over-emphasis on the arts 
at the expense of science and lack of ob­
jective evaluation of student progress. 
However, even the strongest proponents 
of traditional classroom-based educa­
tion concede that the system can and 
will never meet the needs of every stu­
dent. Whitham believes that in this 
multi-age setting with plenty of individ­
ual adult attention, children have a 
greater opportunity to be creative.

The school is actively looking for par­
ents with children between the ages of 
five and 12 years of age for the fall class 
of 2002. Total class size will be limited 
to a maximum of 25 students. For more
