George Woods
Describes Theatre

'To Alpha Omega

George Woods, co-founder and
past chairman of the M.R.T.
Theatre Club, and vice-chairman
of the M.R.T. Theatre Guild, gave
an excellent address on Sunday
evening to members and friends
of the St. Andrew’s United Church
Alpha Omega Society.

Touching on the history of the
theatre from its early beginnings
with the Greeks and Romans, Mr. |
Woods explained how, even before
that time, primitive man had
theatres of a sort in connection
with their religious rites. He also
told how, in the latter develop-
ment of the theatre, religion and
politics had been influenced by
plays, and as an example de-
scribed how “The Marriage of
Figaro” influenced the French
Revolution.

Dealing with the theatre in
Montreal, he mentioned several
of the excellent theatrical groups
in this city, adding that there is
no professional theatre here. He
advised those who would go on the
stage that acting requires a high
degree of intelligence and great
presence of mind.

He was introduced by Tom

Bus Collides

Shortly before nine a.m. yester-
day morning, an automobile was
badly damaged in a collision with
a westbound autobus at the corner
of Kensington Avenue and Sher-
brooke Street.

Ron Morrier Tells Rotary

The field of radio is yet in
it, is only 37 years old; and yet,
it has grown phenomenally into

millions of dollars; and it has done a great job in public relations.
So declared Ron Morrier, program director of CJAD, in an address
to the members of the Rotary Club of Westmount this week.
Speaking on the subject “Radio — Public Relations or Public
Nuisance”, Mr. Morrier stated that it has its advantages and its
disadvantages, but that when properly administered, it performs a
valuable service to the community. This he said as a member of the
gtaff of CJAD, which has the#

largest “listenership” in the Great-
er Montreal area.

Dealing first with the disad-
vantages of radio, he said that
there is a certain amount of truth
in the claim that radio is a dis-
traction to many individuals, es-
pecially when it carries raucus
music: However, by means of
proper programming, it can be
made to carry suitable programs
to suit the varying tastes of dif-
ferent groups at the right times.

Public nuisance number one in
radio are soap operas, he declared.
However, they have established
themselves firmly, and no compe-
tition has yet been found to suc-
cessfully compete with them.

Transcribed spot announcements
are another headache which have
caused much criticism in the past,
especially those dealing with
medical goods. Who wants to hear
ebout gastric troubles at meal-
times? Due to action on the part
of radio stations-themselves, the

On the other hand, “it is part
and parcel of our existence to do
a community job,” he decldred.
One of the little-known features
of service CJAD performs for the
community is its extensive cover-
age in emergency work. Types of
emergency vary, from the little
girl who has lost her dog to mat-
ters of life and death. “We will
cut in on any program at all in
an emergency,” he said, adding
that four people owe their lives
to such action by CJAD.

One service close to the heart
of radio staffs, said Mr. Morrier,
is the service it can perform for
the benefit of shut-ins. “We try
to do all we can for them, and
program their requests as much as
possible.

Radio bears a grave responsibil-
ity to the youth of the community,
he stated. It must constantly be
aware of the way in which it can
impress young people, and there-
carefully  watches the
language and programs it carries.

Mr. Morrier concluded by tell-
ing his listeners that CJAD does a
large community job in sports
coverage, adding that it was a
subject close to his heart. He gave
his listeners many of the impres-
sions he has gained as a sports
reporter, and concluded his ad-
dress by answering several ques-
tions.

First group to be visited was a *

kindergarten class where c}uldren
of five and six years odl were |
asked to repeat the words of their
teacher which they did with
alarming cleverness amid the
flash of cameras and the chatter
of visiting dignitaries.

Her Excellency inspected the
wWeaving room, which was of par-
ticular interest to her, and asked
many questions of the teacher,
Mrs. S. Bang. The students were
particularly eager to demonstrate
their skill on the looms and other
weaving appliances for Viscount-
ess Alexander.

Anotker room, where smart
dresses, dolls, and other novelty
items were on display for Her
Excellency, captured her Interest,
after which she visited another
class of older boys and girls who
were also in kindergarten because
they had never been to school be-
fore coming to the Mackay In-
stitute.

