Iiis said that Austria,
with a Bankrupt Treasury and large armies
necessarily kept up for her defence, can do
nothing so- cheap, as to strike at once a blow
which mnst be delivered soconer or later, and
80 put an end to the long financial agony,
which grows worse, ag it grows older. Itis
farther said that the recent firing upon the
people of Warsaw by the Czar, after demon=
8urations of clemency, has been disagreeable to
Louis Napoleon, who wouid williogly pass at
Paris for the patron of the Poles. As to the
Danish Holstein ~question, it is believed that
France and England are at cne.

Tee Position oF WaemineroN.—The news
from the United States presages disaster at
Washington. It is true that our intelligence
is by no means reliable, and still less definite ;
but there is quite enough to show that the Fe-
deral Capital is by no means as secure s it
ought to be. The delays caused by attempts
to compromise are now telling upon the situa-
tion of affairs. While Mr. Seward was talk-
ing soft nonsense to a few of the disaffected
still remainiog in Washington, the active
rebels were organizing their forces rapidly.—~—
The consequence has been, that nearly two
months after the peaceable 'accession of Mr.
Lincoln to the Government, he had not force to
protect the arws at Harper’s Ferry, which he

had not had the precaution, nor the foresight

10 remove. This valuable stock of war ma-

terials was consequently destroyed, to prevent
it from falling into the hands of the enemy.

The same thing happened with the fleet at

Norfolk. But the most extraordinary neglect
of all seems to have been that of regarding

Maryland, and especially Baltimore, as friendly
territory, through wkich troops could be march-

ed.  The most ordinary idea of {iie necessity"
of keeping open the communications for mili-

tary operations, would seem to dictate the ne—
cessity of occupying Baltimore in force enough

to keep down the dangerous mob of that city.

Tre Rcap 1o THE GRrAND TRUNK DEPOT.—
This road is just now in a most horrible condi-
tion. The carters complain that it is impossi-
ble to convey goods through the miry holes
with which it abounds ; and s to passengers,
they experience almost as many hair-breadth
’scapes and desperate ventures as those which
the jealous Moor, before he was jealous, impart-
ed to the geriously inclined ear of tke romantic
Desdemona. 'We heard of one passenger, who
on Wednesday, to avoid rolling off a cab on one
side, rolled off into & still worse Slough of Des-
pond, than that from which he escaped, on
the other. Another man, sitting on the top of
an omnibus, found his side of the vehicle sub-
side so fast and so far that his heels at last
touched the mud. Bags of flour have had to be
unloaded on the road, and in short, it may be
said that the road is all but impassable. We
need not say how much-such a state of things
is detrimental to the trade of the city. The
Grand Trunk Company has at this moment
sixty car loads of stuft under their sheds, and
owing to .the delays upon the road, and the
light loads which can alone be carried over it,
this merchandize has to remain there for an un-
conscionable time, thus preventing the sales
which would otherwise take place. The city,
as a whole, is 8o interested in not having' the
usefulness of that great and expensive chain of
communication, the Grand Trunk, spoiled by
the failure of one short link, that we have no
doubt immediate attention will be paid to the
evii. The road has, if we recollect rightly, cost
the city comparatively little. Part of it, Known
as 8t, Etienne Street, was made by Mr. Hodges,
and a great deal has since been expended upon
it by the G. T. Company ; out it is plain that
that body ought not to be expected to repair a
city road, and even if they were willing to do
80, they are at present absolutely debarred from
any such expenditure by the limitation of their
outlay to the strictest current expenses, in or-
der that 211 surplus may go to pay interest on
the bonds.

Tus TRAGEDY IN THR JA 1L.—It will be seen that
the verdict in this case declares that the chief
actor was laboring under mental derangement,
and represents strongly the iniquity of the pre-
gent system of sending lunatics to ‘an over-
crowded jail. Mr. McGinn's tact and long ex-
perience hag enabled him to perfect his ar-
rangements for the custody and general good
treatment of prisoners, but no one is more sen-
gible than himself of the impossibility of taking
adequate care of the unhappy creatures who are
thrust upon him. While our reporter was ac-
companying Dr. Beaubien through the wards
on Thursday, several of these painful cages
presented themselves, One tall woman of
attenuated frame and wild countenance, chided
the worthydoctor for his intrusion in terms more
forcible than lady-like, while she screamed
“Garou! Garou!” to all who surrounded the door
of her cell, in guch loud piercing tones ag rang
through the whole corridor, to: the great annoy-
ance of a number of quiet women confined in the
same ward. It ig to be hoped that the publicity
now given to thege things, together with the
recommendation of the Jury, will have the de-
pired effect.

as possible to get away from him ; this might
bave been an hour before Nentelle was killed.
While sitting outside near the door of the room,
witness heard two blows, the first recembling
in sound that of one man striking auother with
his fist, and the second blow sonnded like the
crash of a skull. 'As witness enterad the room
he saw Frappier coming out, his tace covered
with blood. - He saw the poker on the floor, to,
which it had just fallen. (Witness identified
the poker.) Did not hear the prisoner say
anything ; saw deceased iying on the iron bed-
stead ' with his' face downwards, bleeding.
Prisoner’s face appearsd full and congested on
the morning of the murder, and he looked worse
than at any tims vrevious. He was afraid of
him. Witness hed had some experience in the
treatment of lunauics, and had no doubt on his
micd that the prisoner is insane. There is an-
other lunatic there, of whom he is also afraid,
a8 he bslieves him liable to fits of furious
insanity.

