A tribute . . .
the late Ed McNally

Text of remarks made by Ken Johnstone at Rock-
burn, Wednesday, December 22, 3:00 p.m. at the
home of The Late Ed McNally, on the occasion of a
gathering held there to mark his passing.

Joanne, Jan, Friends and neighbours.

I must apologize for reading what I have to say,

for I am a pour speaker, with no capacity for
memorizing what I may have written. So please
bear with me.
First, I should explain that this gathering is not
intended as a typical formal memorial service. It is
really an occasion on which many of the friends and
neighbours of Ed can come together to mark his
passing in something like the spirit which we think
Ed would have liked best.

Both his daughter Joanne, and his dearest friend,
Jan Wright had this feeling, and we, who like to
think that we were his closest friends,
wholeheartedly agreed that it is the way Ed would
have liked it best.

I should note here that the one man who was
probably his longest and most enduring friend, Max
Newton, is not able to be here because of illness.
Otherwise certainly he is the person who should be
talking now, for he really knew Ed, and Max surely
would have said better and with more knowledge
some of the things I would like to say now.

Max and Ed came together about thirty years
ago, when Max was in the Navy as an art director
and Ed was a Navy artist, covering the Canadian
Navy’s War effort. Their first collaboration was in
a book about the Navy at war. After the war, they
both came to Montreal; Max to become photo
editor of the old Standard, which is now Weekend,
and Ed as a freelance artist.

It is a mark of their long and close friendship that
Ed, the dayhe died, had an illustrating job for Max,
almost finished on his drawing board.

Max, when he talked to me last night on the
phone, said of Ed that he was a professional's
professional.

Duncan McPherson, who was probably the only
serious rival to Ed McNally as the greatest political
cartoonist this country ever knew, is also known as
a man who believes in calling a spade a godam
shovel. He wouldn’t give a kind word to his own
grandmother unless she had earned it ten times
over.

MacPherson spoke about Ed this week. He talked
of the days in the 50s when they were both
freelance artists. I'd like to quote him : He said:

‘“‘even then, he was the fastest with the mostest,
and his death is a loss to Canada. The economy,
grade and maturity of his work is with us; the
memory of Ed as a man and gentleman is with
me."”’

Words like those, from Duncan MacPherson,
were earned, ten times over.

But it is really Ed the man and gentleman we are
thinking about here today.

The very fact that it was decided to hold this
gathering in Ed's home, was really a tribute which
both Joanne and Jan wanted to pay Ed, and which
we close friends strongly support.

Ed did not believe in facing death with tears. He
felt that each person had the right to deal with
death in his own fashion. He saw nothing wrong
with people who wanted to say good-bye to their
loved ones in a traditional ceremony; but he
wanted no part of it for himself, and when my own
wife died less than ten years ago, it was Ed who
came to my side and helped me find a solution
which, I know, shocked many of my friends at that
time, but which I felt was the way my wife would
have wanted it.

So, what we have called a memorial service,
since that is the closest term to what we mean, is
really simply an occasion to say good-bye to an old
and dear friend, to talk about him, and to measure
within ourselves just what he meant to us, and what
we got from knowing him.

What did I get from Ed? An awful lot.

To begin with, and to be completely honest, when
I first met Ed through Max Newton, in Ottawa
during the war, I didn’t like the guy at all. I thought
he was aggressive, opinionated, and full of a lot of
wrong information and ideology.

Besides, he drank too much.

)
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It is not surprising that Ed later told me he had
exactly the same opinion of me.

I don’t think either of us, changed much from that
time.

Well, I didn't really get to like Ed for another
seven years. | didn't like him, in fact, until he
moved to Rockburn, to the country, and I had a
chance to know the real Ed.

Somehow, I think, this was the place which really
gave Ed a chance to reveal the rather wonderful
and exasperating person he could be.

I started coming down here in the early 50s from
my home in St. Marc on the Richeiieu, to go fishing
with Ed. We used to fish the little streams along
Highway 52, and catch our limit of brook trout in an
hour or so.

