BRYAN AGAIN VISITS
EASTERN METROPOLIS.

Fourteen Thousand Persons Listen to

His Speech at son Square

Garden.

NEW YORK. October 29. — Willlam J.
Bryan's second coming to this city was

the occaston Saturday night of one of the

greatest political demonstrations of the

campaign, Fourteen thousand people heard

the Democratic candidate speak at Madi-

son Square Garden. He had been speaking

all day. His mornink was -spent at New

Haven. and in the afternoon he made sev-

eral addresses at points bptween New Ha-

ven and this city. He was accompanied

to this city by two hundred Yale students

When he arrived at the Grand Central

Station, there were more than five thou-

rand virsons to greet him. ..e spent the

remainder of the afternoon at the Hoff-

‘man House, where he went over the busi-

ness of the campaign with the leaders.

After a dinner in his honour he witnessed

the great pyrotechnine display.

The streets were crowded with people,

and his trip to Madison Square Garden

was a triumphal tour. The first stop was

at the Broadway ‘Athletic Club, where Mr.

Bryan spoke to ten thousand enthusiastle

feople, the . majority of whom were Ital-
ans. He reached Cooper Union about 9
o'clock and addressed a large gathering of
Germans. Thence Mr. Bryan drove to the
corner of Fourteenth street and Second
Avenue, where he made a speech to a
crowd of about 5,000 persons from his car-
riage. ‘He made another speech from his

riage to a gathering at 20th street and
ond avenue. _

Mr. Bryan's Madison Squire speech was
not begun until after 10 o'clock. It was
unlike. his former speech at that place,
and was addressed to the independent clasa
mainly. Many times he was forced to stop
because of the tremendous cheering.
As a climaxto the day he made two

other outdoor apeeches. The first was from
a stand near Dewey Arch, where he talk-
ed to fifteen thousand persons who coula
not get Into Madison Square Garden. He
made another short speech at Madison av:
enue and Twenty-fourth street. He was
then driven to the Hoftman House, where
he retired for the night.

NEW YORK, October 29.—The old John

Street M. E. Church, the oldest Methodist
Church in America, celebrated ts 132nd an-
niverrary yesterday. The first bullding was
built In 1768, the subscription list ‘contain-
ing the mame of the mayor and other prom-
inent citizens. The second Methodist
Church in John street was dedicated on
January 4, 1813, John Summerfield preach-
ing his first sermon in America in thls
church, and the third church there is a
cenotaph in honour of his memory.

The Liberal party have done some oun

distance drifting in their time, but one of

the most remarkable drifting voyages their

Jeaders ever took them on was that which

{led from unrestricted reciprocity with the

United States to a preferential tariff for

English goods.

When the ‘‘double-barrelèd”. _tariff was

brought down, it was pointed out by the

Conservatives that there could be no pref-

erence given to England without giving the

same to Germany, Belgium and other coun-

tries, with whom there existed

treaties. It was then emphatically denied

that there was any intention of giving

certain

Great Britain a preference.

The new tariff, we were told, was open to

the whole civilized world, and was especial:

ly aimed :at the United States. Sir Rich-

ard Cartwright, in reply to Hon. G. E.

Foster, in the House of Commons, made

this point very emphatically, saying:

“Tf the Americans were willing to give
us full and fair reciprocal advantages, 1
would recommend trading with them for

. the benefit of Canada and the Empire, too;
and 1 think the hon. gentleman (Me Fos
ter) may find out before he is many years
older that very probably, although I admit
it is a little round-about-way, this is not a

gp”bad way to get it.”

Again, the same distinguished financial

authority of Liberalism repudiated *he idea

of a British preference in these words:

“But I say with respect to the offer
we now make that it is not a preferential
offer at all in the true, legal sense of the
word, That offer is open to all the whole
world. The Americans may avail them-
selves of it, and so may the Germans and
the. Belgians, The whole world are wel-
come to avail themselves of it on the
same terms and the same conditions on
which England may take advantage of it.”

