Docks and Steamers.—While the Committee 
of Engineers is sitting to decide upon the best 
place tor the docks for this city and the best 
plan of making them when The place is chosen, 
the citizens would do well not to forget that a 
long interval must elapse before the recom­
mendations of the committee can have any 
practical fulfilment, and that in the meantime 
events are taking place of great importance to 
the trade of Montreal. The Steamship Company, 
which has successfully fulfilled its contract to 
carry the fortnightly mail between Liverpool 
and Montreal, are now building four steamers, 
of 2,300 tons each, one-third larger than their 
present craft. The first of these steamers will 
be here on the first trip in May, and, as we are 
informed, she cannot come into the present port. 
She must, therefore, stop at Quebec unless 
something is done in the meantime. Now, are 
our fellow-citizens prepared to see this trade 
slip quietly away from them rather than make a 
little exertion ? Will our merchants be easily 
reconciled to a continuance of the evil of which 
they have had to complain since the loss of the 
“Canadian”? Will our landed proprietors 
acquiesce in this practical declaration of the 
inferiority of our port ? If not, something has 
to be done, if this case is as we are informed it 
is. We have been supposed by the partizans of 
what is called the East end interest to have been 
opposed to their wishes, though in truth we 
have never had any desire to see one end of the 
city gain or lose at the expense of the other. 
But we are now pointing .out, in the common 
benefit, an evil, the remedy for which seems to 
involve an improvement a good deal in the 
direction of those for which our Eastern friends 
have been clamouring. In short, we are led 
to believe that the steamers of the large 
size now about to be put upon this line cannot 
come to any part of the port of Montreal, as 
things exist at present, other than Hochelaga 
Bay. If this is so, it becomes a matter of very 
great importance to consider whether a rail- 
track should not be laid down to connect the 
new wharf there with the Grand Trunk Depot8 
at the west end of the city. We know not to 
what extent the Grand Trunk Company would 
be disposed to co-operate in this work, If we 
recollect right, they did not, when they for­
merly proposed it, find much sympathy in the 
City Council ; and we have heard it surmised 
that they would not be sorry to have the steam­
ers always stop at Quebec, in order to have the 
business of conveying parts of their cargo be­
tween that city and Montreal. This is not a 
large view of their own interest ; and we hope 
the Company would rather study to make the 
entire route a desirable one, than to throw ob­
stacles in the way, in order to make a petty im­
mediate gain. However that may be, the citi-

We, of course, do 
not imagine that the construction of such a 
track has anything in common with the choice 
of a locality for docks.

The Aqricultural and Industbiad Exhibi­
tion.—We, yesterday, gave a tolerably full ac­
count of the articles just now being exhibited 
at Point St Charles; but in our hastily pre­
pared sketch, we necessarily omitted to notice 
many things very well worthy of attention. 
We revisited the scene yesterday, and in addi­
tion to the exhibition, notwithstanding the wet 
weather, the ground was enlivened by the pre­
sence of a large number of visitors of both 
sexes. We were most struck, on this second 
survey, with the great improvement which ap­
pears to be taking place among us in the orna­
mental arts. This fact was well marked by the 
presence of two or three exhibits of Montreal 
manufacture, such as would have been con­
sidered past the powers of any of our citizens, 
only a very few years ago. The chief of these 
was perhaps the collection of specimens of 
stained glass, manufactured by Mr. Spence. 
They prove that here, in Montreal, we can now 
furnish this beautiful species of decoration, in 
any variety of pattern, and to produce any given 
effect, whether the poets’ “ dim religious light” 
is required for some edifice devoted to the pur­
poses of worship, or whether the glass is to be 
used at once as a screen and a method of ob­
taining bright coloring in any department. In 
Mr. Spence’s collection, their were specimens 
in every departmet. Small, neat uniform pat­
terns, giving in the mass nearly the effect of a 
single color—figures or patterns in which 
several colors appear in sufficiently large sur­
faces to give variety to the tint of the transmit­
ted light—other glasses'.where the prismatic 
effects are united, or perhaps only subsidiary 
to the design.

