Military Ballooning—Story of the Paris
Blege Balloons.

The London Echo summarizes an interest-
ng account Juat published of the oies of
Log Paris siege balloons, whichshow that
balooning le by no means so dangerous a
mode of travelling as many would have us
believe. Out of 64 balloons which left the
Frenoh capital, only two came to, a bad end,
andtheselost atopttrylng |to osoape
the cnemy, it ia but fair to suppose that they
would otherwise have doscended enfoly.
Curiously enough, a northerly wind, which
would obviously have been the most favor-
able for driving the balloons to the South of
France, and therefore out of reach of the
enemy, seems rhrely to have helped the be-
sioged. This fact alonoZadded much to the
difficulties to be encounterad by the aerial
navigators in keeping out of harm's way,
end ‘roaliy the only wonder is that in so
many of the voyages being mado in a north-
easterly direction, there wers not more cap-
tures effected. Only five balloons were ac.
tyally taken by Germans, although, as may
be supposed, many had very narrow crcapes,
sixteen in all falling within the enemy’slines.
Two of these there waa no chanco of saving,
for thoy went right over into hostile territory,
ono of these unfortunate oomveyanses de-
sonding in Prussia and tho other in Bavaria.
Several acoi d to the t
in their descent, butif we cxoopt tho two in-
stances of balloons going out to soa, only one
of theso ended fatally. Of the sixty-four
balloons dispatohed, fifty-seven reached o
safe dostination, carrying 150 navigators snd
passengers. The duration of tho voyage was,
on an average, but three hours at the com-
mepooment of the service in September, 1870,
but ns the German troops approsched nearer
and surrounded the capital ‘mere effectually,
it was deemed desirable to make a longer
journey, and in January the average voyage
was between six and seven hours. At this
period, too, it was found necessary to dis-
patch the balloons during the night, so that
they might get a fair start and be weil out
of rifle shot when pasting over Versailles and
the outposte of the Uerman army. The most
memorable voyage was that made onthe 21st
November, when the North Sea was traversed
ry a balloon which reached Christiana, after
‘a voyage of some fourtesn hours. The dis-
tance travelled wa. certainly not less than
1,000 miles, and at the rate of seventy miles
an hour—beyond a doubt the fastest rate of
locomotion on reco
The halloons themselves were constructed

of oiled silk and mostly contained somo 2000
cubic metres of gas. Thoy werc designed and
mannfactured under the «operintentance of
M. Goddard, whore fame as an seronant was
well established before the rel A number
of volunteers from the French navy, chosen
on necount of their peculiar fitness for the
service, wero tralned to navigate the ballons.
Most of tho balloons carried passengers, and
gonerally several hundred-woight of dia-
patches, together with a baskot of pigbons to
he used ns return messengers. In somo in.
stances too dogs. wers carried out, in the hopo
that they would find their way back to Paris,
Indon with létters for the besciged ; hut there
wns no instance, wo believo of these animals
fulfilling the hopes of their sanguine owners.
The manner in which nows pras conveyed

by aid of these balleons at vary regular inter-
vals from 23rd September, 1870, until the 28th
January, 1871, will long he remembered. The
50,000 messages that were actually sent into
the beleagurad city, between the same «dates
by means of pigeons brought out by ‘the
meronants muat all he put down to the credit
of the balloon service, ro wonderfully organ-
ized and effectively carried out.

taken pl..co at the meeting referred to. The
expression referred to hal been called in
question by several members present. ~ He
auncunced that thoy did not Fold tiemrelves
terpinsible for any remarks thatgave offence
and that at tho meeting thoy had partieular-
ly requested the press not to report (he ex-
pression. He earnestly desired that the SL
Andrew's should romain upon friendly terms
with her siger socities, and he very much re-
grotted the use of the terms, at the ssme
time, holding that a public body wers not
responsible for the utterances of any individ-
ual member calculated to give offence. The
receipt of this lottor was acknowledged upon
the part of the Board of Directors who refeve=1
the matter to the Quarterly moeting:
. Mr. Pell moved that Mr. MoGibbon’s reply
be idered amply sufficient as atchement
for thecharacter of the words made ure of.

