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~ Brome Lake swim program makes learning fun

By Karen Stairs

Think summer and you think
water. Think Brome Lake and
you think beach, or more preci-
sely Douglas Beach. Think
swimming and you should
think the Brome Lake Aquatic
Program.

Now entering its ninth sea-
son, the program offers a
combination of Red Cross and
Royal Life Saving Society ins-
truetion.

From basic water safety
through to Bronze Cross, the
highest pre-instructor level,
the program offers something
for everyone.

It was originally developed
by Director Nancy Dixon,
when her own son was at the
age to begin lessons and there
were none being offered in
Knowlton.

This year, about 200 swim-
mers are registered. Dixon
wants to see more people take
advantage of the opportunity.

“We're able to give our
courses at the regular price of
only $25 per season bhecause of
the town subsidy and some pri-
vate donations,” she savs. Re-
gistration fees account for only
a third of the program's opera-
ting budget.

Classes run for 45 minutes at
the beginner levels and the
more advanced classes last for
an hour. Each class swims
three times a week.
EVALUATION

Swimmers are continuously
evaluated in their courses and
advance when they have mas-
tered the requirements for

each level. This way some

- e

swimmers complete a couple
of levels over the summer.

The key to the program’s
success is a qualified and expe-
rienced teaching staff. Both
Red Cross and Royal Life Sa-
ving Society Instructors Certi-
ficates are required for the ins-
tructors.

Head Instructor Wendy Ri-
chard has returned for a fourth
summer at the beach. She
came up through the program
and Dixon sees this as an ad-
vantage.

“We like to be able to hire lo-
cal people, especially those
who have done their training
with us,” she says.

Richard says the lake envi-
ronment tends to produce
stronger swimmers. “The wa-
ter’s not heated and they have
the waves to sometimes swim
against.”

Many of the classes are team
taught. Dixon explains that this
way. swimmers having diffi-
culty with a stroke or technique
can be taken aside with one of
the instructors for extra help,
without holding back the whole
class.

The classes include some
theory although Dix says, “We
try to keep the classes fun by
using games at all levels.”
PROGRESS BADGES

Badges are awarded when
swimmers progress from one
level to the next. Dixon says
this is very important. “It gives
them an immediate reward
and they're very proud of it.”

Other special features are
clinics, where extra help is
available on an invidual basis,

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Knowlton Pub in controversy

KNOWLTON — Innkeeper
Gerry Wood says he's glad
Brome Lake police are paying
more attention to the presence
of minors in the bars of Knowl-
ton. But he's angry that a per-
sonal vendetta seems to be be-
hind the police campaign.

Wood and his family own and
operate the Knowlton Pub, long

apopular singles bar and one of
the few businesses in town
which can claim a true connec-
tion to its Victorian decor. But
Wood has also lately become
the target of a lightly-veiled
smear campaign by some of his
Knowlton neighbors.

In a series of raids on Satur-
day night, town police backed

up by Brome Lake volunteer fi-
remen and a Quebec Police
Force patrol carried out two
“walkthroughs” at the Pub on
Bolton Pass Road, two at Ce-
dric’s, a bar around the corner
on Knowlton Road, and one at
the Lake View hotel on Victoria

Street.

Cedric’'s was relatively
quiet, Brome Lake police chief
Peter Stone said afterward.
and the Lake View *“had only
four customers inside so we
didn’t go back. It would have
been like harassment.”

the local crowd. “I'd say about
30 per cent of them come up
from Vermont, where the drin-
king age is 21.” Stone said.
“And a lot come from Mon-
treal. You see them heading
back afterward. It’s like a rush
hour at 2:30 in the morning.”

“I'd say only maybe 5 or 6 per
cent of them come from Knowl-
ton,” Stone added.

BATTLE ZONE

Lately Clock night’s popula-
rity has gotten slightly out of
hand. After leaving the Pub, a
few young patrons have caused
minor havoc around town, in
their cars burning rubber, and
on foot — or on all fours, some
would say — breaking lights
and windows, trashing lawns,
swinging from sidewalk signs,
and vomiting where they fell.

