STATISTICS OF ALASKA.

Interesting Account of Xts Industries.

WasHixGTroN, D.C., Nov. L—A. T. Swinford,
Governor of A'aska, in his annual report
8ays, the white population is principally con-
fined (o the southeastern section, embracing
the so-called “Thirty mile strip” of main
land, which includes less than one twentieth
of the whole Territory. The population of
e Territory is estimated as follows : whites*
5,000, Creoles (practieally white), 1,500; Aleats,

230; natives (partially eduecated and
civilized), 3,600; total ecivilized popula-
tion, 12,000; uvucivillzed natives, 26,500 ;

total population 59400. All the Creoles and
Aleuts can read and write in the Russian or
their own language, while not a few of the
natives other than Aleuts are to all inten!s
civilized. The Governor says that S10,000,%00
is a cunservaiive cstimate of the value ot all
taxable property in the Territory, exclusive
ol the Alaska Commercial Company's estab-
lishment on the Seal Islands. The inercase,
he says, wiil be rapid as soon ag Congress, by
the necessary legislaiion, gives encourage-
ment to the settlement of public lands. The
report says that very little has been accomp-
lished or indeed attempted in the way of agri-
cultural developiment. This notwlthstanding
there is a very consiuerable acreage of tillable
lund in Souih-Eastern Alaska, with a soll
that produces a most luxurious vegetation,
the fact being that one comes into the ter-
ritory with the bellef that either the soil or
the eclimate isill adapted to agricaltural or
hortieultural pursnits, but the few experi-
ments which have been made leave no room
for doubt that all the cereals, exeept corn,
can be grown to perfection in many secilons,
Nothing has yet been done in the whay of stock
ralsing, although the winters of Souih-
Eastern Alaska are much milder than those
of Montana, W yom ng and Dakota, and the
reasons altosether quite well adapled to this
industry. On the subject of mines and min-
erals the Governor says thal wounder-
ful results are being produced. The

reat mine and mill on Douglas
sland have been in steady operation during
the year, turning out gold builion at the rate
of $100,000 per month. At one point a Boston
company 18 erecting a mill with 160 head ol
stamps. Seven mills have been put in opera-
tion in the Silver Bow Basin, and large quan-
tities of high grade ore have been found. Rich
discoveries have also been made in the reglon
of Berner's Buy, and rich placer diggings have
been reported found on the Shitando River or
Forty Mile Creek. The Governur says it is
reporicd that Mr. Ogilvie, who was sent out
by the Dominion Government to locate the
boundary line hetween Alaska and the North-
West Territory, claims that the Shitando
river is in British territory, and hassuggested
on the strength of his report his Government
is likely to attempt next summer the collec-
tion of miners licenses, provided tor in the
Canadian law, any attempt of this kind will
be resisted by the miners, a large majority of
whom are Amerlean eitizens, and i1 persisted
In wiil certainly end in bloodshed., He sug-
gests that Congress appoint & commission to
definltely seitle the boundary line.

THE ALASKA FUR COMPANY

A Cnrse and an Incumbus, Demoralis-
ing and Enslaving the Natives.

WASHINGTON, November 1.—The produet of
the fisheries for the year, the Governor esti-
mates at 41,500,000 pounds of canned and
14,000 barrels of salted saimon. The whole
fisheries have produced in the neighborhood
of 60,000 gallons of oll and 250,000 pounds of
bone. The annual eatch of cod amounts to
about 5,000,000 pounds, The total value of the
product of the Alaska fisheries for the year is
estimated at $3,000,000. Of the Alaska Com-
merelal Company, ths roport says:—* The
fur trade of Alaska is practically monopoliz-
vd by the Alaska Commercial Company,
which does not conidne Its operation to the
Beal Islunds, leased Lo it by the government
hut holds and po sesses most of the Aleutioy
hain nud the greater partof the mainiand asa

prineipality of itsown,over which It exercizes
un bspuied sway. Clothed by the (iovern-

