Thé'high price of food to bogthtdug to at- 
tsect remark. : Oysters are oet the only dear 
things lu the market. Com bn* risen so rapid- 
ly Chat nh àff vance of 10s a ^barter ha* been 
established since this day tost month, while 
meat, notwithatanding the known cheapneas 
of the market, h i* by no means fallen in pro­
portion. It to true that the actual price of 
wheat to not yet alarming to those who re­
member the rate* of former times ; but 70* to 
a high figure, and the market still rise. On 
the 16th of last mônth whéàt'ranged In Mark- 
lane fr6tn fifts to 72a ; the quotations thto week 
are from '67a to 82a. This give* An fovemge of 
74*—«higher rate than has been known since 
the summer of 1866. For “toiè‘ last ten ye*bs 
the average has been under 60s, and in six of 
those yean it was under 60s. Wheat, in fact, 
to at this minute half as dear again as it was 
last year, and almost twice as dear aa it was 
in 1864. That, it most be owned, to a bad 
look-out for us, after what seemed to be tho 
encouraging realisations of the late harvest, 
nor is it very clear how the fact is to be ex­
plained. At midsummer last the prospect 
was very unfavorable, and if, indeed, the 
weather of July had been continued through 
August, it U thought the whole crop might 
have been lost. Happily, August was one of 
the warmest and sunniest months ever known, 
the aspect of the fields was changed aa if by 
magic, and a harvest described as almost, if 
not quite, an average waa housed in admirable 
'condition over all the midland and Southern 
countries of the kingdom. TYiere remained 
the cropa of the north still to be got in, bat in 
those parte the gathering upon the whole was 
favorable, and nothing--except some ugly 
symptoms in the petato crop appear­
led to darken the food prospects of the 
jyeaur. Barley and oats were reaped in 
excellent condition and great abundance; 
Toot crope were highly promising, and the 
hay crop Wi been productive beyond any late 
example. Suddenly, in the midst of all these 
hopes, the prospect became clouded. It was 
hot denied that the harvest had been to all 
appearance such as it was reported to be, bat 
it was said the corn did not thresh out well. 
Under tho sickle every thing seemed right; 
under the flail there was found to be a de­
ficiency. A similar phenomenon, it was ru­
mored, had been observed in France, and the 
harvests of western Europe generally were 
described as more or less defective. Then 
the accounts from America, which had at first 
been exceedingly promising, were gradually 
modified, and, either from an ascertained de­
ficiency or some lew direct cause, the New 
York mslrkete, as longsgo as the beginning of 
last month, began to rise. Of coarse, all tl 
told upon our own markets, and the result is 
Milfot at 70s instead of 60s, and a fresh rise in 
the loaf week after week.—Time*. ■

A, reference to the Ruwian department of 
the r reach Exhibition, a Ruaaum has been 
writing to the German papers, protesting that 
what “Europe sees of u* there is au idealised 
Russia, not Russia as it u.” He states that such 
houses as are exhibited in Pari* are not to be 
found throughout the length and breadth of 
the land ; that the Ruasian peasants sleep on 
planks which run underneath the ceiling round 
their rooms, and in siunuicr theyeieep in the
courtyards in the same Ur*se which they wear 
in the day-time.

Awful Slauobtxb of Ameeicax Troofs sv 
tax Imoiaks ?—ban Francisco, Oet.

▲ telegram from Jacksonville, Oregon, states 
that the military express had arrived from 
Fort Kismsrtb, bringing the news that Geoeial 
Crook was defeated October 17, near Goose 
Lake valley, by the Pint and Pitt river In­
dians. The fight lasted two day*, and General 
Crook was compelled to retire. His loss was 
six men killed and twenty wounded. Among 
the former was Lieutenant Maaigau, It is 
thought that twenty Indians were killed, 
but it is difficult to ascertain their actual ices. 
General Crook is supposed to be at the upper 
end of Goose Lake valley awaiting reuriorce- 
menta.—N. Y. Herald.

