Leciure on Fiax by Professor Wilsony British
Commissioner to the United States.

Mr. Wilson began by saying that being met

for & practical purpose, he would proceed at once

1o the sabject of his lecture, which was the Agri-

ganic matter. Now,
actually tegrified wi
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uch was the case; however, there were certain
onditions slways required. The soil must be a
ertain depth, and free from too much water;
usceptible of fine tilth on the surface; in
olerably good condition and free from weeds.
Another agricultaral question had reference
to rotations ot crops. This would depend in
all cases upon a variety of circumstances of
soils, markets, climate, condition, weather, &c.,
of which a good farmer alone could judge for him-
self. In general flax is not thoughta good crop
oftener than once in five or six years, and many
persons think not so frequently, In the old
country experience had aught that flax grew
better after straw and worse after root crops, es-
pecially if these had been treated with large
quantities of organic manure, which was probably
owing to the stubble being ploughed in and so
keeping the soil open. After root crops “highly

oy rain, and once down never got up agsin. In

sowing the land should be in good tilth and a rol-

ler run over it; the seed should then be distributed

broad cuast, or by a machine called a broad cast
barrow. He sowed two bushels to the acre, be-
cause it is desirable to have the flax grow straight
up with a long stem, the branches close together

at the top. Itshould then be harrowed in with

very light harrows, and tbe roller put over it
again, in such & manuner that when the seed ger-
minated it might all come up evenly and at the

same time. When once up all that had to be
done is to keep it clear of weeds, Thisin Bel-
gium was very expensive; but in England, so
much attention was not paid to it. The land
was there kept pretty clean, and the flax wenton
very well till it was harvested by pulling in July.
This was done by pulling it, after which it was
laid across and then stooked. The expense of
this method was an obstacle to flax cultivation,
and in the absence of abetter machine to repre-
sent this labour, he recommended the ordinary
mowing machines, cutting prety close to the
ground. There had been, however, two or three
machines invented for pulling flax, of oune of
which by a person named Chichester, he had
very great hopes. The inventor said that with
this machine, one boy and a poney, he could pull
eight acres a day. The flax being harvested the
next thing was to take off the boles, which eould
be done in several ways, the most common of
which was by rippling but where flax was grown

