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Police appeal for witnesses:

Delays hamper investigation

of fatal traffic accident
By LAUREEN SWEENEY

Witnesses are urgently sought in
connection with a hit-and-run acci-
dent that killed a pedestrian at
Qlivier avenue and St Catherine
street only four daysbeforeChifist-
mas.

Citizen help is vital in leading
police to the unknown vehicle since
police were not dispatched to the
scene until emergency vehicles, and
possible witnesses, had departed,in-
vestigators say.
The mishap is the first traffic fa-

tality in Westmountsince 1986.
Local police director Pierre Vézina

told THE EXAMINERhe is calling for
an immediate investigation into the
delay by central dispatching in send-
ing police after they had received the
call from 911.
Though no cars from local station

23 had been available to respond at
the time, he explained, he wants to

know why none were sent from an-
other station in accordance with
standard procedures.
The accident claimed the life of

Vera Horvat, a 50-year-old Longueuil
mother of five who was found lying
on Olivier near the post office short-
ly after 2:41 pm.

Christmas shopping

“She was buying gifts for Christ-
mas,” her daughter Mariana told
THE EXAMINER.
Mrs Horvat often came to West-

mount to visit many friends here,
added her son, Stanley.
Though police were not in attend-

ance, the victim was reported to have
been rushed to hospital in cardiac
arrest by Urgences Santé. West-
mount firefighter Earl Graham ac-
companied her in the ambulance ad-
ministering CPR en route, fire
officials said.
The victim was declared dead soon

after arrival at the Montreal General
Hospital, confirmed police investi-
gator Luc Desjardins of the hit-and-
run squad. .
He said she had injuries to the ribs

and upperpart of the body. The exact
cause of death will not be known
until the autopsy report is available
from the coroner’s office, closed over
the holiday period.

Cst Desjardins, who was immedi-
ately assigned to fulltime investiga-

_ tionofthe accident,attributeda.

A passerby who found the woman

alerted workers at the nearby West-
mount Dépanneur. They called 911.
At 2:41 pm,fire officials said, they

received the call from Urgences
Santé for a car accident. On arrival,
they found an ambulance at the
scene where a woman was in cardiac
arrest.
The first responder crew assisted

technicians in putting the woman
. onto the stretcher and carried out
CPR en route to the hospital. Fire '
department records show they put
through an immediatecall for police.
A police car was not sent to the

scene until 2:59 pm though police
central dispatching had received the
call from 911 at 2:43 pm, Dir Vézina
confirmed.
By the time police arrived, every-

one at the scene was gone. Even
attempts to question Urgences Santé
personnel were in vain. Their shift
had ended and they had gone home.

Funeral services were held for the
victim'Saturday, Dec 23. She is sur-
vived by Herhusband, Stanislav, and
five children ranging in age from 16

Trusting lad is waiting
for return of special sled

A 12-year-old boy called Stephen
is hoping that a woman who prom-
ised to drive his new ‘‘snowracer”
sled home from King George Park
just before New Year's will return it
soon.

Stephen's mother told THE EXAM-
INER her son had received it for
Christmas and is heartbroken at its
disappearance.
She believes her son inadvertently

gave the “good Samaritan” the
wrong address after his friend, Dan-
ny, had struck a tree while the two
boys were sliding at the park Dec 30.
The woman, who is known only by

her last name, is asked to contact
Stephen either through THE EXAM-
INER or through MUC police consta-
ble Michel Caza at 280-2823.
The incident, which had started

off as a fun day in the park for the
two youngsters, quickly turned to
disaster when Danny, 11, struck a
tree while riding on his rubber tube.
He had been sliding on the ex-

treme west of the hill where, accord-
ing to public safety officers, snow
fencing is supposed to prohibit such
activity.
The injured lad is believed to have

broken his leg, they said. He was
treatedby the officers as well as the
fire department's first responder
unit until Urgences Santé arrived at

the scene and took the boy to hospi-
tal.
Meanwhile, a woman who had

been very helpful in getting help for
the boys, according to Stephen's
mother, extended her helping hand
again.

WESTMOUNT's light and power problems
may, as claimed, not be directly related to

the scandal of Hydro-Québec.

