The sisters, who say they have always
been “very competitive” with one anoth-
er, took different paths after finishing at
Ecole Notre-Dame elementary school.
Darrah wanted to attend the
International Studies program at Arthur-
Pigeon, while Kim decided that she
would like to go to
CVR, as both her best
friend and the girls’
older sister would be
at the school.

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Getting hot-headed over the heat-wave

During last week’s stifling heat wave, nobody felt much like doing anything. Several fire
departments on the island of Montreal took this to something of an extreme when they
refused to follow orders to go out into the community and check on people who could be at
risk from the extreme heat, namely elderly or chronically ill people. They said that their con-
tracts did not require them to be performing these “prevention measures” in the extreme
heat. These firefighters, it should be mentioned, were the minority, as most of firefighters,
nurses, and police officers on the island who were asked to make sure that vulnerable people
were faring well in the 30-plus degree weather did so, but to those who refused, | say “shame
on you!”

It may be beside the point that of all the people equipped to work despite extreme heat, |
should think that firefighters are at the top of the list. These men and women were asked to
carry out special procedures in an emergency situation in order to save lives. The request for
them to go door to door was to reduce the number of deaths due to the extreme heat: it was
not done with some trifling aim.

Having lived in the Chateauguay Valley my entire life and gotten to know even more about
the people who live and volunteer in the community in the past months through my work
here at The Gleaner, it is practically unimaginable to me that anyone in that type of position
would think of refusing such a request. Our firefighters never seem to hesitate to go far above
and beyond the call of duty. and many regular citizens also offer a great deal of volunteer time
to the community. | have seen countless examples of selflessness and putting the good of the
community ahead of individual comfort, particularly in difficult situations, such as the ice
storm in 1998, and in smaller emergencies when a neighbour simply needed help.

| feel proud and lucky to live in a community in which people do their best to look after
one another, and am sure that those who live here would not hesitate to take up such a chal-
lenge if it came forth, any more than they would decline to make hay while the sun shines
because it is too hot. In both cases, it is simply what should be done, even if the high tem-
peratures might make it quite uncomfortable.

The Chateauguay Valley's virtual mar-
ket, lemarchedelavalee.net, has recently
undergone a major overhaul so that it will
better serve buyers and sellers alike. The
site, which has been in place since
October 2008, was updated in terms of
design and visual content on June 12.

“We are reviewing the site’s formula.
After all this time, it had become essential
to reposition it, revamp it and bring it up
to current tastes,” said Anne-Laure
Debay, marketing assistant for the web-
site.

Hired in early May, Debay knew right
away that the site would need a signifi-
cant reshaping. “That which is there has
proved to be a bit outdated in terms of the
four objectives we have given ourselves. It
has been online for two years, and it is
already showing obvious signs of running
out of steam,” she stated.

Debay knows lemarchedelavalee.net
from top to bottom, as she had volun-
teered during the development of the
electronic version of a regional farmers
market.

To carry out the restructuring of the
website, which took some two months,
Debay worked with Nathalie Fortin, a web
design specialist.

This reviewed and improved virtual

market will include many more photos,
more articles on products and producers
and a diet section.

Users of the website will still be able to
buy a variety of products from fourteen
local and regional vendors on
lemarchedelavalee.net from Fridays at 6
am to Mondays at | | pm, or by phone on
Fridays between 9 am and 4 pm at (450)
264-2690. The weekly selection of prod-
ucts will be showcased on the site. “The
products will be highlighted even more
with the new kind of virtual market,”
Debray said.

Vegetables, fruits, cheeses, meat, bread
and pastries, maple products, preserves,
herbs and spices are among the things
available on the website, and products on
special will be featured each week along
wit any new items. Customers may pick
up their orders at pre-determined pickup
points in Franklin, Hemmingford,
Huntingdon and Ormstown.

