A Young Earthquake.—We were visited 
yesterday morning by one of these terrible 
phenomena. About ten minuses after 3 
o’clock P.M. sleepers all over the city were 
aroused by a rough shaking of their beds, 
which in their half dreaming condition sug­
gested all sorts of horrors. Our fellow 
citizens, however, were for this time quit 
for the alarm, which, though pretty severe 
upon some nerves, disappeared rapidly sb 

with waking moments there came reflections 
that after all earthquakes here have never 
done any very serious damage. As all that 
most people know about the earthquake 
is that they felt their bed shaken as if some 
giant had seized it with an iron.hand, and 
then knew no more, except, perhaps, that 
they also heard a little clatter of loose ar­
ticles on tables and marble dressing slabs, 
very little can be said in the way of de­
scription. We judge that the whole thing 
was over in about a couple of seconds. We
have _ heard_nth era—whn._ jazere, perhaps,
more wakeful set down its duration at 40 
seconds. The last very perceptible earth 
quake felt here occurred, if we remember 
rightly, in 1859, and consisted of two very 
distinct shocks, lasting together probably 
for-two or three minutes, and each pro­
longed enough to give time enough to 
think about it. The writer on that occa­
sion had time to get out of bed and go 
down to the street door before the second 
shock was at an end, and found the latch 
of the door chattering when he got there.

The Expenses op the Senate at Ottawa. 
—It is always disagreeable to discharge 
public servants, or to cut down salaries. 
Generally the parties to suffer are gentle­
men of pleasing manners and good charac­
ters, for whom everybody desires pros­
perity, rather than the reverse ; but yet it 
must be admitted that our Parliamentary 
establishment has reached a head where 
justice to the country renders some reform 
absolutely necessary. We, therefore, hope 
rather than expect, that the reductions 
proposed by the Senate Committee will be 
adopted when Parliament shall meet again. 
When it is considered that the Senate 
rarely sits two hours a day, ai)d that Par­
liament is seldom more than three or four 
months in session during the year, it must 
be admitted that even at the reduced 
rates, the ofScers of that body will have 
berths of by no means an unenviable kind.

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The Question oe the Park.—We believe 
that a hitch has occurred on this question 
on which the public ought to have some 
thing to say. Of course, if we are to have 
a Park, we must pay for it ; or at least 
guarantee the payment, if the scheme 
should be so managed as to admit of no 
profit, or only an insufficient one. Now 
the question which we believe has come 
up, is this—whether the City shall obtain 
power at Quebec, simply to borrow a sum 
of money, without saying anything 
of the mode of paying for it, 
or whether it shall propose a special 
tax intended to meet the interest 
and sinking-fund on the debt which is to 
incurred, and shall submit to the rate­
payers the question, if they are willing to 
pay the tax as the price of the enjoyment. 
We believe that some members of the 
Council were in favour of the latter pro­
position; but that a majority of Chairmen 
of Committees took the contrary view, and 
desired simply to ask powers to borrow. 
This decision we are told, if it shall be 
maintained in the Council itself, is likely to 
throw considerable, hindrance in the way 
of the project being proceeded with ; be­
cause several Councillors who are desirous 
to secure for the city the advantage of the 
Park, are very unwilling to do so except 
upon the understanding that the cost shall 
be fairly estimated by the citizens, and pro­
vision for it made and sanctioned, before 
the Legislature is asked for powers to in­
cur the debt. We need not say that we
ÇlilliX Clj -r^UO. -f*- .

The experience of other cities is only too 
good a warning ^ to us against running 
blindfold into debt, and we fear the ten­
dency in that direction which must be 
created by obtaining power to raise money 
without facing boldly the necessity of meet­
ing the new obligations. It makes things 
pleasant for the moment to do nothing hut 
expend; but the day of payment must come> 
and it comes with more severity for being 
postponed. Of course there may be difficul­
ties in obtaining the assent of a large popula­
tion to a tax which they see, Qyen though in 
a payment for a luxury that even in a pe­
cuniary point of view would more than repay 
them. Slill it is better and cheaper that the 
true facts should be understood at once in 
a manly way, than that the necessity for 
increased taxation should be created in 
the dark, and the burden discovered when 
no one expects it. We believe there is a 
desire in some quarters to call a public 
meeting in order to discuss the whole 
matter. We do not know whether that 
course is advisable; but the subject de­
serves attention. We believe there is 
a very general desire for a park on the part 
of the well informed people of the city) 
and we are quite sure that they will readi­
ly contribute their share of the cost if 
the project shall be fairly carried out. We 
are equally certain, the poorer, and per­
haps the less informed citizens, have the 
largest reason to desire the success of the 
scheme, since they have not the advantage 
of leaving town during the heats of sum­
mer, and can only hope to enjoy the 
healthful pleasures of open air relaxation, 
by means of some public provision like 
this. We, therefore, trust that they will 
not be unwilling to give their sanction to 
the necessary burden as well as the neces­
sary expenditure.

PARLIAMENTARY SUMMARY.

In the Senate yesterday the Bill to incorpo­
rate the St. Lawrenee and Ottawa Company, and 
the bill for the settlement of the affairs of the 
Bank of Upper Canada were read a third time 
and passed. Senator Campbell moved that all 
piloted documents of the Senate be sent to the 
members of the late Legislative Council who 
are not members of Simte dming the present 
Parliament, which was agreed to. A bill was 
brought up from the Commons intituled An Act 
respecting the Customs, and was read for a first 
time, after which the Senate adjourned until 
to-day.

In the Commons after routine business the 
Hon. Mr. Holton suggested that, to expedite the 
business, the notices of motion be passed over, 
and that the orders of the day be at once called, 
in which the House concurred. The House 
then resumed the adjourned debate on the 
motion of the Hon. Mr. Rose that the hill 
respecting Inland Revenue be read a third 
time, and Mr. Burton’s amendment thereto, and 
the amendment of Mr. MacKenzie to that 
amendment The Hon. Mr. Rose said that to 
meet as far as possible the views of the House 
he had prepared au amendment fixing a graduat­
ed scale of licenses to maltsters, and providing 
that, for the first class there should be a license 
fee not exceeding $200 ; for the second 
class not exceeding $150; and the
third class not exceeding $100
Mackenzie and Mr. Burton severally 
that they were not entirely satisfied ^ith 
amendment^ hut in view of it they were 
ingto withdraw their own amendments.
Bill having been read a thirl time, Mr. Rose’s 
amendment was agreed to. Mr. Beehard than 
moved an amendment, the effect of which was 
to exempt from Excise duty Caaadiau 
Tobacco, twisted or rolled, when offered for 
sale as well as that grown for merely personal 
consumption. The^amenament was lost on a 
division, the votes being. Yeas—26, Nays— 
104. The Hon. Mr. Carling stated that tub 
law would press very heavily on those 
maltsters who had entered into large 
contracts with brewers for supplying 
malt. He asked the Finance Minister whether 
a clause might not he inserted providing that 
the law should not apply to existing contracts. 
The Hon. Mr. Rose declined acceding to_ this 
proposition which, he said, would subject the 
Government to no end of claims and make it 
impossible for them to know when the law 
really wuuld have effect. The hill then passed. 
On motion of the Hon. Mr. MacDougall, the bill 
respecting the Public Works of the Dominion 
of Canada was considered in Committee of the 
Whole, reported and ordered to be read a third 
time at the next sitting of the House. On the 
motion of the Hon. Mr. Cartier, the bill to pre­
vent the unlawful training of persons to the use 
of arms, and the practice of military evolutions or 
exercise, and to authorize Justices of the Peace 
to seize and detain arms collected or kept for 
purposes dangerous to the public peace, was 
read a second time. The discussion on the 
Intercolonial Railway was then resumed. After 
a long debate the House divided on Mr. 
Dorion's motion which was lost by a majority 
of 48, the Y eas being 35 and the Nays 83. The 
bill was then passed through committee and 
ordered to be read a third time to-day. The 
Supply and Stamps hill were read a second 
time, after which the House adjourned.

