ENGLISH NEWS OF THE WEEK.,
ENDING, Feb, 18th,

Mr. Blair's misslon 10 Richmond did produce
—g certainty that peace is as yet impossible,

Mr. Roebuck put his promised query to Mr.
Gladstone on Tuegday night, He asked whether
the Government intended to institote any in-
quiry into our Hailway system with a view to
legislation. The Obsancellor of the Exchequer
replied that be inteded to advise Hec Msjesty
10 issue & Uommission of Inquiry into the econo-
mical questions gonnected with the Railway sys-
tem, such a8 cost of conveyance, but{ not into
matters ¢f policy. There wad a strong desite
smong the industrisl community to dlscover
whether tae benefita of railway carriage could
not be extended., Mr, Walpole proposcd an ad-
dress on the subject, but Mr, Gladstone declined
it as uneonstitutional ; Mr. Scully then asked
if he did not intend to purchase Irigh railways,
and Mr, Gladstone, while refusing to commit the
OCabinet, “concurred in the opinion that the
Irisn railways formed a case by themselves,”—
So they do, only it will be as well to ascartain
whether the Irish, once aware that railway cars
are (Government property, may not think it their
duty to throw them off the line,

Mongiguore Ohigi, Nuncio in Paris, has been
ordered to eat humble pie. He had written a
letter to the Bishop of Poitiers, Monsignore Pfe,
commendiog his disobedience to the law in the
matter of the Kncyclical, and the Bishop pub-
lished the note, Therc#oon the Moniteur asked
what basiness a Nuncio had to interfere with
the domestic policy of France, and M. de Sar-
tiges asked at Rome unpleasant guestions not
published, The upshot was that Monsignore
Uhigi tendered his resignation, was ordered to
withdraw it acd apologize instead, and like an
obedient priest and polished Italian gentleman,
did apologise with a good grace. The result
is that Roman subtlety chose an untenable
grotind to quarrel upon, lost the quarrel, and
slulked~~a new proof of the “astutencss” which
guid s the Yatican, the gilliest Cabinet at this
moment in existence,

New Zealand i8 going to make a most land-
able attempt to rid i gelf of otir blind itterfer-
ence by dispenging with our wilitary aesistan e,
The old Ministry has succeeded in resigning, and
& new one, under Mr, Weld, of Canterbury,
makes it ite main article that it will send the

goldiers home on condition that the Governer

be goided entirely by the recommendations * of
his constitutional atvisers in native as well as
in ordinary affairs.” This programme secured
the assent of almostihe whole Assembly except
the Auckland memjers, who voted ina body
against it, but from disgust at the removal of
the capital. The jumbers were thirty-five in
fayour and eighteenpgsinst, of whom, however,
fifteen were Aucklaid members.

The Orown and Parliament in Prussia have as
yet arrived at no agieement. The Government,
in order to separate the working classes from the
Liberals, has promisad to introduce measures
tor “organizing labour & move which the
Liberals have met by a bill abolishing most of
the existing restrictions without crganizing new.
Thie, it is balfeved, will be rejected by the Upper
House, and meanwhile the Obamber has de-
manded reductions fn the military budget, the
abolition of the salt monopoly, and the reduc-
tion of the house tax, legal costs, and postage
charges. The Orown Prince has become cone
vinced that militaryreform is reslly necessary,
but still objzcts to the unconstitutional methods
by which it has been secured. There are still
rumours ¢f & compromise, but the concession
must come in the firgt instance irom the
Orown. %

Convocation i8 not happy about the Divorce
Act. The Lower House hias eomplained that it
irritates the ‘conscitnces of the clergy, and the
Bishop of Oxford, besides admitting that fact,
deprecated gteongly the publication af reporte of
the Divorce Uourt, He proposed that the House
should exprees formally its sympatby with the
aggrieved, The Bishop of St. David's, with his
usual incisiveness, was ‘‘inclined to move an
amendment that thy House lamented that there
were clergymen whose cunsciences was aggriv-
ed,” there being obviously in his mind such a
thing a3 a thin-skinned conscience. The Bishop
of London doubted whether a festering sore was
not the better for freshi air, and would not have
their “Lordships asked to express an opinion on
the publication of the reports, though doubtless
they did great occagional harm” As a matter
of fact clergymen are not compelled to marry
persons divorcsd under the new Act arnd as 1o
secret trials, they would quadruple the amount
of adultry. The great thing moat profligate
men and all profligate. women fear is publicity.
The mere chance of being divorced sirikes them
as rather pleasant than Otherwise, and the bare
intimation that they had so been would in many
clagses not exclude-them from society. The
gighop of Oxford forgets hat divorce is no
longer the lusury of the Upper Ten Thougands

