(From the Montreal Commercial Advertiser, 15.)
The murder of poor Quinn last week, instead 

of decreasing, appears to have increased tbe 
morbid tendency amongst tbe soldiers in gar­
rison to retaliate upon any non-commissioned 
officer who may have occasion to punish a man 
for the infraction of military regulations. Two 
very narrow escapes have been experienced by 
a sergeant in tbe Royal Artillery stationed in 
Montreal, and a sergeant in the 16th now oat 
at Chambly for rifle practice. Providentially 
both designs were frustrated, and the offenders 
arrested, and court-martials hare been called 
to try them, a course that will go much farther 
to restrain these outbreaks than tbe slow pro­
cess of civil law. Had Mawn, who so foully 
murdered Quinn, been tried by a military tri­
bunal, and the sentence executed with military 
despatch, it is more than probable the present 
attempts would not have been made, whereas 
tbe fact of handing over a soldier who has 
committed a murder to the civil tribunal, and 
its well known chances of escape for tbe great­
est offenders, as exemplified at every assizes 
held in this Province, is offering a premium 
upon homicide, and neither more nor less en­
dangering the life of every conscientious non­
commissioned off. :er now serving amongst ns. 
The example set by the military authorities at 
Corfu for a like offence was a good one, and 
not only deserves, but demands imitation. The 
offence was committed on one day—tbe trial 
took place and a verdict of guilty was found on 
the second, and tbe sentence of tbe Court was 
carried into force on the third, when the cri­
minal was shot. The circumstances of tbe 
cases to which we allude are as follows :

Colour Sergeant Ramsay, of the 16tb, had 
occasion to report James Morrissey, a priva e 
in his company, for neglect of duty, and Mor­
rissey was punished ; being offended at this, he 
appears to have formed the murderous idea of 
taking his sergeant’s life, and on Friday last 
was observed standing behind bis tent, and 
his purpose being suspected, he was, after a 
severe struggle, secured, when a bayonet was 
found concealed under his jacket. Tbe case 
w*s inquired into by the officers on duty at 
Chambly, but they considered it of far too 
serions a nature for them to deal with, and 
sent the accused to Montreal to be dealt with 
by a general court-martial.

The second case is, if possible, of a worse 
nature, and occurred at tbe barracks in Col­
lege street. On Saturday, Private Parrel of 
tbe Artillery, was heard to utter threats against 
the Corporal of bis company. Little notice 
was taken of them at tbe time, as it was 
thought to be idle talk ; subsequent acts of 
Farrell excited suspicion, and after he had re­
tired to bed be was searched, and it was then 
found that, amongst his bedding be bad con­
cealed bis carbine and a ball cartridge.

These are all the circumstances tbat have as 
yet been made public, and all tbat can be 
learnt ; for the military are chary of speaking 
on a subject that detracts so much from their 
good fame, although several Sergeants look 
upon the .state of affairs in a most serious 
light, not knowing how soon the proper per­
formance of their duty in enforcing discipline 
may result in tbe forfeiture of their lives.

Yesterday morning three soldiers of the 47th 
stole a boat and deserted from St. Helen’s 
Island ; one of them who had been stationed 
as sentry, took with him bis rifle and forty 
rounds of ball cartridge.

ICF* The number of prisoners^aptured by the 
Confederates during the recent battles near 
Richmond must bare been very large. The 
following extract from a letter written by the 
chaplain of the 4th New Jersey Regiment, goes 
to show a loss of 500 men in that regiment 
alone:—" We know that our regiment went 
into the battle 600 strong, all told. Tbe day 
after the battle we numbered less than 40 all 
told, officers and men and wounded (not includ­
ing the band and drum and fife corps, and hos­
pital attendants.) Tbe ba:.d and fife and drum 
corps acted as tbe ambulance corps in bringing 
in the wounded. Up to the present hoursirag- 
glers have come in, so that we number, ail 
told, perhaps 100 effective men, not including 
the band and fife and drum corps nor their as­
sistants.”

