Itis stated i the same article, upon the authori-
iy of Lloyd’s Lists, that from 1793 1o 1829, the
losses in the British mercantile navy alone, amoun-
ted to 550 vessels a vear. [u 1=33, no fewer than
800 merchant ships, or a chivteenth part of the
whole number of ships belonging to the British do-
minions, including the plautations, were either en-
tirely lost or driven ashore | It is thought that the

practice of insurance often generate carelessness
and occasional fraud.  1The Reviewer says—

“ Eyery one w ho reads the newspaper
does not ¥ hasevery now and then his feelings pain-
fally touched by accounts of shipwrecks.  In point
of fact however, the details as to the greater num-
ber of these catastrophes never find their way into
the public prints.  Mauny ships founderat sea—mauny
are wrecked on distant shores—and, with few ex-
ceptions, it is those only that are castaway on our
own coasts, of the loss of which we ever hear.”

These losses are ascribed to the enmbined canses
of a vicious system of insuranee, defective materi-
als and consti uction, and the incompetence o mas-
fers.

The plan of classing vessels, which no donbt has
puzzled some of our readers, as well as ourselves,
15 thus described —

« Sinee nhont the year 1760, or perhaps earlier,
ships have been ar ranred by the nnderwriters of
