The token, appropriately trans-
ferred, first appears in the legends
of the more troubled West as a
badge of courage and generosity
which Robin Hood awarded to
those of his Merrie Men who de-

served it,

In Hungary, Magyar warriors
adopted bright red feathers as
part of their battledress. There
was sound thinking in this, as
Ted is now known beyond all
doubt to arouse the emotions
more swiftly than any other col-

or. A charging warrior, bristl-
ing with red feathers as well as
weapons, had extra terror-value.

Then in 1335 the Black Prince
began sticking red feathers in
the helmets of knights who had
shown themselves gallant and
true,

The distribution of clothing among the

peoples of Europe, victims of World War IT,
has brought to the authorities many touching
expressions of gratitude from the recipients,
which should be an encouragement to every-
one to renew their efforts to keep supplies
going.
Few letters'iNore poignantly express the

teëlings of the people who participated in the
uscd clothing which the Canadian people sent
over last October than this one written by the
Nomarch of the Province of Drama, Greece,
to the Ministry of Supplies in Athens, a copy
of which has been received by the national
headquarters in Montreal of the Greek War
Relief Fund.
“We beg to inform you of the great task

which has been fulfilled by the allocation of
clothing gratis to the inhabitants of Dramas
Nomos. The naked bodies of the inhabitants
of the villages which have been looted and
stolen by the Bulgars have been covered by
clothing allocated by UNRRA.
“The emotion caused to the inhabitants

upon the arrival of the clothing at the village
by an officer of your Department of Sifpplies
is indescribable. Young and old people with
their eyes fixed upon the sacks rejoicing and
deeply touched, were waiting for the opening
of the sacks. Cheerful and jolly the ragged
children of the Greek population were waiting
to cover their naked bodies.
“The distribution began with the day. The

village changed its view. One does not see
but the dressed children full of joy and the
men and women to thank the donors, as they

did not forget the heroic people of Greece.
“The distribution of clothing in Dramas

Nomos covered 40 % of the population and
saved from the cold many inhabitants of the
mountainous villages at the frontier.
“The gratitude and sympathy of the peo-

 

 

 

ple to their donors becomes more and-more
obvious, and the distributjon of blankets and
wool surpassed it. Whole families for sev-
eral months slept the nights near the fire-
place for lack of blankets. .

“Generally the distribution of clothing,
blankets and wool at least in our Nomos con-
stituted the beginning of an obvious love and
sympathy of the people to the donors from
one side, and from the other the beginning
of the life of the inhabitants, as many men
and women for months could not come out of
their homes for lack of clothing. Signed, The
Nomarch, D. Daflos.”

This is but one indication of how badly
needed is clothing of all descriptions by the
people who are suffering from malnutrition
and disease in Europe, and to whom any kind
of useable clothing will come as a real bless-
ingand life-saver. In order to help meet this
need the Canadian Allied Relief Organization,
headed by William M. Birks, of Montreal, as
National Chairman, will. make its second col-
lection of serviceable clothing from June 17
to June 29. Last October Canadians sent over
12,000,000 pounds of clothing, which were dis-
tributed free in Europeand Asia, without

discrimination as to race or creed. In this
campaign it is hoped that Canadians will once
again go through their clothes cupboards and
wardrobes and set aside what th¢y can spare
for collection, and then offer their services to
the local committee in their community to
help in the drive.

SECURITY ISN'T ALL
We have heen thinking of stabilizing pro-

fits, keeping a fool from losing his money,
society security, ironing out depressions,

creating a situation where anybody who re-
mained sober and didn’t run off with some-
body else's wife was assured of a comfortable

 

-old age.
I am not opposed to any of these methods

of social security or humanitarian measures.
I only say that if your whole thinking is ob-
sessed with the idea of security, the same
thing will happen to your industrial struc-
ture that happened to the French Army that
was ohsessed with the idea of the Maginot
Line.

as the market grew for the pro-

duce of their fertile fields.

Early in the Nineteenth Cen-
tury, however, the district was
discovered as a beauty spot. In

1826 Charles Bowman Esq. a
Scotch gentleman, bought the
upper part of the Lacroix farm,
and built a house “Forden”,—
still occupied by his descendents,
the Raynes family. The gateway

and lodge of this property were a
picturesque feature of the Road

remembered by many citizens to-

day.

Simon Clarke settled on the
land whose street still bears his
name.