Work Demonstrated

Other °‘classes were inspected,
each revealing new phases of the

work accomplished at the school.
One of the highlights of this work
was demonstrated when the musie
teacher had several children stand
around the piano and sing “Mary
Had a Little Lamb", after which
she explained that the children,
not able to hear the music, keep
their hands ont the piano and sing
with the vibration of the instru-
ment when the chords are struck.

Martin Wolff
Dies In Barbados
While On Vacation

Formerly a member of the en-
gineering department of the City
of Westmount, Martin Wolff, of
442 Argyle avenue, died Satur-
day while vacationing at Hast-
ings, Barbados, BW.I. He was
iIn his 67th year.

Born in England, Mr, Wolff
was educated at Clifton College,
Bristol, and later took the Civil
and Mechanical Engineering
course at the City .and Guilds
of London Technical College.
During the South African War,
he served with the Royal Engi-
neers of the Imperial Army in
Cape Colony, Orange Free State
and the Transvaal, winning the
Queen’s Medal with five bars.

In 1906 he came to Canada,
where he became engaged in
survey work with the Canadian
Northern Railway and the Na-
tional Transcontinental Railway.
At the outbreak of the First
World War, he attended the O.
T.C. in Quebec, later being at-
tached to the Department of
Militia and Defence, Quebec Dis-
trict, on secret service, and to

the Imperial Ministry of Muni-

tions.

After the war, he was ap-
pointed assistant engineer in the
department of economics, Can-
adian National Railways, and
later joined the staff of the en-
gineering department of the City
of Westmount.

Recently he was associated
with the firm of M. D, Barclay,
Inc. He was a life member of
the Engineering Institute of
Canada and a member of the
Royal Empire Society.

Mr. Wolff maintained a life-
fong Interest in the congrega-
tional work of Spanish and Por-
tuguese Jews, serving for 15
Yyears as treasurer of the Con-
gregation Shearith Israel of
Montreal, Canada’s oldest Jew-
ish congregation, and recently
as assistant Parnass and chair-
man of the building committee
of the new synagogue of Shear-
ith Israel. He was a member
of the Dominion Council of the
Canadian Jewish Congress and
chairman of its archives com-
mittee since its inception in
1934.

He was also well known for
his contributions to periodicals,
He was the. author of ‘History
of the Canadian National Rail-
ways" and “History of the Jews
in Canada.”"

‘In 1909 he married: Irene
Rachel Joseph, daughter of the
late Montefiore Joseph of Que-

bec City. She died in 1940. A

daughter, Miss Fanny Wolff,
died a year later. The surviv-
ors include five daughters, the
Misses Sarah, Annette, Rachel
and Esther Wolff and Mrs, F.
Victor Elkin; and four grand-
children. Also surviving is a sis-
ter, Mrs. Rachel Singer, of
London, England. ;

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FOR SAFER DRIVING

It is gratifying in these days of mounting
street and highway accidents to see an in-
stitution of the dimension and standing of
McGill University take an active hand in
remedying such a situation. It is barely a
year ago that McGill launched a motor vehi-
cle fleet supervisors’ training course, design-
ed to provide fleet owners, operators and sup-
ervisors with advanced information regard-
ing methods to be employed in the training of
personnel, and particularly in efficiency and
training measures.

The results of that venture have been far
reaching in the automotive field, and gradu-
ates from that class returned to their parti-
cular business with a well defined idea of
how to make their own fleets more safety
minded, and more aware of the courtesies of
the road. Splendid results have been reported.

A second course of this nature will be
launched next week at McGill, again offered
by the Extension Committee and the Faculty
of Engineers, in co-operation with the Auto-
motive Transport Association. It brings the
foremost figure on this subject in North Am-
erica into our midst again, in the person of
that great disciple of highway safety, Pro-
fessor Amos E. Neyhart, administrative head
of the Institute of Public Safety, Pennsyl-
vania State College. He is ably backed by
Prof. W. Arch Bryce, of the University of
"Toronto. Professor C. A. Robb, of the Depart-
ment of Mechanical Engineering, represents
the University, and for the second year, V.
W. Hugman, of The White Motor Company of
Canada Limited, will serve as course director.

The automotive industry and highway
transportation has become tremendous busi-
ness across Canada, and will continue to add
to its stature. It is the responsibility of those
directing and operating large fleets of trucks
and busses to scout every possible means of
bringing greater safety to the streets and
highways, and with many owners strict driv-
ing training is an established rule.