This concluded the evidence. Tha Jury,
after a deliberation of half an hour, drew up the
appended verdict and observations which they
submit to the consideration of the Government.
It will be observed that the verdict first alleges

and treated, and then exonerates the officers of
jail from any blame on this account, by repre-
senting the want of accommodation.  Of
course, it would be preposterous to censure the
prison authorities for not converting the jail
into a Lunatic Asylum, when it barely suffices
to contain the multitude of eriminals sent to it.
It may be remembered that Mr. McGinn, in his
evidence, stated that the Sheriff had declined to
do so for obvious reasons. Mr. McGinn now
proposes, however, to allot one of the wards to
the exclusiie use of mad people, where they will
bs strictly confined till such time as the Gov-
ernment chooses to take them away. It is
also to be observed that Marcille, who committed
this lamentable deed, was seat to jail as a
“loose, idle and disorderly person,” and not as
a lunatic, and the officers of the jail had no in-
timation or authority to treat him as a mad—
man.. Dr. Paterson, moreover, stated that at
times Marci le acted as a sane person and it
required his experienced eye'io detect the light
of insanity in his looks.

The verdict was as follows:—

The Jurors upon their oath do say and de-
clare that the said Antoine Nentelle, laborer, of
_the Parish of St. Jerome, was killed by one
Thomas Marcille, of the Parish of Montr:al, on
the 25th day of April, 1861; in the common jail
of the District of Moutreal, in the city of Mon-
treal ; that the said Thomas Marcille, ‘at the
moment he killed the said Antoine Nentelle,was
laboring under mental alienation.

The Jurors aforesaid in rendering this verdict
regret that their duty cempels them to make the
tollowing observations.

That this deplorable occurrence might have
been avoided by the exercise of greater vigil-
ance, and by placing the prisoner, ‘Chomag
Marcille, in a separate ward, and especially by
keeping cut of reach of the prisoners all iron
and other dangerous implements, one of which,
in the hands of Thomas Marcille, caused the
death of one Antoine Nentelle, it having been
establighed that ia the ward where the prisoner
wag confined, there were also seven lunatic
prisoners.

That the limited accommodation and small
number of wards in the Jail of this district
make it imperative in tbe officers of the jail to
miangle and confine together the prisoners, sane
aad lunatic,which excites the apprehension that
occurrences of like nature may again take
place, and demonstrates the absolute necessity
for the erection of another lanatic asy lum, in
the District of Montrel, :

INQUEST ON THE BODY OF NENTELLE.
[SECOND DAY.]

At half past ten o'clock yesterday morning
the Coroner and Jury rs-assembled at the Jail
to continue the Inquest upon the bady of ‘the
unfortunate Neatelle. The prisoner was brought
in handcuffed, looking paler than on the previ-
ous day. He paid little or no attention to what
was said, and laughed oceasionally as he look-
ed ‘around. Dr. Nelson, chairman of the Board
of Prison Inspectors, was present.

EVIDEN CE REBUMED.

Francis Warren deposed that he is a prisoner
in the jail, and was confined in the same ward
a8 Nentelle and Marcille. Marcille did not
seem to him to be a fool. He spoke in French
generally, but witness heard him ask a boy
what his name was in good English. He was
in‘the same room with Nentelle shortly before
he was killed. He [Nentelle] was not well,
and wag lying on the bed. Several other per-
sons were in the room, among whom was Mar-
cille. Witness wag called out into the passage,
Marcille being left in the room. A few mo-
ments afterwards, he went back, and saw Nen-
telle lying bleeding. Witness picked up the
poker with which he thought the blow had been
struck. There was blood on it. Marcills was
standing near, and began to laugh. One Knox,
a lunatic, was also in the room at the time.—
Before witness' went out into the passage, hs
gaw the poker in Marcille’s room. When Mar-
cille picked up the poker, he was laughing, and
looking at Nentelle, but witness did not think
he would have struck him. There had been no
quarrel between them,

Prisoner had no questions to ask. ;

Joseph Latour—was a prisoner in ths jail
since April 6. He was in the same ward as
the prisoner Marcille. He had the look of a
fool, and acted like a fool. He was not in the
room at the time the blows were inflicted,
but entered shortly afierwards. He confirmed
the statements of the previous witnesses. He
heard the prisoner Marcille say ¢ c’est moi qui
U'a tué. J'ai tué le diable.” Witness believed
him then to be an idiot.