Charlie Douglas will remember how he taught
me to drop the line over the bank so that the trout
would not detect my presence and vanish.

Then Ed and I would go over the border to
Chateaugay and save money by drinking booze at
45 cents a drink, which would have cost 60 cents in
the Press Club. Now it's $1.30, so you can see it was
the early fifties.

We'd buy some beautiful big steaks of western
beef, a bottle of wine, and come back for dinner.

Around three in the morning I'd wake up from a
drunken slumber on the couch in Ed's studio and
head for home 90 miles away at St. Marc.

It was a tough way of getting to know Ed, but
most people who knew him will agree that it was
not easy to get to know Ed. He was a complex,
strange person. His loyalties invariably overcame
his good sense. That is why I always considered
him a most loyal friend.

He was loyal to Rockburn, Franklin Centre,
Huntingdon County - fanatically loyal.

Oh, he could find fault, alright. But let some
stupid outsider step in and say that there were
certain things about the area which made it less
than Paradise, then he risked violence from Ed,

But it was also typical of Ed that he couldn't be
satisfied with just loving the place himself.
Everybody else he knew had to love it, too.

That's how it was that I was dragged from a
lovely old home on the Richelieu and stuck into a
rather beaten-up old place on the Rockburn
Sideroad, while Ed master-minded the renovation
of the place, which was, in fact, done by a talented
architect, Zula Makowska, who today, unhappily,
rests in the Rennie Church Cemetery. Her parents
still live here, victims, as I was, of Ed's love for
Rockburn.

Ed was responsible for hiring my stone mason,
who was great as long as you didn't give him any
money to get drunk on, He built one of my chimneys
after I had paid him an installment and when Ed
indignantly pointed out that the chimney was
cockeyed, the Mason said: ““O.K. I'm quitting.
Come on, men, we're leaving."'
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I hastn’} told him that the chimney looked great
to me, so he returnedto the job, but if you happen to
visit my place on the Rockburn Sideroad. take g
good look at that first chimney you see, and decide
Jor yourself.

Then there was the day of the big ice storm

Ed always watched the weather like a hawk, and
he came up to my place early on that Saturday, as
the fog formed and the air became still.

Ed knew lots of forest lore, though I sometimes
suspected he got it a bit mixed up.

““The squirrels are running around’’ he told me.
“The weather’'s going to be bad. There'll probably

be a power failure. You'd better fill up your

bathtubs.”
By thistime I'd long stopped even trying to resist

Ed’s orders. I dutifully went and filled both
bathtubs.

That night Ed was at my place when, right in the
middle of the hockey game, the lights went out, and
then, outside, the tree limbs, caked stiff with ice,
began to fall. Ed decided it was time to leave. and
eventually he made it back home.

Next day, | made my way down here through the
devastation to find out how he had made out.

‘‘Oh, fine,”” Ed said cheerfully. ‘‘But I got to go
down to the brook to get some water. I forgot to fill
my bathtubs."’

I guess I could talk all day about the way Ed
cared about people. I guess that’'s why I think of
him first as a person and not the great artist he
was.

Ed took his art casually.

I used to kid him about it, perhaps when he had a
complex set of illustrations for Weekend,
something that might take other artists days or
weeks to finish.

He'd be working intensely for maybe a half hour
and I'd say: ‘What's the matter, Ed. Losing your
grip. not finished yet?’’

Ed would give me that slow grin of his and say:
‘““Go pour yourself another drink. I'll be with you in
a jiffy.”

Ed, the musician, was another person. He was
self-taught, with an accurate ear and a great
memory. [ don’t know anything about music, but I
had some old jazz numbers which I liked very
much. They were by Jelly Roll Morton and they
were called ‘“New Orleans Memories'. Ed liked
them, too.

And this was one of the frustrating but endearing
things about Ed; if you had something which he
liked very much, you either ended up by giving it to

iihim or he just plain came and took it away from
you.

There's more than one person in this room who
can drink to that.

So he ended up with my Jelly Roll Morton Album.