When the tariff was brought, down and

ing muzzles by Hon. W. 8. Fielding, in his

budget speech, he, too, it will be remem:

bered, told the world that no prefercnen

was being given to England. He said:

“We must be prepared to deal with this

“By the Belgian and German treaties,

any -colony would he forbidden to make
a preferential agreement With Great Bri-
tain alone. We do not hy our resclutipns
offer anything to Great Britain alone.
We recognize that Great Britain by ner
Itberal policy is in a position to avail her-
self of this offer immediately, but we make
our offer not to Great Britain only, but to
every pation which is prepared to accept
it. We make it to evéry country which is
willing to establish fair and reasonable
trade relations with Canada.”—Hainsard,
1897, pages 1110 and 1131.

way and the railway employes form a very

large part of the vote.

stantial increase. The order was made pub-
lic to-day and there is much rejoicing among
the 1. C. R. employes. Mr. Emmerson saye
that this is only a beginning that he in-
tends to see to it that the labouring men
and mechanics of the I. C. R. will in future
receive a fair portion of the profits earned
by the People’s railway. Mr. Emmerson
intends to investigate the cases of certain
railway clerks who have been in the service
for years and who are competent men but
who have been only receiving a mere pit-
tance.” +

It is quite possible the employes earn all

they get and deserve a great deal more,

but the announcement of such a ure of the

people’s money at his particular time js

nothing short of an attempt to buy a con-

stituency for a party with Canada’s money.

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VALLEYFIELDSTRIKE
Civie Authorities Refuse to do

Their Duty and Make
Arrests.

SCENES AT MILITIA CAMP.

Two Church Parades on Sunday—
Where the Mayor Fled to on

Thursday.

+

VALLEYFIELD, October 28.—Are the
chief of police and chairman of the police
committee of Valleyfield guilty of treason?
That is the question which is puzzling

the townspeople of this municipality to-

day. ‘
And there seems to be some foundation

for the general belief that they are. For
they have deliberately set at defiance the
authority of no less a person than Her Ma-
jesly Queen Victoria.
They have stubbornly declined to recog-

nize the warrants issued vesterday for the
arrest of eight of the ringleaders of Thurs-

y's mob. Nay, more, when four of these
were apprehended last night by the bailiff
both resolutely refused to alllow the police
to serve the warrants and arrest the par-
ties.
Acting, he claims, under instructions, the

chief hus deliberately declined to effect
any arrests. In fact, it is said, that he
persistently refuses to recognize the war-
rants.
As a result, the offenders are still at

large instead of being in the Jock-up, where
à good many citizens would like to «ce

em. They are undér surveillance, how-
ever, and can be corralled whenever the
civic authorities decide to recognize: the
authority of their sovereign.

Question now arises—“Who is su-
preme in Valleyfield, the Queen or the
chairman of the police committee?” Of
course, everyone has been led to believe
that Her Majesty's commands were al
ways to take precedence of any other. But
it would appear as if the chairman and
chief of police of this municipality consider-
ed themselves superior to Her majesty, and
their orders more imperative than hers. She
commands that certain persons be arrested
and brought to trial on the charge of en-
couraging and abetting riots, and street dis
turbances; they refuse to recognize her
warrants, and carry out those commands.
In view of all this, the opinion is pretty

frecly expressed among the officers here
at thecouncillors are guilty of treason.

WOULD NOT SERVE WARRANTS.

What will be done to them remains to
be seen. The men, for whose arrest wan
rants were issued yesterday morning, are
still at large, and doubtless will be until
the military power steps in and makes
them prisoners. For there is little hope
that the councillors will recall the instruc
tions given to the chief of police yester-
ay.
‘The Jatter was asked by the mil! authori-

ties, when they could get no satisfaction
form the councillors, to make the arresta
as an" officer of the law, and not as a paid
official of the municipality, but it is said
that he declined to do so on the ground
that he was simply ‘the servant of .- the
municipality, and had, therefore, to obey the
order of his chief, the councillor. 1 What
the upshot of the trouble will be, no one
knows. Thie much is known, however, That
the company is contemplating taking heavy
action for damages against the corporation
on account of its unwillingness to assist in
restoring law and order,
The military authorities hope that by to-