Akin to this manufacture are those of marble, 
and of marbleized slate. We presume that 
there must be an increasing demand for these 
beautiful articles, as well for mantle pieces as 
for tablets, and other kinds of slabs. Mr. 
Hyatt exhibited various specimens of the real 
marble—one nearly white,others variegated,and 
approaching to black. Messrs Mesnakd Freres, 
also showed articles of the same kind, while 
Messrs. Reed & Raynor have sent slabs or 
slate worked into various forms, possessing a 
polish which is little, if any, inferior to the 
marble itself. Still, in the same department 
of art we must notice the scagliola pillars and 
slabs, shown by Mr. Wm. Gorman, of Griffin- 
town. These specimens possess all the beauty 
of those made elsewhere, and will doubtless be 
found very useful for decorative building. Mr. 
Hammond also exhibited some work of this kind. 
We may also notice several specimens of lapi­
dary art of considerable merit, contributed by 
Mr. Hammond. In a kindred department we 
noticed several very nice bronzes, contributed 
by Mr. Hunt, of his own manufacture, and the 
same exhibitor had sent two pretty Etruscan (?) 
vases.

While upon the subject of decorative arts, we 
must not omit the show of encaustic tiles, 
placed at the exhibition by the agent of Messrs. 
Minton, & Co., an English firm, who are suc­
cessfully imitating this kind of paving, which 
has been so frequently employed in ancient and 
mediæval times in churches and buildings con­
taining open courts or large Halls intended for 
the wear of many feet. The tiles were in sever­
al patterns, and have a very handsome effect 
for a fine carefully kept pavement.

Of similar use are the Scotch flags, shown 
by Mr. Forsyth, which may be laid down so as 
to form a very nice black and white mosaic. 
Others of these flags are adapted for smooth, 
hard, cool flags, and Mr. Forsyth shows some 
made into a cistern for water or a rat proof 
safe.

The fine arts strictly speaking have usually 
been very indifferently represented among us. 
This year we have a piece of statuary, however, 
which is really a credit to the department to 
which it belong. Mr. Sohier’s white marble 
bas-relief of “ Innocence” holding a dove to 
her breast, is a work such as any sculptor 
might well be proud of. This gentleman, will, 
we predict, live to become widely known and 
appreciated. This “ Innocence” attracted un­
iversal notice and admiration, and it well de­
served all it received. We have seldom seen 
anything prettier than this piece of sculpture.

As it is always interesting to see any new 
manufacture naturalized among us, we notice 
with particular pleasure the buckskin gloves, 
shown by Messrs. Greene and Son. These are 
the first, we believe, ever made on any large 
scale in Lower Canada, and we are informed 
that the skin as well as the manufactured arti-

When we remember the extent to which the 
glove manufacture has at various times promo­
ted the prosperity of certain towns, as well on 
the continent of Europe as in England, we are 
led to augur very favorably of the result of this 
new undertaking of our enterprizing fellow- 
townsman.

From gloves to furs is an easy transition. 
The Messrs. Greene are well known for the ex­
cellence of their stock in this line, and we have 
already mentioned their exposition, as well as 
those of Messrs. Mclver, Brahadi, and Hender­
son. Persons whose taste led them in that di­
rection had ample room and verge enough for 
the gratification of the most cultivated or most 
fastidious taste. A very beautiful part of this 
department of the exhibition consisted of two 
tippets, one of turkey, the other of goose fea­
thers—forming a covering which, while warm, 
is especially light and airy, both for wearing 
and appearance. We could not learn the name 
of the exhibitor of these rarities, but we under­
stand that she is a lady residing in the town­
ships.

Among articles of more miscellaneous cha­
racter we may notice particularly an automaton 
carriage made by Mr. Wm. Campbell, of St. 
Antoine Street. This carriage by means of a 
set of levers adjusted to work upon toothed ed­
ges and so upon the wheels, can be propelled 
at a very rapid rate by the motion of the arms, 
and, of course, without horses. The inventor 
offered to run against a horse for a mile ; but 
declared his preference for a longer heat, if he 
were to try the bottom of his invention, on the 
same principle we presume as the Americans 
wanted to back their horses in England for 4 
mile heats.

We here mention two or three other exhibi­
tors, whom we accidentally passed over yester­
day.

Messrs. Campbell and Jones of the Canal 
side—Saws of various kinds ; circular and gang 
saws in great variety.

Mr. T. Dednam—Copper Kettle and other ves­
sels.

Mr. Otis Warren—Various platform and other 
scales.

Mr. Rice—Wire work in great variety, as well 
for the preservation of various articles, as for 
Cemetery and other descriptions of fencing. 
One article from the manufactory of this gentla- 
mau was a specimen of wire ceiling plastered. 
This was said to be fire-proof.