Mr. Bernard moved in amendment that the
letter be laid upon the table, and that the
resolutions he had offered at a previous meot-
ing be followed out. These condemned the
remarks as unobristian, ungenerous, and un-
trae—calling upon the St. Andrew*s Society
az Eu0h to give an accountof its procee lings
wi'h relation to this point.

The
statemont was not received till last meeting.
They had thought of becoming members of
the Board. Some ~ne had sald that the St.
George's Society would take 125 cords of
woods to be distributed among the poor dur-
log next winter; it to be brought in by the
Grand Trunk at cost price, $4 per cord, laid
down at Point St. Charles. For his part he
did not think they required more than 75
corda—50 for distribution among the neces-
sitous;and 25 for their own use at the Home.
He vcluntesred to procure by private sob.
soription a sum sufficient to pay for the fifty

Mr. Stanway thought that the manner in
whiob wood was being brought into the sity
only tended to increase pauperism. Ils knew
a man who had s large family, all recipients
of the outdoor relief system of their society
during the past year. The man would be
taken to be a ppuper, his home was ro
wretched. Yet be bad been offered 66. per
day recently by a gentleman, for the year
round. The offer was refused. He consid-
ered that by a: vertising theif intention to
obtain so much wood for charitable purposes,
they only encouraged dependence and induced
drunken fellows to look to them for assist-
ance.
Mr. Bernard proposed that they should be-

come members of the Outdoor Relief Board,
but his proposition was not acted upon.
The Chairman observed that if they pur-

ehased 25 cords of wood for use in winter,
they would find it necessary to pay at least
$5 per cord, while 75 cords purchared at the
resent time at $4 per cord would only cost

fies additional.
The use of coal was proposed instead

of wood, av a saving. On the other hand it
was represented that this would not be the
case when they could oqtain their wood for $4
per orl.

Mr. Bernard raggested that they take 125
osrds, ure 75, and dispose of she rest, pucket-
ting penfits. :

This suggestion was received with laughter
the meeting being of opinion that the course
propused was inadmissable.

After much desultory talk, it was decided
to take 60 cords of wood, à car-load, the nam-
ber of corde to be increased if it was thonght
advisable. It is understrod that the wood
will be paid for money raised from private
subsoriptions.

Two Men Drowned, and a Landlord

Arrested for Bolling Them Liquor.

Haxcoex, X.Y., Joly 7.
At Benvorkill Point, nosr East Branch

Post Office, twelve miles from this place, two
persons were drowned on the 4th and 5th.
On the afternoon of the 4tb, one Thomas
Wood. while under the influenne of liquor,
attempted to rwim three times across the
Delaware River at a place called the Jaws.
Twice he croszed in safety, but the third
time he threw up bis bands when near the
middle of the stream, and _disappeared with
a abriek. His body was found next morning
only about a rod below where he was drowned.
On the 5th instant, only a short distance

above the scene of Wood's tragio death, two
Irish laborers named Green and McCarthy
took a boat belonging to the Midland Rail-
way Company and attempted to orosi the
Beaverkill snd Deleware at their junctions.
Finding the current too strong they landed
on an island, and a gentleman living near,
perceiving that they wore intoxioated, o-os-

the Beaverkill and took away their boat,
intending to keep 1hom on the island vntil
they were sobered, when he proposed return-
ing for them.

Finding tteitboats gone, they endeavnured
to cross the Delaware by swimming, and beth
wore swept away by the current. A ::llow
labcrer named Patrick Hughes jumped in
snd rescued McCarthy, but Groen was drown-
ed, His con e wns found to-dsy on an
island two miles below the Point.
Green aad Tétéived the appointment as

foreman of a construction gang on the Delhi
aod Middleton Railroad, a fow hours before

death.