Downtown Knowlton got to
be a bit of a battle zone some
Saturday nights — not unlike
Lennoxville last vear — as if
the drunken crawl were part of
a university entrance exam for
rowdies.

And the customers were not
alwaysall 18, the legal drinking
age.

BROME LAKE DUCKS

Wood has responded by hi-
ring extra staff to police the
Pub, and even bringing in pri-
vate security guards to patrol
the neighborhood on Clock
night.

Although he wasn't expec-
ting the police raids. Wood said
that to help keep order last Sa-
turday he had hired the local
rugby team, the Brome Lake
Ducks.

But all the ducks in Brome
Lake couldn’t keep underage
drinkers away from a popular
bar.

Stone and Wood agree: no
matter what measures police
and bar owners take to keep
them out, some underage drin-
kers will always get inside.

‘WILL DO ANYTHING'

“Some of these kids will do

anything to get into a bar,”
Wood said.

The youngsters trade identi-
fication cards, manufacture
false ones, dress up and go out,
Stone added. And inevitably at
least some of them sneak in.

“I’ve had parents who asked
me to let their kids in even
though they were underage.”
Wood said, and other parents
bring their underage children
to the bar themselves.

“And there was this one wo-
man who gave me hell in front
of a crowd one time because
her 16-year-old daughter had
been in the Pub. I said I didn’t
think that was possible because
we try to check everyone at the
door.”

*“1 asked her how she thought
the girl got in, and she said
‘Well, she hasafalse.D.' —as
if it was my fault. What can you
do?”

“1 have four daughters, and 1
had the same problem myself
when they were underage.
They were going to other towns
to go out.”

“Actually, the police coming
out really makes my job a lot
easier,” Wood said. “As long as
they don’t just pick on me.”

SINGLED OUT

But at least some local resi-
dents are doing just that — sin-
gling out the Knowlton Pub as
the cause of all society’s ills.

An hysterically-worded ad-
vertisement in the Brome
County News section of last
Thursday’s Record suggested
that local “beer outlets” were
“selling alcohol to children”,
and that they “promote alcohol
abuse to increase profits”, cau-
sing “associated violence and
vandalism.”

The ad asked readers to send
protest coupons to chief Stone,
demanding that he “take notice
of this advertisement and res-
tore peace in Knowlton."

The ad was unsigned, which
was an inadvertant violation of

the Record's advertising stan-
dards. However it was prepa-
red and purchased by Knowl-
ton businessman Brian Tim-
mins. The ad was paid for by
the wealthy Timmins and a few
neighbors, whose support was
sought in an even more stron-
gly-worded letter he distribu-
ted in town the week before.

SECRET

The letter, typed and signed
by Timmins, accused local
“pubs and bars” of selling not
only alcohol but also drugs to
Knowlton “children”. It also
promised secrecy to suppor-
ters.

Timmins’ target was clearly
the Knowlton Pub, as he has
been telling anvone in town
who will listen. Although for-
merly friends and partners, he
and Wood have been on the outs
for more than a year, since
they differed on the operation
of the Brome Lake Theatre, a
new building attached to the
Pub which is also home to the
local drama group.

The great irony is that Tim-
mins’ merchant dream for
Knowlton— a busy, vital down-
town core with lots of commer-
cial action — has come true a
bit more than he and the other
dreamers bargained for.
MOTIVE

Timmins says his motive is
virgin-pure — trying to save
the town’s children from the
certain doom of drug and alco-
hol abuse. But he when he
speaks of Wood his voice and

words seem to express more
anger than virtue, and more
greed thaneither. He's worried
about vandalism, noise, real-
estate values and image.

“We worked for years to
build this town up into so-
mething nice,” he said this
week. “And we did. Now it's
like a jungle. Everybody down-
town has put up lights, they
have to bring their garden fur-
niture inside at night: things
are broken or stolen.”