5. ment with s monopoly of the fur seal trade,
| in whieh it has profited to the ex ent of many

wiillions, it has, oclopus like, thrown ouat [ts
resl tenlacles and gaihered Lo Htsell aboutall
here 15 of value in this most lnerative trade,
It has, by the powerof s great wealth, driven
away all competitlon and reduced the native
noputation, where lis operations are not sn-
peryised by Government agents, to a condl-
ton of helpless dopendence, 11 not absolule
slavery. Unhampercd by a healthy competl-
tion it oivrs and compe's Lhe acceptance by
ihe na on paln ol siarvation, such beg-
arly prices for thelr peliry that it managos
oyariably to keep them in its debt and at its
mercy. In order o more effeciually
monopollze the trade it has marked aod
mutilated the codln of the United States and
re‘usen to receive any o her irom the natives
In payment for goods sold them. Incances
are not lacking where It has boyeoited and
driven away Irom ithe Islands Government
omcers who, Intent upon the honest and
faithiul discharge of their duty, refused to do
the bldding of 1.s agents, 1ts paid agents and
lobbylists are kept al fhe national eapital to
oppose any and every effort that may be
made to promote tihe wellare of Alaska
through such legislation as will CNCOUrHgY
immigratlon and the enlistment of capital in
the development of its resources, its every
a'm and effort 1s directed to the blocking of
the wheels of progress, so far as ihis terrivory
is concerned.” The Governor continues the
subject at conslderabie length, and coneludes
by saying tha! If th: [:asé¢ w and contrgot
with this company cannot be legally re-
scinded it ought not to be renewed.

THE NEW YORK CHOLERA SCARE.

Allegations Against Quarantine Aun-
thorities.

NEW YOoRK, November L—It is now very
evident judging from the latest developments
inthe case of the cholera stricken patients at
quarantine that Heaith Officer Smith and
the Commlissioners of quarantine are not
keeplng the public informed of the true state
of affairs at the station. Mr. Smith d -clines
toglve any information excepling through
his daily bulletins. A seuse of mystery and
concealment seems to pervade every Imnove-
ment of the commlssioners and Dr. Smith,

The latter's bulletins come regular enough
but they are not salisfactory and as iL was
learned yesterday neither are they true.
Monday night Dr.Smith sent up a bulletin
announcing that all of the Alesia survivors
were well with the exception of two or three,
who were sufforing with intestinal catarih,
The bulletin al-o siated that the doetor had
removed Antonelta Demarea, aged two years
and Pedro Marco, aged twelve years, both
suffering from measles, from the Boitannla.
During the course of a reporter’s travels yes-
terday, he was given to understand that the
two reported cases of measles were cholera
that they had dled late on Monday night and
were buried yesterday morning. A visit was
made to the lookout stalion, at quarantine,
Lo ascertain If the rumor was true. An as-
slstant ol Dr. Smith was in charge,

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TORY COERCION IN IRELAND.

Lord Salisbury again declares his con-
fidence in bringing peace and prosperity
to Ireland. The peace and prosperity
which he intends for that country are
always a good distance off. They appear
1o be relegated to a future which is never
likely to be reached under Tory rule.
The appliances by means of which the
Tory Premier hopes to give Ireland
peace and vyrosperity are merely an

aggravation of that system  of
government and legislation which
has made Ireland what she is.

Tory sympathies are all with Tory land-
lords, as against the peasant and the
worker ; with those who refuse the right
of self-government, and against those
who elaim that Irishmen have the same
right to govern themselves that other
British subjects have; with abuses
wherever they have existed, and against
the reform of abuses; with those who
would use force, and against those who
would prefer to bring peace and prosper-
ity through moral suasion and the re-
moval of grievances. Lord Salisbury and
Mzr. Balfour and Lord Randolph Churchill
are merely saying and doing to-day
what other Tory leaders have acted at
any time in the last two hundred years.
They trust to their Crimes Act—to mar-
tial law, to the suppression of free speech,
to partisan judges, to the muzzling of the
press, to the imprisoning of Frish leaders,
to forms of violence under the cover of
law, to bring about what they call peace.
To silence the people, to suppress all
murmuring, to terrorize the poor and
helpless, is giving Ireland what they call
prosperity. These Tory leaders seem to
think that because a majority of their
party meet in a Parliament Building and,
for party ends, resolve that they
will coerce several millions of the people
of Ireland into submission, to what party
leaders composed mainly of landlords
choose to enact, they have necessarily
thrown around their resolves the sanec-
tions of Law. But the law that com-
mands respect is mnot the outcome of
party passion; it is not a shield
for mercenary interests; it must not

be Dbased on the reversal of the
principles of civil liberty and free
government. Laws which British sub-

jects are called upon to obey must
recognize the fundamental principles
of the British Constitution ; they must be
based on justice and equity; they must
recognise the equality of all men before
the courts; they must respect the great
decisions in behalf of popular liberty
that have been settled forever in Dbattle
and blood. There can not be one law
for the Irishman and another for the
Englishman ; and yet we all know that
in the year of grace 1888-7 there have
been laws made in London for applica-
tion to the Irish people which no British
Parliament dare impose wupon any
body of English speaking subjects in any
other part of the British Empire. Under
these laws, Irishmen are forbidden to as-
semble to discnss their land laws or a
proper system of self-Government. If
they do so assemble, the Government
torces its own reporters on the gatherings
at the point of the bayonet; and when
the assembly refuse to have a Govern-
ment spy in their midst to report for the
Government the utterances of the speak-
ers, the police assail the meeting and
wound and kill the spectators. The press