Dustix, Oct. 17.—An alarming accident took 
place in Belfast Lough yesterday morning. 
J’he Wolf, a very fine paddle steamer, Which 
plies between Belfast and Glasgow, left the 
quay on Taeeday night with 122 steerage and 
44 cabin paaseugen, the mails, and a general 
cargo, consisting of cattle and merchanurue. on 
board. Shortly after she had left the quay a 
dense fog nettled on the river, and it was deem­
ed expedient to anchor near Cerrickfergas and 
await clear weather. She accordingly lay to 
during the night, and shortly before 6 o'clock 
yesterday morning resumed her course at full 
■peed, but had not been more than ab>/ut three 
minutes in motion when the look-out r.un 
••w a light close in front. Before any means 
could be adopted to avert the danger um Wotf 
was struck with tremendous lorce on the 
broadside, near the bow, by an in-coming 
Steamer, which proved to be the Frinc* Arlhwr, 
from Fleetwood, which was also at lull speed. 
The shock ot toe collision at once star tied the 
passengers, and, seeing that the ‘Woff, which 
was shattered to the water’s edge, was rapidly 
filling, while her aavaiiaut, though greatly in­
jured, was likely to survive the encounter 
they rushed on deck, and, clambering info the' 
Prxnc* Arthur with tfre help of the sailors, who 
exerted themselves with a will, they were soon 
in comparative safety. Signals of distress were 
made, and, the Ardrossau steamer Count*** tf 
EgUnton, being fortunately near at hand, the 
passengers were transferred to her and brought 
back to Belfast., It was providential that it 
was calm at the time of the accident, and 
the other steamers were so close to the Wolf. 
Rut for these circumstances there would, fn all 
probability, have been a fearful ioes of life.

Aasovanara Ervacamr or FfiAtm.—Circu­
lars are being sent over Canada by a person 
in Loadan, England, promising to those who 
will be verdant enough to send him £10 sterl 
a wuskl^ dividend of £60 sterling, less Ms 
commission of 10 per cent.

GOLD MINING INTRLLEGKNC^L

(From the Madoc Mercury.)
The opening of a new shaft at the Barry 

Mine in Elsevir, at a point recently “ located ” 
or recommended by Professor Smith, in which 
gold has already been discovered in the tack 
at a very few feet from the surface, has created 
some little excitement during the past week, 
and givsn a feeling of renewed encouragement 
and hdpe as tto the prospects ot gold-mining 
proving successfril in this region. Several 
small specimens have been procured and 
bronght to th^vlllage. We heard, also, of new 
shafts being opened at other places, where ex­
perience has shown that the first attempt was 
not commenced in exactly the right place : 
and this trying again, instead of atonce giving 
up in disappointment, affords another proof of 
the general confidence of the miners that they 
are not laboring in vain.

Dr. T. Starry Hunt, of the Geological Sur­
vey, and Mr. A. Michel are now on another 
tour of Inspection of the Madoc Region. They 
have already visited the crushing machine at 
Eldorado, the lead mines of Tndor, and tbe 
Richardson Mine, and have not gone to Elze­
vir. We prusume that the result of their ob­
servations will not be made public till after it 
has been communicated to foe head of foe de­
partment.

Operations at foe Gold aqd Silver Reduction 
Works of Messrs. Daniels, Scott 4 Taylor, at 
Upper Eldorado, have been again delayed by 
some necessary alterations in a portion of the

Merciful heaven, what a destruction in on» 
family 1 Daring the whole war, we imagine 
that no one family, North or South, suffered 
such a disaster m this. And yet other whole 
tarn il les. and very large ones, too, went through 
foe epidemic without foe loss of one, though 
every member took foe fever, ^e family of 
the editor of fol» pgpez is one instance. No 
doctor can save fob whole of a large unaccll- 
mated family in yellow fever uniees foe head 
of the boose hM foe tact and determination to 
supervise foe nursing. There is stiU '^■W- 
erable family left of foe wife, children, and 
kindred of our unfortunate friend. They have 
foe undivided sympathy of our whole commu­
nity. Indeed, those who hate died had every 
help that could be afforded them. They were 
nursed with untiring assiduity by friends who 
understand nursing. A few have recovered, 
and some, we believe, have notas yei taken 
the fever.

The Telegraph thus recount* foe Iom of cler­