cultural, or rather the Industrial treatment of
Iiax; and first it was proper to say something of
the botany of Flax. It belonged to a not very
extensive family of plants, which contained but
about three genera and ninety species, dispersed
very widely through Europe, Asia, North and
South America, India, Australia, and New Zea-
land—in fact wherever the physical character of
the soil was suitable for its growth. Bat its
principal habitels were Europe, Asia, and South
America. In South America there were several
indigenous species; but their botany had not
been so well made known as that of the European
varieties. In Texas, however, there was one
with yellow flowers, which, therefore, differed in
that respect from the European kinds. In the
Linnean classification flax belonged to the Pen-
tagynia and Pentandria, that was to say that all
the parts were in five's—five stamins, five petals,
five stigmas, &e. The seed vessels were thus di-
vided into five cells with imperfect separations
attached to the dorsal exterior. These usually
contained eight seeds, two cells being commonly
empty. The seeds were of a dark brown colour,
and fattened shaps, with shining exterior and
swaetish mucilaginous taste. They contain-
ed a guantity of oil which gave the plant
much of its industrial importance as in
this country especially, the seed was usu-
ally sent to the oil presser, who extracted some
twenty per cent of oleaginons matter, leaving
the residunm in the shape of oil cake, employed
as food for cattle. The plant grew from two to
three feet high ; the top having small branches
terminated in due time in flowers succeeded by
seed vessels. The flowers were white, red and
blue, usually the latter; but as the white seemed
to be rather the stronger plant it had been sug-
gested by a French chemist that as the white
flowers gave a certain modification of the colour-
ing matter to the leaves, the same modifica-
tion might be extended to the fibre. Ano-
ther Frenchman had since been growing his
varieties to test this idea ; but so far without
any results that supported ita truth, All, there~
fore, that could be done was to #o on cultivating
the blue variety. There were many varieties of
flax which grew wild, and were chiefly useful in
indicating the qualities of soils ; and there was
one thing in favour of the entire class—they
were all harmless. Some had, however, a slight
medicinal quality. In South America, one was
uged as a tonic and aperient; and the linum
catharticum was also of an aperient quality. How-
ever, the only member of the family of which
much notice need then be taken was the L.
usitatissimum, and here he would particularly di-
rect their attention to the circumstance, that
some seed had been sent to the New York
Exhibition from Russis, under the idea that
it was a mew variety, particularly suitable
to countries where the winter is long and the
time for sowing circumseribed. The person who
sent it was in error in this respect, because the
common flax was really a winter plant changed
10 & spring plant by cultivation. All winter
plants wonld grow if sown in the spring; but
plants usually sown in the spring would not al-
ways, therefore, become winter plants. The
common flax plant stood English winters well,
and though he spoke with some hesitation on
this subject, he believed it might be readily ac-
climatized in Canada, by sowing it one year a
month earlier than usual; the next year again
one month earlier. The third year it might
probably endure the winter. The spring variety
of flax was altogether a different plant. Instead
of being three feet high, with a close top and
seed boles remaining to the spring, the spring
variety was but two feet high, throwing out
branches a few inches above the ground, and
with seed boles that burst as soon as they were
perfecbed, and scattered their seeds on the ground.
'This plant was called humile and crepitans—the
first word signified that it was low ; the other that
the seed vessels burst. Flax had always been of
ereat importance in history. In the book of
Exodus it was mentioned as one of the crops
selected by the Almighty for destruction as a
punishment upon the Egyptians. In Joshua it
was said that Rahah used it to hide the spies;
the flax being doubtless placad on the top of the
house to dry. In the New Testament, also, fre-
quent mention of flax occurred. Some of the
Roman historiang, as Columella, had also written
of flax, and that author’s opinion was unfortunate-
ly common in the present day, that flax was an
exhausting crop. He therefore says, “let no
man grow flax unless he can_either get a large
crop or a high price.” Palladius and Virgil fol-
lowed him. The latter,—ever to be held in
veneration by the agriculturist,—classed flax with
poppies and oats, which he said burn the soil.

* Urit enim lini campum seges urit que avenz.’

Pliny went farther. He spoke of spring
and winter flax and tells us the way the
Romans cultivated and used it. Though two
‘thousand years had passed, it was doubtful whe-
ther better processes were in use at present, Here
said the professor was some flax that Pliny would
have blushed to look at. That auther took a
very philozophical view of this matter, and asked
what greater miracle there could be than a plant
which made Egypt approach to Italy, and that
there should grow in 8o short a plant, that which
carried as it were the Globe itself. In that pas-
sage he of course alluded to the use of flax for
ropes and sails. Pliny also gave an account of
Spanigh flax, which he said was better than the

to any extent in England or Belgium, they had

another method by means of rollers, which al-

lowed the straw to pass through and then crush-

ed the boles, so as to drop the seed. This was

done without injury to the fibre, which was

often very much damaged by the ripple. In

England it was thought that a crop ought to

give thirty or forty ewt. of straw, and twelve or

twenty bushels of seed to the acre. Two tons

and twenty bushels was a capital crop, 15 tons

& poor crop. At this point the farmer's business

ceased, for it rarely happens that it answers the

farmers purpose to become a manufacturer him-

self, The objects of the manufacture are, first to

extract the oil and make the oil cake, and the

straw is then fit for the preparation of the fibre,

really the valuable part of the plant. The plant

consisted of the bark, inside of which was a

woody portion, surrounded by the thin fibres of
the flax, and the whole cemented together by an

albuminous compound. The great object of the

manufacture is to separate this fibrous matter

from the other parts, which can be done either in

a dry state, or chemically with the nse of more or
less moisture. The first method was simply the
tearing apart of the fibre ; but the other methods

were either by putrefaction ; the use of & solvent
which dissolved the albominous matter; or by