But the outages which marred the pre-
Christmas season for upper level resi-
dents stem from the same kind of official

incompetence and ignorant political in-

volvementin this essential utility, locally

and provincially alike.

Both situations have been characterized by

double-talk, evasion and contemptfor the

public.

* * *

GJEBECERS of all stripes had been

brought up to believe that this province,

whatever may be its other qualities or
other deficiencies, is blessed with the

most abundant and cheapest hydro-elec-

tric power resourcesin the world.

This confident boast was reinforced by the
claim that Hydro-Québec was among the

most advanced powerutilities anywhere,

that it was looked to as a world leader in

the technology of generation and reliable
transmission of electricity.

Energy was supposed to be the big attrac-
tion for industry here, because of low

rates, assured and abundant.supply and a
corporate excellence and integrity with

which all could deal with benefit.

These things are not so.

* * *

WESTMOUNTERS long had believed that
their local city administration could not

be surpassed anywhere and that, along

with that, our unique municipal electrici-

ty and power department was a model of

efficiency, planning and service,
Disillusion has overcome more and more

citizens in recent years with less and less
professionalism and ability characteriz-

ing the overall management of the city.

Now the deterioration is manifesting

itself in one municipal operation which
heretofore had been regarded as the

soundest ofall: electricity.

The pre-Christmas outages, also known as

load-shedding and even more mysteri-

ously to the uninitiated in power distribu-
tion as load-balancing, add up to a smoke-

screen at the top for bad planning, error,
incompetence, indifference, coasting on

reputation and plain bad management.

Despite official explanations, prepared

statements, hastily-produced brochures
and plain bafflegab, the citizens of the
affected parts of Westmount — ironically,
the payers of the biggest individual prop-

erty tax and power bills — have been let
down badly. That Westmount, of all plac-

failures

es, could be found so wanting in a situa-

tion apparently of its own making made it

all the more shocking to those directly
affected as well as other citizens.

The Westmount situation, by official admis-

sion, had nothing to do with the problems

which its bulk power supplier, Hydro-

Québec, has been having of late with its

unionized workers.

* * *

APARTfrom labor trouble, Hydro-Québec
is mired in what must be regarded as a

scandal which is becoming increasingly
infuriating to those who are its primary

customers: Quebec’s citizens (and voters).

The energy resources of our great rivers

belong, first and foremost, to the people
of Quebec. They should be the first benefi-

ciaries of this abundance.
The present premier has put his own people

last. Mr Bourassa is obsessed with the

idea of selling enormous blocks of power

to the states below our border to make
great gobs of money for Hydro which will

accrue to the provincial treasury as divi-

dends.

Using this great utility as a revenue milch-
cow has been a growing practice for some

time. Electricity rates for domestic users

are pushed ever higher while generous

concessions are made to U.S. utilities in
exchange for long-term contracts. The

province’s users, including most of its

industrial customers, are beginning to

realizethat they have become patsies for
this premier’s dreams of economic genius.

* * *

NOT only are Hydro rates continually going

up, underwriting lower export rates, but
unbelievably we are running our devel-
oped resources shy of meeting both con-

tract commitments and real in-province

power needs.
Who would have thought that, by the govern-

ment's own admission, we have had to buy

large amounts of electricity from other

provinces? This apparently has been
going on now for at least six weekssince

the onset of the just-broken spell of

extreme cold and the entirely-to-be-

expected rise in demand.

We learn from sources in New Brunswick,

that “have-not” province which has come

to Quebec*s rescue, that visiting Hydro-
Québec officials have admitted that they
also have cut delivered voltages to some

parts of this province by as much as five

percent during the cold snap— at the very

time full strength was needed by Hydro

customers for comfort and even safety.

It is no secret that big Quebec industrial

users are being encouragedto use alterna-
tive sources of energy to cut their con-
sumption. Everywhere household users,

once encouraged to convert to “cheap”

electricity, are being penalized by exhor-

bitant rates being applied to their con-
sumption over a certain, relatively mod-

est level. Particularly hard hit are those

who heat with electricity.
What kind of business is it that thus discour-

ages customers from using its product?!

* * *

WESTMOUNThasgot in the same kind of

act as Hydro-Québec. We are told of
increases in demand here of 30 to 40 per-

cent over the last three or four years.
Reasonsgiven: new construction and con-

versionsto electric heating.