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The bakery that community love (re) built

Opening a bakery at home on the Ist
Concession in Elgin was a natural step for
Kim Moss to take some five years ago.
With the responsibility of taking care of
animals on the farm and some of her chil-
dren still living at home, she says she was
“always feeding everybody,” so baking for a
few more people just “fit in with every-
thing else.”

Moss says she began baking bread
when her first child was just a baby, since
it was difficult to get organic food at that
time. She says she would go to a coopera-
tive in New York State to get the organic
flour, and grew some of her own food as
well. While it has become much easier to
get organic, fair trade and natural food in
the past years, Moss has carried on with
her baking philosophy.

Organic ingredients remain expensive,
so not all of the products made in the bak-
ery are certified organic: the bread and cof-
fee are, and as for the rest, Moss says that
“whatever is not organic is local,” adding
that all the ingredients she uses are natu-
ral.

Each day, Moss bakes white bread and
brown bread of some variety, but as she
says, “it's a long way for people to come
out of their way for a loaf of bread,” so she
makes many other things also. Different
kinds of squares, cookies, seasonal pies,
cakes, jams, tourtieres, steak and mush-
room pies, chicken pies and the house spe-
cialty, scones, are all available on various
days at the bakery.

Bread is the first priority when Moss
begins her day in the kitchen at 6:45 am
The process of making bread takes about
three hours, but she says that while the
bread is rising, she has time to do other
chores around the farm. All the bread is
out of the oven and ready by the time the
shop opens at | | am, and Moss continues
to bake throughout the day, making fresh
scones each day as well as replacing what-
ever has been sold.

The comfortable, bright building which
is now home to the bakery has only been
open for three months, since the original

acco mé}zq lo owur »ew
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bakery was destroyed by fire some two
years ago. The fire began at approximately
three in the morning, and Moss says that
later in the morning, once the fire was out,
people began trickling in as usual to buy
their daily bread, only to find that they
couldn’t. “The first thing | can remember
was the amazing support of the communi-
ty.” Moss says. She recalled one neighbour
who came to her and said that he had a full
load of lumber sitting in his yard — “you
can have it, you have to rebuild.”

Many other friends and neighbours
would give their support as well, collecting
funds for a new bakery and offering the
family trees or wood from their properties.
This meant that the bakery would be a par-
ticularly special one: built through commu-
nity support and made from wood of
which 80 percent came from local trees. A
friend who worked in demolition was able
to supply all the windows and doors, and
Moss' husband Perry rebuilt the bakery
practically by himself, with some help from
friends and family.

Moss says “it wasn't really a choice to
rebuild;” that there was so much commu-
nity support behind them that it was a
decision that made itself. When the plan-
ning began, though, it became clear that
while the fire had been terrible, the chance
to rebuild was “an opportunity to change.”
The new building is less crowded than the
old one. Moss says, with more space for
people to sit down. The oven was also
updated: in the old bakery, all the bread
was made in a wood-fired oven, but the
baker says that it was very restrictive and
made it difficult to regulate the heat. Today,
she uses an electric oven, and says she
doesn’t miss the old one at all.

These days, the bakery turns out some
twenty-five loaves of bread a day, as well as
the other baked goods. When asked if any
one else works in the bakery, Moss smiled
and said "I work with Hannah,” pointing to
a grinning and tail-wagging Labrador. Apart
from the nice company, working from
home has a lot of benefits, like being able
to do other things around the farm when it
is quiet, though Moss joked that “traffic is
pretty tough” in her long commute across

the yard.

The baker says that people who live
nearby are her “bread and butter,” but that
in the summer, there are a fair number of
tourists who stop in. She says that cyclists
like to come in and sit for a spell, and that
it has also become a popular spot for bird-
watchers, as there are many interesting
species in the area and the bakery is quite
isolated and quiet. Apart from baked
goods, Moss also sells coffee and tea, and
with a cosy atmosphere inside and lovely
scenery outside, visitors are likely to stay
for a second cup.