than six ninths afteq institutions of a similar 
kind had sprung up, ’caused by the necessity 
that was felt for them. [In the statutes for 1857 
will be found 64 literary institutions patronised 
by Parliament. In 1860 all these grants were 
withdrawn in Lower Canada, whilo in Upper 
Canada they were still continued. After glanc­
ing at the objects of these institutions, the 
end of nearly all of them, and the trials to 
which the Institut hère had been exposed, he 
said he beiived it would be the duty of his 
successor to announce that the institution was 
free of debt, that its regular income from real 
estate exceeded its expenses, and that it would 
exist for ever at Montreal, as a hearth whence 
every free mind could derive warmth, by con­
tact with other minds of a similar nature. Not­
withstanding the elepfiqns last sunymer, there 
had been forty meetings during the year, in 
which philosophical, historical and moral dis­
cussions had alternated. The most important 
work of the Institut was its affiliation with 
Victoria College of Cobourg, so as to establish 
at Montreal the two faculties of Arts and Law. 
Only a part of the programme has yet, however 
been parried out. In the Faculty of Law, 14 
pupils are following the coqrse under the 
direction of thé Hon. A. A. Dorion, Bean; for 
Civil Law ; Joseph Doutre, Q. C., Battonier of 
the Bar of Montreal, Civil Public and Interna­
tional Law ; W. H. Kerr, Criminal Law ; J. A. 
Perkins, Commercial Law ; C. A. Geoffrion, 
Roman Law ; Gonzalve Doutre, Civil Procedure, 
it is recommended that the course of lectures 
formerly given during the winters should be 
resumed, to give the youth an opportunity of 
coming together, and of not only hearing these 
lectures in their own tongue, but also of taking 
advantage of Çhè opportunity of cul­
tivating public speaking in the dis­
cussions which may arise.

Rev. 'Mr. CORONER, was introduced by the 
President,auu said that in chosing the subject he 
had taken for this evening,he had been guided by 
the occasion on which it was to be delivered. 
The invitation he had received showed that 
they had not confined themselves exclusively 
to one tongue, or narrowed down their views. 
He had been gratly indebted to French 
literature, so well known for its wealth ol 
throught. (Gheers). The tendency of the 
age was more towards a communion of feeling, 
thought and the expression of it not being 
confined to one nation, and it had been said 
that science and art were common property and 
not bounded by any language. The subject, 
suggested by their reception of English 
literature, and the English tunguo among them, 
was “Hospitality of Mind.” Social order and 
progress demand recognition, and must be 
recognised in their manifest tendency. TUe 
discoveries of ancient and modern days show­
ed that things were not produced by chance,aud 
these gave the social condition of to dav, 
very different from that of the middle 
ages. Their discoveries were placed at 
our disposal, aud in like manner 
the future would arise from the present. It was 
therefore the duty of every man wisely to make 
use for the best of the present. They could not 
go back, the same hand that controls the Uni­
verse controls also and directs mental and ma­
terial conditions. The discoveries of the pre­
sent had made a vast change, agencies consi­
dered omnipotent in the fourteenth century, 
were now shadowed over and surpassed. The 
Chinese method does not approve itself to our 
judgment, Shall we then cramp the head in­
stead of the foot, and throw up barriers between 
nationalities ? He thought nut. Such a process 
would do more harm than any disfiguring of 
the bones of the body. Christianity had given 
the order to advance, and whatever attempts 
might be made to retard the divinely appoint­
ed order of civilization would come to naught. 
The weak might yield, but the strong would 
break through. No combination couid restrain 
the progress of thought. Christianity affirms the 
unity of breth'en, and freedom, as St. Paul says,
" Wüere the spirit of love is there is liberty ? ’ 
Christ' himself rebuked mental sluggishness. 
The genius of Christianity was hospitable to 
thought, and welcomed every truth, while pre­
judice was a surly porter, seeking to dwell in 
darkness rather than let in a ray of strange 
light. Such surliness may serimiaLoijatariLaim^ 
gress, but cannot prevent it. Legitimate pro­
gress is ch’dneiy appointed and cannot be kept oacK fcXe..;., ;! ,, Prudence may say—
js not a stranger a danger. So far Prudence is 
right, hut Prejudice is wrong to say tbat all 
strangers must be dangers. Candour asks en­
quiry and Common Sense investigates the claim 
of all eomers. Deprived of these safe-guards, 
whimsical and incautious curiosity may give 
admittance to a very demon, for. every strange 
and new thought must not obtain admission 
without due care. The ground taken against 
mental hospitality is the danger incurred by 
yielding to new and strange ideas, and no doubt 
the argument has force, but there is a better 
way of meeting the danger than by refusing 
admittance to anything new, for we by must 
means may keep away the angel and cherish 
the demon Ignorance. The duty of all was 
carefully to investigate, keeping the mind 
an open door, yet watching who enters.
It is not at all times easy for men to be so 
trained as always to be able to exercise this 
caution, yet freedom of thought is far safer 
than the other course, for it is only bv keeping 
the mind open, cheerful aud hospitable that we 
can keep progress healthy and sound. Regard 
for truth must be cherished whatever the re­
sult. He was a true Christian, yet he loved 
the truth above all and sought to investigate 
truth unhampered by theological views, if these 
stood in the way of truth. A vast revelation 
had been peacefully accomplished in Britain, 
which has led the way to a levelling upwards, 
as was evident by the Bill on Education recen­
tly introduced by Earl Russel. A free press 
will always enable every class to demand their 
rights, and here it is more especially necessary 
in this mixed community where mutual tolera­
tion is necessary. He referred to the services of 
the Institut Canadien in this respect, and to the 
sister associations of the Mechanics’ Institute 
and the Mercantile Library Association. Its 
work was great. Its library was larger then 
either of the other institutions, and the collec­
tion of engraviugs was such as the others 
could uot pretend to. The Institut presented an 
attraction to wean youth from the bar .room 
and scenes of vice, and held out inducements 
to improvement, and surely the French. Can- 
adiau youth were not benind those of other 
nationalities in thtir desire to elevate them­
selves. This Institution stood for Gallican

in the British Dominions, always ready to shed 
their blood in defence of the Crown and 
country; Rev. Mr. Shaw, who defended the 
objects of the assoÿation also spoke. After a 
short intermission, the concert was resumed 
and other addresses delivered.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT*
Special Parliamentary Report.
Specially reported for the Montreal Herald.

HOUSE OFjCOIVSMOWS.

Ottawa, 18th Dec.
UNLAWFUL TRAINING TO THE USE OF ARMS BILL.
Mr. CARTIER explained that this was an 

extension to the whole Dominion of an act in 
force in the late Province of Canada. Within 
the last two or three months Government had 
been informed that deposits of arms had been 
made along the frontier on the other side of the 
line, and that attempts had been made to in­
troduce them into Canada.

Mr, MACKENZIE said .the bill would give 
very extraordinary powers to the magistracy. 
It empowered a magistrate on the evidence of 
one credible witness to seize arms and commit 
to gaol the person in whose possession they 
were found. Tnis enabled any officious 
magistrate to give unnecessary annoyance to 
loyal subjects ; and ho knew that in some in­
stances this power had been^exercised in such, 
a way as to cause great ha, dships He expected 
also that it might be implied from the passage 
of the bill that there were disloyal persons iu 
the country. That admission he, for one, was 
not prepared to make.

t CARTIER said there was a clause in the 
bill enabling the Governor General, bv procla- 
tion, to stop the operation of the law 
when he found it to be unnecessary ; 
but, tor the present, the Government were 
prepared to state, on their responsibility, that 
they considered it necessary to continue this 
law, and to extend it over the whole Dominion.

Mr. McKENZlE said that, after this decla­
ration by the Government, he had nothing more 
to say.

Mr. ANGLIN said that when he read this Bill, 
he felt shocked that the Government should 
have considered such a measure necessary. It 
would create au impression abroad that we. 
had here a large number of disaffected people 
He objected strongly to authorizing Justices of 
the Peace to commit to prison, on suspicion, 
any man found to have in his posses­
sion a rifle or pistol., In times of 
excitement a very had and oppressive use 
might be made of such a provision. The 
clause against military training also he 
thought very singular in a country where the 
whole male population was expected to be 
trained to the use of arms. If such a measure 
was required at all, he thought provision should 
be made for parties getting licenses to carry 
arms. Any good, loyal citizen could then, if 
vexatiously interfered with by a magistrate, 
shew Ms license.