The ironmasters of Btaffordshire, tired, it
would seem, of the endless demanda ot the “'pud-
dlers,” who are alwaya striking because without
them the work of hands ten times as numerous
as themselves cannot go on, have given notice
ot a *lock-out.” The Dowlais Company, how-
ever, has done some:hing much more gensible.
It bas callew in the aid of science, ard Mr. Ber-
nard Walker, hag invented a rotatory farnace
which does the puddling itself, *Blooms” made
by this process heve been ghown and pronounc-
ed bstter than thoze made by he.nd labour. The
men will now probably sirike against the new
faruaces,—but that game has never succeeded

yet.

The builders in the Midland Oounties, both
masters and men, geem to have learned wisdom,
On Friday night, the 10th inst, a great meeting
was held in the Birmingham Town dall, which
decided that disputes ought to be settled by ar-
bitration, appointed delegates for the men and
masters, and bound both sections to bide by their
award. We have therefore at last & combined
committee, and possesseéd of moral authority,

De. Gray, the Bishop of Oapetown, has deni-
ed tue charge of haviog asked the Society for
the Propagation of ths Gospel not to honor th:
drafts of clergymen in the Natal diocese without
being endorsed by bimself, or rather he denies
the motive, aud says the precaution. was not
sgainst heregy, but overdrawing. We fear Dr.
Gray’s memory i3 defective, The Dean of
Mariizbarg,— Dr. Gray's right-hand mao,—
wrote to the Bishop of Uspetown on March 30,
1863, *1 am writing to the Society for the Propa-
gation of the Gospel, . ., . As a security
they ought to establish pro fem. some such rule
as that the Missionaries' drafts should be coun-
tersigned by you, or some one accrediled by you.
It would make plain to Bishop QColenso that he
would be without clergy if he returned;” on
which De. Gray had written, “I think that the
letter of the Dean of Mariizburg, which I enclose
i entitled to consideraton. . . . I am sure
that the Society will be glad to do anything in
their power to sirengihen our hsuds in a lime
of great trial and difficulty.” Would it have
tgrengthened” Dr, Gray's hands to guard the
funds of the gociety at home from overdrawing.”’

The Commission for revising the subscrip-
tions of the clergy have presented their report.
What they propuse is, an lmprovement, the
more go that it was expressly meant by the
Commissioners 1o solve smull scruples in & lib.
eral gense, and permit youpg clergymenin sym-
pathy with the geoeral doctrines of the Ghuren,
but not entirely with all its minor points, to
gign without any slur on thelr conscience. It
abolishes the bonw fide “assent and consent” to
all that i3 contaised in the Book of Common
Prayer. The general declaration substituted is
«“ ¢, A.B, do make the foilowing golemn decla-
ration :—I assent to the Thirty-nine articles of
Religion, and to the Book of Oommon Prayer,

and Ordering  of<_Bishops, Priests and
Deacons ; 1 belisve the doctrine of
the Unpited Ohurth of England and

Ireland, as theréin ge! forth, to be agreeable to
the Word of God : and in Public Prayer and
Administration of the Sacraments I will use the
form in the gaid Book prescribad, and none other
except so iar ue shall be ordered by lawful au-
thority,”” Why the declaration of assent should
be “solemn” and the agsent itself not so,is a
problem which the Commissioners alone can

golva, It is & concession even to wish to con-
cede. Bat the Oommission ought to haye done
more,