Fobsigm Railways.—The English collector 
snaps your ticket from you as if it were pro­
perty of his own you are surreptitiously carry­
ing off. Tbe German or Belgian officer, when' 
railways first came into use with him, used to 
examine tbe document you handed to him with 
tbe minute attention of an antiquary dealing 
with an interesting bat obscure piece of pal­
eography ; but experience has now taught him 
to be quicker. Nor is it now necessary to be 
at the station a full half hour before the start­
ing time to get your luggage weighed. Few 
things were more provoking to the English 
traveller, determined to crush as much sight­
seeing as be could into limited time, than that 
precaution ; and I have seen such a person, 
when arriving twenty minutes before the sterl­
ing time left behind, sitting upon the apex of 
his pyramid of boxes like Marius in the ruins 
of Carthage, with tbe difference that bis sensa­
tions were not mournful, but wrathful, and ex
ploded in frequent use of the 44 damn’’_all
which would be witnessed by a large band of 
pipe-smoking railway officers, standing round 
in good-humored imperturable listlessness, 
waiting until the departure of the train should
give them some little piece of business to do._
“Across the Channel,r in Blackwood's Magazine.

Anothzr Conspiracy.—A Boston paper 
says :—“ Not only do we have to contend with 
organzied armies in the field, but with the 
vilest conspiracies of rebellion, of which the 
following, announced by the Washington cor­
respondent of the New York Times to have 
been lately discovered, is a fresh instance 
Evidences have reached the government of a 
well-planned rebel conspiracy, of a most ex­
tended character, which was to have burst 
upon the country simultaneously with the 
battles at Richmond. The rebel leaders con­
fidently relied on shaking off McClellan and 
annihilating his army by their immensely 
superior numbers, and this success was to be 
immediately followed by a rising in Tennessee. 
Kentucky and Maryland, and the advance of 
Jeff. Davis upon Washington in the midstof 
the confusion. The families of rebel officials 
who are living in Kentucky, while their heads 
are in position in Richmond, were fully inform­
ed of the scheme, and in their boldness and 
imprudence let it out. The facts were com­
municated to the War Depaitment and to Gen. 
Boyle of Kentucky,and preparations were made 
to defeat the movement ; but the utter failure 
of the rebels to break the power of the Union 
army now threatening Richmond makes it im­
possible for them to put their plan in motion 

Female Advice.—It is a wondrous advan­
tage to a man, in every pursuit or avocation, to 
secure an adviser in a sensible woman. In 
woman there is at once a subtle delicacy of 
tact, and a plain soundness of judgment,which 
are rarely combined to an equal degree in man.
A woman, if she be really your friend, will 
have a sensitive regard for your character, 
honor, repute. She will seldom counsel you 
to do a shabby thing, for a woman-friend al­
ways desires to be proud of you. At the same 
time, her constitutional timidity makes her 
more cautious than your male friend. She, 
therefore, seldom counsels you to do an impru­
dent thing. By female friendships I mean 
pure friendships—those in which there is no 
admixture of the passion of love except in the 
married state. A man’s best female friend is 
a wife of good sense and good heart, whom he 
loves, and who loves him. If he have that, 
he need not seek elsewhere. But supposing 
the man to be without such helpmate, female 
friendships he must still have, or his intellect 
will be without a garden, and there will be 
many an unheeded gap even in its strongest 
fence. Better and safer, of course, such friend­
ships were disparities of years or circum­
stances put the idea oflove out of the question. 
Middle life have rarely this advantage; youth 
and old age have. We may have female 
friendships with those much older, and those 
much younger, than ourselves. Moliére’s old 
house-keeper was a great help to his genius ; 
aud Montaigne’s philosophy takes both a gen­
tler and a loftier character of wisdom from the 
date in which he finds, in Marie de Gournay, 
an adopted daughter, “certainly beloved by 
me,” says tbe Horace of Essayists, 14 with more 
than paternal love, and involved in my soli­
tude and retirement, as one of the best parts of 
my being.” Female friendship, indeed, is to 
man "præsidium et dulce decus’’—bulwark, 
sweetener, ornament of his existenco. To bis 
mental culture it is invaluable ; without it all 
bis knowledge of books will never give him 
knowledge of the worldÇaxfonûnw,''tn 
Blackwood's Magasine.