The establishment of ‘Monk-
lands” as the Governor's country

seat-sat once threw the Côte St.

Antoine Road into prominence.

Lord Metcalfe who held the office

‘| from 1843 to 1845, gave his name
to Metcalfe Terrace—the group of
four houses on the lower side of

the road, opposite the entrance to

the Raynes estate, (two of which

are still left.) These were built
to house his Aides. The street

running up beside them naturally

acquired the same name.

The Joseph Leduc farm, having
fallen upon hard times, and been

sold by Sherriff’s Sale in 1845,

was bought from the purchasers

at that sale by William Murray,
whose family owned it until it
became the Murray Park, within
the memory of all of us. The
grey gi “ne house he built, with its
square toower, was called ‘“West-

mount”, and gave its name to the
Town.

During this time the road was
under the care of the Montreal

Turnpike Trust, and had two toll-

gates leading into it, one at the

present Greene Avenue, and one

at Claremont.

Various other country houses of
note were built on divisions of the
old farms—among them that of
the Greenshields family, next to

the west of the Clarke property,
—and that of Col. Crawford, at
Churchill Avenue (first called
“Crawford Street.) All of these
properties in course of time had
their Seigneurial tenure com-

muted, becoming “Franc alleu

roturier”, or freehold farms.

In the space of this article it is
impossible to go into detail as to
the full subsequent development

of the Côte St. Antoine Road. As

the community grew up, so this

artery of its life acquired new

features. The little school, first

started on Stanton St. (or “Mon-

tarville” as it was originally
named,) became the Westmount

Academy, on the adjoining, much

Veal is one of the more plenti-

ful meats at this season, and its

delicate flavour blends well with

other foods. Early vegetables,

which are also mild in flavour
are particularly good with veal.

Most people love a good roast

of veal, but does everyone know

bow to cook it? Long, slow cook-

ing in dry heat will cook veal well

and still keep it juicy. Experi-

ments have shown that a main-

tained temperature of 325°F., will

do the trick, provided the requir-

ed length of time is allowed, and
30 to 35 minutes per pound is  

 

considered best.

grown, an addition of fat will be
necessary, Bacon fat, rubbed over

is polished, you will have trouble
finding where the repairs took
place. ’

of your own, he will cut it to any

size.

, To mrst Canadians the word
“Sparrow” means just one thing

—the City or “1glish Sparrow.

This is a great pity. According

to the most up-to-date authorities

our commonest bird is not a true
Sparrow at all. Furthermore, it

is an alien and not a good Cana-

dian, having been imported near-

ly a hundred years ago. But a

third reason overtops the others.

If you are not acquainted with

some of the bona fide members

of the Sparrow family you have

missed a great deal of pleasure.

This group is very large, in-

cluding such diverse birds as the

Snow Bunting and the Grosbeaks,

but all with the conical bills of

seed eaters. However, if we re-

strict ourselves to only a few of

the best known ones which are

actually. called “Sparrow”, we

still have plenty of chancez for

enjoyment,

The Song Sparrow lives up to

its name. An inveterate singer,

it is one of the earliest of the
migrants. Its voice may often

be heard before the snow is well

gone. It sings throughout the day,

and frequently pipes up even in
the middle of the night. Each

individual has its own special

song, which having learned we

have no difficulty thereafter in

recognizing . In this way it is pos-

cible to keep track of a certain

Song Sparrow not just for one.

season but for several years.

Sometimes we hear what at

first seems to be the buzz of an

insect, but which later decide

must be the voice df a bird. Per-

haps it is the insect - like

little song of the Grasshopper

Sparrow, somewhat a rarity in
Canada. But it is more apt to be

the sound made by the Savannah

Sparrow, in which case we will

be undecided whether the musici-

an be near or far, for he is a

ventriloquist. If close, we will

hear the “Tsip-tsip-you" that in

troduces the buzz, and the final

syllable “you”.

The beautiful White-crowned

Sparrow with its lovely song, the

friendly little Chipping Sparrow,

and the aristocratic Tree Sparrow

should not be left off our list.

But the White-throated Sparrow

has one of the most wonderful

songs of our northern woods. The

tone is pure and clear. Whether

heard from a distance or near at

hand we are able to make out

the exact words, ‘‘Sweet, sweet,

Canada, Canada, Canada.” Sure-

ly this bird should be our nation-

al symbol.