A course such as starts at McGill next
week warrants much consideration on the
part of those associated with automotive
transport, for street and highway safety is
a subject close to every Canadian home.

VITAMIN PILLS MAY BE HARMFUL

No one should attempt to diagnose and
treat his own troubles by taking vitamin
pills — such pills should be used only when
prescribed by a doctor. Such is the advice
given by Dr. E. H. Bensley, Director of
the Department of Metabolism and Toxicol-
ogy at the Montreal General Hospital.

“In view of the widespread indiscriminate
use of vitamin pills, it is fortunate that there
has been no evidence to date that harmful
effects are produced by vitamins in the
doses ordinarily taken,” Dr. Bensley wrttes.
“It is true that vitamins can act as poisons
if they are taken in amounts far in excess
of those recommended for either the preven-
tion or correction of deficiency diseases.”
He says this has occurred sufficiently often
in the case of one vitamin (D) “to be worthy
of note.”

He adds that although harm may not be
caused directly by the indiscriminate use
of vitamin pills, this practice, like all forms

ful in that it gives the individual a false
sense of security and leads to delay in seek-
ing medical advice.

Dr. Bensley says that there is no evidence
that health is improved by giving extra
vitamins to a person who is not suffering
from a specific vitamin deficiency disease.
Vitamin pills alone cannot correct dietary
deficiencies. Pills may help but chief reliance
must be placed on a balanced diet.

He adds, however, that condemnation of
vitamin pills,as being of little or no value
would be absurd. Vitamin pills or similar
forms of concentrated preparations of vita-
mins, he states, are of value under two sets
of of circumstances. They must be used —
but only when prescribed by a physician —
first to prevent the development of diseases
due to deficiency of vitamins in the diet,
and second, to treat diseases due to vitamin
deficiencies.

There was nobody in this city of death to
claim the waif so we kept him with us.

Like any kid of that age he quickly adapted
himself to new conditions. His little legs
were covered with sores, probably from
lack of nutrition. He didn’t play like our
kids do; he just didn’t seem to have the
energy.

It was surprising what a difference a
few weeks of good grub made to that kid.
He put on weight and started to romp about.
In no time he was the idol of the unit and
the amount of chocolate and candies that
kid stuffed into him would do your heart
good to see.

But even though he fattened up and
played, that look of fear and uncertainty
never left his eyes.

I suppose the psychologists would say
that the kid will always have an amount
of this feeling in his lifetime. He may even
grow up to be an unstable citizen.

Came the time for our departure from
Caen. It was impossible to take Marcel with
us. The French by this time had a sort of
provisional government set up. So we reluc-
tantly passed him over to the authorities.

The last time I saw Marcel, he was stand-
ing in the street waving forlornly as we
drove away in our trucks.

I wonder what has happened to Marcel. I
supnose I will never know.

This much though I do know."If he is
not taken care of he will grow up to be an
embittered young man; and an easy prey for
those marshalling their forces against our
way of life.

Heaven forbid that some day he and my
son may meet on a field of battle.

Pparents have no intention of doing
as they say.
Fear’'s Effect Is Adverse

A child should never be punish-
ed by being shut in a closet or a
dark room,
anything he greatly fears. As
much as possible, fear should be
kept out of the little child's
thought. If he is afraid to go up
to bed alone, attention should not
be called to the fact, but someone
should go with him through the

dark hall and shadowy stairway, |

to encourage, befriend him, and
make him happy, so that he will
forget about his fears.

The use of fear in disciplining
should be strenuously avoided. A
frightened child is cramped and
handicapped by lack of confidence,
by chronic anxiety, and morbid
dread. He has little desire to use
his powers or to assert his ability.

Repressed Attitude

Here is a notable instance. From
the time Martha was three months
old, she had been so severely pun-
ished by her mother that she had
grown into a thin, nervous, secre-
tive, fear-haunted ‘child. She had

always been restrained — never
allowed to talk freely or to give
vent to her feelings — so upon

entering school she would not open
her mouth. She knew how to read,
but she would not read aloud. The
teachers knew she could read, be-
cause they noted her interest in
the printed page when she thought
herself unobserved.

An aunt and a neighbor went
to call on her teacher, who, upon
hearing the story of Martha's life,
became especially interested in
this pupil. Since then, persistent
kindness and encouragement at
school have helped the chlid to
overcome some of her fear. She