Clement Lamoureux, another prisoner, wag
in the room at the time with Nentelle and Mar-
cille. = The latter addressing the former, as if
io jest, said I don’t know if one blow will be
sufficient, he suffors, I think it will be as
well to finish him.” The deceased then laid his
head down on the bed, and Marcille coming
cloge, said “he is suffering much.” He then
went to the stove and took up the poker, say-
ing “ this will strike well” He then walked
up and down with the poker in his hand, trail-
ing it on the floor and laughing at another luna-
tic there. Witness then went out, and a mo-
ment aftecwards, a lunatic came out with his
face covered with blood. Witness went in and
saw the deceased with his head crushed in.
He heard Marcille saying it was he who had
killed him, the devil. He believed Marcille to
be idiotic. Prisoner said ke had killed Nentelle
to release him from suffering. The nrisoner
always appeared excited and did not sleep dur-
ing the night.

A letter wag produced which had been sent
by the prisoner on Wednesday to his brother.
The envelope was addressed—

# Alexis Marcille,
Montreal,
Rue des Allemands 114.”

The note inside was as follows :—

Cher Frére,—Je 8UiS en prison pour je
ne gais quoi, et j'ai Une amende 4 payer;
j'espere que tu te feras un plaisir de m’envoyer
de quoi me rendre la liberté,

Ton frére affectionns,
Tr3. MARCILLE,

Doctor Jesse Patterson sworn—Hud seen
Nentelle in jail since he was confined himself,
and had also seen prisoner in the same ward
for some days past. At times he thought the
prisoner had lucid intervals, but at other times
he was afraid of him. On one occasion when in
the wash-room the prisoner came in and
accosted him in French.

(Dr. Beaubien here came in and stated that he
cosnsidered the prisoner & dangerous lunatie,
and had observed this tWo or three days ago.
The witness related an incident to show that
prisoner manifested unmistakeable signs of
inganity of the worst kind previous to the
murder. He was not only mad but furious.
Hig senses were not at hig command, and he
only appeared to be the agent of a strong, mys-
terious influence which in all probability
impelled him to the commission of the awful
deed.)

Margille in French, and told him so, when he
shot a peculiar glance at him; at the same time
making a thrust, He evidently meant evil and
witness did not like his looks; he said some-

In-
stead of being devoured by vultures, the unfor-
tunate widows and orphans might have been in
receipt of a dividend.

EXTRACTS FROM THE REPORT OF THE
ADMIRALTY SURVEY OF THE ST.
LAWRENCE ABOVE QUEBEO 1858 AND
1859 BY CAPT., ORLEBAR.

[Submitted to Parliament ]

Charlotte Town,
g Prince Edward Island,
February 29, 1860.

Sir,—I have surveyed and gounded the River
St. Lawrence from Lachine Rapids, six miles
above Montreal, to Ange Gardien, eight miles
below Quebec.

The survey was extended to the Lachine
Rapids, and soundings taken above and below
the great Victoria Bridge. Some change in the
direction of the channel and set of the current
bad been affected by the building of the bridge,
but the extensive changes wrought in the Har-
bour of Montreal by the dredges of the Harbour
Commission, were'still more noteworthy, and
have been faithfully registered on our plan.

Labouring under no common difficulties,
owing to the rapidity of the current off the city
wharves, the hard slaty nature of the bottom,
and the numerous boulder stones, the Harbour
Commissioners have by skilful dredging, both
increased the wharf accommodation and the
capacity of the Harbour, to an extent greater
than I could have supposed possible. Still

position as the terminus of the great ocean
highway from Great Britain, its numerons

the increased size of the city, its important

steamers and its vessels of all sizes, overcrowd
the present wharves, and require additional ac-
comomdation far beyond any possible improve-
ment of ths Harbour, andI cannot but regard
the proposed plan of docks at Point St. Charles
28 eminently calculated to meet the require-
ments of the growing trade of Montreal and
Western Canada, and to supply the pressing
want of safe winter accomodation for steamers
and other vessels; whilst in connection with the
railroad and canals it will aid largely the
the grand purposes of securing and confining
the great western to the valley of the St Law-
rence. { :

I'have now to speak of the River below Mon-
treal. The main channel follows the left bank
of the River, deflected occasionally till we arrive
at Pointe aux Trembles. Here the river divides
into three channels, the main body passes into
8 narrow channel at one place only 762 feet
from shore to shore, and sixty-four feet deep.
At the head of this channel, a back of clay has
been cut through and deepened 8o as to give
twenty feet. )

At about half a mile below " Varennes; two
lights have been erected on Isle Théiésé under
the guidance of which the traverse towards
Oape St. Michel is made. To maintain a straight
chanaell in this Traverse,.geveral obstructions:
have heen carefully removed and the depth of
twenty feet can be carried into the south or
Verchéres channel, commencing at Gape St.
Michel.

By the selection of this channel in preference
to the old, the Commissioners have shown
excellent judgment. . Some deepening has been
effected, but nothing in compurison to what
would have becn required in the other channel,
There is still required a light on Plum Island.

Arrived off Lavaltrie island, we enter the
cut across the Lavaltrie bar, deepened from
fourteen to ninetesn feet. We witnessed with
instruction the able manner in which the dredg-
e8 scooped up the stiff clay and stone.

The great work of deepeuning Lake St. Peter
deserves more than a passing notice. This
most judicious scheme persevered ia againgt
much opposition, has been deservedly crowned
with complete success, and reflects the greatest
credit for the ability with which the Commigs-
ioners have excavated a channel of eighteen
feet through the flats, where in the old time
there was only eleven.