But I got something far better back.

I got Ed; everytime we had a few drinks and got
together at the piano, him playing and me listening
to “Mamie’s Blues’, ‘‘Buddy Bolden’’, ‘“Wining
Boy’’ and all that great collection, done ‘‘Live’’ by
Ed, with a feeling and mood that completely con-
tradicted his good Christian upbringing.

Jelly Roll Morton learned to play the piano, as he
put it in one of his songs, as the ‘“Can Rusher"
fetching beer to ladies of easy virtue, in New
Orleans Houses of ill fame, and if I didn't know
better, I'd say that Ed was Jelly Roll’s son.

Ed, the dog-lover was something else again.

When [ first visited him in Rockburn he had three
hounds, and they roamed the countryside, getting
into garbage, killing chickens and generally
terrorizing the population.

His neighbours - and this is one of the touching
things about country people which surprise city
dwellers - didn't complain, as they rightfully should
have, to Ed. Occasionally and regretfully, someone
would report a dead chicken.

But farmers at a distance from the village were
not so gentle with Ed. One by one, the dogs met|
their just reward.

Then Ed acquired a monstrous and beautiful
Labrador and a completely mad Rhodesian
Ridgeback, both of which continued to terrorize the
neighbourhood.

Which dog did Ed love best? The Ridgeback, of
course.

Cecil, the Ridgeback, was completely stupid, a
coward and a bully. He loved to frighten little
children.

When Ed regretfully had to choose between Cecil
and his friends, a decision that took several
agonizing months, while I learned to frighten Cecil
in turn with a water-pistol, a great blank entered
Ed'’s life.

Oh, he was fond of my boxer, Marmaduke, whom
he always called ‘‘Marmydooky’’ while ‘‘Mar-
mydooky'’ slobbered all over him.

But it was not until Bruce Johnson acquired
another quite stupid animal called Olaf, a
Weimaraner, did dog love really enter Ed's life
again.

Ed, I think, really fell in love with the dog after it
started to appear outside his door and bark and
snarl at him several mornings in succession. Ed
told me at first: ‘‘Godamit, on my own property,
that lousy dog has the nerve to bark at me like I'm
the stranger.”

Next thing I knew he was talling me: “That Olaf
is really a very intelligent animal, not like poor
stupid Marmydooky."'

Marmaduke made the mistake of never barking
at Ed.

Ed, the neighbour, I suspect, is how most of us
knew him, and I guess we all can wish that our lives
were populated by neighbours like Ed. If you were
in trouble, he was automatically the person you
turned to. He seemed positively to love to help solve
other people's problems, and you never had the
feeling that he was doing you a favor. It was
something natural, to be expected, and even to be
taken for granted.

And, with Ed, a neighbour was anybody in
Huntingdon County, or even in Chateaugay County.

Gf course, if you were a neighbour, Ed could lean
on you, too.

Like the time he persuaded Claude Lussier to
show him how to make calvados. They were a long
time getting the stains off the ceiling when the still
exploded, and an eye-witness said that Ed was the
fastest man in the room to dive for cover when the
air-raid warning sounded.

But Ed was very proud about the 20 ounces that
were salvaged, though nobody could drink it.

But, to speak more seriously ... Ed suffered a lot
in his last ten years, while he underwent several
serious operations on both his legs.

He was a proud man, and for him to confess pain
was a weakness he could not recognize.

Itis heartbreaking to recall that just a few weeks
ago, Ed said: ‘‘Now, I feel like a whole man again. I
can walk on both legs.”

Ed didn’t know it, but he always walked on both
legs.

I guess that’s about all I wanted to say about Ed
at this moment. We have no formal agenda here.

As I said, it's really just a get-together of Ed’s
friends and neighbours, and if anybody else has
something he'd like to add to this point, now’s the
time to take the floor.

Otherwise, I think it’s the appropriate time to
charge our glasses or cups with coffee or ginger ale
or whatever else the bar provides, and offer a toast
and a good journey to Ed McNally.