morrow the councillors will Rave reconsid-
ered their decision, and will have allowed
th arrests to be made by the properly con-
stituted authorities. If the dhould persiat
in their present policy, the arrests will
simply have to be made by the military
ower. Her Majesty’s prestige will have to
e vindicated, even if it is necessary for

the military power to supersede the civil
power for the time being.
The action of the civic authorities is very

generally condemned. It has evoked a very
unfavourable criticism from. the militia ol-
ficers here, who are at a loss to account
for the seeming reluctance of the council
lors to co-operate with the militia ib res
toring peace and order.
‘ The militia they contend,were went for
o protec e lives and the property of
Valleyfield citizens. They (the officers)had
a right, therefore, to cxpect the co-operation
of the council and ite police officials. _In-
stead of receiving it, however, they allege
that they have been thrown on their own
resources entirely, and that the restoration
of the harmony that now prevails is entire-
ly due to their efforts.
The insult to Her llesty yesterday,
owever, was too mah for the militia to

putup with, andthe micers aro now in-
sisting that the civic officials shall be made
o act.

, The Chief of Police when seen this morn-
ing in reference to the affair, positively de-
clined to say whether he had refused to ex-
ecute the warrants or not. He intimated
that he would not discuss the question in
any of its aspecta. ‘

TWO CHURCH PARADES,

disturbances whatever having taken place.
There were two church para es this morn-
ing, in which all the soldiers not on duty
participated.

Catholics and the place of worship visited
the Cathedral.

Both
detachments paraded with rifles and side-
arms, rather ¢n unusual sight at a church

The Rev. Mr. Beatty is 8 man after the

Father O'Leary type—one who, by his kind
and considerate attention to the boys since
their arrival here, has won their everlast-
ing gratitude. On Thursday evening he was
of great asmstance to Surgeon-Major Camp-
bell in attending to the wounded soldiers.

Sinec then he has been most aesiduou
in his attentionsto the men,and his self-sac-
rificing work has created for him many
friends. When volunteers for the Protestant
church parade were called this morning, al-
most, every man not on duty stepped for-
ward in order to show their appreciation of
his work. !
On the way bome from the Protestant

service this morning an incident happened
which recalled a similar scene in South Af-
rica at the beginnin of the war. A poor

NEW YORK, October 20.—A fire in the
building at the corner of Greenwich and

Warren streets, occupied by Tarrant and
Company,” whole~ale druggists and chem-

ists, caused four tremendous explosions.
More than one hundred persons are be-
litved to have lost their lives in the build:
ing.

It was half past twelve and the fire de
partment was hurrying to the scene when

the firstexplosion occurred.Before the
firemen arrived there wére three convul-
sions more violent than the first.

Witnesses say that a column of debris
and flameshot up 300 feet into the sky.
Fifteen minutes after the explosion, piece
of sheet tin and other debris were falling
eight or ten blocks away. :

and children. The force of these explosions
shook the very foundations in the vicinity
and was felt clear down to Wall Street.

MA, HAYS’SUCCESSOR
Speculation Is Rife in Rail-

way Circles Just

Now.

WILL SOMEONE BE PROMOTED?

It is Understood That Mr. Hays

Will Practically Choose His

Suocessor.

 

The announcement that Mr, Charles M.
Hays wil resign the general managership
of the Grand 'Lrunk Railway eystem to be-
come Lrestdent of the Southern Pacific bas
caused considerable speculation in railroad
circles, as to Mr, Hays’ probable successor,
As yet. however, there is nothing but con-
jeccture to go by. as not only has no an
nouncement been made by the Grand
Trunk Board of Directors, butit is probable
that no decision has yet been come to in

that connection,
It is considered very probable that Mr.