Mr. McIntosh—Galvanic Cement roofing.
Mr. Drummond, Kingston—A great variety of 

agricultural implements, chiefly axes, forks, &c. 
These are chiefly of the American style, polish­
ed like cutlery, rather than the mere blacked 
tools which are used in England.

Mr. Pilbeam—A large assortment of boots 
and shoes.

Messrs. Higgings of Cote St. Paul—A collec­
tion, including Spades, Shovels, Axes, Forks, 
Hammers, Augurs, &c., of excellent finish.

Mr. Nickolds, of St. Ann’s Suburbs, has a 
good collection of Gold and Silver Foils, and 
Leaf; anew branch of native manufacture.

We have already noticed some of the leading 
features in the Horticultural part of the exhibi­
tion ; but were unable to specify the names of 
the exhibitors. We may now add to what we 
said yesterday that the prize for cauliflowers 
was taken by Mr. Cooper, who sent some most 
beautiful heads of that delicious vegetable. He 
also sent some large specimens of parsnips.

Messrs. Nicholson, Clarke, and Campbell, 
(the latter gardener of A. Delisle Esq.,) sent 
beets. Mr. Hudon of Cote St. Antoine exhibit­
ed some specimens of the Chinese Sugar Cane, 
with some syrup expressed from it.

We mentioned yesterday the fine collection 
of apples shown by the Hon. Mr. Young, and 
Mr. Lunn. We must add to that notice, the re­
mark that the Hon. Chas. Wilson also showed 
a very great variety of this fruit. It was Mr. 
Carrol the gardener of the Hon. Mr. Wilson, 
who prepared some of the finest floral pyramids 
shown under the tent. Mr. Jas. SWer also 
sent a dish of very large sized apples, much ex­
ceeding in bulk any other variety.

As it may be interesting to see how consider- 
rable are the collections of stove plants amassed 
by some of our citizens, we have obtained a 
list of those shown by Mr. James Eerrier junior. 
We may add, however, that in spite of the hard 
names and the graces of some of these speci­
mens, the poor man, need not greatly repine, at 
his incapacity to purchase, and maintain these 
costly exotics, since the flowers, which may 
be grown without these appliances are possessed 
of at least as many beauties. Of course we do 
not say this with any view of depreciating so 
laudable a method of employing abundant 
wealth, as is the collection of these works of 
nature which are not to be met with in our own 
climates. It is but a word of consolation for 
ourselves and others who can bnt admire these 
things without any chance of possessing them.

Moved by Councillor Cusson, seconded by 
Councillor Bulmer, and adopted,

“ That a Committee be named to inquire into 
the salaries of the different officers of the Cor­
poration, the time given by each officer to the 
performance of his duties the amount or surplus, 
paid by each department as contingent expenses, 
and all other matters necessary to enable the 
Council to arrive at an exact knowledge of the 
annual expenses of the various departments in 
the Corporation ; and that the said Committee 
be composed of Aldermen Masson and Homier, 
Councillor Penn, the mover and seconder.

TARIFF OF RATES FOR THE SUPPLY OF WATER.

The Water Committee report that the full 
and ample supply of Water from the new Water 
Works and Reservoir now admits of the water 
being furnished to all the citizens of Montreal ; 
and exertions are being made to introduce the 
pipes into every habitation throughout the city. 
Time will, of course, be required to crown these 
exertions with full success. In the meanwhile, 
the distribution has been proceeded with to a 
sufficient extent to justify the introduction and 
adoption of a By-law to substitute an assessment 
or water-rate for the conventional charges 
hitherto made to those who, as tenants, have 
been supplied with water. The advantages of 
such a system over the practice hitherto adopted, 
of charging according to agreement with each 
particular tenant, are too obvious and too well 
understood to require that they should now be 
dwelt upon ; besides, the change is desired, and 
has been asked lor by the citizens at large.

With a view, therefore, to the introduction of 
a By-law to establish a Tariff of Rates for the 
water which the Corporation will be ready to 
supply from the 1st November next, your Com­
mittee have caused to be prepared, and here­
with submit to the consideration of the Coqjjî 
cil, a Tariff of Rates, which they earneÿflÿ re_ 
commend may be adopted as the Taÿjgfof Rates 
to be established by By-law for the supply of 
water in this city, from ^n(j after the 1st No­