Timmins also claims the
vandalism is driving down pro-
perty prices in Knowlton's to-
ney downtown.

Privately Timmins is even
more direct in his attacks on
Wood, accusing him of eve-
rything from serving liquor to
13-yvear-olds and selling them
cocaine to being an addict him-
self.

For Wood these accusations
bring the fight full circie. de
was angry to see Timnmins’ ad-
vertisement, but not surprised.
“Had it been somebody else I
would have taken it more se-
riously,” he said. “But knowing
where it came from, it’s a diffe-
rent story.”

THE MORTGAGE

Then there's the mortgage on
the Brome Lake Theatre. Tim-
mins, an early backer of the
drama project, proposed that a
theatre be added to the Pub.
Then he co-signed the papers so
Wood could afford to build it,
and expand seating in the Pub.

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Knowlton parents send ideas to council
to help prevent drug and alcohol abuse

KNOWLTON (CB)
committee looking into ways lo
discourage alcohol and drug
abuse among local teenagers
has come up with a series of
suggestions for Brome Lake
town council.

The list was compiled at a
meeting Tuesday and town
councillor André Groulx will
present it to his colleagues,
who will have to spend some
town money to make the
committee’s plans come true.

“It was an excellent meeting
and the people came up with a
lot of very good ideas,” Brome
Lake police chief Peter Stone

said in an interview Wed-

Pesky aphids can
be easily controlled

Of all the insects in your
home and garden, the most
common and most prolific
has to be the aphid. Nearly
every species of plant is fed
upon by some species of
aphid. They are tiny insects
(less than 1/10 inch long) with
a soft pear-shaped body and
come in a variety of colours.
Green aphids are the most
common.

Aphids (or plant lice as they
are sometimes called) have
an interesting and complex
life eyele. They overwinter as
eggs, usually at the tips of
branches. When the eggs
hatch in early spring, the
voung aphids immediately
begin feeding. They do so by
percing the plants and
sucking the sap from the plan
tissue. They will gather at the
plant tips where the tissue is
most tender and easier to pe-
netrate.

These young aphids are all
female and give birth to live
young without having mated.
In fact many of the young
have babies growing in them
when they are born. They
may have as many as 20 gene-
rations annually. When these
colonies of aphids become to
crowded. a generation of win-
ged aphids is produced, which
migrate to another source of
food. Towards the end of the
summer, cooler tempera-
tures stimulate the produc-
tion of both male and female
aphids. They will mate and
produce the eggs which
overwinter.

Symptoms of aphid infesta-
tions are contorted young
leaves, yellowing and a less
vigorous plant. Aphids, by
their feeding, seldom do
much damage to the plant.
Generally, the younger the
plant or the earlier in the sea-
son, the more damage can be
done. Light infestations late
in the season may actually
help to harden of plants for
winter. Though not directly
damaging, aphids by their
piercing and sucking trans-
mit viral diseases. Much the
same way humans can trans-

mit disease by using non steri-
lized hypodermic needles.

Most aphids secrete a sweet
sticky substance called ho-
neydew which will support
growth of black sooty mold. It
will also attract other insects.
Ants will actually “farm”
aphids, extracting the nutri-
tious honeydew from them
They will even carry wingless
females to new food sites. If
an abundance of ants are ob-
served on the plants, chances
are the plants are also infes-
ted with aphids.

Fortunately (for the plant)
aphids have many natural
enemies among the insect pa-
rasites, predictors and birds
which help to keep them un-
der control. They are the
main food far the lady beetle.
Light infestations can be was-
hed away by a forceful spray
of water. This is easily down
with house plants.

Many insecticides will
control aphids. Systemic in-
secticides work particularly
well. These are absorbed by
the foliage and/or roots and
are carried throughout the
plant. On trees and shrubs.
dormant oil applications will
kill overwintering eggs.

Although not a serious pest.
because of its potential for
spreading disease. control
measures should be taken.
Houseplantsin particular, be-
cause of the absence of natu-
ral predictors, should be mo-
nitored and treated immedia-
tely.