of Ireland is also forbidden to re-
port” the proceedings of the Na-
tional Leagne. Tens of thousands

attend these meetings, probably daily,
and these people are at liberty to circu-
late their version of the proceedings; but
the press must be muzzled; it must not
dare to intimate the character of the bus-
iness transacted at those meetings! It
is scarcely necessary to say that all these
attempts to suppress free speech and free
assembly in Ireland have failed, as they
deserve fo fail. While Irishmen are en-
gaged in no disloyal acts; while their
conduct is truly loyal to themselves,
their country, their homes and fire-
sides; ~ while they are loyal to
the exercise of the great principles of
civil and religious liberty, guaranteed to
every British subject, they need fear no
coercion legislation and they may treat
with contempt all partisan laws which,
aiming at the destruction of the safe-
guards of freedom, are binding on the
conscience of no man. It is true that
under cover of law leading Irishnien,
and Englishmen in Ireland, are be-
ing - imprisoned because they are
doing what every free man has the
right to" do; that some public assem-
blages are being broken up by the Gov-
ernment police ; and that titled aristo-
crats in England are cheering the Gov-
ernment on in its war upon men’s most
sacred rights.  Yet, the fate of coercive
laws against Ireland in the past will

The statement,
we may add, has appeared both in To-
ronto, Montreal and Quebee newspapers
and has been remarked upon freely.

THE ARBITRATION DELEGATION.

The English deputation representing
the advocates of arbitration for interna-
tional disputes, had an interview with
the President of the United States on
Monday,and expounded their views to
him. No doubt these ideas were sdp-
ported by example and logie, and we
may be sure that no point in their favor
was omitted. We may also take it for
granted that no potentate more . willing
to adopt such ideas, if practieable, could
be found than Mr. Cleveland. No people
have a greater common sense horror of
war and its disturbances than the Amer-
icans, nor a greater desire to regulate
their national conduct on principles of
justice and honor. Inselectingthe Presi-
dent of the United States as the person
to whom it was wise to address them-
selves, the delezates chose the most likely
quarter in which to find acceptance
for their viaws. When they sail: “ We
“ fondly hope, Mr. President, that i¢c may
“Dba reserved for vour (his administra-
“ tion) to conclude a treaty not only with
“the Government of the other great
“ English-speaking nation, but with all
“ ather lands as well, which shall hence-
“forth and forever secure to these na-
“ tions the blessings of peace and good
“ will,” they mmust have been conscious
that if such a beneficent arrangement
could not be effected with the United
States, it could not be with any first rate
power. They must have realized that
to France, Germany or Russia such a
proposition would have been in wvain,
and that without their assent to such a
tribunal as would arise, the whole thing,
so far as Europe is concerned, would be a
farce. They must therefore have been
disappointed with the President’s answer.
He said :—

“Tam sorry to be obliged to confess
that the practical side of this question
has received but little of my attention.
1 am reminded, too, that in the adminis-
tration of government difficulty ofien
arises in the attempt to carefully apply
ideas, which in themselves challenge un-
qualified approval. Thus it may be that
the friends of international arbitration
will not be able at once to securethe
adoption in its whole extent of their
humane and beneficent side. But such
a great progress should be made by a
sincere and hearty effort. T promise you
a faithful and careful consideration of the
matter, and 1 believe 1 may speak for
the American people in giving the assur-
ance that they desire to see the killing of
men for the accomplishment of national
ambition abolished, and that they will
gladly hail the event of peaceful methods
in the settlement of national disputes, so
far as is consistent with the defence and
protection of our country’s territory and
with the maintenance of our national
honor, when it affords a shelter and re-
pose for national integrity and personi-
fies the safety and protection of our eiti-
zens."”

Eyen the Emperor of Russia or a Jingo
Prime Minister of England might have
said as much. When the “ defence and
protection of our country's territory,”
and the maintenance of national honor
does not afford sufficient pretext for a
desired war, war itself will have become
one of the lost arts. Even a dog does
not go to ‘war unless it is in defence of
his proprietary rights in a bone, or to en-
force that deference which he considers
due to his prowess, and which it is there-
fore a point of honor to insist upon. We
do not believe that the President could
with propriety have given any other
answer. What is the use of a treaty that
cannot be made binding except by
an exagperated occurrence of that
which it is designed to prevent? If a

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INTERVIEW WITH HON. MR,

LONGLEY.