the employment of plain water, which was the

most recent improvement. The mechanical
method " had always been thought desirable
because it required little time or money, and
many efforts had therefore been made to complete
that process. Thus, in 1812, an Englishman
named Lee, took out a patent for preparing flax,
in this manner. He obtained from Parliament
seven years to make ont his specifications instead
of six months, and the Irish Society advanced
him six thousond pounds. But at the end of the
seven years he was no farther advanced than at
the beginning ; the £6000 was spent, and the
only machine ever made was now iu the Linen
Hall at Belfast. Many other inventors had since
followed, but with no better success. Still there
were times, when the dry system might be used
with good effect, as in the case of a very bad
crop, or when nothing was wanted but rough
good, or goods intended to be taned, forjthere was
this principle that stared the manufacturer in the
face. He couid not by this plan get rid entirely of
the albuminous matter and so long as that remain-
ed the element of fermentation and decomposition
must exist, ready to be called into action, when
the favorable conditions should occur. Sevenor
eight years ago, a Frenchman supposed he had
discovered an effective plan of this kind ; but af-
ter three years' trial, nothing more was heard of
it. The chemical methods were, first, by steep-
ing; 2nd, by a chemical solvent, which was that
employed by M. Claussen ; and the 3rd was
with pure water. Steeping was carried on in two
different manners. In dew rotting the flax was
laid on the grass, wetted, and turned two or three
times every day, till the albuminous part of the
plant was decomposed. The next was the cold
water steeping, in which manner the principal
part of the Continental tlax was prepared. The
flax in this method was tied up in bundles, and
laid in a pit 14 feet by 51, orsometimes in a slow
river. In Belgiom, the river Lisse, which was
slow, and charged with a great deal of organic
matier, was occupied very much by flax steepers,
In Ireland, it was placed under boards, weighted
to keep it down ; in Belgium, it was done on a
more systematic manuer, and crates were used
for keeping it in the water. After it had been
there for two days, a scum appeared at the sur-
face, and decomposition continued to go on, and
was discharged by bubbles, whichshowed the
process was actually at work. Ifthis were car-
ried too far, however, it not only destroyed the
matter which it was desired to destroy, but the
fibre also, and it must, therefore, be watched.—
After being immersed for ten or fourtcen days,
or three weeks, according to the temperature,
the flax was taken out of the water, and it was
hiing out to drain, in & pluce something like a
tile shed. Then it was ready for seutching. This
was a process oceupying much time, and leading
only to unsatisfactory results, an improvement
was therefore brought out by a German Amer-
ican, named Schenck, in 1846, He fancied that
as temperatore had so much to do with the
steep, he would begin with sufficient tempera-
ture, in which, like the brewer or distiller, he
could control the fermentation as occasion re-
quired. He steeped it in a large room, where he
bad a certain number of vats, and used hot wa-
ter, of 80 © or 90°, according to the kind of
flax. Inthis way he could command the time of
the process very regularly, to some seventy-two
hours for the finer, and pinety-six for the coarser
kinds, This improvement was tested by the
Irish Flax Society and it was found that while 112
Ibs of straw, heated by the old process, gave 20 Ibs
of fibre; 112 1bs of straw treated by Schenck’s pro-
cess gave 24 Ib of fibre. With inferior flax it was
found that 112 1bs gave 1414 Ibs by the old pro-
cess and 1737 1bs by the new, making a diffe-
rence in the first case of 20 per cent and in the
other of 23 per cent. In spinning it was found
that while the flax made by the old plan could
be spun to 60 or 70, that made by the new could
be spun to 96 or 101, and the weaving was equal-
ly satisfactory, so that at Belfast they now oper-
ated by this method, on about 50,000 tons per
year. Afterall it appeared that the use of hot
water had been long known, having been used in

India in very early times. Schencks process gave

control over the fermentation ; but not comjplete

control, and, therefore, when Clanssen brought
ont his plan to doaway with fermentation and

dissolve out the abdomen by alkali, it was hailed

as a great improvement. It did as much in

twelve hours as Schencks plan had formerly done

in four days and the old plan in four weeks.