Hydro-Québec has been attempting to con-
vince its customers that its problems stem
‘from low waterin the northern reservoirs.
This may be true.

What both the province and the city attempt
to gloss over is that cold . weather,

increased consumption and low water are

not unpredictable, even in combination.
Has neitherutility heard of reserves and
of planning for growth?

Our commissionerof light and power, Coun

Rhoda Vineberg, said in her prepared

statement at the council meeting just

before Christmas: “Unfortunately, the
demand for electricity, especially the

upper Westmount area, has grown much
faster than projected.”

There is nothing ‘‘unfortunate” about

demand for one’s product in any business.

Whatis unfortunateis that such an excuse
could be issued by a public official — that

projections were wrong, far wrong, inex-
cusably wrong considering that the

increased demand didn’t suddenly hap-
pen.

If such growth as it was developing was not

observed by the people at city hall who
are paid to anticipate such things, there

always have been the building permits

issued by the city for both new construc-

tion and heating conversions from which

obvious conclusions could have been
drawn. It’s not so long ago that the job of
the present director general was issuing

such permits in the basement of city hall.

He's an expert.

It also is not long ago the city was boasting

about having “sold” the border-strad-

dling Place Alexis Nihon and Dawson

College on gettingpowerfromWestmount

instead of directly from Hydro-Québec.
There are striking parallels between this

and Quebec's willingness to sell to the

U.S. before taking care of domestic

demand.

* * *

THERE is arrogance, both municipal and
provincial, in their respective powerscan-
dals. Having oversold our resources else-

where, the premier blandly blames low

reservoirs for shortages, as if low water

was a phenomenon of nature which
should not have been part of any prudent

planning. Hydro officials likewise pass

over their poor maintenance, upgrading

and replacement policies in favor of divi-
dends to the province in looking for

excusesfor the extensive outages suffered
in widespread parts of Hydro's territory,

often for unconscionable periods.

The brochure put out in the name of the City

of Westmountis no less obtuse, speaking

of “peak hour problems”and ‘‘a long and

cold winter” as if some uncommon natu-
ral calamity had befallen us. West-

mounters are asked, with some cheek, to

limit use of hot water, clothes and dish-

washers, reduce electric heating, restrict
use ofhousehold appliances and dim their

usual lighting;all of this because the city

haslet its distribution system fall behind

needs.

There would be a good deal more under-

standing shown council, once again vic-

timized by the rotten management which

it seems powerless to correct, if it had
been more forthright and respectful in the

legitimate complaints laid before it by

citizens at its Dec 18 meeting.

Why are our solons so reticent to blame

incompetence and lack of foresight and

planning forthe stumblings ofthe admin-

istration for which it is responsible?
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The library, Victoria Hall
and the greenhouse (Part 4)
This is a lightly edited version of remarks
‘made by Michèle Dutrisac-Kilburn, chair of
the library committee, during the special
meeting held in Victoria Hall Nov 13:

THOSE who are closely associated with
the work of the library, and many of the
users, have become aware that the time had
cometo review our operations and services
and to assess the needs of the library. So
recently we have been consulting ourclien-
tele through questionnaires and informal
surveys.
We have also sponsored a survey conduct-

ed by Sorecom, and have commissioned well
known library planner Albert Bowron to
prepare a development plan and facility
study. Mr Bowron made several recommen-
dations concerning our space problems and
the reorganization of services. Copies of the
Sorecom survey and of the Bowron report
are available for consultation in the library.
The conclusion of the library committee is

that we have reached the limits of our re-
sources. I would like to highlight for you
some aspects of the library and to mention a
few of the areas that need improvement.
We are blessed with a wonderful, histori-

cal building, if somewhat tired at the edges.
It provides the homey and warm atmo-
sphere which Westmounters obviously like,
We have a good book collection (approxi-

mately 120,000 volumes), developed over the
last 90 years. According to Mr Bowron,it is
“the most important English-language col-
lection in any public collection in greater
Montreal.” These resources are well used. In
1987 the library lending rate (number of
loans per capita) was 13.1, as compared with
an average of 5.1 for the province of Quebec
and 7.7 for Ontario.
The information and reference collection