In terms of new ideas for the bakery,
Moss says she “always [has] to be thinking
what | really good that is hard to get.,”

remarking, “l don’t think | could sell
muffins to save my life,” since they are so
common everywhere else. Another chal-
lenge is “the guessing,” Moss says, and fig-
uring out “when to stop” in order to have
the right amount of stock.

Moss says she sometimes thinks that
there is no way she will sell everything she
has made while it is still fresh, but that it
“just goes,” with people coming in and
being tempted what is on the shelf, and
when all else fails, she says, her “family
helps” polish off any excess.

La maison des jeunes de Huntingdon a déménagé
dans un autre édifice en février. Les nombreux adoles-
cents qui fréquentent |'établissement semblent visible-
ment heureux d’avoir enfin un tout nouveau lieu de ren-
dez-vous bien a eux, situé a quelques pas au centre-ville.

Installée au 4, rue Lorne, la maison des jeunes occupe
I'ancien siége administratif de la compagnie Cleyn &
Tinker. Les dirigeants de |'établissement en sont venus a
une entente avec la Ville de Huntingdon, propriétaire de
I'édifice, afin d’occuper par bail une partie de I'immeuble,
tout juste a coté de la Petite Bibliothéque Verte.

Avant de se relocaliser dans un autre site, la maison
des jeunes locale était installée dans I'ancienne boutique
Mercedes Shoppe depuis avril 2004. Cette année-la,
I'établissement avait acquis le commerce qui se trouve
juste a coté de I'immeuble qui 'avait déja abrité pendant
treize ans.

«Nous trouvions qu'il en cofitait trop cher d'avoir une
propriété a nous.

Les treize municipalités de la MRC du Haut Saint-Laurent vont se répartir
d’ici 2013 environ 8:;5 millions$ sur les 20 619 001§ accordés au comte de
Huntingdon dans le cadre d'une entente fédérale-provinciale sur le transfert d'une par-
tie des revenus de la taxe d'accise sur I'essence et de la contribution du gouvernement
du Quebec pour la réalisation d'importants de travaux de remise a neuf d'infrastructures
locales.

Par le biais d'un communiqué de presse, le ministre fédéral des Ressources naturelles,
Christian Paradis, ainsi que le député provincial de Huntingdon, Stéphane Billette, s'ex-
primant au nom du ministre des Affaires municipales, des Régions et de I'Occupation
du territoire, Laurent Lessagd, ont fait connaitre la liste détaillée des montants attribués
en vertu du programme ati(.29 municipalités de la circonscription.

La répartition des sommes d'argent a été ainsi établie pour les municipalités du Haut
Saint-Laurent: Dundee (419 220%). Elgin (420 9243%), Franklin (648 756%).
Godmanchester (609 586%), Havelock (484 505%), Hinchinbrooke (789 733$), Howick
(453 471%), Huntingdon (818 307%), Ormstown (I 023 621%), Saint-Anicet (848
583%), Sainte-Barbe (614 127%). Saint-Chrysostome (828 714%) et Tres-Saint-
Sacrement (568 1443).

Les fonds attribués ont été calculés en fonction de la population de chacune des
municipalités. Ainsi, les localités de 6 500 habitants ou plus ont chacune droit @ une
somme moyenne de 241$ par citoyen tandis que celles moins de 6 500 ames peuvent
obtenir un montant forfaitaire équivalent a environ 189%$ par résidant.

Selon M. Billette, cet accord «vise a assurer le financement du renouvellement des
infrastructures municipales et locales dans une perspective de développement durable
selon les priorités suivantes, notamment en matiere d’eau potable, d’eaux usées, de
voirie locale, d’infrastructures liées a la gestion des matiéres résiduelles et de travaux
d’amélioration énergétique des batiments.»

Selon I'entente, chaque localité devra toutefois injecter par année 25 pour cent de la
part d'aide financiére qu’elle a recue.