Sir JOHN A. MACDONALD did not think 
this bill would convey the impression that we 
were a nation of traitors, any more than our 
laws against murder aud larceny would convey 
the impression that we were a nation of mur­
derers or thieves. The people of Canada were 
no doubt loyal and true to their sovereign, but 
there were amongst them persons who were dis­
loyal and untrue to their Sovereign. He thought 
there was nothing harsh, improper or unusual 
in the provisions of this bill. Ignorant or 
over-zealous magistrates might, no doubt, abuse 
the power given them, but a similar objection 
might he brought against any law. The mem­
ber for Gloucester objected to the clause against 
unlawful training to the use of arms in a country 
where every man was expected to have a train­
ing, It was for that very reason this clause 
was necessary. Wüen any number of persons 
applied to the Government for permission to 
form themselves into a Drill Associatibn, that 
permission was always given ; and when per­
sons assembled secretly for drill, without ob­
taining such permission, the inference was con­
clusive that they were organizing themselves 
with an unlawful object in view. As the law 
formerly stood, Government had no power to 
seize arms. Some time ago in Toronto a large 
depository of pike heads was discovered ready 
to be fastened to pike staves, which were de­
posited in another place. The person in whose 
possession they were found had since gone to 
the States, and was a leading man in the Fe­
nian body; but the Government on that occa­
sion were not authorized by any law to seize 
those arms which they were thoroughly cer­
tain were collected for a treasonable purpose 

Mr. McGEE believed that our people as a 
whole, irrespective of origin and creed, are loy­
al and sincerely attached to the institutions 
under which they live. At the same time he 
believed this to be a very critical period, aud 
should be sorry to see the country lulled into a 
false security. In his humble opinion the 
next six months would be the most critical six 
mouths through which Canada had ever passed.
He based this opinion purely ou the fact that 
next year was the Presidential year, when in­
fluences would naturally be at work dangerous 
to the peace especially of our border districts.

Mr. ANGLIN hoped he would not be mis­
understood as having been reluctant to give 
the Government any powers necessary to en­
able them to preserve the peace of the country.

The bill was then read a second time.

, EVENING SITTING.
Ou the motion for the tl^ird reading of the 

Public Works hill,
Mr. SPROAT took exception to the 23rd 

clause, which he considered placed engineers 
who had passed no examination in this coun­
try on a par or above survey ors who had to 
spend much time and money in preparing 
themselves for their profession.

Mr. MACDOUGALL said that this clause 
was merely to enable a survey made by an en­
gineer to be accepted without being repeated 
by a surveyor.

Mr SPROAT moved to strike out the 
clause.

Mr. MACKENZIE asked if this was a want 
of confidence motion. (Laughter.)

No seconder appeared, and the hill was read 
a third time and passed.

INTERCOLONIAL RAILWAY.
The debate was then resumed on the Inter­

colonial Railway bill, and Mr. Dorion’s amend­
ment to refer the question of the route to Par­
liament before adoption.

Mr. DORION said that it would be the first 
time that such a bill would pass without Par­
liament sanctioning the line. The object of 
the motion was not to bind the House to a 
route, hut merely to obtain the assent of Parlia­
ment before it was adopted, In England a se­
lection might be made which would be as un­
fortunate as that of Ottawa for the Parliamem; 
Buildings.

Sir J. A. MACDONALD thought it must he 
admitted that no time was to he lost. The 
The Union Act must be carried out immediate­
ly iu cider to secure the Imperial guarantee. 
Until the railway was finished the union was 
exceedingly imperfect, and if the work was not 
commenced at once we might give up the idea 
of beginning till 1869. Government had no 
interest in selecting the line except that it 
should be for the benefit of the whole country ; 
and if it were left to them, much of the work
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Mr.JMcKENZIE thought ita rather remark­
able theory to say that because gentlemen op­
posite were supposed to have a special interest 
in the selection of a route, Parliament should 
not express any opinion on the subject. They 
were met there for the specific purpose of de­
termining what might be best for the public 
government considered it of the highest import­
ance that in a matter involving such a large 
expenditure Parliament should be consulted on 
the first serious steps to be taken, namely, the 
selection of the route. The. only argument of 
of the Minister of Justice for this haste was the 
bargain made with the Lower Provinces, that no 
time should be lost in the construction of the 
road. But injudicious selection of the route 
might cause more delay in finishing the road 
than if the question were submitted to Parlia­
ment at the outset. H's impression was that 
it would be better for Government to spend the 
whole of the coming summer iu obtaining a 
thorough survey of the route than to decide 
within information now in their possession. 
To come to an immediate decision, as Govern­
ment evidently intended, might lead to the 
most disastrous consequences.

. Mr. PARKER concurred in the remarks of 
the member for Lamhton. He (Mr. Parker) 
would vote against the railway altogether but 
that it was made a condition of the Union. It 
was said that the Government had no interests 
to serve but those of-the people, but we had 
a warning in the expensive errors in the con­
struction of public works in the past. He 
thought that the experience thus acquired 
might enable the House, if the matter were 
properly considered, to arrive at a safe plan oal 
which this work might be undertaken. The Rail­
way was to be built with the people’s money, 
and their representatives should have some 
control over the work. Ha objected to the Bill 
because it created a double power, partly iu the 
Commissioners and partly in the Government, 
without any direct'responsibility to the House. 
He also thought that the Government would 
be quite as much open to the charges of act­
ing from political motives in carrying out the 
work as if they were doing it directly them­
selves; and, as to saving by issuing small 
contracts, the object was to profit with both 
large and small contractors-

Mr. CARTIER advised any one hostile to

the building of the Intercolonial Railway to 
vote for the motion of the Member for Hoche- 
laga. He contended tli it the course proposed 
by the Government was that which was ren­
dered necessary hv the Union Act, in order to 
secure the Imperial guarantee. It was oh 
vious, he thought, that iu selecting the route, 
Government could have had no other object 
than to select that which should afford the 
best means of communication between the 
I rovinces, and at the same time prove most 
valuable as a means of defence. Referring to 
the selection of Ottawa as the Seat of Govern­
ment, he said the question was left to Her 
Majesty because it could not be settled here 
and lie believed that after Ottawa Montreal 
was the best place.

Mr. GRAY said that there were two prin­
ciples involved which lay at the root of this 
discussion; the first was the adoption and 
carrying on of a public work immediately under 
the control of the Government and managed 
by them ; the second, the mole of its construc­
tion by Commissioners. When bon 
gentlemen on the floor of this House laid 
down the principle that the Government should 
take nojj part in works of this kind, they 
were looking back to a period entirely 
ent to the present day. When a matter is 
merely of a commercial character, it should be 
left to private enterprise ; but if it partakes of 
a national character it should be managed hv 
the Government. Highways are under the 
control ^of individuals : aud now when 
railways were superseding them, the Govern­
ment should exercise greator control over them 
thau they now do. In England it is a matter o( 
serious consideration whether their Railways 
should notbe entirely underGovurnment control 
in Belgium railways are under the control of 
and managed by the Government, aud in no 
icoutnry inthe world is rail way traveliingcheaper 
or managed more methodically than in that 
country. This Intercolonial Railway affected our 
national prosperity, and it was important to 
the country that the Legislature through con- 
etitutional means shouid have direct control 
over it. It was not a constitutional mode 
to have control of public works by sub­
mitting them to the decision of the 
legislature, hut to submit them to those ap­
pointed to deal wilh them, and who, if they 
did not manage the affairs of the country pro­
perly, were accountable to the House. The 
amendment struck at the very root of the 
constitution relieving government from that 
duty. He referred to the railway in Now 
Brunswick as an example of an efficiently 
managed railway under government control.
If the Intercolonial Railway was built and 
managed by Cmmissioners, the Government 
would be responsible for their acts He referred 
to the necessity of giving a Committee of the 
House the privileges of a judicial tribunal, in 
order to investigate matters connected with 
the railway. On this Committee they could 
have members from both sides of the House 
who woulf impartially investigate everything 
that had taken place in connection with that 
work, and they could pass their censure upon 
any act they deemed worthy of it, the Govern­
ment being responsible to the House for these 
acts. He felt a deep interest in the success of 
the work, but did not believe it would yield 
any immediate Commercial return. Although 
for half-a-dozen years it might entail a change 
upon the interests of the country, yet the gra­
dual increase of our resources, the expansion of 
trade, and encouragement given to settle 
in the country, would yield an incidental re­
turn which would benefit it. He referred to 
the different routes, and said whichever 
route was taken, Halifax and St. John 
had certain advantages of which they 
could not he deprived; and, in conclusion, 
he recommended tffe adoption of a bill to allow 
individuals to. apply to courts of law to get 
redress from the Government for injuries sus­
tained through their means.