Last Sunday George Victer Townley, con-
demuea to death for the murder of Miss Good-
win, and reprieved on the ground of temporary
insanity, but afterwards committed to the Model
Prison at Pentouville, committed sguicide. It
seems that he attempted to open the veins in his
arms, but not suc :eeding, when leaving the cha-
pel, where he had sung, coutrary to his usual
cugtom, the last verse of the chaunt “In life, in
death, U Lord abide with me ["" he delib:rately
juwped over the rails of the circular gallery, fell
a height of twenty-three feet, crushing his head
on the stone paving below, and died in three
hours. The coroner's jury found him “insane,”
which was algo the view of the chaplain, wh>
grounded his view first on Townley’s refussl to
consider the murder “a sin,” and secondly on a
very remarkable letter to bis mother, which, be-
cause it was not written on the ‘“regulation
lines” of the prison paper, was not allowed to go
The letter proves Townley anything but insane.
It is full of tenderpess for his mother, whom he
calls by an evidently old family term of enaear-
ment, “Mam.” Itis written for ber birthday,
gives her his “‘oest and kindest love,” ingists on
her not troubliog herself about him or his state,
and goes on—‘'what we are all doing, and
what’s the object of it, we can have no noticn
of j it looks very nongsensical, but that's no busi-
ness of ours, and at any rate we bave nothing to
do with it, and perhaps we really do only see
the wrong side of the t” It would be
difficalt to give a more tellng illustration of
the guesses men are Apt to give at the pur-
poses of life. He makes very light of his im-
prisonmeny, but absolutely refuses to let his
mother aud sister come to see him, ¢ The very
notion of your being within these walls or in
contact with this place in any shape or way, is
perfect torment to me,” He speaks of his mo-
ther praying with other friénds for him with an
effort at graitude, and thanks her for “ the
Sunday Magazine” with a pathetic anxiety to
please Ler. ' likes it exceedingly,—#0 thorough-~
ly catholic in its tone” The letter is flighty,
but that is because he is always approaching a
aubject on which he can give her no satisfaction,
—hig gpiritual state, It almoest demonstrates
the perfect sanity and refined tendernegs of the
man who was gnilly at once of murder and
guicide.

The British Consul at Kewchang reports the
existence of a silkworm which feads upon oak
lenves, Thesilk is & litsle coacse, but the Ohi-
nege mix it with gotton, and 50 make gilk, which
is used to a very large extent. The Oonsul,
who has had & very large experience, is inciined
to think the oak-eating worm might be crossed
with the mulberry-eating species of Kurope,

REW ZEALAND,
(From the London Times.)

Our correspondence from New Zealand will
apprise the public of the position to which affairs
have now been brought in that colony. The war
ig allowed to eleep, But a new Ministry has
been formed on principles which would essen-
tially mooify both the actual tonstitiition of the
¢olovy and its relations with the Government at
home, We mny prestimé that our readers retain
a generdl impression of the tase aa it stood.
The colonigis were supplied with a military force
from this country, and in retorn Wete obliged to
aceept such aon iolervention of the Imperal Gov-
ernment as produced in practice a double ad-
ministration. The Governor bad the aid of a
Minisiry on the spot, but he was in correspon-
dence with the Colonial Secretary, and the policy
dictated by this Minister's despatches was cfien
opposed to the policy advocated by the Qolenial
Osabinet. Kspecially was this collision conspicu-
ous on the queations arising from the recent sar.
A belief was entertained in this country that the
lmpenal woops were engaged in an unnecessary

‘war for the undue promotion of colonial interest

Mr. Oardwe.l gave expression to this opinion by
directing that the war should be brought to a
close, and thus, as the ‘colonists affirm, destroy-
ed the effect of & policy which, though none of
their devising, would soon have prodaced a satis-
factory result. Toey could nov, however, deny
the logic of Mr, Oardwell’s arguments. If
we fought their battles we had a right
to decide on the continuance of the war
There was an alternative of course, and this
they are now préparing to accept. The new
prime Minister has undertaken to “recommend
‘i the Agsembly to request the Home Govern-
‘' ment to withdraw ite land force and to issue
* such instruciions tothe Governor as may en-
! gble him 1o be gnided entirely by the recoms
“ mendation of his coostitutional advisers, ex-
‘ cepting only upon such imatters as may
* directly concern Imperial interests and the
* prerogatives of the Orown.” ' The policy has
teen aocepted by the Govermor, and ifit is ulti-
mately eswablished, it will place the relations of
the colony and the home conntry upon a footing

on which en independent Administration would
act towards the natives. Mr. Weld, the head
of the new Ministry, appears to think that after
the termination ¢f the present war a moderats
standing force would suffice to control the
Maori tribes and prevent internal disturbances ;
but this force he consiaers should be equipped
and disciplined with especial reference to the
service. For the rest, he relies upon well
selected military posts, and, above all, military

roads, He would drive th:ga roads
straight  through the districts in which
the Maories intrench themselves, mnot

fighting except on compulsion, but completing
the roads at all hazaras, end paying the natives
themeelves for working at them, if they could be
induced to do so. Then he wonld establish
military gettlements on lands to be taken from
the tribes actually in rebellion, and thus by one
and the same act remunerate the auxiliaries and
raige a barrier against invasion, It may be as-
sumed, too, that the colonists will look to gim-
ilar confiscations as a regource against the finan-
cial difficulties inte which the war has brought
them,

This programme will be received with little
dissatisfaction by Englishmen, Of course, due
consideration will be required on a proposition
which, as Mr, Weld confesses, * would change
the whole aspect of the relations between the
 mother country and the colony ;”but when the
;alternative was placad before the colonists it
(‘ could hardly have been expected tnat they
should adopt the opposite decisicn, Tha mis-
chief of the existing system consisted in the se-
paration of anthonity from responsibility. The
colonists, made the war, while we found the
troops for, without prospect either of advantage
or glory. We endeavoured to terminate this
anomaly by assuming tke responsibility, and
farnishing the Governor with orders in opposi-
tion to colonial opiuion., The colonists admit
that the privilege belonged to us, but they now
Propose w remove the conditions out of which
it arose, and that, we presume, mast have been
the expectation with which the late policy was
framed.