Dear Sir,—I had placed in my bands, by a 
gentleman in the market, an ear of wheat cov­
ered with insects very much resembling, at the 
first glance, the common 4 Aphis’ found on the 
soft stems of roses and other garden flowers. 
My friend told me tbat tbe ear of wheat given 
to me was one out of a field taken without any 
special selection, every ear appearing to contain 
a great abundance of similar insecte ; the one 1 
had contained about 100 insects, and many 
must have been shaken off in prerions handling 
of tbe ear. Some of tbe insects possessed 
wings rather imperfectly developed, others had 
no wings, probably tbe not fully developed 
insect. On placing the insects under tbe mi­
croscope, they appeared to me to belong to tbe 
order ‘ Hemiptera’ or half-winged insects. Tbe 
common Free Bug is a fair exam pie of the order. 
The insects hud a largely developed 4 rostrum,' 
which is the underlip of the insect, jointed, 
hollow, prolonged aod tapering to a point—in 
short, like the upper lip of tbe elephant called 
its trunk, but more horny and piercing at its 
point. Those insects which had not beeo dis­
turbed were situated at the junction of tbe 
grain, with tbe ear stock, and had their ros­
trums securely en ered into tbe grain, which in 
the specimen I had was just formed, that is, 
the grain was in its early membranoos state, 
with its white centre discernible. The result 
of tbe operations of such innumerable enemies 
as these insecte must be tbe utter exhaustion 
of tbe grain. As the white kernel of the grain 
is secreted, it must be sucked into tbe hungry 
stomachs of these destructive animals ; and the 
whole crop, supposiog them to be as numerons 
throughout as on this specimen, must be 
shrivelled, half grown, witb very little flour 
in the grain, even ifit ever reaches maturity.
A more perfect boring apparatus, at tbe same 
time hollow, with great powers of suctioo, 
capable of drawing into the stomach of the 
insect every fluid particle in tbe grain, could 
not be devised or imagined. So soon as 
tbe grain hardens, tbe crop must be safe 
from this insect, unless future observation 
shows that It can derive subsistence from the 
fluids of the stalk as well as from the grain 
itself. Notone of tbe insects I have seen on 
this ear had attempted to penetrate the stalk, 
but that may be because being, as the saying 
is,4 sworn at Highgate,’it likes tbe juicy grain 
better, and when the grain becomes hard, they 
may turn their attention to the stalk. I do not 
think this very probable. But if I were a farmer 
and found my fields covered with them I should 
be very much inclined to cut it down 
for hay, and wheat makes good hay when cat 
green (I have cut many acres of it for hay 
when in Australia) and sow the field for an- 
other crop of hay with any grain, such as rye 
or millet, or anything likely to yield a crop 
this season. It would be found almost im­
possible to shake the insect off the ear. I 
doubt if a storm of wind and rain would do 
much to wash or shake them off, for they are 
possessed of good holding legs and feet and 
grasp the plant very tenaciously, and in ad­
dition to their legs, they have their ‘rostrum’ 
to hold on witb. Rain would only wash off 
the unattached ; whether it would kill them I 
do not know, I should think not, unless tbe 
temperature fell very considerably. What 
other means the farmers possess of destroying 
the insects must be left to their own judgment.
I doubt whether a grain of wheat once pene­
trated by tbe 4 rostrum' of these creatures can 
ever develope into good wheat, and whether 
grain so damaged as tbe ear shewn to me would 
ever be worth so much as an average hay crop. 
But this is a matter for the judgment of each 
farmer. I shall be happy to show any fanner 
the insect and the penetrated grain, if he will 
bring specimens with him, for when once kill­
ed, the insect will not long exhibit its peculi­
arities. It soon loses its plampnesr, and tbe 
shape of tbe rostrum is lost. These I now 
possess will not be worth looking at on Mon­
day, when your impression appears.