The channel over the upper bar, onee thirteen
feet, we found deepened to twenty feet, and-
lies in & direct line between the Raisin Island
light and the Western light ship—oune and a
half miles. N. 62° F. from the light-ship, we
enier the new out through the flate. ‘The dredge
has deepened this new cut in the upper part,
from fifteen to eighteen feat, and lower down
irom eleven feet to eighteen, and ninetecn in all,
a distance of seven miles to the lower pool.—
The cut chaanel is of the uniform width of 300
feet, and is buoyed on the south side at short
distances of less than half a mile. }

At the Provenché Shoals. The channel used
by the Pilots only secures a narrow depth of
barely nineteen feet; but following the main
Channel to the south of the shoals, & depth of -
twenty-four feet can be maintained. This hag
been recommended by the Harbour Commission,
but to make this available by night there should
be two lights near the church at Cape Made-
leine and two lights below.

The skill of Captain Armstrong has been
tested to maintain a depth of twenty feet at low
water passing Cape Levrard. But by careful
dredging he has succeeded. I think thatat the
commencement of each navigable season it
would be prudent to examine this and other in-
tricate passes below Montraal.

Narrowed to half a mile opposite the Chau-
diére,  the depth increases to 174 feet. The
great improvements on either bank, showed the
necessity of our re-survey and a careful re-
sounding discovered a decrease in the depth as
given in the survey of 1827, in many places
amounting to thirty-six feet. This is due to the
immense quantity of ballast thrown overboard
during the last thirty years.

I would respectfully urge the necessity of a
regulation, obliging vessels to deposit their
ballast in open blocks, along the edge of the

flats of St. Charles.
wilhen e p1ans are published 1v will be ap-

pareat to all how successfully the late improve-
ments have been cuarried out, and how entirely
the added facilities for the Navigation of this
river are a benefit to the whole people, and cal-
culated to increase the commerce of the Cana-
das.

L, There is no manzer of doubt that Alex, H,
Stepkiens, Vice- President of the Totton Repub-
lic, isnow in Virginia.

2. It was universally asgerted and believed on
Tuaesday in Richmond that Gen. Beauregard was
in that city.

3. The great body of the Pennsylvania vo-
lunteers now ready for the fisld have moved
down the Philadelphia, Wilmington and Bal-
timore Railroad to Prettymansville on the Sas-
quehanna opposite Havre-de-Grace, whence
they propose in due time to march straight for
Wa_sh ngton through (or over) Baltimore, trom
which thsy are but thirty-eight miles distant.

ed the Baltimore routs and added at least
twenty thousand to their number.

4. 'The immediate peril is and hag been, not
an‘attack on Washington, but a demonatration
by the Virginia and Maryland rebels in force on
the line of communication between Anuapolis
and the Capital. We presame, however, that
Gen. Scott sees this ag clearly as we do, and
is prepared for it.

5. The Rebel report of the capture of Fort
Pickens by Pragg is' not confirmed. There
seems litile doubt, however, that there has been
hard fighting in that quarter, and a report via
Memphis affirms that the Rebels have lost three
hundted men by a cannonade from the Fort.

MORE INTERVIEWS OF MARYLANDERS
WITH THE PRESIDENT.

[From the Baltimore Sun, April 23.]

We learn that a delegation from five of the
Young Men's Christian Associations of Balti-
more, consisting of six members of each, yese
terday proceeded to Washiogton, for an inter-
view with the President. Rev. Dr. Fuller, of
the Baptist church, accompanied the party, and
the conversation was conducted mainly between
him and Me. Lincoln.

Our informanr, states that upon the introdug-
tion they were received very cordially by Mr.
Lincoln—a sort of rude familiarity of manner
—and the conversation opened by Dr. Fuller
seeking to impress upon Mr. Lincoln that upon
him depended the issues of peace or war—on
one hand a terrible, fratricidal eonflict, and on
the other peace.

** But,” said Mr. Lincoln, “ what am I to
do ?”

¢ Why, sir, let the country know that you are
disposed to recognize the independence of the
Southern States,

¢ And what is to become cf the revenus? I
shall have no government—no resources ”

Mr Lincoln insisted that he wanted the troops
only for the defense of the capi al. & And,” he
said, I must have the troops, and mathsmati-
oally, the necessity exists that they should come
through Maryland They vau’t crawl uader the
earth, and they can’t fly over it. Why, 8ir,
those Oaroliniang are now crossing Virginia to
come and hang me, and wh t can I do”

In some allusion to the importance of a peace
policy, Mr. Lincoln remarked there * would be
no Washington in that, no Jackson in that, no
spunk in that.”

With regard to the government, he said ¢ he
must ran the machine as he found it” Andin
reference to passing troops through Baltimare,
he said——if you won'’t bit me, [ won’t hit you.

As the delegation was leaving, Mr. Lincoln
said. - You have all heard ot the Irishman who,
when a fellow was cutting his throat with a
blunt rasor, cemplained that he haggled it.—
Now, if I can’t have troops direct through Mary-
land, and must have them all the way round by
water, I'shall be haggled.”