Huys’ recommendation will largely influ-
ence the directors of this rond in the choice
they muy make, Mr. Hays management
bas been a particularly successful one, and
hse called for the most flattering encom-
iums from the president of the Grand
Trunk, Sir Charles Rivers-Wilson, at every
annual meeting in London since Mr. Hays’
first appointment, five years ago. . Mr.
Hays’ policy has been comnfended by the
directors, and the greatest confidence has
always been placed in his management and
in his judgment of the needs of the system.
For this reason, and also that there may

be no unnecessary interruption in the gen-
eral line of Mr. Hays’ policy, or radical
changes in the working management at the
head offices in this city, it is thought that
Mr. Hays will be asked to suggest his suc-
cessor, and that his recommendation will
be acted upon, ; .
There is still another reason which is

mentioned as likely to influence the Lon-
don directors to this course. As is re-
membered, at the time of Mr. Hays’ ap-
pointment he mgde a large number of

Hays’ most trusted lieutenants in the pre-
sent management. Mr. McGuigan was with
Mr. Hays on the Wabash road, and came
to the Grand Trunk when Mr. Hays came.
It is not at all improbable that Mr. Hays
may have recommended his appointment to
the Grand Trunk directorate, and in that
case it is not unlikely that Mr. McGuigan
may be the Grand Trunk's next general
manager.

TARTE AT CORNWALL
Mr. Lowles, an ex-Member of the Imperial

Parliament, Says That He is Disloyal

to His Country.

HE DEFENDS SIR CHARLES” TRADE POLICY,
The Leader of theOpposition, Who Was in Good Form,

Got a Rousing Reception.

Tarte’s traitorous utterances as reported in
The ovation

had a heavy weight with his audience. He
then explained clearly and briefly the mean-
ing Mutual Preferential trade, giving the
audifnce the benefit of ripened judgment
on the subject. Mr. Lowles Linded Sir
Charles Tupper for his patriotism and able
statesmanship. He considered Nir Charles
not only onc of the greatest stat&emen in
Canada, but in the whole British Empire,
and he thought that a just tribute to Sir
Charles would be to return him to power,
to which the audience velled “We'll do it,
we'll do it.” lle next referred to ‘the
article in La Liberte, characterizing Mr.
Tarte’ as the man who wished to separate
Canada from the Empire. He was very
much mistaken if such a man was not dis
owned by the Canadian electorate at the
polls. (Great applause.) -
Mr. Lowlés grew eloquent on the virtue

of patriotism, and suggested rather than
declaréd that Mr. Tarte, by his speeches
in France, was verging on the status of
a traitor. The audience went wild when
Mr. Lowles expressed these sentiments,
and in the audirnce were a number of pa-
triotic Frenchmen. Mr.‘ren Lowles com-
pletely diesipated by his eloquent speech,
any influence that the Tarte meeting
of Friday night might_have had.

r. Lowles stated that of his own per
sonal experience he knew that great
changes were taking place in the indus
trial districts ‘in Great Britain. Every-
thing there was ripe for Mutual Preferen-
tial Trade. In the colonies, Australia for
instance, the people were asking what was
the old country going to give for the pre-
ference. That was a question the colonies
should ask, and he urged Canada to join
the demand on the Motherland. Great
Britain had a population of forty million
souls living on the manufacturing indus-
tries, and could not raise the food pro-
ducts, and there was no better place to
secure these products. Canada could sup-
ply ail the wheat required. Australia the
meat, and South Africa could furnish their
own products. It was quite natural that
Enzland should give a preference to the
raw materials of the Colonies and in re-
turn they would give in preference to Eng-
land in manufactured articles. The wheat
of the Canadian west could now be placed
on the market cheaper than the whéat
from, the Dakotas.
Regarding the argument that if a duty

was placed on food products by Great Bri-
tain, the price of food would advance and
discontent would follow among the masses.
Mr. Lowles said Great Britain once had
a registration duty on corn, but the price
of bread had not gone up. For instance,
if Great Britain put a duty of one shill-
ing a bushel on wheat imported from for-
eizn countries except tho. colonies, the
price of bread woéuldn’t be raised. but a
great stimulus would be given to Canada’s
trade. The Canadian farmers wanted a
sure and steady market and they would
double their present acreage. Mr. Lowlea
stated Sir Charles Tupper was doinw a ser-
vice to Canada in advocating Mutual Pre-
ferential trade that couldn’t be too high-
ly commended or appreciated by people of
anada as a whole and the farming com-