How Nova Scotia Was Caught
by the Tories.

The Sentiment of the People
on Commercial Union.

With the view of getting f-hf-‘ boitom facts
as 1o the change of base in Nova Scotia in
February last, & representative of THE Her-
ALD waited on the Hon. W. Longley, Attor-
ney-General of Nova Seotia, n(fw in Montreal,
and was permitied to put the following ques-
tions (o him :—

Q—How do you explain the fact that al.
though Nova Scotia supported the Local
Government in its repeal platform, it immed-
jately afterwards gave the Federal Govern-
ment a majority of two to one al the general
elections?

A.—You must bear in mind that although
the Repeal agitation in Nova Seotia seemed
to be based on financial objections, the real
canse of discontent was the commereial policy
of the Dominion. The natural trade of all the

Maritime provinces is with the Now
England States, The Maritime Province
merchants  are frequently found in

New England cities, but scareely ever in
the cities of the upper Provinees. Under the
N. P. we are compelled to buy largely from
Montreal and other Upper Provinee citjes,
but of the great natural producis of the

country we send scarely anything to the Pro-
vinees of Ontario and Quebee. In the Provin-
cial elections ol 1886 Lhe issue was largely upon
the record of the Provineial Government,

which was every way satisfactory to the

greal mass of the people. The greal yictory
whteh the Government obtained in
that election was In a large measure
due to the popularity of the Govern-
ment. In some counties the repeal issue gave
surength to the Government candidates : in
other counties their candidates were elected
more on the record ol the Government Lhan
upon the repeal issue. When the Federal
elections of 1857 came on the people who were
diseontented with the existing commeicial
policy were unable to discover in the .uat-
teranees of Mr. Blake and the other

Liberal leaders in  Capada any poliey
which would tend (o mitligate Lie
evils under which we were suftéring.

The latest speeches of Mr. Blake in Oniario
were to the effect that the essentlal 1e®tures of
the N, P. were sale in his hands.  Add to this
the tact that the present governiment were
oifering libsral railway subsidies o mo.t
counties in Nova Scotia and to some in New
Branswlek. Consider aiso that Sir Charles
Tupper returned Lo lhajmm\‘in(‘ﬂ fully “defer-
mined by all means to delcal 1he movement«
of the répeal party, and you have a rair ex-
Finua:inn of the results of the February elec-
ions,

(—Well, at any rate you got a pretty bad
liciking.

A—x{’pparem]_v &0, but not to such an extent
as you -eem to imagine. The Conservatives
carried fourteen seals out of tweniy-one, but
most of the-e seats were carried by very nar-
row majorlties. Queens by 18; Annapolis by
258 Antigonlsh by 40; Vietoria by o0; one
sent in Halifax by 60; Digby by 81, and Hans
114. If these majorities are added togeier it
will be seen thal a change ot less than 2X0
voles would have given the'Liberals the 14
seats to seven of the Conservatives, ex-
actly reversing the resuit. The great-
est efforls of Sir Charles Tupper were
directed 1o the close consiituencies,

How is the iniroduction of the Commereial
Uuion ghestion Lkeiy to affect the position
of parties in that province ¥

Unrestricted trade with the Siates isthe
supreme desirve of the people ol the Maritime
Provinces. If that had been the tssue in
February the result would have been alto-
relher different. The introduetion of Mr.

utterworih’s bill and the development of
public sentiment in favor of trade wish the
States and all the provinces of Canada has
entirely revolutionized the aspect ol po-
litical affairs. Hitherto the bellel has
been that the United States were
disposed to puarsue an ungenerous
policy towards Canada. Once let it be known
ciiher by the passage of |he Butterworth Bill
or by the offer of Commercial Union by Mr.
Bayard, as a seitlement of the Fishery ques-
tion, that the Unpited States are willlug (o
give unrestricted reciprocity, and the over-
whelming mass of the people of the Maritime
Provinces will support such a project.

Q. Ave THE HERALD'S views ona the poli-
tical siluation generally satisfuctory in Nova
Seotia ?

A. Entirely so. It lsa matter of unmixed
frm-iﬂcm.lon that a great Engli-h-speaking
ournal in Montreal should espouse so fully
the political commercial views entertained
Ly the mass of our people.