But Claussen had really usurped, a plan long
known in England and elsewhere, for the Society
of Arts showed that the process had been explain-

at least, as the best distillers wash. This was an
admirable improvement; but as there were al-
ways as good fish in the sea as had been canght
out of it, no sooner had it been effected ; but
another Scotchman named Buchanan, ascertain-
ed that Watt was wrong in using steam; that tl;e
steam could not effect the purpose; and that it
must be the condensed steam by which it was
really accomplished, the condensed steam being
nothing, of course, but hot water. He knew that
albumen was more soluble by water at certain
temperatures that at others, inasmuch as it coa-
gulates at very high temperatures, and he there-
fore employed water at about 180 degrees, in the
belief that he would obtain the same results as
Watt. This was the basis of thisplan. Then he
made e a boiler to generate steam, adjoining to
which was a vessel called a condenser, which
must be steam tight, and a large open vat into
which he put the flax. Having filled the con-
denser with cold water, he blew steam on from
the boiler, which was condensed until the water
having attained the temperature of 212, could
not condense ady more. The steam then
pushed the water out into the vat until the
flax was immersed. All this was done,
with no other labour than what was re-
quired to keep the fires alight under the

will not all be dissolved, & certain portion of it
would continue for some time. unless a spoon
were used to moye it, in which case, it would be
be immediately dissolved. In order toapply this
principle to the flax, Mr. Buchanan, as he ‘could
not very readily agitate the flax, determined to
agitate the water, and this he did by a very sim-
ple process pumping it backwards und forwards
within the vat in which the flax was placed. Here
the lecturer gave an account of the manner in
which this was done, by alternately filling a ves-
sel with steam, so as to force out the water, and
then creating & vacuum into which the waver re-
turned. He illustrated it by a glass retort
on the table, and, without this, any mere
verbal = explanation would not be understood.
He went on to say that with this method was
combined an improvement in drying. At the
base of the chimney was arranged a number of
vertical tubes, near where the heated gasses as-
cend. On one side he had a blower and at the
other & pipe, which passed the heated air to the
place where the flax was laid. The blower then
being set in motion, the air was driven through
the porous pipes, which deprived it of all its
moisture, and it was then driven below the false
bottom of the heating apparatus and in three
hours the flax was made as dry as that which he
held in his hand. This had notyetbeen tried on
a large scale ; but he had seen it applied to tons
of flax, and what was very important was the
fact that it was done without labour.

Now as to the interest which the peo-
ple in this Country had in all this, The
flax industry in England was & very large
one. She had 168,000 spindles at work.
France had only 63000; Belgium 100,000 ;
Holland only one factory with 6000 spindles;
Russia two manufactures on & large scale because
imperial establishments ; Austria eight with orly
30,000 spindles ; the Zoll Verein 80,000 ; Switzer-
land four small establishments ; and the United
States twelae with 50,000 spindles. Iu the latter
country they were rapidly mncreasing, and the
other day he had seen at Fall River one establish-
ment fully equal to any in England except for
size. But travelling through Kentucky, Illnois,
Indiana, and some neighbouring States. he had
ascertained that there were from 2000 to 3000
acres of flax then growing, of which very little
would be utilized. Yet the United Kingdom
made 20,000,000 of yards of linen every year, ot
which 8000,000 were sent to the American Oon-
tinent. Here 39,000,000 of population con-
sumed annually two yards each, while in Europe,
so far asimportations went, the people consum-
ed 1-38th of a yard a piece. America, then, was
the great market for manufactured flax, and it
would be of great advantage to the peopleof this
country if they would furnish the raw material,
which existed on their soil in the greatest abun-
dance, England wanted 100,000 tons more than
she could grow ; there was, therefore, a fair mar-
ket. Last year, only 124,000 tous was import-
ed into Great Britain, Yet, with all this,
when in the Western States, he was asked only a
very low price for the straw (10 cents &’ ton as we
understood) six tons of which would make one
ton of fibre. There was thus plenty of room for
profit: it would be a most lucrative business to
go into, and there could be no doubt of & mar-
ket. The importation to England showed that
she wanted as much as would require for its
growth 800,000 acres of land.