constitutes another major asset of the li-
brary. We kept track of the numberofinquir-
ies made over a period of six weeks, and
counted an average of 138 requests per day.
“Deep references,” (those requiring more
than a one-step procedure of response) num-
bered 5,577 in 1988. These requests came
from students and adults, and covered such
topics as maple-sugarmaking,silvermarks,
franchise laws, estate planning, health etc.
Furthermore, many Westmount residents
have gone back to schoolin their adult years
and this trend is clearly reflected in the use
of the information and reference depart-
ment.
The policy of the library has been to grant

membership to children and young adults
attending an educational institution in
Westmount. Such a privilege accorded to
some 4,600 students puts extra demands on
facilities and personnel. A visit to the li-
brary on a Sunday afternoon will convince
you of the popularity of our reference room
with the students!
We need to develop other areas of service

forboth children and adults. Unfortunately,
we have no space for expansion.

Our needs

We should have a strong audio-visual de-
partment. Audio-visual now accounts for
more than eight percent of loans. According
to the norms established by the Canadian
National Institute for the Blind, we should
add to our talking book collection and ex-
pand our large-print collection. Talking
books are anew trend and there exists a new
market over and above the needs of the
visually impaired.
Our sound collection, such as music and

plays, should be tripled, according to Mr
Bowron. Finally, the new video cassette
collection is proving to be very popular and
the demand keeps growing. All these ser-
vices should be grouped together and made
more easily accessible.

Twenty-five Years Ago
January 8, 1965

“City Council this week gavefirst reading
to a by-law to close and sell part of Elm
avenue to Westmount Centre Inc. The Elm
avenue by-law would close Elm from St
Catherine to Western and sell the land in-
volved and lanes in the area to the West-
mount Centre. That section of Elm avenue
contains some 22,874 square feet. West-
mount Centre would pay $146,848.90, plus
the legal and administrative expenses in-
volved in the city acquiring and selling the
land. The city would reimburse Westmount
Centre up to $70,000 for the costs of remov-
ing public utilities located in the section of
the street concerned.” : 7

Ten Years Ago
January 3, 1980

“Buses, bikes and ballots were among the
preoccupations of Westmounters in the last
year of the 1970s, a year which had few
consistencies but which showed citizens
more and more preoccupied with their local
community, rather than the mammoth
forces shaping the world around them. In-
ternationally, Iran, Cambodia and Vietnam
drew citizens’ attention, competing with
national issues such as the rise and fall ofthe
Tory governmentin Ottawa,trains derailing
in Mississauga and the national unity de-
bate. Provincially, strikes, the white paper
on sovereignty-association and the ongoing
debate on language (including ‘stop’ signs)
kept the citizensoccupied.” .

One Year Ago
January 5, 1989

“The Year of the Dragon in China became
* the Yearof the Pigeon in Westmount. It was
even a year for the worms. Whatever label
history awards, 1988 brought new promi-
nence to little creatures of Westmount.
Though some fared better than others, their
fates were determined by council. The
worms (being underdogs and valued mem-
bers of the community) wereprotected from
pickers, while pigeons (being high-livers,
freeloaders and polluters) were stripped of -
free bread. Though the year abounded with
weighty issues of tax burdensand valuation
mistakes, the clean-up of pigeons, in retro-
spect, symbolized a new city approach to
environmental concerns.”

buildjings that had changed the sky-
lineih the recent building boom.
The city was already eyeing an

evenbiggerconstructionboomloom-
ing for the '90s with the possible
development of the railway yards to
the southwest.
‘The year saw the gala opening of

the rebuilt YMCA as well as the
preservation of 1090 Greene as a com-
munity centre after the Unity club
moved out.

It highlighted the first-ever Fami-
ly Week and Seniors’ Week with a
round of activities organized for
each, As Westmount’s aging commu-
nity continued to expand, housing
facilities to accommodate it also
made news. Place Kensington, the
first seniors’ apartment residence,
opened its doors while the newCarex
home took shapeat Victoria and de
Maisonneuve.
The Public Security Unit moved

from Hillside avenue to Stanton
street to make way for construction
of yet another nursing home and
reception centre.
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The Royal Montreal Regimenre-
ceived new colors fromthelieuten-
antgovernor on its 75th anniversary.
THE EXAMINER was sold by the

Sanctons to Cogeco.
Former mayor Peter McEntyre

died, leaving mayors C.H. Drury and
Brian Gallery as the only surviving
former mayors. His death was like
the end of an era.
City council lost its finance com-

missioner when Councillor Philip
Aspinall resigned but was already
planning for the retum of Peter
Trent to their ranks in the upcoming
by-election.