Une bourse de 20 000% sera mise a la
disposition de tout jeune medecin qui se
joindra a I'equipe de médecins omniprati-
ciens oeuvrant dans la région.

hard to reduce contraband tobacco use

The Association Canadienne et
Québecoise des Depanneurs en
Alimentation (ACDA-AQDA) has been
working with store owners to raise
awareness of the problem of contraband
cigarettes and to try to get government
officials involved to lower the percentage
of contraband cigarettes being smoked.

Since May 10, representatives from the
ACDA-AQDA have been working to gain
the support of governmental deputies in
their “Objective: 10 percent contraband”
campaign. The aim of the campaign is to
reduce the proportion of contraband cig-
arettes being smoked by the population
to 10 percent, at which point the organi-
sation says they hope that those involved
in the illegal activity will find it to be no
longer profitable and they will stop
investing their time and money. The
request for support was sent out to all
the provincial and national deputies, but
although Linda Lapointe, regional coun-
selor for the organisation in the Greater
Montreal area, said that although they

were “not indifferent,” few had agreed to
put the concrete measures offered by the
organisation in place so far. The measures
include things such as starting up consul-
tation groups or spending some time at
the counter of a depanneur.

Lapointe made a stop in Ormstown on
May 27, says that their tour of the
province had begun at the National
Assembly. She stated that of the 6000
dépanneurs in the province, some 1000
had closed in the past year, which she
attributed to the popularity of contra-
band cigarettes. She noted that in this
area, due to our proximity to sources of
illegal tobacco, the problem is particular-
ly difficult.

Stéphane Bouchard, owner of
Dépanneur Bouchard in Ormstown,
noted that although non-smokers did not
think that this problem affected them,
that non-regulated cigarettes had been
shown to be more harmful to smokers’
health, which means that everyone who
pays taxes is affected.

Lapointe noted that while the problem
“is not simple... it's not by putting our

heads in the sand that it will be solved.”
She said “it will take several measures” to
correct this problem which is so harming
the owners of small businesses, the fact

remains that it is “not normal, not toler-
able” and she and the organisation will
continue working hard to reduce the rate
of contraband cigarettes.

CSSS trying to draw new doctors to the region

New doctor coming to the Haut Saint-Laurent

The health and social services centre (CSSS) for the Haut
Saint-Laurent is using a new method to try to remedy the
doctor shortage which has been seen over the past few
years.

The organisation is trying to encourage students of med-
icine within the Haut Saint-Laurent to come and work for
the regional health and social services network. There are
currently four general practitioner positions to be filled.

“We hope to make first contact with future general prac-
titioners or other young doctors who are from the MRC. It is
a different approach from the ones taken previously. In the
past, we went to the universities to do recruitment directly,”
stated Pierre Dubois, communications councilor for the
CSSS-HSL.

who would join -the general practitioners of the region.
Dubois confirmed that the money would be made available
by the Montérégie health and social services agency depend-
ing on certain criteria.

Other incentives have been put on the table to encour-
age doctors to come and work in the MRC. The municipali-
ty of Ormstown would offer the candidate a ten-year tax
exemption and the Promutuel insurance company would
give a special rate on its premiums.

The CSSS is still trying to recruit young doctors by vari-
ous means and is trying to approach practitioners from
France so that they might come and establish themselves in
the Haut Saint-Laurent. “We have four French doctors in
sight, but there is nothing concrete for the time being,”
said Dubois.

The doctor shortage in the Haut Saint-Laurent will be
somewhat relieved in the coming weeks. On August |, Dr.
Harry Kadoch, a young practitioner recently graduated from
McGill University will start work within the network of the
health and social services centre (CSSS) for the Haut Saint-
Laurent.

Kadoch’s impending arrival was confirmed by the Pierre
Dubois, communications councilor for the CSSS-HSL. The
doctor's tasks have already been outlined: “he will work in
emergency rooms and hospitals on our territory,” Dubois
said.

The young doctor, who graduated from McGill's Faculty
of Medicine in 2008, will not be on unfamiliar territory
when he arrives next month: he did a stage at the CSSS-HSL
in July of 2009. “He adored his stay,” remarked Dubois.