Mr. DÜNKIN held that the best mode of 
constructing the road, was by making it a 
Government work. That being so, the ap­
pointment of Commissioners seemed to him to 
be the most expeditious and intelligent way of 
carrying it. These Commissioners would ha 
servants of the public, and officers of the 
Government which would be responsible to 
Parliament for their acts. He was sorry there 
hud been so much reticence on the part of the 
Government iu regard to the route to he chosen, 
hut he recognized the fact that there were 
political reasons for the course they had taken.
He looked upon the insertion of the proposed 
amendment In the Act, and sending it to the 
Imperial Government, as tantamount to pass­
ing no Act at all, because it submitted no line • 
for the approval of the Secretary of State for 
the Colonies.

Mr HuLTON enquired whether he correctly 
understood the Miuister of Justice, to say that 
the Government intended without' further 
survey to make the selection of a route before 
the next meeting of the House, and submit It 
for the approval of the Imperial Government 

Sir J. A. HaeDONACL) replied that t(je 
Government did not say they would be hound 
to settle the route upon the evidence now be­
fore them aud the country, namely, the 
surveys and reports ot Muj Robinson and Samd- 
ford Flemming. They would consider that 
evidence, but before deciding they might find 
it necessary to have further surveys and further 
evidence. They desired however that this 
great work should be commenced speedily,—if 
possible during the ensuing spring ; an 1 con­
sidering all the interests involved, the Govern­
ment did not think they were asking too much, 
iu asking to be allowed to have power in this 
matter. He thought the conseqcence of the 
question of the- route being referred back to 
Parliament, would simply be to make this 
House the arena for fighting a battle between 
the local and conflicting interests of the two 
sections.

Mr HOLTON thought this explicit state­
ment of the Minister of Finance disposed at 
once of the whole argument founded on the 
alleged delay that would follow from the pas­
sage of the motion cf the member for Hoche- 
iaga. The Government, it appeared, would re­
quire farther surveys bafore recommending a 
route, and they all knew that could not be 
done this winter.

Sir J. A. MACDONALD said that he had 
not said that. What he did say was that the 
Government might decide on the question al­
ready before them, but they might think pro­
per to have further evidence and further sur­
veys.

Mr. HOLTON would venture to say that 
that preliminary point, whether they should 
have more evidence or not before coming to a 
decision, ought to have been settled before 
this time. He did not deny the necessity of 
passing a hill before six months, but it ought 
to have boon submitted to Parliament 
immediately after the address in reply 
to the Speech from the Throne was 
disposed of. The House was prepared 
to pass a bill in accordance with the 
Union Act and the Guaiantee Act, hut it was 
not prepared to pass a bill which would deprive 
the people of this country of ail voice in the 
selection of the route for a railway which, at 
i.h« very best, in his judgment, would cost 
thirty millions,aud at the most fifty millions.
He very much feared the worst line would be 
selected if the House were deprived of all voice 
iu the matter, It would amount to nearly 
the sum guaranteed by the Imperial 
Government thus depriving that guarante 
of all practical benefit to this country. No 
one supposed we would not pay gll the obliga­
tions incurred, or that the guarantee would 
throw any expense on the Imperial Government. 
Were we then for the purpose of (saving a por­
tion of the interest on the sum required to pav 
for.the work, to be committed to an expenditure 
which, unless we were fettered by this guaran­
tee, we would not incur ? That was the di­
lemma into which the Government would lead 
us. He went on to argue at some length that 
the selection of a line, involving, as it did, an 
enormous amount of money, ought to be left 
iu the hands of the House. If power were 
given to Government, and they acted wrongly, 
the House, it was true, could censure them, hut 
it could not repair the injury they might do.

Mr. ANGLIN could not see that the amend­
ment would effect any practical object. The 
Government had a large majority on the House, 
and he did not believe any amendment would 
prevail. As he wished to deal with the subject 
practically, he could not therefore see how that 
object was to be gained by voting for the mo­
tion. He held that the question of the route 
was one which for military as well as other 
considerations affected the people of Ontario 
and Quebec as much as the people of the Mari­
time Broviuces, and he entered into a lengthy 
argument to show that the northern or Major 
. lobinson’s route was that which most recom­
mended itself on military and commercial 
grounds.

Mr. BOLTON spoke warmly for the Central 
route and Mr. McMillan as warmly for the 
North Shore route,' the House manifesting its 
impatience in a very marked manner during the 
speeches by both gentlemen 

Mr. FIShER rose amidst loud cries of“ques- 
tion” “ questiou.” He said he had stayed iu 
Ottawa fur the sole purpose of speaking on this 
question, but at this hour he did not anticipate 
a hearing from the Hou-e. He hoped the de­
bate would be adjourned till to-morrow.

Sir J. A. MAUDONALD suggested that the 
bill should be passed through Committee to­

night, and the debate could be resumed on the 
g uestion of concurrence to-morrow.

The House then divided on Mr. Dorion’s 
amendment which was lost. Yeas, 85 ; Nays

Dreadful Railway Accident—Great Loss of 
Life.

Fenian Plot to Blow up Millbank Prison.
Dublin, Dec. 18 —The examination of John 

Martin anil others connected with the funeral.. 
demonstration on the 8th inst, concluded yes- 
terday. The decision is reserved. This morn­
ing the accused were brought before the Ma­
gistrate, and Maitin and Lalor were commit­
ted for trial on a charge of misdemeanor. They 
mmediately furnished the requisite bail, and 

wore discharged from custody.
Florence, Dec. 18.—Prime Minister Mena- 

brea replied yesterday to the attacks made upon 
the Government by the Liberal party in Parlia­
ment. In the course of his speech he said that 
Italy would, tooner or later, | ojsess Rome, but 
that that end would bo accomplished, not by 
arms, but by moral force. Baron Ratazzi fol­
lowed, in a speech in opposition to the Chief 
Minister, saying that the popular vote in Naples 
and other cities of Italy showed that the nation 
demanded a different policy.

London, Dec. 18.—An attempt was made to 
blow up one of the walls of the Mill-bank gaol, 
in which a number of Fenians are confined. 
The preparations were all completed and the 
fuse had been lighted by the conspirators with­
out attracting attention ; hut, owing to some 
defect in the arrangement of the materials, the 
powder did not explode, aud the plot was dis­
covered before the attempt to carry it out could 
be renewed. No arrests have been made, and 
no clue has been obtained to the guilty parties.

London, 18th Dec—Arms aud ammunition 
secreted by the Fenians have been discovered 
and seized by the police at several places in 
England.

St. Petersburg!, 18th Dec.—The Invalide 
Russe says that the policy agreed upon between 
France and Austria on the East ten question, if 
persisted in, would imperil the tranquility of 
Europe.

London, 18 th Dec—A despatch from Masso- 
wah says that a report from the interior had 
reached the English expedition that King 
Theodore had set fire to and destroyed Debra 
Tabor.

Buffalo, 18th Dec.—The New York express 
train from Cleveland on the Lake Shore Road, 
due here at 12.15 p.m, being behind time, 
when two miles this side of Angola, either bv 
a faulty rail, or fog, met with a serious accident 
about 3 pm. The two rear passenger cars 
were thrown off the t.ack, and rolled over an 
embankment of 20 feet.