EXI‘RAORDINABYF EVIDENCE OF  CON-

T,

A criminal case of unexampled character bas
been presented to the wonder of the pub-
lic. Such a cage, involving 8o many ccntradio-
tion ignot to bs found in the calendars ' of
of erine., On the 26th cf last December ten or
a dozen Italians and a8 many Englishmen were
drinking at the Golden Aunchor tavern, the
Koglishmen in one room, the foreigners in ano-
ther. An sffray occurred between them, and an
Englishman named Harrington received a mor-
tal wound. On the 3d of this month Be afino
Pelizzloni was tried for the murder and found
guilty. The defence cffsred was that though
poor Harrington had been killed, the guiliy
(talian was not Pelizzioni, but another John, or
Gregorio Mogni. Mr Ribton did not hesitate to
say, for the prisoner, thatthis Gregorio “ was
the man’ Nevertheless the jury convicted Pel-
izzioni, and Mr, Baron Martin, in promounciog
sontence used thege words:—* 1 am assatisfied
a8 [ can be of anything that Gr:gorio did notin-
flict thia wound, and that you were the person
who did”, That the crime itself was exienuated
by circomstances almost to manslaughter, the
Judge acknowledged, but of the identification
of the prigoner be had no doubt whateyar, In
the fuce Lowever, of thig decision ceriain counc-
trymen of the prisoner, feeling persuaded of his
innocence and of Gregorio's guilt, resolved to
bring the latter to jusiice.

The evidence which procured the eonviction
of Pelizzioni was upon the fuce 88 complete as
had ever keen produced against a prisoner. The
nature of the affray admitted of an unusual
number of witnesses, and their depositions were
consisient, and clear, Three of the Knglishmen
pregent saw Pelizzioni sirike the deceased, and
the deceased fall from the blow. Wnile Har-
rington lay in Lhe hospital, Pelizzioni was plac-
ed by the bedside annd the dyimg man was
asked to say swhether he could see anybody
who had Blsboed him. He pointed to the prizo-
ner and gaid, ! 'hat’s the man,' This he said
with no vindictiveness, adding, indeed express-
ions indicating forgiveness. The reader will
prebatly be or opinion that the foree of evidinee
could be carried no further yet there was con-
irmation stillto coms, The potman of the
tavern had been stabbed in the sffray, and he
swore distinetly o Pelizzionl, Moreover,
he and another  witness  stated  that
they hed atruck Pelizzighi on the head in the
scuffla; and when Pelizzioni was examined
his bead was fonad cut, Lastyall the witnes-
ses concurred in afficming thav when Harring-
ton was struck down one Italian only was in
the room where the hnglishmen were assembled
and Pelizzioni alone had entered the apari-
ment where he was taken.

Wemay now describe the evidence which has
been brought to upset this cage. We will put the
strongest poiot ficat.  Gregorio has “contessed”’
Whas bis confession amouuts to has yet to be
determined, He does not say that he killed
Harriogton, but he eays he was in the Hnglizh-
men's room and that, tearing to be overpowered,
he used his kuife in self-defence. In sapport of
this siatement, testimony was prodvced to the
effoct that Gregoria had made the same state-
ment to some of hia frieads, and tuat he had
even got rid of the knife which he had uaed. It
is beyond doubt, too, that he left London shortly
after though he was uuder no notice to leave.
une of the Italians also disumetly contradicted
the statement that Pelizzioni was the only one of
their number in the Englishmen’s room, and de-
posed that Gregorio was there. In'short, wnereas
the evidence against Pelizzionion this point was
directly impugued by counter evidenceé render-
ing iv conceivable that the perpetrator of the act
might possibly have been some other person,
Gragorio acknowledges enough to makeit highly
probable that he was this person, and it is
sworn that he made such ackrowledgments on
tne very night of the affray.