I think the prevalence of this insect is doe 
to the continuance of dry weather, and may 
not be expected in ordinary seasons If this 
country possessed the small birds of Europe, 
they would flutter about the ears of a wheat 
field, and pick ail these insects off before they 
could become destructive. It is much to be 
regretted that small birds are so scarce. 
Every insect-eating bird should be amply pro­
tected by every farmer.

Adventure 
some experiment wholly new ; bat before you 
so adventure, be sure tba^t you have taken in 
wholly new ideas. The wider your range of 
thought, the greater your chance and choice of 
original combinations. Tbe writer who adopts 
this custom is vulgarly called 44 versatile.” 
This is a misnomer. It is not that Genius is 
versatile because the objects within its scope 
are various. If you bave twenty thousand a 
year instead of one thousand, you are not 
versatile because you do a great many things 
which a man of a thousand a year cannot do. 
According to the axiom in optics, " we see 
everything by means of the rays of light which 
proceed from it ” The eye is not versatile be­
cause it is sensible to the rays of light from 
more things than one. Again, in optics, "we 
see everything in the direction of that line 
which the rays approach the eye last.” Genius 
is not versatile because in tbe sweep of its 
swift survey it sees each thing in the direction 
of the line in which tbe rays approach last to 
its view. 33e who is always observant will be 
always various.—" Caxtoniana," in Blackwood’s 
Magazine.

Thr Late Denes or Pobtland and ais 
Daughter.—A singula» story was disclosed in 
a judgment delivered by the Master of the 
Rolls, on Monday. It appears tbat upon the 
marriage of the late Duke and Duchess of 
Portland, in 1795, a considerable sum of money 
was settled to the use of tbe younger children 
of the marriage, of whom Lady Mary Bentinck 
and Lady Harriet bentinck were two. For 
some time previously to tbe year 1848, a strong 
attacbment existed, between Lady Mary Ben­
tinck and Sir William Topham, which the late 
Duke of Portland so much disapproved as to 
declare tbat lie would never consent to their 
being married. Lady Mary eventually came 
to a resolution tbat she would not marry Sir 
\V illiam during her father's lifetime unless with 
her father's consent, but with the reservation 
that if her father should predecease Sir William 
and herself she should consider bis authority 
over her selection of a husband at an end. 
The duke being advised of this reservation of 
his daughter set himself to consider how far 
he could prevent her doing after his death 
wbat she had consented not to do during his 
life. In 1848 a deed was drawn up, under 
which two sums were conveyed to the duke's 
son, Lord Henry Bentinck, in trust for Lady 
Mary and Lady Harriet Bentinck, with certain 
disentailing conditions as regarded tbe former 
in case of her marrying Sir William Topham 
The late duke having died in 1854, Lady Marv 
Bentinck married, shortly after, Sir William 
Topham ; and one of the objects of tbe present 
suit was to set aside the deed of 1848, as being 
unfair to Lady Mary and contrary to tbe prin­
ciples of equity as applied by this court to 
funds apportioned by marriage settlement to 
tbe use and for the benefit of children. His 
Honour took this view of the case, and held 
that, although tbe duke bad a right to appor­
tion tbe property settled to tbe younger child­
ren of bis marriage, be bad no right to saddle 
such apportionment with any fanciful whims 
or conditions affecting the social relations of 
the donees or appointees of the fund. The 
deed of 1848 would therefore be declared void, 
and the two sums of £16,000 (making £32,- 
000) released from the conditions therein im­
posed upon them. With respect to the deed 
of 1853, settling tbe sum of £50,000 and its 
accumulations upon somewhat similar condi­
tions to the deed of 1848, tbe court could not 
interfere, inasmuch as tbs fund therein settled 
arose oat of the late duka’s <mu money.—

Had war, for ms Un ce, resulted from the 
affmr of the Trentin December last, the Federal 
Sûtes would probably have had an advantage 
over us for a time. At that season there was 
no access to tbe lakes from the sea, and, ns the 
Americans were superior to the Canadians on 
the spot in population and resources, they 
could in all likelihood have put a superior 
force anoa.. As soon, however, as the break- 
mg up of the ice bad opened the navigation of 
the St. Li.wrehce we could have poured a 
whole fleet of guaboate through that rivtr into 
the lakes, whereas no such channel would have 
been open to the Americans. It was at tbe 
prospect ihtw disclosed that tbe Americans 
took alarm.”