[From the Baltimore Exzchange, April 23.]

On Saturday last, Hon. Anthony Kennedy
and J. Morrison Harris had an interview with
President Lincoln, when the following conver-
sation took placc between them :—*iy God,
Mr. Harris, I don't know what to make of your
committee, and they seemed to be perfectly
satisfied with what I said to them.”

Mr. Harris said to send more troops wonld
lead to a battle. Mr. Lincoln replied :—

“My God, sir, what am I to do? - I had bet-
ter go out and hang mysslf on the first tree I
come to, than give up the power of the federal
government in this way. I don’t want to go
through your town, or near it, if I can help it ,
but we must have the troops here to relieve
ourselves or we shall die like rats in & trap.”

WASHINGTON CITY.

The intelligence by mails from New York ag
to the State of Washington for defence is by no
means good for the Federal Government, One
account says i—

The most painful anxiety prevailed at Wash-
ington  yesterday. The whole country had
been scoured for provisions, and a consider-
able quantity had been collected. The Sscre-
tary of War said yesterday that there were a
few over 6,000 troops in Washington on the
roll, regulars and all. About 2,500 of these
composa the militia, whose sympathies are with
Virginia and Maryland, although they have
taken the oath to defend the District against
whatever foe.

The Pennsylvanis troops are worse than vse-
less, from the fact that they have no arms, and
have to be fed. They went by orders from the
War Department, without arms, being informed

EUROPEAN NEWS.

SPIRIT OF THE WEEK.

A decline in the value of money has always
an influence on trade, more or less beneficial,
for it tends largely to restore the confidence
which is always shaken by the scarcity of gold,
and now that the Bank of England, looking to
the state of its own coffers, and to the Ameri-
can exchanges, has determined to reduce its
discount from seven to six per cent., the im-
mediate effect is to raise the value of the public
securities, and to give to commerce an ia-
creased impetus.

The Board of Trade Returns to the end of
February and the Revenae Tables to the end of
March, which were published on Monday, are
not particularly gratifying. In the exports of
February this year, as compared with 1860,
there is a falling off to the extent of two mil-
lions and a half, and compared with 1859, the
diminution is a million aod a quarter. Taking
the months of January and February together,
and comparing them with the same months
lagt year, the decreass is nearly three millions
and a half; compared with 1859, two millions
and a half, This decrease is mainly seen in the
exports to America, and we fear that the de-
ficiency will be even greater when the March
exports are published.

The following is the letter from Mr. Seward
to Gov. Hicks.

Department of State, April 22, 1861,
Thomes H Hlcks, Governor ot Maryland.

Sir: I have had the hoavr to receive your
communication of this morning, in which you
have informed me that you have felt it to be
your duty to advise the President of the United
States 10 order elsewhere the trcops off Anna-
polis, and also that no more be sent through
Marylaud, and that you have further suggested
that Lord Liyona be requested to act as media=
tor between the contending parties in oar conne
iry, to preveut ihe effusion of blood.

The Piesident directs me to acknowledge the
1eceipt of thut communication, and to assure
you that he has weighed the counsels which it
contaius with the resp:ct which he habitually
cherishes for the Chief Magistrates of the seve-
ral States, and especially for yourself. He re-
grets as deeply as auy Magistrate or citizen of

the conntry can. that demonstralions against
the safety of the Uaited §lmes, with very exten~

sive preparaiions for the effusion of blood, have
made it bis duty to call out the force to which
you allude. The force now sought to be sent
-through Marylsud is intended for nothing but
the defense of this Capital.

The President has necessarily confided the
choice of the National highway which that force
shall take in comiog to this city to Lieut.-Gen.
Scott, commanding the army of the United
States, who, like his oaly predecessor,is notless
distinguished for his humanity than for his
loyalty, patriotism, and distinguished public
gervice.

The President instructs me to add that the
national highway thus selected by the Lieuten-
ant General hag teen chosen by him upon con-
sultation with prominent magistrates and citi-
zens of Maryland, as the one which, while a
route is absolutely necessary, is further removed
from the populous cities of the State, and with
the expeciation that it would, therefore, be the
least objectionable one.

The President canuot but remember that
there has been a time in the History of the
American Union when forces designed for the
defence of its capiul was not unwelcome any-
where in the State of Maryland, and certainly
not at Annapolis—ihen, as now, the capital of
that patriouc State, and then, al30, one ot the
capitais of the Union., If eighty years could
have obliteratca all other noble sentiments ot
that age in Maryland, the President would be
hopeful, nevertneiess, that there i3 one that
would forever remain there and every where.
That sentiment is, that no domestic contention
whatever thut may arise among the parties of
this republic, ought, in any case, 1o be referred
1o any foreign arbitrament, least of all to the
arbitrament of an Kuropean Monarcchy.