tunity in particular. He knew personally
that American merchants did not keep
any more English goods in stock than pos-
sible. So long as the colonies remained
as they were they would be exposed to
severe competition from foreign cauntries
with Colonial products. At the present
time Australia grew enough sugar to sup-
ply all persons in the Colony. The Ger-
map system of subsidizing steamship lines
enabled Germany to compete in the sale of
sugar in Australia itself. A mutual pre-
ference would remedy all this and stimu-
late ‘Australian, trade. Everything was now
ripe for obtaining such a preference. The
speaker urged the electors to return Sir
harles Tupper to power. ’
Mr. Lowles continued: “As Sir Charles

Tupper has toldd you that I stood
for a constituency in the Old
Country, covering less than half a
square mile in extent, and in-
habited by sixty thousand people, depend-
ing upon their daily work for their dailybread, and there is nov a man or-a wo.
men amongst them who would not hold uptheir hand for the closer binding together
of the Empire, by the cords of mutual af-fection, first, if you please, and the cords
of mutual interest next. In England, ashere, there has been a great change in pub-lie feeling during the last five vears. I my-
self have gone to the heart of the cottondistricts, to Lancashire, and the other in-dustrial centres, and discussed this qnes-
tion of preferential trade. In 1898 I went
to Australia to see what the feeling of
these colonics was, on this question. We
knew what the feeling was in Canada. SirCharles Tupper had told us so often that
we did not have to come to Canada to find
out what the feeling was.
“The first thing they asked me, when 1ot to Australia, was, What will the Oldcountry give us in exchange for preferen-tial trade in our market? That is Prequ

tion we are asking ourselves, the questionthat we want the colonies themse ves to
formulate, what will they give us for pre-
ferential trade in our markets, in order tobring about this great United Empire pre-
ferentialtrade, and we have the right to

MANITOBA. GRAIN MEN ALTER
SCHEDULE OF WHEAT GRADES

Ontario Mills Have Been Opposed to

This Change, But are Satisfled

Now.

WINNIPEG, Man., Oetol 29.—The grain
standards ‘board met on Saturday for the
continuation of the discussion of the ad-
visability of reducing the number of grades
of Manitoba spring wheat. The follow-
ing resolutions were passed and subse-
quently endorsed at an informal joint
meeting of the board and the Grain Ex-
change: : ;
“That it is the opinion of this board

that the methods of handling Manitoba
wheat would be best served by making
the following changes in the schedule of
grades, vis.: hat; the grades of No. 2
hard and No. 1 northern be consolidated
under tha name of No 1 northern, and
having the present qualificaticns of No. 1
northern with no leas than 60 per cent. of

rd whent.
“That the name of No. 2 northern be

changed to that of No. 1 Manitoba spring;
the grade having not le=s than 45 per cent.
of hard wheat, and weighing not fees than
68 pounds per huschel; and that any wheat
nt good enough to grade No. 1 Manitoba
wheat he graded as Non. 2 Maritoba spring.
in the discretion of the inspectors.”
In connection with grading dried wheat,

the following resolution was passed:
“That in cases where tough wheat has

heen dried, the inspector be instructed to
inspect out of terminal elevators wheat so
dried on a clean certificate when he con-
siders it equal to the standard of such
grades. This 18 to apply to commercial
grades only.’
The changes, if carried out. will make