The Committee to whom was reierred com-
plaints made of injustice relt by merchanis
who have been calied on sometimes (o make
heavy deposits for averaze claims on goods
coming by vessels meeting aceidents, which
deposits were repald very long after without
inierest, beg to report:

That In some ca=es the hard:zhip has heéen
very serious and a remedy, if praciicable, is
very desirable,

That your Committee caused application to
be made to average adjusters in New York
and Boston, to asceriain the Ssysiem
there  prevalent.  The rveplics oblained
they lny  before Lhe vounell  that
the system therein staled o be custom-
ary in New York 1\(11pears worl.hg of adoption.
That itis right and desirable the insurance
companies with whom goods are insured
should make the cusiomary deposit on goods
insured here,

That in all ecases any portion of the money
deposited which s not required for imm-di-
ate expenditure for salvage charges and other
expenses incurred by ships should be de-
posited in a bank at interost, and that when
the average is setiled merchants should be
allowed their portion of interest so earned,
and underwriters should pay interest on the
amount actunlly expended until they repay
the same.

LEGAL INTELLIGENCE.

Baxter vs. Fahey.

By aunanimous judgment of the Court of
Review in the Superior Court on Monday last
Mr. James Baxter oblained judgmenlt ugainst
private Detective John Fahey, of this elty,
for $709 and cosis of both courts with interest
for three years. This suit was brought agalnst
Datective Fahiey to foree him to make resti-
tution of monies that he claimed to have
spent in getting in with the jury, fixing the
jury and other illegal acis at the
tirne of the trlal of one of the Baxter-Sills
easesin the Court of Queen’s Baneh. This was
the trial in which it is alleged that ceriain
parties formed a conspiracy (o bring Hickay
from Chicago Lo Montreal to give false evi-
dence against Mr. Baxter., The Montreal par-
ties have been prosecuted here, and “several
large judgments given against them in eon-
nectlon with thls case, and they have all
been paid except the one just rendercd
agalust Detective Fahey., Another phase of
this famous case has recen'ly been published
in ali the newspapers of the United Siates
and Canada. Lastterm the Graond Jury for
the district of Montreal brought in a true
bill agalnst Detective Pinkerton, Colonel
Hickey and MceGarrigle, fora Joini conspiracy
to blacken Mr. Baxter’s character and ruin
his reputation. None of the defendants,
however; appeared to answer the charge
against them, and a Beneh warrant
was issued for their arrest under the
authority of the highest court of the
Provinee of Quebece. It is & mal-
ter of puablic notorlety that Mr. Bax-
ter has made herculean endeavors 1o bring
his slanderers to justice and shouid they onge
be brought before the Bar 1o answer the
chargss agalnst them, the damuages which
will be elaimed will be in keeping with the
charges made. These cases have now lasled
over seven years, one by one, Mr, Baxter has
outwitted his slanderers. The last scene in
{he second act is the judgment against Fahey
for 3709 which is a supp ement Lo a judzment
ol over 32,000 which Fahey has already pald.
Mr. Baxter smiles pleasantly to his friends
when they speak to him about the many at-
tempts which have already been made Lo
ruin him and with a peculiar twinkle in his
eye, he tells you cheerfully, ** the mills of the
gods grind slowly, but they grind exceeding
small.”

The Tory papers, in discussing Sir Richard
Cartwright's recent utterances on ecommer-
cial union, are acenstomed to guote the fol-
lowing extract from a speech made by him
in Charlottetown, P.E.L., in 1878:—

“They say we must have reciprocity and
wa cannot live without ir. For the Dominion
of Canada I take exception to that stalement.
W hile reciprovity is desirable, we arenot in
such a siate ofsu I]eclitm to the United States
that we cannot llve without it. We have
men and ships, and * will carry the war into
Africa.’ We wi!ll find new makets for our-
selves and eut them out. There is nothing
beiter caleulated to prevenl the bringing
about of reciprocity than to tell the Ameri-
eans we cannol live without it. It would in-
duce them to believe that they had the power
to drive us to their own terms.” y

Sir Hichard, they say, is inconsistent; he
has abandoned the patriotic position he took
in 1878 These papers forget that the cireum-
stances now are entircly different from what
they were in 1878, Then we had a low tariff
aud, 1n spite of the high tarlil of the United
States, the Maritime Provinees were able to
do a considerable trade with the United
States. While export cargoes, in consequence
of the tariff, did not yicld much, if any profit,
the return cargoes were always profitable.
MNow, the case is different.  Two tariil walls

The guestion for the ple to con-
sider is not the eonsistency or inconsistency
of 8ir Richard Cartwright, but will Commer-
cial Uniongive an impetus to trade and pro-
mote the %maperit.yo the great body of the
poople? Thousands of Canadians believe it
will, and therefore will vole for such a meas-
yre when the opportunity is offered.