at top could be drawn through a finger ring, and
one man could carry the nets to enclose & whole
hunting ground. He also stated, that, when spun
one hundred and fifty threads went to a single
strand, In another place he described a breast
plate brought to Rome from the tomb of Amasis,
in which there were three hundred and sixt
threads to each strand. If a portion of this only
were believed, and Pliny was an author, who
might usually be relied on, it would prove
great superiority to our present method
of spinning. From the fall of the Roman
Empire, little was heard of flax for some
centuries, In the 12th century it was lar-
gely cultivated in England; in the 16th cen-
tury, it was found so important to encourage its
cultivation, that an act was passed, by which
every person, who had sixty acres in tillage, was
required to bave one rood every yearin flax. In
1862, under Elizabeth, the quantity was increased
to one acre in every sixty. In 1691, under Wil-
liwm aud Mary, encouragement was tried instead
of coercion, and all rates, taxes, and tythes on
land in flax was reduced to 4s. an acre. In 1713,
under Aune, a direct bounty was given on the
growth of flax, and in 1806, under Geo. 4th, a
bounty was offered for its importation from the
North American Colonies. These things showed
that flax had always been considered an article
of great importance. But, two great impedi-
ments had existed to its cultivation—first, the
Delief that it was an exhausting crop, and next
the difficulty of finding a market. As to the
first point he could shortly satisfy them; the
second must be left for the description o{ the
improved process of manufacture. Flax had but
two sonrces from where to obtain food—the at-
mospliere and the soil ; froq the atmosphere it
obtained nothing bu!% inorganic ‘matter,
from the soil it obtained organic matter,
and the exhausting powe; .of a plant de-
ended on the quantity of inorganic matter
Bontuined in its substance. A knowledge of this
was obtained by burning the plant, and the
ash which remained behind was that part which
must come from the goil. Then ascertaining by
qualitative analysis, the different articles of
which that was composed, the ingredients taken
from the soil were discovered, and might be com-
pared with those taken by other crops. Now in
Treland there was & society for the improvement
of the cultivation of flax, eqmpose.d of men of the
highest standing, and sufficiently interested to be
led to scrutinize with aceuracy, everything be-
longing to the subject. Dr. Hodges, their chem-
ist, had undertaken this investigation, and had
found that in one hundred parts there were bat
one and three quarter parts of inorganic matter.
He then experimented en two tons of straw,
pnd found that they contained but 638 of inor-

ed before it by Lady Moria in 1775, and before
that it appeared to heve been used by two Swe-
dish chemists, The specimens shown by Claussen
were identical with those deposited by Lady
Moira, the latter, however, having the advantage
of having stood the test of seventy years. Every
possible combination of alkali and acid had in
fact been tested, without much progress being
made. The failure was probably owing to two
facts first that alkali costs money and second
that it is a difficult article to control. Its action
is very direct and if it goes a little too far it in-

Names.,

Every body has a name; nay some of us have
more of them than dollars and cents. If it were
possible to compile all that belong to the (800,
000,000 millions of buman beings that inhabit
the earth, it would afford a comiplete realization
of that hyperbole of John's, about the world not
being lavge enough to contain all the required
books. Eight hundred millions of names | It makes
one’s head reelto thing of it. An attempt to
arrange and classify them would throw into the
deepest shade hitherto stupendous labors of His-
torians, Annalists and Antiquarians. Propose
the subject to such characters, and assuredly
they would turn from it in despair. Nor wonld
it be a labor of love, even to those who write
withavidity about the dullest nature; but, to
use one of those metaphors which they defy all
attempts at greater intensity or degree it wounld
be “as dry as ashes.”

Historical names bave been familiar to us from
childhood. Such as “ Peter the Great” “Peter
the Hermit,” “ Charles the Chauve” ¥ Charles
the Wise,” “ Edward the Confessor,” “ William
the Conqneror,” &c. These surnames have been
derived from circumstances connected with the
respective histories of the men to whom they be-
long ; and denote qualities they possessed, or ac-
tions they performed. In an * Ancient list of
the Conquerors of England,” in the appendix to
Thierry’s History of the Norman Conquest, are a
number of names identical with those modern
times ; as for example, ! Archer,” “Arundell’
o Abel,” “ Ber‘ run],’? “ Beﬂﬂchump,” " .Bh.lnt.,”
“Barrett,” ** Barry,” &c.