During the year, citizen protests’
managed to postpone radical
changes at Westmount Square. On

- the other hand, efforts to stop the
further gentrification of Greene ave-
nue failed when the city's newly
formed demolition committee voted
to allow destruction of a commercial
TOW.
At the same time, the committee

came up with a landmark decision
on heritage by refusing demolition
of the wooden home at 22 Summit
Circle. :

Another summit home on Upper
Belmont avenue was destroyed by
one of two major winter fires. A
spectacular blaze on Rosemount
crescent will be recalled by neigh-
bors and firefighters for years to
come asfire trucks became buried in
ice.

Pigeons and dogs

In warmerweather, pigeonpoison-
ings resulted in a city ban on bird
killing while dog owners lost their
crusade fo preserve winter freedom
in the parks.

Complaints about alternate-side
parking inconvenience were heard
and the experiment was terminated.
Parking fines were increased and the
Clarkeavenue access to Cote St An-
toine road was finally sealed over.

It was the year of the Petty affair
when two summit families took
their satellite dish and accessory
building dispute to court; and Oak-
land residents fought to have a 30-
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storey communications tower re-
moved from behindtheir properties.
Westmount High School received a

new lease on life from the PSBGM
and Roslyn School parents protested
proposed elimination of the English
stream.
The year’s only local murder on

Greene avenue remained unsolved,
as did a Christmastime hit-and-run
pedestrian death at Olivier avenue
and St Catherine street (see separate
story).

Boost for the mayor

As the year came to a close, Mayor
Cutler received a shot in the arm for
her campaign on culture from a for-
mer outspoken opponent. As Her
Worship travelled in India, Council-
lor Peter Duffield announced with
vigor that not only he, but all of
council, were strongly behind their
mayor's agenda for cultural awaken-
ing.
By the end of the '80s, it seemed

everything had awakened until the
new light was dimmed by the load
shedding of an outdated electrical
plant.
But plans were already under way

to re-power in 1990.
And as the Year of the Horse ap-

proached, Westmount took the bit in
its mouth and charged into the centu-
ry’'s closing decade.

row. A sprinkler pipe broke on Dec
24 flooding two levels. On Christmas
Day, a six-inch water main broke on
Grosvenor avenue, pouring continu-
ously into the basement to a depth of
14 inches almost as fast as it could be
pumped out.

non-stop from 9:20 am to about 4 pm

In the midst of the Spatches flood,
when civil protection volunteers
were helping out, a sprinkler pipe
broke in the ceiling of the Greene
avenue Métro entrance at 1 West-
mount Square.

responsible for broken pipes on two
radiators in a lower duplex at 416
Grosvenor where firefighters actu-
ally found about an inch of ice on the
floorand some six inches of ice in the
basement.
On Boxing Day at 380 Lansdowne

avenue a pipe broke over a garage
doorin the basement of the home. A
pipe burst in a poorly heated room at
the back of a store at 4932 Sher-
brooke and “a lot of water” was
found across thestreet at civic num-
ber 4927. At that location, water

dental offices and the Hans hair-
dressing establishment to the base-
ment where a depth of about eight
inches had accumulated, bringing
down ceilings.
That night a broken pipe in the

basement of a house at 18 Thornhill
avenue caused water to Jeak into an
adjacent home.
And so it went from place to place

whenever the temperature rose
enough to thaw out the latest frozen
pipe.

In the days leading up the New
Year, an open window caused burst
plumbing at 347Victoria avenue and
flooding of Café Victoria.
Homes where water damage was

attributed to frozen pipes include: 74
Summit Circle, 609 Carleton, 423
Mount Pleasant, 521 Lansdowne and
784 Upper Lansdowne. At 157 Edge-
hill, an outside garden hose pipe
broke and flooded the yard New
Year's Day.