Later Intelligence. —The accident on the 
Lake Shore Railroad is more serious than at 
first reported. The rear car went over an em­
bankment of 50 feet, was set on fire by the 
stove, and out of 50 passengers only two es­
caped, The rest were burned to death, and all 
that is left is a mass of blackened and 
charred remains, without any means of 
ascertaining their names. The accident 
occurred at the Big Sister bridge 
a quarter of a mile east of Angola. Oue train 
has arrived with the unhurt passengers and a 
few of the injured. The rest of them will be 
here about midnight. Every preparation is 
made to care for thi-ir wants by the people of 
Buffalo. A large number of the physicians of 
Buffalo left by the four o’clock special train to 
assist the wounded. Among the killed the name 
of Mrs. Hubbard, of St. Catherines, is reported.

Buffalo, Dec 19, 1 a. m.—In the railway ac­
cident, as near as can be ascertained, about 45 
were killed and 35 wounded.

Burlington, Vt., Dec 18.—At three o'clock 
this morning a very distinct snoot of earth­
quake was felt in this city ; it lasted twenty 
seconds.

Ogdensburg, N.Y., Dec. 18.—A violent shock 
of earthquake occurred here this morning, shak­
ing the firmest buildings and lasting about two 
minutes.

Syracuse, N.Y., Dec. 18.—A considerable 
shock of earthquake was experienced here at 
three this a m. Its duration was about a min­
ute and a half.

Washington, Dec. 18 —The House has pass­
ed Mr. Steven’s Reconstruction Bill. The Presi­
dent sent to the Senate to-day a message eulo­
gizing Gen. Hancock.

San Francisco, Dec. 17.—The Benton mill 
dam in Mariposa, just completed at a cost of 
$130,000 has just been swept away by a flood. 
Great damage has been done in Oregon and 
Washington Territory by the heavy storms.

Boston, Dec. 18.—The S.S. China sailed to­
day with $220,000 specie. It is stated all first 
class Cunarders will be withdrawn from 1st 
Jan, and freight steamers take their place.

Progress of the Anglican Church in Vau-. 
dreuil,—The members of the Church resident 
in Cote St. Charles, Parish of Vaudreuil, have 
been actively engaged during the past summer 
in buildiog a new Chapel. Through their 
praiseworthy efforts a very neat, substantial 
wooden building has been erected, 36 feet by 
22. It will seat about 150 persons. The first 
service iu this new Chapel was celebrated on 
the afternoon of Advent Sunday. There were 
present 120 people. A collection amounting to 
five dollars was taken up, to pay the insurance 
on the building. The settlers are much in­
debted to Mr. Joseph Simpson for the gift of 
the land—one acre ; and also to Mr. William 
Hodgson for his exertions in getting up the 
Chapel, and for his constant snperintendance of 
of the work. The Church in this place has 
been gradually increasing for some time past. 
Late circumstances have tended to unite the 
members of the Church, and now thata suitable 
place of Worship has been provided for them, 
it is hoped that they will be kept more closely 
together, and be more regular in attendance 
on Divine ordinances. This is the second new 
Chapel opened in this Parish during the past 
Summer, and makes the third Church in this 
Mission : one at Hudson, one at Como, and one 
at Cote St. Charles The Rev. J, W. Pyke has 
been in charge since 1841.

Cuba.
(.From the Evening Telegram)

Havana, Dec. 12, via Lake City, Dec. 13.— 
We have authentic news from Madrid in rela­
tion to the sale of the Spanish West Indian 
possessions. It conveys the informatihn that 
the Spanish Government has made a formal of­
fer to the American Minister to sell Cuba and 
Porto Rico to the United States The public 
heart is beating with anxiety at the aunounce- 
ment, and great excitement prevails, as the 
extinguishment of slavery here will be one of 
the consequences. It was hoped that Spain 
would abolish the institution in time to save 
her national pride. The acquisitions made by 
the United States from Russia and Denmark, 
from France, and Spain herself, are now refer­
red to as precedents that leave the national 
honottv unassailable. An American company 
has on the strength of the above reports, pur­
chased Guajaba Island, near Nuevitas to colon­
ize, and put 30,000 acres of it under cultiva­
tion. Thus the last hopes of the slave traders 
are gone.

Washington, 17th Dec—There are five trea­
ties now under consideration by the Committee 
on Foreign Relations, but none of them will 
ha reported to the Senate till after recess. Se­
veral Democratic members from the West, 
whose choice for President has hitherto been 
Pendleton, declared themselves a few evenings 
ago decidedly in favour of General Hancock. 
The movement in this direction acquires every 
day more strength and significance.
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Washinhton, Deo 17th.—The official corre- 
Bpondence between Mr, Adams and Secretary 
Seward, regarding the “Alabama” claims, has 
been published. Seward rejects the proposi­
tion of Lord Stanley, for partial aibitration, and 
negotiations on the subject are closed.

New Your, Dec. 18—The Herald’s special 
says, our latest advices from St. Thomas arc to 
the 7 th inst. The ceremony of transferring the 
island to the United States will take place on 
New-Year’s-Day. The government architect is 
examining all the edifices that were shaken by 
the late earthquake, and has ordered the demo­
lition of all considered dangerous. Up to Dec. 
7 th, the number cf shocks felt was 500. Divers 
are busily engaged raising the cargo of the Bri- 
tish.steamer “Columbia,”sunk Oct. 29. They 
bring up daily about 200 packages merchandise. 
Business continues and the failures have ceased. 
Bouts are enormous.

Latest intelligence from San Domingo con­
firms the report that the loan of ten million 
francs has been realized in Paris for the Kepub- 
iic. Merchants in San Domingo are refusing 
to receive Government currency, and some have 
been fiued $200 each.

New York, 18th.—The Herald’s Lima, Peru, 
correspoudence says :—President Prado bad 
made a regular attack on Arequipa, the prin­
cipal stronghold of the rebellion, aud severely 
defeated his opponents, who, however, still held 
the main portion of the city. Three days had 
been given them to surrender. A point was 
gained by Prado where he could command the 
barricades with his heavy artillery. Col. Balta, 
the chief of the rebels in the north, had also 
been severely defeated.

New York, Dec. 18.—The Times Washington 
special says : No doubt S. S, Cox will be named 
Minister to Austria. Much excitement was 
caused last night by the disappearance of Col 
Ely Parker, of Gen. Grant's staff, at the mo­
ment when every preparation was made for his 
marriage with Miss Minnie Sackets.

The Tribune’s special says, that tnere is not 
a material difference between the anticipated 
bill of the House and that reported to-day in 
the Senate. The former stops all contraction 
aud cancelling of rates, while the latter only 
applies to the four millions a month, which the 
Sec. is authorized by law to contract.

-----W-Dec■ 17.—The Senate Finance
Committee, in presenting- the Funding Bill, 
submitted a report in which they refer to the 
claim that the principal of the 5-20 bonds is

payable in gold; and say that without deciding 
the question, they propose a substitution ot 
new bonds, clear and explicit in their terms, 
for the 5-20 bonds, as they become redeemable. 
They further say, if this exchange is refused 
by the bond holder, it will be time enough to 
determine whether, by the condition of his 
bond, bo may not be paid in lawful money.

Bochesthr, Dec. 18.—A large meeting was 
held last night by the friends of Gen. Grant, 
for President. A Grant Club was organized.

Comcurd, N. H., Dec. 18.—The .Slate Central 
Committee last night adopted a resolution de­
nouncing Johnson, and declaring Gen. Grant 
the Bepublican candidate for President.

Memphis, Dec. 18,—Benj. J. Branch, an old 
aud highly esteemed planter, on Wolf river, 
was fatally stabbed by a negro, named Adam. 
The Grand Jury and citizens of Nicol County, 
Ark., have petitioned Gen. Ord to station 
troops there to protect them and their stoci 
agaiust the negroes. Accounts of destruction 
of stock by the negroes are distressing. The 
great uneasiness felt by the whites is caused by 
fears of au insurrection. Col. Jaques, who is 
now planting in Arkansas, passed here yester­
day for Washington, to represent matters to the 
Government. He says no man’s life is safe, no 
matter from whence he hails.