Some attempt was: made to present the case
a3 oue of mistaken identity, but that ground dgid
not appear tenable. The landlord of the tavern
distinguished plsinly between Gregorio and
Pelizziopi, whom he had koown for three
monthg, The potman who was stabbed, and
who swore to Pelizaioni as the man who stabbed
him, bad beea acquainted with him for four or
five yeers, and had also known Gregorio, and he
roundly afficmed that there was “aot the sligh-
test resemblance between them.” Moreover,
there was a woman who was knocked down
presumably by the tame man who
killed  Harrington, and this woman

‘sweara that the man who knocked her down
was certainly Pelizzioni, and was certainly
not Gregorio., When then could be'no mistake
of identity, what theory can be offered to inva-
lidate the testimony against Pelizzioni? The
theory, as 1y scems, of & general conspiracy.
The conductors of the case sguingt Gregorio al-
iege that the landlord of the tavern ‘‘had a feel-
ing" that his customers shared his impressions,
and that their evidence all flowed from one
source. But will this hypothesis touch the dying
_gtatement of the deceased.

«The confession of Gregorio, unless it ia to be
discredited, may be held to exculpate everybody
In particular, it Gregorio really ioflicted a siab
upon Harrington, it might be inferred that Peli-
zzioni did not, fur the surgeon deposed that the
wounds had all been produced by ‘one stroko of
the knife.” It is also certain not only that Gre-
gorio was at the tavern but that he had a knife
with him, This knife too, was traced to Gre-
gorio, and was such a kaoife ag might have in-
fl.oted the wounds, butivwas not bloody, though
the blood might have been washed. Another
knife, however, found outside the tavern, and
presumed to be the knife employed, was also
produced, and this was covered with blood,
though, on the other hand, it had no such point
#8 the surgeon thought might have been requir-
ed for the iuflaction of the wound.

Such is a brief recital of these remarkable
proceedings. The case against Pelizzioni was
strong almost beyond precedent The case
against Gregorio is of no great strength except
from his own confession admits enough to in-
clade the whole crime, and 18 supported by tes-
timony, W hoever killed poor Harrington kill-
ed him without the malice though withuut pro-
vocation, but which of the stories ig true, or
whether the two are to be reconciled, we must
leave to be elsewhere determined.

THE LATE OARDINAL WISEMAN,

Nicholas Wiseman was the son of the late Mr.
James Wiseman, merchant, of Warterford and of
Seville, in which latter oity the late Cardinal
wag born on the 2d of August, 1802, The tam-
ily of Wiseman is one of considerable antiquity,
and they appear to have had lands in the connty
of Bssex gince the reign of Edward 1V. Soon
after the Reformation Sir John Wiseman, who
bad been one of the Auditors of the Exchequer
under denry VI/L, and was knighted for his
bravery at the Battle of Spurs, acquired by pur-
chage Much Qantield-Pirk in that county, His
grandson, William, who matried into the nobie
tamily ot Oapsl, attérwards Eacls of Esgex, was

Theogh born upon Spanish soil, young Nichc-~
las Wiseman, when he was little more than five
years old, was sent to Eogland, He arrived at
Portsmouth in January, 1808, in the Melpomene
frigate, Captain Parker, and was sent, while still
very young, to a boarding school at Waterford,
[n March, 1810, be wes transferred thence to
the Roman Oatholic College of 8t. Cuthbers, at
Ushaw, near Durham, where he remained until
1818. In that year he obtained leave to quit
Ushaw for Rome, whera he arrived in the De-
cember of that yesr, and became one of the first
members of the Kngiish Oollege, then recently
founded at Rome, In the nexs year he had the
bonour of presching before the then Pope, Pius
VIL, and, having pursued with diligence the
usual course of phlosophical and theological
studies, he maintained a public disputation on
theology, and wa3 created a Doctor of Divinity
July 7, 1824, shortly before the completion of
bis 220d year.

In the following Spring he regeived holy
orders, and in 1947 was nominated Profesgor of

being at tbat time Vice-Rector of the English
College, to the Rectorship of which he was pro-
moted in the year 1829. He had already dis.
tingaished bimself, not merely as a theologian,
but also a8 a scholar, for in 1827 he composed
and printed a learned work, entitled Hore Syri-
ace, chiefly drawn from Oriental manuscripts in
the Library of the Vatican.

In 1840 the late Pope Gregory XVI, increased
the numoer of his Vicars Aposrolic,in England
from four to eight, and Dr. Wiseman was ap-
pointed coadjator to the late Bishop Walsh, then
Vicar Apostolic of the Midland District, being
elevated to the Presidency of St. Mary’s College,
Oscott, near Birmingham,