In most of the remarks made upon this sub­
ject on the other side of the water, it is found 
convenient to omit all reference to the Cana- 
dian canals, the time of their construction, or 
their capa< ity. What we have quoted above ia 
sufficient to show, however, that it is felt by 
the Englun writers that England has eecured 
4 r*?™ for nâT*I operations on those water», 
which is not open to this country. This fact 
is nsnally noticed casually, as if it were 
merely a natural incident of tbe geographical 
features of the country. Had such been the 
case, it u needless to say, the agreement of 
1817 would never have been entered into by 
lie United Sûtes. Tbe disparity has been 

produced by the quiet craft, which opened the 
way from the lakes to the ocean on one side 
of the frontier, and thus enabled that party to 
ba Id a navy *t a disunce of three thouwnd 
miles for oervioe on the lakes. And this dis­
parity can only be re noved by a similar step 
on this side of tbe line, which would reduce 
tbe question of naval superiority in those 
waters to tbe same footing as the'same ques­
tion when raised upon the ocean.

The New York Herald publishes the experi­
ences of a New York merchant, who recently 
succeeded in escaping from the Confederate 
States, after a stay of eighteen months there :

“Coffee sells for one dollar per pound, com­
mon molasses sugar for fifty ceuts per pouud, 
and batter seventy-five cents. Boots cannot 
be had for less thtin $40 per pair, and ladies' 
gaiters at $9 per pair, whilst there is thc great­
est scarcity of dry goods. The secession feel­
ing is rabid and universal, and there is a gene­
ral determination to fight to tbe last man. The 
soldiers are paid off regularly with Confederate 
money, and their families are provided for by 
relief committees. It is a mistake to suppose 
there is ao much suffering and privation as 
some say there is. And as for actual starva­
tion, that is simply absurd. The people put 
up cheerfully with every privation, believing 
in the ultimate success of the cause. They 
have thc greatest confidence in their leaders 
and almost deify Jeff. D ivis. In regard to the 
conscription, 1 may say that they have regular­
ly appointed agents to visit all houses to take 
the name of all capable cf bearing arms, and 
these will accept of no pretext for avoiding the 
call. A certificate of ill health will not be 
accepted unless furnished by the medical board 
regularly appointed by the government. No 
one, between the age of eighteen and thirty-five 
is exempt from the conscription, and must 
serve iu the Confederate army, while all above 
the age of thirty-five and under sixty are 
liable to military duty within the limits of the 
Stale. By the stringent operation of 
thia law it is expected that 250,000 additionel 
troop# can he raised for tho Confederate ser­
vice, which, with thc 450,000 now said to be 
in the field, will give the actual strength of 
the Confederate army at 100,000 men. Those 
who arc recruited are sent to camps of instruc­
tion until the 18tl> of October, when they will 
he ready to take the field. Immense supplies

A By-Law to feivskt certain abuses.
Whereas it becomes necessary to prevent 

certain abases contrary to the good order, 
peace and tranquillity of the Oily of Quebec, 
it ia ordained and enacted by this Council as

3 Any person who shall have been con­
victed, before tbe said Recorder’s Court, of 
keeping a vicious or dangerous dog, shall be 
held, within two day* from the date of the 
order given to that effect by tbe said Coart, 
to kill or caused to be killed the said dog 
under a penalty of one dollar for each day that 
the said person shall not comply with the said 
order, or under an imprisonment of twenty 
four boars.