The Tribune thug comments on the late in-
terview beiween the Mayor of Baltimore and
the President ;— ;

The Mayor, it seems, began by protesting
8gainst the pussage of any more Northern
troops through Bultimore, because of the fear-
ful excitement prevailiog in that cityl The
President, acting under Gen. Scott’s advice,
agreed that our troops should hereafter avoid
the streets of that city, provided their advance
to Washington were not obstracted in other
directious. The Mayor, thus encouraged, went
on [he sajs] to suggest to Mr. Lincoln *a
course of policy toat would give peace to the
country, and especially the withdrawal of ail
orders couempleting the passage of troops
through any part of Maryland.

As this was rather a polite way of adviging
the President to pack his trunk and start for
the North, his present quarters being wanted
by Jeff. Davis, we think the Mayor should have
closed by guarauteeing him a safe conduct
through Maryland, provided he went unarmed

pany him.

We trust that we have at least reached the
bottom of this Border Siate Concil'ation busi-
ness, 80 assiduously presented throughout the
last few mouths.

DESTRUQTION OF PROPERTY AT THE
NaVY YaRp.

The Engineer of the tug boat % Yankee' re-
ports :—

We arrived in Norfo.k on the 18th inst., when
we found there was & movement on foot to seize
the Yankee; and upon this becoming known
the entire crew of the steamtug ran from 01;
board, and proceeded to the Navy Yard, to put
themselves under the protection of Commodore
McCauley. Trhe Commodore came down to
the Yankee with a force of sixty marines, say-
ing to the mob, * 'ake him if you can; I will
blow her out of the water first.” Two boats
were manned from the frigate Cumberland, and
held in readiness 10 give aid to the atiacked
Bteamer. After a while the mob dispersed,
uutil lust Saturday afiernoon. The Navy Yard
was then st on fire by the federal troops, the
€annons cast into the mire, and everything con-
nected with the yard aesiroyed, including the
Merrimac, which lay aloogside the'Cumberland.
The Pawuee arrived with 800 volunteers on
board on Sawrday night, The Merrimac and
Jamestown were aiready burned and sunk when
the Pawnee arrived. Between three and four
o'clock, on Suuday morning the govern-
ment troops set fire to all the ships remaining
in the Navy Yard. The Pawnee left the Oum-
berland at Navy Island, and the Yankee took
her in tow and forced her over the obstructions
of the sunken vessels which were placed there
to block ber in ; and when the Yankee got out
she towed ons of 1he sunken vessels into deep
water. The Merrimac, Germantown, Pennsyl-
vapnia, Delaware, Coiumbus, and Boston were
burned, and the granite dry dock was blown
up, and the entire yard levelled by the fire,

same day at Wimbledon, both of which have
excited some autention on account of the
speecheg which were made by the officers by
whom the Volunteers were reviewed —Sir James
Scarlett and Colonel M‘Murdo. Sir James, who
earned some litile reputation in the Crimea—if
any reputation can be said to have been earned
there—seems to have been amazed at the pro-
ficiency of the Volunteers. “ I have compared
your evolutions,” gaid he, ¢ with those which it
has been my duty to see frequently performed
by the line ; and when I consider the compara-
tively limited cpportunities of assembling and
exercising in large numbers which the Volun-
teer force has enjoyed, [ am not only gratified
but completely astonished at the perfection with
which tne various manc2avres have been accom-
plished.” The astonishment of Sir James Scar-
lett is very complimentary, Colonel M‘Murdo’s
astonishment seems to have been the othsr way.
He told the Volunteers that they were unsteady
in coming into line, and if unsteady then, what
would they be in the presence of an enemy ?

The strike in the building trade in London
seems to be in a fair way of arrangement, 'The
probability is, as far as the feelings of the men
are concerned, that they will accept the prof
fered offer of working by time—17d. an hours
which will raise the wages up to the présent
mark, with a fractional difference, and thus
enable them to work as many or ag few hours
as they desire.

It appears that the Galway Mail Company
have had another break down—another forfei-
ture of contract, and that they have been met
with another act of grace and forbearance on
the part of the Government. The only agree-
able feature of the affair is, the probability,
amounting almost to certainty, that the Com-
pany will never be able to claim its subs'dy of
£78,000 per annum  from. -the coffers of the
State.  Indeed, the credit of the company ap-
pears to. be irretrievably gone. In February
the Chancellor of the Kxchequer announced
that a new respite had been given to the com-
pany to the 26th of . March, and that if they
could not thea perform their contract, the eng-
agement, would terminate. The date fixed upon
has passed, and a further respite was given
until the 9th of April, & date which is also
close at hand, but the. company, it is said, are
in no betier position than before to perform
their engagements. .

The world of Paris seems to have been con-
siderably excited by an impertinent article
which appeared .in the Puliie, a semi-official
paper, relative to the presence of the Prin zes of
the Orleans family at the. funeral of the Duc-
hess of Kent: The presence on the late melan-
choly occasion of the sons of Louis - Philippe
was regarded in this article as an insult to the
reigning dynasty of France, the writer being
ignorant, apparently, of the -fact that the late
Duchess was closely allied by marriage to the
exiled family. Itwas only natural and proper,
therefore that the Orleans family should be re-
represented at the funeral. No one knows this
better than the Emperor, and no one is more
conversant with the etiquette of such matters
than Count Persigny who resided long in Eng-
land. It 1s only just, however as regards the
personages about the French Court, from the
highest to the lowest, to say that they one and
all repudiate. the insulting = tone of the arti-
cle. ;

The future of Italy is not without anxiety.
Prince Murat, who thinks he has a sort of he-
reditary claim to the thione of Italy, has pub-
lished & letter in the semi-official Paris papers,
offering his services to the people of the Two
Sicilies. This letter says in substance :—
‘¢ There must be & King in  Naples, and Iam
the man for the position.” This letter has
also, if rumor is to be credited, annoyed the
French Government, which feels bound, on
the score of good faith, to put forth a repudia-
tion,

ITALY AND AUSTRIA.