WIRED THE ATTORNEY-GENERAL
The Faots Laid Before Him—Question

Raised as to the Responsibility

for Cost of Militia

VALLEYFIELD, October 29.—1he strike
has produced two side issuea between the
town and the militia authorities, or more

correctly speaking, the town and the Cot-
ton Company, that are gure to result in a
pretty legal tangle. 'Lhese mutters areof
interest to other municipalities, as similar

gituations may arise in their case under sim-
ilar conditions.
The first issue is this: On Saturday the

officials of the company laid information

. with the mayor, who up to that time bad
been staying at military headquarters un-
der military protection, agaipst four men
suspected of béding ringleaders in Thurs
day night's riot. The mayor signed war-
rants for the arrest of the suspects, and the
warrants were placed in the hands of a bail-
iff for execution. The bailiff located his

men easily enough, but they declined to go
with him. They offered to go before Re-
corder Papineau, and take their chances,
but declined to place themselves in the
hands of the militia, under whom they
said they could nat expect an impartial
trial. The bailiff, on the advice of the offi-
cials of the Cotton Company,appealed to the
chief of Police for men to assist him in
taking the suspects over to the barracks.
The Chief, after using the telephone, de-
clined to fend the necessary assistance, on
the ground that he had orders to the con-
trary from the councillors. The chief was
then asked by the company’s officials to
act in his capacity as a ce officer, but
he still declined on the ground that he was
a paid officer of the corporation, and could
only do their bidding. ;
The company’s officials wired to Montreal

to secure the opinion of Mr. J. N. Green-
shields, their solicitor, as to whether the

military would be empowered underthe cir-

cumstances to send out a picket and make

the arrests. That waa late Saturday night.

Last night Mr. Greenshields came out to

Valleyfield on the New York express, and

was driven at once to Mr. Lacey's house

where a conference was held, but with
what result is not yet known. ;

Col. Roy, who was also communicated
with on Saturday evening, doubted, it is
stated, the wisdom of using a military es-

cort except as n last resort, as he felt that

an arrest by the military would be liable

to cause a fresh attack. Desides, he had

promised the Council on Friday that the
soldiers would be kept within the mill
premises.

THE POLICE TOO BUSY.
Ald. St. Onge was seen by your «orre-

spondent last night in regard to this moat
recent feature of the strike. He said it
was the chairman of the nolice committee
who had authorized the Chief to decline
assistance to the bailiff. “He did co

id Mr. St. Onge, “not because he fa-
oured the strikers or because he wished

. NEW BRUNSWICK WINS.

Dominion Government Will Pay the
Province Over $145,000 as Re-

sult of Recent Arbitration.
(Special to the Star.)

OTTAWA, October 20.—Justice Barker,
of New Brunswick, Justice lier, of
Quebec and D. Coulson, General Manager
of the Bank of Toronto, have made their
award on the olajm of New Brunswick
against the Domimon. The claim has been
pressed since 1884 and arises by reason of
the failure of the Dominion to pay ig 1860
thefull amount claimed by the province for
their expenditure on the portion of tne
Intercolonial taken over by the Dominion
at that date. The.road had cost the prov-
ince ,000. e Domigion took it over
and credited the province with $250,000 in
869, subsequently in 1884 the remainin
150,000 was credited. The arbitrators fin

that the province is entitled to interest on
this latter amount from 1860 and make
their award in the following terma:
We find and report that the contention

made on the part of the Dominion, that
the $150,000 voted in 1884 was in full“of all
claims by the Province in connection with
this road is not sustained, by the evidence
but the facts and circumstances are alto.
gether the other Ter. We, the said, arbj-
trators, having duly considered all the mat-
ter upon equipable principles do award and
determine as our opinion that it would be
a just and equitable disposition to the
claim that the Dominion Government
should pay to the Province of New Bruns
wick, the various semi-annual paymente of
$3,750 to which it would have been entit-
led if this $150,000 had bcen carried to the
credit of the Province in IB6D instead of
1884, as we think it equitable should have

n; together withinterest at 5 per cent
on the several semi-annwal payment from
the time they would have n paid, up
to the first of July, 1884, when the first
$150,000 was credited. is sum we find
to amount to $145,218.75 and we also award
and state as our opinion this sum the pro-
vince is entitled to paid by the Dom-
inion Government with interest at the rata
of 5 per cent. per annum.” .

by-elections in Morris for the. Provincial
House came off on Saturday, when Hon.

It was the first
since Hugh John resigned the premiership,
and in the constituency was a considerable
French vate, which the Liberals were eager
to capture so as to influence Quebec.