In order to facilitate the acquisition, and
render more casy a recollection of the names of
some of the conquerors, the Normans had recourse
to a sort of alliterative rhyme like the follow-

It is sometimes diffienlt to give a true deriva-
tion for historieal names, particularly where the
passions and prejudices of interested writers
leads them to distort the truth, in order that
they may heap obliquy upon the objects of their
batred; and sometimes the agitations and com-
motions of gociety, incident to great political
struggles, prevent extreme accuracy as regards
particulars not of the greatest importance.
Thus, there is considerable doubt as to the origin
of the name given to the Protestants of France.
Those curious in such matters may find some
particulars concerning it in the appendix to
“ Browuing's History of the Hugenots.”

Names are frequently affected by localities:
the preposition *de” in the French language will
illastrate this point. The trades and vocations
of men, are doubtless answerable for many of the
names which abound among us such as the
*Carpenters,” “ Smiths,” “Taylors” and * Ma-
sons,” in the mechanical way, and the Bishops,/
‘“Priests and Deacons, in the sacerdotal line,
And then the “ Whites,”  Greens,” “Blacks”
“Greys and Browns,” showj that “the colors
have had a share in designating the buman
hord. The * Hopes,” ** Joys'and Loves,” indicate
that the passions have been at work while the
“Lambs,” ¢ Hares and Foxes,” clearly point to
an animal origin, and, lastly, the “Angels” ex-
hibit the appropriation of heavenly appellation.

Names havesigoifications more frequently than
the incurious imagine. Those found in the Bible
are all significant of something : tuke for instance
* Abel,—vanity, breath; vapor,” *Benjumin—son
of the right hand,” Caleb—a dog, a crow, a bas-
ket,” “David—well beloved,” and *Eve—living
enlivening.” Inlike manner; [ndian names: are
expressive of naturalor living objects, warlike
daring, enterprize or muscular strength, &e.
Such names are not uafrequently highly poetic.

Montaigne tells us about a great feast pre-
pared by Henry, Duke of Normandy, at which
there was assembled, a large conconrse of nobil-
ity and gentry, when it was proposed to separate
the guests, and assign them distinct tables ac-
cording to their names. It was done for “sport’s
sake and the table at which the Williams were
seated, showed an array of “ a hundred and ten
Knights.” = Doubtless this was a favorite name,or
it would not have been particularized.

From time immemorial, names have been sub-
Jjected to pung, good, bad and indifferent. To
some persons, punsters are the greatest bores on
earth, and they would rather encounter a mad
bull (with an open field and fair play)' than be
pestered with their offensive wit. Why is this?
Who can tell? Is it because they feel themselves
unable to retaliate when attacked, or because
they regard such trifles with unmixed contempt ?
Doubtless they know better than any body else.
A very excellent pun is given in a review of a
curious work called “ Heraldic Anomalies.” A
man named Alexander Gun, was dismissed from
the “ Qustoms at Edinburgh,” and the following
entry of the fiet was made in the record.—
“A. Gundischareed for making a false report.”

A writer whose name we cannot now ‘recol-
lect, complains of a want of taste and euphony in
naming children, He thinks in cases where the
family name is long, the christian name shonld
be short, and where the family name isshort, the
christian name should bé long; and it seems to
ug, that his view of the subject is not without
reason, At any rate it will do no harm to re-
commend the matter for those who shall be pa-
rents of the next generation.

Ooarseland vuigar names are an abomination.
It is true that & lady laboring under one of such
a kind, may be very accomplished and pretty, or
a gentleman suffering in the same way, may be
generous and upright, but nevertheless we are
apt to associate with them ignorance and ill-

reeding.  “ Grubbs and Smuggs,” what, names!
It is our desire that the chief magistrate of our
“Great and glorious' country,” may never pos-
sess either of these patronyimics—either would
sink the Presidency forever,—.2lbany Register.