In a building at 4634 St Catherine
street on Jan 2, firefighters found a
foot of water in the basement.

Several others were damaged by
leaking roofs and skylights as well
as assorted plumbing problems.

In earlier incidents, more than
$5,000 damage was reported by po-
lice to six apartments at 3 West-
mount Square where on Dec 23 a pipe
toabaseboard heater in an unattend-
ed third floor apartment broke in an
outer wall. Water even poured down
the outer face of the building. Fire-
fightershad to use a “battering ram”
to open the apartment door. .
The same day a hot water pipe

broke in the ceiling at Pom'cannelle,
4860 Sherbrooke, causing water to
run into the front of the children’s
wear store.
One call the day before Christmas

was to the apartment building at 267
Olivier avenue where a sprinkler
pipe broke between the first and
second floors.
Another basement flood was

cleaned up that night in the apart-
ment building at 4560 St Catherine
street where anunknown person had
turnedona tap and left it running.
While still cleaning up at that loca-

tion, firemen smelled natural gas
and discovered a pilot light on a stove
had goneoutin a vacant apartment.

If you are inspecting a house with an
attic, do more than ask if there is one
— get up there, walk around and
inspect it. You can learn a lot with
just a few simple checks.

For instance, you can check to see if
the beams are really solid? If the
point of a penknife sinks in easily,
the wood may be rotten. Timbers
with ends embedded in masonry
without proper air spaces are
especially vulnerable to rot. Sight
along the beams to see whether any
have sagged or warped. Also, check
the rafters or roofing boards for
water stains.

Is there sufficient ventilation in the
attic? At a minimum,it should have
louvers in both gable ends, vents
under the eaves or ridge vents in the
roof. If the ventilation is inadequate,
you can bet on wood rot — and
there will be heat loss in the winter,
heat retention in the summer and
bigger utility bills in both seasons.

How aboutinsulation? An attic floor
should have at least six inches of
insulation plus a vapor barrier under
the insulation.

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Earthquakes on disasterlist,
fire chiefassures resident
Westmount is most vulnerable to

potential disasters resulting from
major storms, power failures or ex-
plosions, but earthquakes rank close
behind.
The city's priority list for disaster

management has long identified the
need to be prepared for an earth-
quake, says Fire Director William
Timmons.

Dir Timmons, who is director of
operations for the city’s emergency
measures plan, assured citizenRam-
zi Ferahian Dec 18 that the city has
indeed included earthquakes on its
“vulnerability list.”
Mr Ferahian stated at the city

council meeting he was concerned by
news reports following the recent
San Francisco quake that the likeli-
hood of earthquake disaster had not
been included on Montreal's vulner-
ability chart.

Meech Lake views

reflect Ottawa delusion

Sir: The pleas from the Governor
General and the prime minister for
acceptance of the Meech Lake accord
reflect a serious degree of delusion in
Ottawa over our current affairs.

With hundreds of thousands of Ca-
nadians crossing the border every
weekend to take advantage of lower
retail prices, does the rulingclique in
Ottawa still think that it can saddle
the taxpayers with even higher pro-
vincial barriers? Despite its large
defence budget, the spending of U.S.
governmentsat all levels was 36 per-
cent of gross domestic product as
opposed to 46 percent in Canada.
U.S. interest rates and inflation are
much lower than Canada’s.

Yet Ottawa proposes the creation
of a separate (or distinct as they call
it) nation state within an already
badly fragmented union at the same
time as TV sets are recording the
desire of people around the world to
reduce government control overtheir
lives by tearing down the artificial
barriers that divide them.
One year after the free trade

agreement, which will do so much to
accomplish this desired effect by re-
ducing uneconomic constraints on
both sides of the border, we have a
government in Ottawa tryingto goin
the opposite direction. I thought that
Quebec had voted for free trade.

If the Canadian government con-
tinues to reduce and transfer its
powers to the provinces through
schemes like the Meech Lake accord,
there will be no further need for a
national government. Canada’s con-
version from a federal union to a
confederacy will obviate the need
for most of the present institutions
including the concept of the Crown
itself. The possible exception would
be a court or arbitration panel ap-
pointed by the provincial partners to
settle disputes between themselves.

In this scenario, I can’t see Quebec
contributing to pay the pension costs