Relrciicbuieiit.

In the Senate, the Committee on Contingen­
cies have reported in favour of a reduction both 
in the number ot the staff officials connected 
with the House, aud of the amount of the sala­
ries which the remaiuder are in receipt of. By 
the contemplated reduction, an annual saving 
of about $15,000 will be effected, and, at the 
same time, it is expected that the efficieucy of 
tho staff will be fuliy adequate to the wants oi 
the Senate. It is said that the most promi­
nent reductions and dismissals advised are as 
follows;—Joseph E. Doucet, additional French 
translator and clerk of private hills, salary $1, 
800 ; -W. A. Maingy, additional assistant aud 
second office clerk, salary $1,800 0. W. Taylor 
assistant accountant, salary $600 ; John Walsh; 
assistant English cicik, salary $600 ; M. Keat­
ing, chief messenger, salary $i,125 ; then there 
are several under messengers in the list, oi 
whom there are at present eight or ten; also 
Antoine Lachauce, permanent messenger, sa­
lary $700. Then nearly ail the clerks having 
salaries from $1,000 aud upwaids are to have 
these reduced iu sums varyiug from $200 to 
$1,000. J. F. Taylor, reduction $1,000 ; Bobert 
Lemoiue, $800; Fenniugs, Taylor, $600 ; E. 
L. Montizambert, $600 ; Dr. Adamson, $400 ; 
A. A. Boucher, $100 ; E. Tessier, $30ü ; A. 
Garneau, $200 ; B. Kim her, $350. It is also 
proposed that those dismissed shall receive a 
year’s salary in advance.. In the course ortho 
debate ou this subject, the Hon. Mr. McCully 
made some startling comparisons of the expeu 
ses of the Legislative Council of Nova Scotia 
with that of the late Legislative Council oi 
Canada, as follows;—The number of the officer 
aud servants of the late Legislative Council ot 
Canada proves to have been upwards of 50, and 
the total expense upwards of $40,000. The 50 
odd officers aud servants appear to have been 
appointed us follows : By the Earl of Elgin, 1; 
by the Crown, 4; by Speaker Caron, 2; by 
Speaker Campbell, 5 ; by Speaker Belleau, 11 ; 
by the Legislative Council, 10 ; by Speaker 
Tessier, between 1864 and 1866,16. The same 
services iu Nova Scotia cost that Province less 
than $2,000. The whole staff consisting of one 
Clerk at $800 ; an Usher of Black Bod, $300 ; a 
Chaplain $100; and Messengers $375 -in all, 
considerably less than two thousand dollars. 
The officers and servants of the Cunauian House 
Of Assembly were upwards of 150, and probably 
exceed that number to-day. and as nearly as 
can be ascertained, at an expense of upwards of 
$100,000 per annum. As to the labour perfor­
med, he huds for iustauce that the Journals of 
Nova Beotia, apart from the Appendix, were 
for 1864, iu folio .169 pages; in 1865, 108 pages. 
In Canada, said Mr, McCully; 1 find for the 
same years the Journals occupy in octavo, from 
1864 hut 380 pages ; iu 1865, 247 pages. So 
that it is questiouable if the Clerk of Nova 
Scotia single-handed does not actually perform 
as much labour an tho whole staff iu Canada.— 
Quebec Gazette.

Seven persons snffTocatetl, and Olliers in­
jured.

Not a winter passes in which we are not 
called upon to record a shocking loss of life 
from the defective construction of tenement 
houses, or from the lack of adequate meaus of 
exit. Narrow staircases, inadequate ventila­
tion, and absence of fire-escapes, describe the 
houses of the working population. In the 
modern buildings an improvement is percep 
tible, but the Superiuteudent of Buildings 
seems not to possess the power to enforce com 
pliauce with the provisions of the law, and tho 
landlord is exceptional who will do aught that 
involves additional expenditure. The story of 
this latest catastrophe is that soon after two 
o’clock yesterday tire was discovered in 
the basement of No. 696 Second Avenue. The 
firemen and police promptly responded, and 
confined the flames to the basement ; but the 
smoko ascended to the topmost floor, filled 
every room, and before the inmates could bo 
reached seven were suffocated aud others seri­
ously injured. All parts of the house are ten 
anted, the basement being used as a bake-shop. 
The rear of the second floor was occupied by 
James Campbell, his wife, and two boarders 
These persons escaped by leaping into the yard 
from the windows. The rear of this floor, the 
fourth floor front, aud the rear of the fourth floor 
were occupied by persons who on being 
awakened by the alarm started for the ladder- 
leading to tho roof. Lawrence Cunningham, a 
very heavy man, attempted to climb the' ladder 
and it broke under his weight. By this time a 
policeman passing through an adjoining bou-e 
gained the roof. Procuring a rope, they drew 
up tho chihireu of Mr. Cunningham.

Some of the others were also drawn up. 
P. Murphy leaped from one of the upper- 
windows, aud several of his limbs were broken. 
Mrs. Kelley, who bad groped her way from the 
third floor, appeared atone of the rear windows 
and screamed for help. A policeman leaned 
over tire edge of the roof, aud passed her the 
end of his club, but her hands refused to re­
tain their grasp of its polished surface, and 
finding that she must lose her hold, she 
sprang clear of the building, aud fell on 
her feet in the snow, spraining her back. 
Ellen Duffy was next extricated, but the rope 
used not reaching within 10 or 15 feet of the 
ground, sire fell that distance, though without 
sustaiuiug injury. Murphy, a lad, clambered 
out of one of the fourth story windows, and by 
means of the shutter gained the coping of the 
roof. Mrs. Cunningham, a very heavy woman, 
then appeared at one of tire upper windows, but 

• after a rope hud been fastened around her the 
officers besitHt d to draw her up, fearing the 
rope might break. Hook and Ladder Com­
panyraising a ladder rescued her.. Other ap­
paratus being quickly brought into use, the 
lire was soon extinguished, and scarcely reach­
ed the first floor. Meantime several other in­
dividuals had been rescued. As soon as the 
flames had been extinguished and the smoke 
cleared away, search was made for the missing. 
In the apartment occupied by the O’Meara 
family, all, except tire son Thomas, were found 
lying apparently dead. Two of the daughters 
were locked iu each other’s arms. Tho other 
girl apparently hud attempted to escape, as her 
feet were burned almost to a cinder. * Finding 
that she could not reach the street, she had 
returned, and sunk, overcome by the heat and 
smoke. On reaching tho air, Mr. O’Meara re­
vived, but the others were quite dead. On the 
fouith floor, beneath the “scuttle were found 
Mrs. Murphy and her children apparently dead. 
The woman partially revived.

Great Britain- 
THE .FENIANS.

On the 30th November Col. Burke, alias Berry, 
and J- T. Casey were again brought before Sir 
T. Henry. The former is charged with treason- 
felony, and the latter with attempting to pre­
vent hisanrest.

Godfrey Massey, the informer, gave an account 
of his own connection with the Fenian Brother­
hood in New York, and then spoke of Burke’s 
connection with Stephens, Kelley, Halpin and 
McAiferty. Stephens, he said, was superseded 
because he deceived both officers and men, and 
besides that, was grossly incompetent in a mili­
tary point of view. He and Burke had lodged 
together in London. Kelley was chief of the 
organization in London, but the organization 
and mobilizing of the forces in Ireland was en­
trusted to his (Massey’sJ direction. I gave 
some directions to Burke, told him to make 
himself acquaiuted with the resources of the 
district, and w'hen the rising did take place, to 
destroy the means of communication, so as to 
force the regular arm/ to marebjon an equality 
with us. The telegraph wires were to be cut, 
the railroads “ tapped,” to render communica­
tion impossible, but not to destroy the lines. 
He .could only make himself acquainted with 
the resources by communicating with tbe cen­
tres. A centre is the chief of an organization, 
corresponding, you might say, with a county. 1 
brought from America £550 in gold. I re­
ceived it from Col. Kelley. Before Burke left 
Igave him between £15 and£20. I gave money 
to all the officers in London. I oidnot know 
what night had been appointed for the rising. 
It had not been fixed. After Burke had left a 
meeting was held at Kelley’s, It was on 
the 10th February, Sunday night. Kelley was 
there, and three delegates from Ireland—Ma- 
hony, Burn and Arbinson. They constituted 
themselves into a directory to control^ civil 
affairs in Ireland.