(From the Correspondent of the Times.)
TeriN, March 30 —However right the Ita-
lians may be in their assertious that the Em-
peror of the French is the best friend of their
cause, it would be unfair to deny that that
cause has also been powerfully aided by Aus-
tria. Her occupation of Venice keeps the
Italians in theirsenses. “ The least violation
ot any part of her territories by any band of
Italian volunteers,” she declares, * will be the
signal for General Benedek to march across
the frontier,” and at the very time that this in-
timation was sent the Mantuan districts are
invitingly thrown open to patriotic inroads.
No doubt, Austria calculated on the contingen-
cies of any rash movement on the part of those
hotbrained patriots with whom the towns on
the Mantuan frontier are swarming. As it al-
ways happens in border lands aud disputed
territories, the hostile factions seem to overlap
each other. Austria was well aware of it, and
she was by no means sorry, perhaps, of a pre-
text for settiug such admirable elements of
mischief by the ears; for, surely, the mere sub-
stitution of a regimant instead of another doeg
not necessitate the removal of the whole pro-
tecting force frcm an open frontier. No viola-
tion of the exposed districts took place, and the
Austrians were allowed to reoccupy their
ground undisturbed.

THE FRENCH PRESS— ON THE ULTRA-
MONTAINE AND LEGITIMISTS.

[From the Times Correspondent.]
Paris, Monday, April 8, 7 a.m.

The Presse calls for a dissolution of the Corps
Legislatif in order to get rid of the Legitimist
and Ultramontane deputies who have seats in
that Assembly. It says:—

“What has been most clearly shown by the
discussion on the Address i3 that the Legisla-
tive Body no longer represents the opinion of
the country. France, profoundly Liberal,
hailed with sincere satisfaction the decree of
the 24th of November.

This
is'a violent state of things, and one to which it
important to put an end. But how is it to be
done ? By making an appeal to the country ;
or, in other words, by dissolving the Legisia—
tive Body.

The Siécle writes in the same sense, and with
even greater earnestness. Among other things
it says :—

‘ There i3 & phantom against which all good
citizens are anxious to see a decided resolution
taken. That phantom, which will vanish at
the first vigorous demonstration, is Ultramon-
tanism. * Much noise, loud cries, and bold ac-
cusatlons compose the whole strength of this
conventional party, which seems to hold the
Government in check ; but were the latter
merely to commence any actagainst it we
should see an end to all the present agitation
in the sacristy and the drawing-room. Let
the Government, therefore, take a decided atti-
tude.

GARIBALDI IN TURIN,

A private letter from Turin, of the 5th inst.,
speaks of the effect produced by the * terrible
reply” of Garibaldi to the Italian deputation,
and in which “he does not spare either Cavour
or his colleagues, or the deputies, or even the
King himself. The cause of the unexpected
appearance of Garibaldi at Turin 18 thus
given :—

‘ Garibaldi was roused to anger because the
Minister-at-War did not fix the position of the
Garibaldian officers, who wanted to have their
grades recognized, as the Government had re-
cognized and admitted into the army the gene-
rals and superior officers ot Garibaldi’s force,
and which, by the way, has placed them in a
falge position. Now, this is rather & serious
affair, inasmuch as there are from 6,000 to 7,000
of these officers, many of whom bave not the
qualifications necessary to to take command in
the regular army.  Others of them donned the
‘ red shirt’ somewhat late iu tne day, in order
to cover their brows with laurel. The evil
was in the Government not having adopted a
resolution of some kind before, Negotiations
were opened between Garibaldi and his staff on
the one hand, and the War Department on the
other. Itis mostdesirable that they shall end
satisfactorily.

April 9.—Spain seems determined not to be
behindhand in military armaments. She shares
the gen®ral apprehension, and prepares her-
self against all emergencies. If we can trust
private accounts, preparations on the largest
scale are either going on or are contemplated.
New fortifications are to be built, others streng-
thened, and materials of war collected more
vast than has yet been known in Spain; all
which involves an expenditure which I can
hardly believe, so fabulous is the amount.—
The avowed ofject of an expenditure estima-
ted at 20 millions gterling, is to defend her
neutrality, and not only this, but in case of a
war in which England and France should act
together to take her stand against both or
either. Spain has not yet recognized the new
kingdom of Italy, and, as the Court are more
Austiian than Francis Joseph himself, she
shows no disposition to imitate France or
Switzerland. ]

That Spain should foresee the contingency
of an European war in which England and
France would be in combination, and against
which she would range herself, seems to be
downright madnesa.

THE FRENCH CORN LAWS TO BE ABO-
L(SHED.