Combined Houses for the Peoples
To the Editor of the N. ¥. Tribune.

Sir :—I notice with pleasure that a few mo-
neyed men have commenced & building up-town
at a cost of $40,000, containing room for eight
families. It'is a good undertaking. They propose
either to sell or rent. The price of & house is
$5,000; the rent $300. This plan will answer
for those who can afford to pay $300 per year.
A splendid house, a good home, for “$300 per
year is cheap for those who can afford to live in
such a palace It will answer for meérchants
and clerks on high salaries, but we want another
kind of house—a hotel on the same principle—
but of less cost,less splendid, and not on the Pifth-
avenue. We want a building that will hold 10
or:20 families, at a rent of $100 or $200 per year;
$100 if possible. Then we want it so arranged
that by paying $300 per year for 5 or 10 years
the apartments will become ours. We want to
own them. Ttcan be done. If our moneyed
men will bnild a Palace, say a block of good
brick buildings, with a Court in the cenlre of the
block, containing a fountain, shrabbery and
walks—not & marble fountain,but a good,common-
sense sort of a thing, that will be beautiful and
beneficial and ornamental, have thz cellars fitted
up for coal and wood; with wash-rooms bathing
rooms; and other necessary conveniences ; sup-
pose the block costs $100,000, and the number
of buildings is 20, and number of apartments 60
—this will give three families to the house.
Have them 3 stories—each story for a family—
or have them go arranged that each family will
have one third of the whole house from cellar to
attic,  Well, 60=100,000 is $1,666 66; 10
cent. per year for the money, $166 66 ; total $1,-
843 32. We will pay per year for rent, $166
66 ; we pay on account $133, 34; $300 per
year. 133 34=1,666 66, 12! years will pay for
the whole, and make the tenants owners.
The above plan will give the capatalists 10
4 cent. for the use of his money; and at the
same time do him more good; give him a
greater amount of happiness than to be President
of this Republic. 'Who will start this great ball?
Of course, if any man will come forward and do
this at 5 & cent. so much the better, and so
much the greater the honor, so much the more
Christian like the act, and so much tke cheaper
for those who take the apartments,

Tae New Act 10 REGULATE PROFESSORSHIPS IN
Scorranp,—The new Act to regulate the admis-
sion of professors to the lay chairs in the Univer-
sities of Scotland; which attracted a good deal
of attention in its progress throhgh Parliament,
is now in force. From and after the passing of
the Act on the 20th ult., it is declared not to be
necessary for any person who shall have been
or shall be elected, presented, or nrovided to the
office of professor, regent, master, or other office
in the universities or colleges in Scotland, such
office not being that of principal or a chair of
theology, to make and subseribe the acknow-
ledgment or declaration mentioned in an Act
passed by her Majesty Queen Anne, entitled *“ An
Act for securing the Protestant Religion and
Presbyterian Church Government.” The decla-
ration substituted is to the effect that the person
will never endeavour, directly or indirectly, to
teach or inculeate any oppinion opposed to the
divine authority of the Holy Seriptures, or to the
Westminster Confession of Faith as ratified by
law in the year 1690, and that he will not exer-
cise the functions of the office to the prejudice or
subverson of the Ohurch of Scotland as by law
established, or the doctrines or privileges there-
of. In case any professors, at the time of passing
the Act, should be used for not having complied
with the statute of Anme, it will be sufficient to
plead that he is prepared to take the declaration
now provided. The Lord Advocate may present
a complaint. for violating the declaration, and
her Majesty may issue a commission,

—A subterranean powder magazine, in the
neighborhood of Otschakow, in Russia, and in
which 160,000 kilogrammes of powder were de-
posited, blew up a short time since with a ‘errific
explosion. A soldier who was on guard was
knocked to pieces, and an old man who
lived in a house near the place was killed by the
falling of & stone on his head. The roofs of
houses and the churches in the town were seri-
ously injured by the falling of the stones, and an
immense number of windows were broken, The
shock was so great that in the fortress of Kin-
burn, upwards of five miles from Otschakow, all
the windows in the housé of the commandment
were broken.