The rising in London was fixed to be at mid­
night of the 5th of March, hut on the 4th ot 
March he was himself arrested.

George Kylock, a dealer in fire-arms, testified 
that Burke had a house at Birmingham. The 
inscription over the door was “ E. 0. Winslow 
& Co. he had sold Burke revolvers and am­
munition to the amount of £2,000 ; he had also 
made a bargain to sell him 650 rifles. Casey 
was with him at Birmingham, and went by the 
name of Mullidy.

Another Birmingham dealer gave similar 
evidence, and Mrs. Lambert testified that 
Burke and Massey lodged together in her house 
iu Tavistock street, in January and February.

On Sunday, the 1st of December, another 
funeral procession was organized in Manchester 
in honour of Allen, Larkin and Gould. The 
placard was on a green ground, with black let­
ter and a mourning border, aud read as follows :

“ The procession in honour of the Irish mar­
tyrs, Allen, O’Brien, aud Larkin, will take place 
Sunday, Dec 1, at 2 o’clock. Persons intending 
to join it must meet in Stevenson Square, at 1J 
o’clock. The route will be by Lever street, 
Piccadilly, London road. Grosvenor street, 
Stretford road, Great Jackson street, Deansgate 
Bridge street, New Bailey street, Chapel street, 
(Salford), over the new bridge opposite to the 
Palatine, thence along Shude hill aud Swan 
street, to New-cross, and there disperse. The 
utmost order is requested. Every improper act 
giyes strength to the enemy.

The procession was organized without any 
opposition—indeed, the police were less seen 
than on oidiuary occasions. The rain fell very 
heavily, but 3,000 men, women, and children 
walked ; the men and women wore green rib­
bons and sprigs of shamrock, aud the band 
played the “ Dead March.” As the procession 
marched.past the military prison the band play 
ed “ Adesti Fideles,” and at the spot on which 
the gallows was erected a halt was made, and 
three cheers given, and one cheer for old Ire­
land. Police were kept in rese-ve, and the 
military were iu readiness inside the barracks, 
but all passed off in quiet.

A very large funeral procession was organ­
ized iu Cork on the 1st of Dec. The numbers 
are estimated from 5,000 10 15,000: the aver­
age would make it about 10,000.

A variety of rumours are iu circulation. It 
is said that discoveries have been made that, 
since the Manchester executions, large bodies 
are drilling nightly in the neighbourhood of 
Enniscorthy, and also on Vinegar Hill.

A rumour was current in London on the 1st 
that an attack cn the small-arm shops in Eng­
land aud Ireland was to have been made on 
the 30th of November, but had to be abandon­
ed.

JOHN BRIGHT ON THE IRISH LAND QUESTION.

Mr. Bright has addressed a letter to Mr. H. 
D. Hutton, of Dublin. It says : —

“Bochdale, Nov. 11, 1867.
“ My Dear Sir,—I have read your 1 Prussia 

and Ireland’ with much interest, and, as far as 
you go, I agree with you, but I think more re­
quires to be dohe. Your plan is to help ten­
ants to buy farms where owners are willing to 
sell, to lend them money on easy terms, and 
to take good security. Owners are not very 
willing to sell, aud the process of creating an 
Irish proprietary, would be very slow. In my 
speech in Dublin, I suggested another plan, 
not unlike yours, but more certainly operative.
[ proposed a Parliamentary Commission, to buy 
largo estates, aud to resell them iu existing 
farms to existing tenants, on terms something 
like those which you propose. A sum of £5,- 
000,000 would secure some large estates, and 
the process of creating ‘ farmers owners of farms’ 
would begin, and would go on rapidly. Your 
plan in üfty years would do much good ; mine 
would do much iu five years, and in 20 years 
would change the aspect of things in Ireland. 
We want to make the Irish iaimer attached to 
the soil by the tie of ownership rather than by 
that which now exists, the necessity to have a 
holding in land that he may live. We want, 
further, to beget a new and better national 
sentiment, to convince every Irishman now on 
the land that we do not intend to drive him 
across the Atlantic, but to remain a contented 
dweller on his own soil. I think my scheme 
would do this. You will see the difference be­
tween your scheme and mine—yours is for 
long time and for the future—mine is to grap­
ple at once with the desperate malady which 
keeps your country in a state of chronic dis­
content and insurrection. Your plan may be 
more easily secured, but our children will only 
see much result from it—mine would, I think, 
restore confidence aud banish speedily some of 
the despair and disloyalty which so extensively 
prevail,

THE AFRICAN MAIL.

The steamship Mandiugo, brings despatches 
from the west coast of Africa np to the 17 th of 
November.

By this arrival we hear of a painful affair up 
the Niger. Dr. Crowther, the coloured bishop 
of Sierra Leone, went on a visitation up the 
Biver. At Ida the chiefs resolve to detain him 
aud demand a ransom ; of the value of a thousand 
slaves. The Vice-Consul being communicated 
with, called together the British and American 
residents, and the steamer T. Barley, was man­
ned with Europeans and Americans, armed 
with revolvers. A regular scrimmage took 
place. Mr. Pell shot five of the natives, but 
was subsequently killed. Mr. Eollestoue was 
also wounded. The natives subsequently beat 
a retreat. rPhe bishop was got away safely, 
after enduring ten days of captivity.

The Mandiugo also brings news of more 
cold-blooded murders by King Archibong of 
Old Calabar. In October be bad 24 victims, 
mostly young men, butchered, and the heads 
sent to him in a cask. The missionaries and 
teachers have been successfal in rescuing four 
doomed creatures. A man, a woman, and two 
children were forcibly taken from a native 
house, and safely got on board the chips. King 
Archibong sent a letter demanding back the 
victims ; but it was resolved not to give up the 
poor creatures. Oapt. Lowry gave the four 
outcasts a free passage to Fernando Po.

Pope was forced to quit Borne it would 
assuredly be a calamity for those who remained 
there after him. Let the Senate picture to 
themselves the august Pontiff wandering as a 
pilgrim. The very earth would tremble 
beneath his footsteps, and his words would be 
maledictions. Would they suppose the 
Pope remaining at Borne? No. Borne was 
not large enough to contain two sovereigns. 
He had no intention to make personal reflec­
tions ; but a King of Italy was too petty a per­
sonage to have his seat side by side with tire 
Papacy . The Pope at Borne, and Borne be­
longing to the King of Italy, was but a dream ; 
‘the very extreme of. igorance. ’ The Catholic 
nations would never allow the patrimony of St. 
Peter to pass, after 14 centuries “into the hands 
of any sovereign.” It was in Borne that the 
Papacy, must abide. Italy only created Inex­
tricable embarrassments by clinging to an idea 
which the will of Catholic nations would never 
sanction. The remained tho third hypothesis, 
and on this what could the Conference do ? 
Take all ? give hack all ? No, perhaps ; but at 
l;ast it might maintain tho present state of 
things, seek to vivify the Pontifical Govern­
ment, and find the means of doing so in a good 
organization of resources. After some further 
observations, the Arehbishop said that the ob­
ject of those who signed the interpellation was 
that the Senate should give its vote to these 
resolutions ; 1. That it was desirable, if
possible,that the Pontifical Government should 
be reinstated in its lost provinces. 2. That 
it was necessery to maintain the existing situa­
tion. 3. To examine whether there was such 
means to restore to the Pontifical Government 
a powerful vitality by a development of its re­
sources. He hoped the Government would de­
clare that the French troops should remain at 
Borne until the security of the Holy See should 
be completely guaranteed.