A Bill nas been at last presented to the
Corps Legislatif for the abolition of the sliding
scale regulating the ameunt of the duties to be
levied on the importation and exportation of
corn and flour. The expose of the Bill says
that the time has now arrived for a thorough
reform of the corn laws. The Government
consequently proposes to abolish the sliding
scale, and to substitute for it a moder-
ate fixed duty. The expose shows that France
by her geographical position and by the variety
of her productions will be able in the South to
exchange wines, olives, and madder for the
grain of SoutHern Russia, and in the North
and West where a larger quantity of wheat is
produced than can be consumed by the inhabi-
tants the corn-growers may exchange their
surplus-for Boglish coal and iroa. The expose
concludes by stating that all foreigu countries
which introduced the sliding scale after France
have, with one exception, abandoned it for
years past.

THE GOVERNMENT AND THE CLERGY.

The Emperor by & formal decree has sup-
pressed. the late mandement of the Bishop of
Poiters.

The Moniteur publishes a circular, addressed
by M. Delangle, Minister of Justice, to the At~
torney General, in reference to priests who
publicly discass prohibited subjects in the ex-

evelon wf ahain funationa

The circular continues :—

‘Some of them, forgetting that a priest’s
migsion i3 to watch over the religious instruc-
tion of the faithfn!, criticize the acts of the Go-
vernment, provokiog also mistrust and censure
of the Emperor’s policy. Others attack the
Sovereign personally, overwhelm him with
insults ; others trouble the consciences of their
flocks by the announcement of imazinary mis-
fortuneg.”

M. Delangle recalls that such abuses are
amenable to Articles 201 and 204 of the Penal
Qode, which punish offences of the kind with
imprisonment or banishment.

M. Delangle concludes by charging the At-
torney’s Geueral to cause accounts to be ren-
| dered of such infractions of law, and to send
their authors before the competent tribunals.

¢ It is time,” ¢ that legality should resume
its sway.”

DENMARK.

The week has been one of the most unusual
dulness, the most noteworthy fact being the
progress of the Danish question towards un
armed solution. All the proposals made have
beeen rejected by the Holsteiners, whose bitter-
ness seems to have increased by a diplomatic
blunder. France and England recommended
the Danish Government to submit the budget
ot the monarchy to Holstein. The Government
accepted the proposal, but in a sense distinct
from that intended by their advisers The Diet
at Itzehoe was empowered to express its free
opinion on the budget, but not to pass a defini-
tive vote respecting it. The Holsteiners are,
accordingly, angry at what they consider a
fraud, while the Danes argue, with reasen, that
to submit the entire budget to Holstein would
be to disarm the kingdom, as the first act of
the Holsteiners would be to refuse the means
demanded for defence againet Germaay. There
the discussion rests, but the real question at
issue, the determination of Holstein to establish
its union with Schleswig, and combine the two
Dachies into a single member of the German
Federation, i3 wholly unaffected. Meanwhile
the armed preparat.ons continue, and Denmark
has appealed to France England and Russia to
prevent the execution of the German menace of
occupation. That menace is looked upon in
Denmark as implying the dismemberment of the
monarchy and, will be resisted with all the
strength of the kingdom. The armies at the
disposal of the Diet however, exclusive of Aus-
tria, number at least two hundred,thousand
meun, while the total armed force of Denmark,
reserves included is less than fifty thousand.
No second army can be raised except by a levy
en masse, and even that desperate resource is
insufficient Denmark without Schleswig-Hols-
tein and Lauenburg—i. e. without its German-
ized' provinces—containing only 920,000 inabi-
tantg, or less than 250,000 capable of bearing
arms. Man for man a Dane is far superior as a
soldier to a German, but the monarchy, has not,
we believe, adopted the arms of precision or
rifled cannon. Her sole superiovity is in her
fleet, which can protect Zealand, Funen, and
the other islands, with their half-million of in-
babitants, until Burope has time.to ' interfere.
There are rumors abroad of assistance promised
y the French Government, but no, negotiat-
ions tending to that result have yet transpir-
ed.

FEDERATION oF THE PRovinces.—The follow-
ing resolutions huve been passed in the Parlia-
ment of Nova Scotia ;

‘ Whereas, The subject of a Union of the
North American Provinces, or of the Maritime
Provinces of British America, has been from
time to time mooted and discussed in all the
Colonies.

‘ And Whereas, While many advantages may
be secured by such a Union, either of all these
Provinces or a portion of them, many and seri-
ous obstacles are presented, which can only be
overcome by mutual consultation of the lead-
ing men of the Colonies, and by tree communi-
cation with the Imperial Government,

& Therefore Resolved, That hig Excellency the
Lieut.-Governor be respectfully requested to
put himselt in communication with His Grace
the Colonial Secretary, and with Hig Excell-
ency the Governor Gene:al, and the Lieutenant-
Governors of the other North American Provin-
ces, in order to ascertain the policy of Her
Majesty’s Government and the opinions of the
other Colonies, with a view to an enlightened
consideration of a question involving the high-
est interests, and upon which the public mind
in all the Provinces ought to be get at rest,”