The Minister of Foreign Afiairs, believed 
there was reason to expect much from the 
good sense of the Italians, and hoped that men 
who could give guarantees for judicious con­
duct would come into power. In such a case 
it would not be well for the Holy See to count 
upon a dissolution of Italian unity. It must 
rather look forward to the possibility of living 
in a community of ideas with Italy—not with 
the Italy of Mazzini, nor of Garibaldi, nor of 
Battazi, but a new Italy. Nothing was easier 
to conceive by reference to the past, than an 
Italian Pope living in the midst of tranquil 
people, without forfeiting his independence, 
What was wanting was not so much a facility 
of compromise, as sentiments of reciprocal con­
fidence. Hitherto there had been mutual dis­
trust, aud th -re were very good reasons for dis­
trusting Italy. The French Government had 
not the pretension to impose confidence ; it 
only said that it was necessary to seek out 
even for the Holy See new elements of security, 
and for Italy the means of keeping her from 
the dangerous Jine she has entered on. Italy 
should cease to regard France as a troublesome 
guardian ; because she had rendered great 
services to Italy all pressure on her part seem­
ed an offense ; this was the sentiment of the 
human heart. It was for this reason that the 
best counsels ofFrance could not carry with them 
the same authority as those of Powers less com­
mitted towards Italy ; hence the idea of a con­
ference. The French Government desired to 
place the Boman question in tho hands of all 
parties. It was religious and political. For­
merly a Congress composed exclusively of 
Catholic Powers was spoken of ; but it was 
easy to understand why such a Congress was 
not possible. Moreover at that moment the 
intervention of Ftance sufficed. And, besides, 
a Congress of the great Catholic Powers would 
have doue no more than France had done alone. 
France might have limited her invitation to 
the great Powers only, but three of the great 
Powers were not Catholic, and the fourth 
Italy—was au interested party. M. de Hous- 
tier declared that the Holy Father adhered at 
once to the Conference, and without hesita­
tion.

(We have since learned that the Conference is 
abandoned.)

The sale of tbe late ML Mathewson's library 
will be continued this afternoon at two o’clock 
and at seven in the evening, Some fine works 
will he sold this evening.

The present repre­
sentative of the family has expended chiefly in 
Paris a fortune of £35,000 sterling per annum ; 
and it is only rarely on such occasions as this 
that the Wine leaves Hungary.

TRADE & COMMERCE.

Great Ituata for Tickets to Olcltoiis’ Read­
ings.

The New York papers acquaint us with the 
enormous rush which has been made for tick 
ets for the readings of Mr. Dickens. Wednes­
day last being one of the days fixed upon for 
the sale, the early birds who desired to get the 
worms in the shape of pasteboard titles to 
enter Steinway Hall began to assemble at half 
past 10 o'clock on Tuesday night. The first 
comers were a pair oi buyers, who before mid 
night were joined by others, and at 1 o’clock in 
tbe morning, 150 ticket-purchasers were enjoy­
ing moonlight, and cigars. Two o’clock 
brought some additions. By 7 o’clock, 500 men 
and boys were in line—more than sufficient to 
purchase the entire number of seats—and by 9 
the qui vive extended to Fifteenth-st. The order 
of sale for the first day was that the front row 
should be first disposed of, then the second, and 
so on. Yesterday, to defeat the speculators, 
Mr. Dolby ordered the sale to begin with the 
seats in the rear. At 9 o’clock the doors were 
open, and then followed the usual onslaught 
In one or two instances places in the line sold 
for $25, and “turns” sold at all prices between 
$15 aud $3. Two women resolutely kept their 
places with that endurance for which the fern 
iuine nature is distinguished. Speculators 
bought many tickets. On I’uesday evening, 
however, the effect of the speculators’ success, 
was to leave a large number of seats unoccupied 
and when the lecture began, one speculator had 
1Ô0 tickets left. On Tuesday evening, specu­
lators were selling tickets at 56 cents apiece.

Oxford, the pot-boy who shot at the Queen 
twenty-seven years ago, and was locked up as a 
lunatic in Broadmoor, has been released, on 
conuition that he leaves the country. He was 
probably sane, though with a brain diseased by 
a craving for notoriety. He has acquired the 
art of graining in prison, and hopes to support 
himself in America, or one of the colonies, 
where he may yet be conspicuous for loyalty.

The weather has been somewhat colder 
to day.

Arrivals.—The barque Toscana and S.S. 
Flamborough, from Montreal, arrived at 
Glasgow on the 14th inst.

Accommodation Bills.—A rather import 
ant discussion took place ÿt the late meet­
ing of delegates from the various Chambers 
of Commerce in Britain, on the question of 
Accommodation Bills. Mr. Lapton of 
Leeds introduced the subject, and stated 
that these had become so common, it was 
advisable that some means should be de 
vised of imposing difficulties in the way of 
their negotiation, or some regulations 
formed which would show their true char­
acter to all receiving them, under pain of 
punishment to the issuers in case of bank­
ruptcy or insolvency. They were in some 
cases legitimate, and such bills should not 
be made illegal. The practice of fabricat­
ing "such bills should not be, however, 
liable to great abuse, and when issued to 
too great an amount, or merely for the 
purpose of postponing bankruptcy, his 
object was to render the issue more diffi 
cult, so as to confine it to its legitimate 
use ; and if that could not be done to en 
sure punishment in cases of abuse. The 
plan proposed was to forbid and make 
penal the negotiation of any instrument of 
exchange having the words “ value receiv­
ed” or “value on account,” or the equiva­
lent, unless value had passed for such bill, 
as the use of the words “ value received” or 
“ value on account” was a false represen­
tation, and should be punishable. If the 
words were omitted, the takers were fully 
aware of what they were doing, if they dis­
counted or took in payment such bills, and 
would be, therefore, without grounds of 
complaint, and no blame attached to any 
of the parties to such bills ; whilst the use 
of such words as “value received” or 
“ value on account,” when no transaction 
in goods had taken place, or where no 
amount was due on account, should be 
punishable as a fraudulent misrepresenta­
tion.

Grain from Hungary. —The exporta­
tion of grain from Hungary is said to be on 
an enormous scale this year. The utmost 
exertion is made to hurry cargoes to mar­
ket by steamers, sailing vessels and rail­
ways, every mode of conveyance being 
tasked to the utmost. The immense quan­
tity coming forward must to some extent 
afiect prices, as the calculations made of 
the sources and quantity required for 
European use was made on the basis of- an 
ordinary crop from Hungary. The grain is 
all sent to Bodenbach, from whence it is 
sent to France, Hamburg and Britain, as 
required, it being a good central point for 
distribution.

Financial.—The Money Market is quiet 
at 7 to 10 percent at the banks, and 8 to 
12 on the street for short date commercial 
paper of good to choice descriptions. 
Stocks arc steady, not many shares of any 
kind offering, and buyers are hardly up to 
asking prices.

THE ARCHBISHOP OF PARIS AND MARQUIS DK MOUSTIER 

OH THE ROMAN QUESTION.

The prelate whose views on Borne were 
looked forward to with most curiosity was 
Monsigneur Darboy, Archbishop of Paris. Of 
his devotion to the head of the Church, no one 
doubted ; but he is airo known for the liberality 
of his opinions in temporal and his moderation 
in religious matters. The speech which he has 
delivered in the Senate was received with much 
favoru, and at its close lie was warmly con­
gratulated by his colleagues. His views deserve 
notice, He observed, with reference to the 
conference, that a government was bound by 
its signature to protect the rights which it had 
sanctioned, and that if any one State withdrew 
the unanimity of the others would be a 
guarantee for their execution. But, supposing 
the conference got together, what could it do ?
There was one of three lines to follow—to give 
back to the Holy Father the provinces that 
have been tom from him, to take away the 
remaining territory, or to proclaim the status 
quo. The first though most desirable, was 
hardly possible. If it belonged to the jurist and 
the theologian to define “right,” the politician 
should, also, do so. It would not be difficult to 
define the rights of the Holy Father for he was 
the legitimate owner of what was taken from 
him by force. But in this world people often 
found themselves embarrassed in material 
necessities ; facts give birth to interests, and 
interests come in time to be called rights • and 
real necessities and facts must be taken’ into 
account. In the present instance, he did not 
know what was practicable ; but this would be 
a matter for the consideration of the Con­
ference. To deprive the Holy Father of what 
territory now remained to him, seemed 
immoral, and almost impracticable. They 
were told that Italy wanted Borne ; but if the
